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YOUR LEGISLATORS’ VOTING RECORD ON SMALL BUSINESS ISSUES

2011-12 SESSION: Roll call votes by your state legislators
on the following key small business issues during the last
two sessions of the Pennsylvania General Assembly are
listed inside. The Voting Record does not reflect all elements
considered by a lawmaker when voting, nor does it represent
a complete profile of a legislator, but it can be a guide in
evaluating your legislator’s attitude toward small business.
Many issues on which small businesses are affected did not
go to a roll call vote in either the House or Senate. Please
thank those legislators who supported small business.

HOUSE BILLS

HB 1 (Harper Amendment): This

amendment, opposed by NFIB,
attempts to gut the underlying bill that seeks
to prevent personal injury lawyers from
conducting witch hunts for deep-pocket
defendants in civil lawsuits. A “No” vote
supports the NFIB position. The amend-
ment failed 89-109.

HB 377, Final Passage: This bill

eliminates the requirement that home
builders install sprinkler systems in new
single and multi-family homes. A “Yes”
vote supports the NFIB position. The bill
passed the House 154-39.

HB 1349, Final Passage: Requires

state agencies to solicit input from
small business owners when drafting new
regulations and requires agencies to con-
sider less costly or intrusive ways to regulate
small business. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. The bill passed the House
158-41.

SB 263, Final Passage: Requires

state agencies to base regulations on
sound scientific data. A “Yes” vote sup-
ports the NFIB position. The bill passed
the House 153-45.

SB 1375, Final Passage: Extends
unemployment benefits for the second

time in less than one year at a time when
the state unemployment trust fund was
insolvent and had to borrow nearly $4
billion from the federal government. A “No”
vote supports the NFIB position. The bill
passed the House 185-10.

SB 1310, Concurrence: Omnibus

unemployment compensation reform
package that restores the state UC trust
fund to solvency, cuts expenses by $350
million annually by tightening eligibility
standards, and freezes maximum benefits.
A “Yes” vote supports the NFIB position.
The bill passed the House 129-67.

SB 330, Final Passage: Enables
small business owners with 50 or
fewer employees to pay their school-related
property taxes in at least three installments
per year. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. The bill passed the House
109-86.

HB 1907, Motion on Constitu-
tionality: This bill limits punitive
damages in lawsuits against nursing homes

and certain types of healthcare entities. A
challenge was made by state Rep. Brandon
Neuman that this bill violates the state
Constitution, effectively killing this impor-
tant legal reform. A “Yes” vote supports
the NFIB position. Constitutionality was
sustained 110-82.

HB 761, Concurrence: Omnibus

tax relief package repeals the death
tax for family farm transfers; simplifies the
process for filing the Sales and Use Tax;
streamlines and improves the tax appeals
process; raises the amount of Education
Improvement Tax credits available to small
business owners who invest in education
improvement organizations and scholar-
ships for students. A “Yes” vote supports
the NFIB position. The bill passed 140-56.

SENATE BILLS

SB 1131 (Corman Amendment):

This amendment adopts NFIB-sup-
ported reforms to prevent personal injury
lawyers from conducting witch-hunts for
deep-pocket defendants in civil lawsuits. A
“Yes” vote supports the NFIB position.
The amendment passed 28-22.

HB 377, Final Passage: This bill

eliminates the requirement that home
builders install sprinkler systems in new
single and multi-family homes. A “Yes”
vote supports the NFIB position. The bill
passed the Senate 33-17.

SB 1030, Concurrence: Provides

small business owners who win UC
appeals with automatic relief from charges;
requires claimants to search for work; allows
small business owners to participate by
telephone in unemployment compensation
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appeals hearings. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. The bill passed 50-0.

HB 1349 (Ferlo Amendment): House

Bill 1349 requires state agencies to
solicit input from small business owners
when drafting new regulations. A “No” vote
supports the NFIB position because the
Ferlo Amendment essentially repeals
these reforms after five years. The amend-
ment failed 15-33.

SB 263, Final Passage: Requires state

agencies to base regulations on sound
scientific data. A “Yes” vote supports the
NFIB position. The bill passed the Senate
49-0.

SB 1375, Final Passage: Extends
unemployment benefits for the second
