Shri E.M.S. Namboodirippad, popularly known as EMS, holds 
pride of place as the first Chief Minister of Unified Kerala. 
A staunch and committed socialist, historian and Marxist 
theorist, he had the rare distinction of having led to power, 
through the ballot, the first democratically elected Communist 
government in the world.

Shri EMS was born on 14th June 1909 in Perinthalmanna taluk 
of Malappuram district. His father was Shri Parameswaran 
Namboodirippad whom he lost in the early years of his life. 
His mother, Smt. Vishnudatta Antharjanam greatly influenced 
him. Eventhough his formal education started very late, he studied 
Sanskrit, the Vedas and the Upanishads with the help of a tutor 
at home.

Even from his early age, Shri EMS was associated with the 
activities of ‘Yogakshemasabha’, the progressive reformist 
movement led by Shri V.T. Bhattathirippad, which sought 
to fight against the casteism and reactionary conservatism 
that was prevalent among the Namboodiri community. At the 
tender age of 15, Shri EMS became the Secretary of Valluvanadu 
‘Upayogakshemasabha’, which was the stepping stone to a 
long and distinguished political life, which lasted for decades 
and greatly influenced both the state and national politics.

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Shri EMS began his school education in 1925 in Perinthalmanna High School in the third 
forum. In the last year of school, he left Perinthalmanna High School and joined the High 
School in Palakkad. His acquaintance with the student leaders of Victoria College, which was 
adjacent to the school influenced him profoundly and began to mould his outlook towards 
the ongoing national struggle for independence from British rule.

Shri EMS joined the St. Thomas College, Thrissur, in 1929 for the Intermediate level. During the 
eventful two-and-a-half years he spent there, he acquired the practical experience necessary 
to become a political leader. His association with the magazine “Unni Namboodiry”, a 
progressive publication under the auspices of Shri V.T. Bhattathirippad, helped him immensely 
not only to mould his political outlook but also to hone the writing skill inherent in him.

During his college days, Shri EMS was associated with the Indian National Congress and 
the national movement for independence. He attended the All India Congress meeting in 
Madras and State level meetings at Payyannur and Vadakara. He abandoned college studies 
in 1932 to take part in the Civil Disobedience movement. He was arrested in Calicut and 
sent to jail. With this arrest, the transformation from a politically aware student to a full-
time political activist became complete. His association with prison mates having socialist 
ideals enabled him to get closer to the Congress Socialist Party, a socialist wing of the Indian 
National Congress. He was elected as the State Congress Secretary in 1934. In 1936, Shri EMS 
was given membership in the secretly formed Communist party. The entire Congress Socialist 
Party wing became the Communist Party of India at the meeting held at Pinarayi in 1939. The 
very same year Shri EMS was elected to the Madras Legislative Assembly.

Shri EMS Nampoodiripad travelled to many north Indian cities to organise socialist groups 
within the Congress party. After independence, he devoted his life to the Communist 
movement and even when the party was banned, he continued to work in hiding.

In the election that followed immediately after the formation of the State of Kerala,  
Shri EMS was elected from Nileswaram. He led the Communist Party to victory and became 
the first Chief Minister of Kerala in 1957. The progressive legislations enacted by his 
government somehow invited the wrath of certain sections of Kerala society. Shortly, the 
“Liberation Struggle” was launched leading to the dismissal of the Ministry.

Shri EMS Nampoodirippad was elected to the KLA three times from the Pattambi constituency 
in 1960, 1967 and 1970 and from the Alathur constituency in 1977. When the Communist 
Party split in 1964, Shri EMS chose to stand with the CPI (M). He served again as the Chief 
Minister of Kerala from 06.03.1967 to 01.09.1969. As Chief Minister, he chaired the Committee 
of Privileges twice. He was also the General Secretary of the CPI (M) for many years.

Through his several books, writings and speeches Shri EMS changed the outlook of Kerala 
society and helped lay the foundation, for what later came to be known as the “Kerala 
Model” of development. Even during the twilight of his life, Shri EMS continued to inspire 
and influence many people through his visions on decentralisation and people’s planning.

A gifted writer, Shri EMS Nampoodirippad has to his credit many noteworthy works. His famous 
works include his autobiography “How I became a Communist”, “Kerala Society and Politics: 
A Historical Survey”, “Nehru, Ideology & Practice”, “The Mahatma and the ism”, “Problems 
of National Integration”, “Kerala Yesterday, Today and Tomorrow”, “India Planning in Crisis”,  
“A History of Indian Freedom Struggle” etc. and many essays and travelogues.

Smt. Arya Antharjanam was his wife and they have two sons and two daughters. 

Shri EMS Namboodirippad passed away on 19.03.1998 at the age of 89.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 23.03.1998.
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PATTOM A. THANU PILLAI

Known as the ‘Bhishmacharya’ of Kerala politics, Shri Pattom 
Thanu Pillai a veritable doyen among the State’s political 
leaders was born on 15th July 1885 at Thiruvananthapuram. 
His father was Shri Varadharajan, a Sanskrit scholar and mother 
was Smt. Easwari Amma. From childhood, Shri Thanu Pillai  
who grew up hearing the valiant tales of national leaders like 
Thilak, Gokhale and Annie Besant, was attracted to the political 
views of Gandhiji. His in-born leadership quality and debating 
skills earned him fame, even during school education.

He passed matriculation from Maharaja’s College, 
Thiruvananthapuram. His friendship with Kesari Balakrishna 
Pillai, who was his classmate influenced him deeply and 
helped to instill in him an abiding sense of patriotism. A 
very studious student as well, he also won a gold medal for 
academic excellence in the BA examination. After graduation, 
he taught in a private school in Thriuvananthapuram for a 
while. Eventhough he got appointed as Deputy Chief in the 
State Agriculture Department, subsequently, he choose to 
continue his job as a teacher and studied law simultaneously.

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After graduating from Law College, Thiruvananthapuram in 1917, he started legal practice 
in Thiruvananthapuram which proved to be a turning point in his political career. His 
colleagues at the bar were leaders of freedom struggle such as Paravoor T.K. Narayana 
Pillai, Ponnara Sreedhar, K.P. Neelakanta Pillai, G. Chandrasekhara Pillai and C. Narayana 
Pillai. Under his leadership, lawyers protested against the cruel police brutality meted 
out to students agitating against the Diwan’s rule. He resigned even his councillorship 
in the city corporation to participate fully, in the ‘Nivarthana Agitation’. Right from the 
beginning of the State Congress, Shri Thanu Pillai was very active in awakening public 
opinion through his inspiring speeches against British rule.

Meanwhile, Shri Pattom Thanu Pillai was invited to preside over the meeting of Congressmen 
in the princely states, held at Hariharapuram. Elected as the State Congress President in 1938,  
Shri Thanu Pillai continued to shoulder the responsibility for almost 14 years.

Shri Pattom A. Thanu Pillai was elected to the Sree Moolam Popular Assembly in 1921 
and to the Travancore Legislative Council during 1928 - 32 during the Regency rule. He 
was again elected to the Sree Moolam Assembly in 1933 and 1937 and to the Travancore 
Assembly in 1948. Shri Pattom Thanu Pillai was also a Member of the Travancore-Cochin 
Legislative Assembly from 1949 to 1956. His fearless criticism of Sir C.P. Ramaswamy Iyer, 
the then Diwan, though it elated the longing for freedom of many people, irked the Diwan, 
which led to his arrest. However, he was released soon as he fell sick while in Jail.

After India’s independence the first democratic government in Travancore was formed 
under the Prime Ministership of Shri Pattom Thanu Pillai in which Shri C. Kesavan and  
Shri T. M. Varghese were also members.

However, due to difference of opinion within the party, Shri Pattom Thanu Pillai severed 
ties with the Congress and formed the Praja Socialist Party. In 1954 he formed a new front 
against the Congress Party with the help of the Communists, Revolutionary Socialist Party 
and Kerala Socialist Party. Shri Pattom Thanu Pillai became the front’s leader and the Chief 
Minister during 1954-1955.

Shri Pattom Thanu Pillai was elected to the 1st KLA in 1957 from Thiruvananthapuram 
constituency. In the election held in 1960, after the ‘Liberation Struggle’, the alliance 
headed by Congress with P.S.P. and Muslim League won the majority vote and Shri Thanu 
Pillai became the Chief Minister of Kerala on February 22, 1960.

However, the changing political equations caused the fall of the ministry, leading to his 
resignation on 25.09.1962. Soon he was appointed as the Governor of Punjab in 1962. He 
was also the Governor of Andhra Pradesh from 1964 to 1968.

Being very outspoken, Shri Pattom A. Thanu Pillai never feared to speak out his views 
which earned him friends and foes alike. Known for his great administrative skills and 
statesmanship, he gave emphasis to many development activities, especially in the capital city.

His wife was Smt. Ponnamma, whom he married, after the demise of his first wife,  
Smt. Sumukhi Amma. Shri Pattom Thanu Pillai has three daughters.

Shri Pattom Thanu Pillai passed away on 27.07.1970. 

The Assembly paid homage to him on 26.10.1970.
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R. SANKAR

One of the towering figures in Kerala politics with his 
courageous and inimitable style of functioning, Shri R. Sankar 
became the third Chief Minister of Kerala during one of the 
most turbulent periods in the State’s political history.

Shri Sankar was born in the village of Kuzhikkalidavaka in 
Kottarakkara Taluk on 30th April 1909 as the fifth son of  
Shri Raman and Smt. Kunchali Amma. In spite of unfavourable 
circumstances in a large family he was fortunate enough to 
get good education. Shri Sankar’s formal education began in 
the Puthoor Primary School and later continued in the English 
School, Kottarakkara. In 1924 he completed the High School 
education.

Shri Sankar joined Maharajas College, Thiruvananthapuram, 
the present University College, with the help of a wealthy and 
benevolent relative, as his father could not afford the expenses 
for his education. After graduating from Maharajas College, he 
joined Law College, Thiruvananthapuram in 1933.

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Shri Sankar took to teaching profession to earn a living. He joined Sivagiri High School 
as Principal. It was during those days, that he associated himself with the activities of 
the SNDP Yogam. A very good orator, he impressed many with his inspiring talks on the 
social injustice prevalent in those days, particularly the discriminatory attitude shown 
towards backward class communities. He also raised his voice for equal opportunities for 
backward classes, in all sectors. He studied Kumaran Asan’s poetry deeply and attended 
many literary meetings throughout Travancore.

With the birth of the State Congress he was drawn to politics. The end of the ‘Nivarthana 
agitation’ and the gradual growth of the State Congress, accelerated Sankar’s rise as a 
political leader. He participated in the freedom struggle and was arrested and imprisoned. 
After India’s independence he focussed his attention on strengthening the Congress party. 
Later, taking a break from the Congress party, he began to work in the SNDP Yogam. His 
work during this period served a great deal to bring backward class communities into the 
fold of the Congress party.

During his long association with the SNDP Yogam for over 13 years, he served as its General 
Secretary, President and Chief of the SN Trust. Under his leadership the SNDP Yogam gave 
emphasis to the field of education and started many educational institutions.

Shri Sankar returned to the State Congress at a crucial juncture, when it was going 
through one of its worst periods. His organising skills and leadership qualities became 
evident in the election held after independence. He was elected to the Travancore 
Assembly in 1948. He also became a member of the Travancore-Cochin Assembly from 
1949 to 1956. Shri Sankar was a member of the Constituent Assembly and also a member 
of the Franchise and Delimitation Commission and the Reforms Committee constituted 
after the introduction of the Responsible Government. He led the Congress party as 
KPCC President during the 'Liberation Struggle'. The Congress won the elections in 1960 
under Shri Sankar’s leadership and he became the Deputy Chief Minister in the Pattom 
Thanu Pillai ministry. He handled Finance portfolio from 22.02.1960 to 26.09.1962. When  
Shri Pattom Thanu Pillai was appointed as Governor, Shri Sankar became the Chief Minister 
of Kerala from 26.09.1962 to 10.09.1964.

Shri R. Sankar was an able administrator and statesman. His track record as the Chief 
Minister of Kerala is ample proof of his administrative skills. He brought about many 
economic reforms while handling the finance portfolio. He served as the Chairman of the 
Committee of Privileges from 1960 to 1964. He was also the editor of a newspaper called 
‘Dinamony’.

His wife was Smt. Lekshmikutty Amma and they have one son and one daughter. 

Shri Sankar died at the age of 63 on 06.11.1972.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 13.11.1972.

C. ACHUTHA MENON

Shri C. Achutha Menon, a renowned leader of the Communist 
Party of India and a stalwart among the line of administrators, 
was born to Madathil Veettil Shri Achutha Menon and 
Smt. Lekshmykutty Amma at Puthukkad, Thrissur on 13th 
January 1913. Being a brilliant student, he studied with merit 
scholarship throughout his student life, and stood first in the 
SSLC examination in the then State of Kochi. After finishing 
the intermediate level from St. Thomas College, Thrissur, he 
continued his college education in Madras. There he won a 
gold medal for academic excellence and was a role model for 
other fellow students.

Shri Achutha Menon, then went on to study Law in Law College, 
Thiruvananthapuram and scored the highest marks in Hindu 
Law. After the B.L. degree, he started legal practice in various 
courts of Thrissur, during which he began to get involved in 
many social issues.
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Shri Achutha Menon started his political career by associating himself with the State 
Congress, and actively took part in the Congress meeting held at Thrissur. He subsequently 
became a member of the Kochi Praja Mandalam and later the Communist Party of India.

Shri Achutha Menon became a Member of the Central Committee of the Communist Party 
of India and a member of its Executive Committee and Central Secretariat. He continued 
his political activities, even when the Communist Party was banned. He was imprisoned 
for many years and in the meantime he was elected to the Travancore-Cochin Assembly 
in 1952.

Shortly, Shri Achutha Menon was elected to the Kerala Legislative Assembly, after the 
reorganisation of the States, thus becoming the first Finance Minister of Kerala in the 
Ministry headed by Shri E.M.S. Namboodirippad in 1957. He was again elected to the 
Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1960 from Irinjalakuda constituency.  Shri Menon also 
became member of the Rajyasabha during 1968-69.

When the Communist Party split, he continued to remain with the CPI .The political 
instability during the late sixties had paved the way for a realignment in coalition politics, 
which had far reaching effects on the political history of the state.

Shri Achutha Menon assumed charge as the Chief Minister of Kerala on 01.11.1969 and 
continued till the dissolution of the 3rd KLA. He was not a member of the Kerala Assembly 
then, but subsequently got elected from Kottarakkara in the by-election held in April 
1970. In the mid-term poll conducted in 1970, he was again elected from Kodakara in 
Thrissur and was sworn in as Chief Minister on 04.10.1970 and continued in that chair 
till 25.03.1977. During his regime, many institutions like the Sree Chitra Thirunal Institute 
of Medical Sciences and the Centre for Development Studies were established in Kerala, 
which later became centres of excellence. He was elected as the State Secretary of CPI 
too, many times, and was also a member of the National Council of the CPI.

A talented writer, Shri. Achutha Menon has authored many books on Kerala. He has 
also translated H.G. Wells’ “Brief History of the World” into Malayalam. “Soviet Land”, 
“Kissan Paada Pusthakam”, “Keralam - Prasnangalum Saadhyadhakalum”, “Smaranayude 
Aedugal”, and “Manushyan Swayam Nirmikkunnu”(Translation) are his other famous 
works. In addition, he has contributed many note- worthy articles in newspapers and 
periodicals.

A leader known for his sincerity, integrity and uprightness in public life, Shri Achutha 
Menon retired from active politics in 1977.

His wife was Smt. Vellappallil Ammini Amma and they have one son and two daughters.

Shri C. Achutha Menon expired on 16.08.1991.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 28.08.1991.
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CHIEF MINISTERS

Shri K. Karunakaran, being a stalwart in the political arena, 
occupies a leading role in the contemporary political history of 
the State of Kerala.

Shri K.Karunakaran was born on 5th July 1918 at Chirackkal 
in Kannur District to Shri Thekkedathu Ravunni Marar and  
Smt. Kannoth Kalyani Amma. 

Shri K. Karunakaran gave up his school education at an early 
age and started his political career through the Indian National 
Congress. A staunch patriot, he had zealously participated in 
the freedom  struggle as well as in trade union activities, right 
from the beginning of his political career and was arrested and 
jailed on many occasions. 

Shri Karunakaran was elected to the Trichur Municipality in 
1945 and subsequently to the Cochin Legislative Assembly in 
1948 and Travancore-Cochin Legislative Assembly three times 
in 1949, 1952 & 1954. He was elected to the Kerala Legislative 
Assembly from Mala Assembly Constituency seven times 
consecutively, in 1967,1970, 1977, 1980, 1982, 1987 & 1991.

He was the Chief Whip of the Congress Legislature Party in  
the Travancore–Cochin Legislative Assembly during 1952-53 
and the leader of Congress Legislature Party in the Kerala 

K. KARUNAKARAN
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Legislative Assembly for a very long period from 1967 to 1995. He was elected to 7th Kerala 
Legislative Assembly simultaneously from Mala and Nemom constituencies in 1982. He 
resigned his Nemom seat on 01.06.1982. He was the Leader of Opposition in the Kerala 
Legislative Assembly from 1967 to 1969, 1980 to 1981 and from 1987 to 1991. He was a 
member of the Indian delegation to ILO in 1957.

Shri K. Karunakaran has been a Member of the Congress Working Committee since 1969 and 
the Member of Parliamentary Board from 1970 onwards. Shri K. Karunakaran is the founder 
of United Democratic Front (UDF) in 1970. 

He has served in a number of Committees in the Kerala Legislative Assembly and was the 
Chairman of the Committee on Public Accounts from 1968 to 1970.He chaired the Committee 
of Privileges from 1982 to 1986.

Shri Karunakaran was the Home Minister from 25.09.1971 to 24.03.1977 in the Ministry 
headed by Shri C. Achutha Menon. During the Emergency in 1975, he took utmost care in the 
administration of the State.  The UDF returned to power with record majority in the ensuing 
elections of 1977.

Shri K. Karunakaran has been the Chief Minister of Kerala four times. He took charge 
as Chief Minister for the first time on 25.03.1977. But, he tendered his resignation on 
25.04.1977, in the wake of certain references by the Kerala High Court in the ‘Rajan case’. 
He took charge as Chief Minister again on December 28, 1981. However, this Ministry did 
not last long. He resigned on 17th March 1982, following the withdrawal of support by a 
member of the Kerala Congress (M). Midterm polls to the 7th Kerala Legislative Assembly 
was held on 19th May 1982. The Ministry with Shri K. Karunakaran as Chief Minister 
assumed Office on 24th May 1982 and continued till 25th March 1987. On June 24, 1991,  
Shri K. Karunakaran took charge as Chief Minister of Kerala for the fourth term, and resigned 
on 16th March 1995, making way for Shri A. K. Antony to take charge as the Chief Minister.

As a veteran Parliamentarian, whose career stretches over seven decades, Shri K. Karunakaran 
has been elected three times to the Rajya Sabha and to the Lok Sabha twice. He was a 
member of the Rajya Sabha during 1995-97, 1997-98 and 2004-05. He has been elected to the  
Lok Sabha from Thiruvananthapuram in 1998 and from Mukundapuram Constituency in 1999. 
Shri K. Karunakaran served as the Minister for Industries in the Union Cabinet for one year  
in 1995.

Widely respected within the country as ‘leader’ and administrator, Shri K. Karunakaran has 
contributed much to the development of the State. The Kerala State Film Development 
Corporation, Nedumbassery Airport, Goshree Project, Guruvayoor Railway Line, Jawaharlal 
Nehru International Stadium, Kaloor and NTPC, Kayamkulam are among them. It was during 
his Chief Ministership that two districts viz Kasaragod and Pathanamthitta were formed. During 
his tenure as Chief Minister from 1982-87, he retained the portfolio of SC/ST Development 
and this period was considered as golden days for them.

Shri K. Karunakaran has been a mentor of umpteen leaders of younger generation, irrespective  
of caste, creed or community, to breed them as efficient leaders in the political arena of  
Kerala & India.

Shri Karunakaran, a true Gandhian throughout his personal and political life, has been 
respected and praised by all as an ardent secular leader both in words and deeds.

Smt. Kalyanikutty Amma was his wife and they have a son and a daughter. His son,  
Shri K. Muraleedharan, a sitting MLA was a Member in the 13th KLA, Member of the Loksabha,  
KPCC President and Minister for Power for a short period. His daughter, Smt. Padmaja  
Venugopal was former Chairperson of the Kerala Tourism Development Corporation.
Shri K. Karunakaran expired on 23.12.2010.
The Assembly paid homage to him on 27.12.2010.
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CHIEF MINISTERS

A.K. ANTONY

Shri A.K. Antony, known for his simple living, has made 
indelible imprints in the social and political life of Kerala. As a 
seasoned political leader of the masses and three time Chief 
Minister of the State, Shri A.K. Antony has relentlessly been 
pursuing high principles in his public as well as private life, 
right from the beginning of his political career spanning over 
50 years.
Shri A.K. Antony was born on 28th December 1940 at Cherthala 
in Alappuzha district to Shri Arakkaparambil Kurian Pillai and  
Smt. G. Aleykutty.
Politics fascinated him very early in life and he ventured into 
this field as an activist of the Kerala Students Union (KSU) at 
Govt. High School, Cherthala. He was the Councillor of the 
School Union in 1956 and became the Secretary of the School 
Union during 1957-58. While doing his graduation at Maharajas 
College, Ernakulam, in 1962, he was elected as General Secretary 
of the College Union. He became the Treasurer of Kerala 
Students Union the next year and went on to become the 
State President of KSU during 1964-66.
After taking degree in Law and enrolling as an Advocate, he 
assumed the leadership of Pradesh Youth Congress Committee 
in 1966 and was elected as its President and continued as such 
till 1969. Being an ardent supporter of the Nehruvian socialist 
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ideals, he organized various agitations for the common cause. He went on hunger march twice, 
on foot from Kasaragod to Thiruvananthapuram. While participating in the fishermen agitation 
at Veluthulli near Cherthala, he was seriously injured in police lathi charge.
The next phase of his political career started in 1969, when he was elevated as the General 
Secretary of the Kerala Pradesh Congress Committee (KPCC). He was the Convenor of the 
State Liaison committee of the ruling coalition from 1970 to 1977. Meanwhile, he was elected 
to the Kerala Legislative Assembly for the first time from Cherthala constituency in 1970.  
Shri A.K. Antony has been the President of the Kerala Pradesh Congress Committee (KPCC) 
during 1973-77, 78-82 and 1987-92.
Shri A.K. Antony was sworn in as the Chief Minister of Kerala for the first time on 27.04.1977 
following the resignation of the Ministry headed by Shri K. Karunakaran. He was then elected 
to the Kerala Legislative Assembly through a by-election from Kazhakkuttom constituency. 
However, in the wake of differences of opinion with regard to the Parliamentary by-election at 
Chikkamangalore in Karnataka, he resigned his Chief Ministership on 27.10.1978.
When there was a split in the Congress Party in 1978, he associated with the faction led by 
Devaraj Urs. Later, he rejoined the Congress Party at the Merger Convention inaugurated by 
Smt. Indira Gandhi at Cochin on 13.12.1982. He was appointed General Secretary, All India 
Congress Committee (AICC) in 1984 by Smt. Indira Gandhi and continued as such till 1987.
He was a Member of the Rajya Sabha during the period from 1985 to 1991, 1991 to 1995, 2005 
to 2010, 2010 to 2016.  Getting elected once again in 2016, he is currently a member of the 
Rajya Sabha. In the Union Cabinet led by Shri P.V. Narasimha Rao, he was the Minister for Civil 
Supplies, Consumer Affairs and Public Distribution for two years from 1993 to 1995. He has 
served as the acting Treasurer of All India Congress Committee for one year in 1994.
On 22.03.1995, he took charge as the Chief Minister of Kerala for a second term, following the 
resignation of Shri K. Karunakaran. He was elected to the Kerala Legislative Assembly again 
in a by-election from Tirurangadi constituency in 1995. He led the Ministry for the remaining 
term of nearly 14 months of the 9th Kerala Legislative Assembly. He was elected to the Kerala 
Legislative Assembly from Cherthala in 1996 and was the Leader of Opposition in the 10th KLA 
(1996-2001).
Shri A.K. Antony was elected to the 11th KLA from Cherthala constituency and the United 
Democratic Front (UDF) under his leadership secured an awesome victory, with 99 seats 
out of 140. On May 17, 2001, he took charge as Chief Minister of Kerala for a third term. 
Later, he tendered the resignation of his Cabinet on 29.08.2004. While continuing as MLA,  
Shri A.K. Antony was elected to the  Rajya Sabha from Kerala in the by-election on 27.05.2005 
and he resigned his Membership in the Kerala Legislative Assembly on 08.06.2005. Since 
then, he has been a member of Rajya Sabha and from October 2006 to May 2014, he was 
the Union Cabinet Minister of Defence. He is the longest serving Defence Minister of India. 
He took concrete steps to boost the morale and preparedness of defence forces and brought 
transparency in defence purchases.
He has been serving as the Member of the Congress Working Committee (from 1992), Member 
of the Central Disciplinary Committee of the AICC (from 1993), Member of the Central Election 
Committee of the AICC (from 2001).
Some of his contributions to the State such as the introduction of unemployment allowance, 
festival allowance to state employees, prohibition of arrack, initiatives in the field of higher 
education, science & technology, bio-technology, information technology etc. are worth 
mentioning.  It was at his behest that the decision to construct the new Legislature Complex 
was taken in 1977.
Shri Antony has his accomplishments in the field of journalism as well. He was Editor, Kalasala 
weekly during 1964-65 and was Editor, Printer and Publisher of Veekshanam daily during 1978- 82.
Smt. Elizabeth Antony is his wife and they have two sons.
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P.K. VASUDEVAN NAIR 

Shri Padayattu Kesava Pillai Vasudevan Nair popularly known 
as PKV, personifies probity as well as purity in public life. 
Born on 2nd March 1926, at Kidangoor in Kottayam  
District to Shri V.M. Kesava Pillai and Smt. Nanikutty Amma,  
Shri P.K. Vasudevan Nair who pursued the Communist ideology 
relentlessly, brings with him a long political service that spans 
more than half a century. He was the Chief Minister of the 
State from 29.10.1978 to 07.10.1979.

Shri P.K. Vasudevan Nair entered politics during his student 
days. He was a member of the Communist Party of India 
since 1945. While studying, he was the President of 
Travancore Students Union in 1947. He was elected as 
President of All Kerala Students Federation in 1948. After 
graduating in Physics, he came to Thiruvananthapuram 
and joined the Government Law College. By that time, 
he was so deeply involved in politics that, he gave up his 
law studies to venture into the political arena. Soon he 
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became a youth leader of national and international repute. He was President of Kerala 
Youth Federation and was the founder President of All India Youth Federation (AIYF).  
He also served as the Vice- President of World Federation of Democratic Youth (WFDY).

Owing to his deep involvement and commitment towards the political organization, he 
took part in the underground activities of the party during 1948-51. He was arrested in 
1951 in connection with a student struggle. He was imprisoned in New Delhi in connection 
with an agitation against price hike. He continued in the CPI after the split in 1964 and held 
prominent positions in the party including the post of General Secretary of the Communist 
Party of India (CPI).

A veteran parliamentarian, Shri PKV was elected to Kerala Legislative Assembly twice 
and to the Lok Sabha four times. In 1977 as well as 1980, he was the representative to 
the Kerala Legislative Assembly from Alleppey. In the cabinet of Shri K. Karunakaran and  
Shri A. K. Antony from  11.04.1977 to 27.10.1978, he served as the Minister for Industries. 
He succeeded Shri A. K. Antony as the Chief Minister of Kerala on 29.10.1978. However, 
he resigned on 07.10.1979 in order to create a favourable atmosphere for the formation 
of a Left Democratic Front (LDF) in Kerala. While a Member of the KLA, he was the 
Chairman, Committee of Privileges from 1978 to 1979 and Chairman of PUC during  
1980-82.

Shri PKV was elected to the Lok Sabha from Thiruvalla in 1957, from Ambalappuzha in 
1962 and from Peerumedu in 1967. He came to the election fray again in 2004 and was 
elected to the 14th Lok Sabha from Thiruvananthapuram with a considerable majority, for 
a fourth term. Previously, he was also in the Panel of Chairmen, Lok Sabha during 1967-70. 
He was Secretary, CPI Parliamentary Party in the Lok Sabha for a long period from 1957 
to 1970. He has served in a number of important Committees of Parliament as well. He 
was also the leader of CPI in Parliament and had chaired the Committee on Labour during 
2004-05.

Widely admired as an efficient organiser, PKV apart from being a political leader, has 
participated in various social and cultural activities. He was at the helm of affairs of some 
widely known cultural organizations and institutions like KPAC. He served as the President 
of the prestigious Vayalar Ramavarma Trust. He has left an indelible mark in the field of 
journalism as Editor of ‘Janayugam’ daily during  1954-57. He has published a number of 
books on political issues and has also authored a biographical work. He had also served as 
the Editor of ‘Navayugam’ political weekly of CPI, Kerala State Council.

Smt. Lekshmikutty Amma was his wife and they have 3 sons and 2 daughters. 

Shri P. K. Vasudevan Nair passed away on 12.07.2005.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 15.07.2005.
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C.H. MOHAMMED KOYA 

Shri C.H. Mohammed Koya who adorned the Chair of Chief 
Minister, Deputy Chief Minister, Speaker and Minister was one 
of the most outstanding personalities in the history of modern 
Kerala.

His was a clear case of “From the Log House to the White 
House”, as is often said of the late Abraham Lincoln.  
Shri Mohammed Koya rose from humble beginnings and 
reached the top rung of the ladder of fortune by sheer dint of 
hard work and perseverance.

Born on 15th July 1927 in an obscure village called Atholi 
in Quilandy Taluk of Calicut, as the son of Payampunathil  
Shri Ali Musaliar and Smt. Mariyumma, he had his early education 
in the Kongannur Aided Elementary School, Velur Mappila 
Elementary School and later the Quilandy Board High School. 
Though he joined Zamorin’s College, Calicut on successful 
completion of the school leaving certificate exam for higher 
education, not long after he had to discontinue his studies.

For a short term, Shri C.H. served in the Calicut District Muslim 
League Committee and then in the Municipal Office, Calicut. 
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Shri Mohammed Koya’s fortune took a turn for the better when he joined “Chandrika” the 
voice of Malayali Muslims, as its editorial Staff. In 1951, he was elected to the National 
Executive of the Indian Union Muslim League. Not long after he was elected as Councillor of 
Calicut Municipality.

On the dismissal of the first ever democratically elected Communist Government, fresh 
elections were ordered in 1960 and Shri C.H. was elected to Kerala Assembly from the Tanur 
constituency. Made the leader of the Muslim League Parliamentary Party in the Assembly in 
the 2nd KLA, Shri C.H. became the Speaker on 09.06.1961 on the demise of Shri Seethi Sahib.

Resigning the post of Speaker on 10.11.1961, he contested the ensuing Parliamentary polls 
from Calicut successfully to enter the portals of Parliament House too. 

During the election to the 3rd State Assembly held in 1967, Shri C.H. won from Mankada  
constituency by a majority.  He got elected to the 4th KLA from Kondotty, 5th KLA from  
Malappuram and 6th and  7th KLA from Manjeri constituencies In the ministry headed by  
Shri E.M.S. Namboodirippad, Shri C.H. became a Minister for the first time and held the  
portfolio of Education. Shri C.H. continued as Minister for Education in the succeeding ministries 
headed by Shri C. Achutha Menon, Shri K. Karunakaran and  Shri A. K. Antony right upto the 
Nineth Ministry headed by Shri P. K. Vasudevan Nair.  He had also handled the portfolios of 
Home and Finance for sometime.

It was during this long and enviable tenure that the University of Calicut came into existence. 
As Minister for Education, Shri C.H. was instrumental in formulating many progressive 
reforms. Avoiding detention in college classes, providing free education to students in High 
School classes, provision for student representatives in the administrative and academic bodies 
such as Senate, Syndicate and Academic Council etc. were reforms of his time. The system of 
payment of salary by Government to lecturers in private institutions also was introduced by him.

In October 1979, Shri Mohammed Koya became the Chief Minister of Kerala. Though his 
cabinet had only a short life, it was indeed the high water mark of a long and arduous public life.

However, in the next UDF ministry headed by Shri K. Karunakaran, Shri Mohammed Koya 
adorned the seat of Deputy Chief Minister. Continuing in the seat even after the Ministry was 
reconstituted in 1982 after the General Election, Shri Mohammed Koya stayed there till his 
untimely demise while on a trip to Hyderabad to attend a Ministerial conference.

Shri Mohammed Koya had served as the Chairman of two esteemed Legislature Committees 
too, in his career. He was the Chairman of Assurance Committee during 1958-59 and Public 
Accounts Committee during 1980-82.

Amidst the tight schedule of an administrator, Shri Mohammed Koya took time off to 
indulge in his literary aspirations and is the author of some eight delightful volumes, like 
“My Haj Pilgrimage”, “Caux-London-Cairo”, “The Malaysia I saw”, “How Legislative Assembly 
Works”, “Soviet Union”, “Muslim Rule in India through stories”, “Five days in Srilanka” 
and “Travel around the world”. Shri Mohammed Koya’s amazing sense of humour and 
scintillating wit in the most despairing situations could be seen in the pages of these works.   
Shri Mohammed Koya continued to remain Chief Editor of “Chandrika” even when he was  
fully preoccupied as an administrator and statesman.

A man of great affability and personal charm, Shri C.H. had played many roles and in every 
role he gave a stellar performance.

Married to Smt. Amina, they have three children. Dr. M. K. Muneer, former Minister for Works 
and sitting MLA is his only son.

Shri C. H. Mohammed Koya passed away on 28.09.1983. 

The Assembly paid homage to him on 25.11.1983.
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E.K. NAYANAR 

Eranpala Krishnan Nayanar, affectionately called E.K. Nayanar 
claims the distinction of serving for the longest period as the 
Chief Minister of Kerala State. A real stalwart and people’s leader,  
Shri  Nayanar was born on 9th December 1919 as the son of  
Shri Govindan Nambiar at Kalliassery in Kannur District.

A staunch believer in Marxist ideals, he was drawn into the 
fold of the Communist Movement, at a relatively young age. 
He was in the forefront of struggles against oppression, at all 
times and was instrumental in organising strikes and agitations 
of industrial and agricultural workers. And in the historical 
struggle of peasants in Malabar, which came to be known as 
“Kayyur struggle”, he was an active participant. He was also 
part of the “Morazha” episode, a memorable revolt against 
British Rule in Malabar. His involvement in these two struggles 
resulted in him being compelled to carry out his activities, 
underground, for about six years.

A committed revolutionary, in the full sense of the term,  
Shri Nayanar had been arrested and imprisoned several times, 
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the first being in 1940, for organizing a strike in the Aaron Mills, Kannur. He had to undergo 
imprisonment again for a period of three years, later, when the Communist Party was banned 
in the country. And, during 1964-67 he was detained for three years under the PD Act. Further 
ahead, he had to go hiding also during 1975-77, in connection with the Emergency, to further 
the cause of the Left Democratic movement.

Shri E.K. Nayanar was elected to the Lok Sabha in 1967 from Palghat and served as an MP till 
1970. Subsequently in 1974, he got elected to the Kerala Legislative Assembly too, for the first 
time, contesting from Irikkur constituency, through a by-election held on May 3, 1974.

Shri E. K. Nayanar was re-elected after that in 1980, 1982, 1987 and 1991. In the year 1996 too,  
Shri Nayanar became part of the Kerala Assembly, when he was elected for the fifth time in 
a row, through another by-election held on October 13, 1996 from Tellicherry constituency.

Shri E. K. Nayanar occupied the Chair of Chief Minister, for the first time on 25.01.1980 and 
continued upto 20.10.1981. He occupied the Chair again from 26.03.1987 to 17.06.1991 and from 
20.05.1996 to 13.05.2001.  During the period from 1981 to 1982, 1982 to 1987 and 1991 to 1992,  
Shri Nayanar also served as Leader of Opposition in the Assembly.

Shri E.K. Nayanar’s tenure as Chief Minister was witness to several progressive reforms, 
especially in the Land and Labour Welfare sectors. The Kerala Coir Workers’ Welfare Fund Act, 
1987, The Kerala Khadi Workers’ Welfare Fund Act, 1989, The Kerala Abkari Workers’ Welfare 
Fund Act, 1989, The Kerala Construction Workers’ Welfare Fund Act, 1989 and the Kerala 
Ration Dealers’ Welfare Fund Act 1998 were some of the landmark labour related legislations 
enacted during his stewardship. The establishment of the Kannur University is also another 
hallmark in his administration.

In the course of an illustrious career spanning more than six decades, Shri Nayanar has also held 
several high positions within the Communist Party. He served as Secretary, State Committee 
of CPI (M) during 1972-80 and 1991-96. He was also a Member of the CPI (M) Polit Bureau.

A gifted writer with an amazing sense of humour, which, no doubt, proved helpful to him 
in tiding over tiring situations, Shri Nayanar also had a commendable stint as the Editor of 
“Deshabhimani” daily, during 1982-86 and 1991-96, contributing innumerable articles on 
political, socio-economic and literary issues.

In addition to the poems written in his early days, Shri Nayanar has to his credit about twenty 
volumes of articles in various subjects including literature & journalism: '' Purogamana Sahithya 
Prasthanathinte Valarcha'', Marxism Oru Mukhavura'', "Parliamentum Chila Vasthuthakalum'', 
"Nehru, Gandhi-Oru Padanam'', "Karl Marx"  to name just a few. In addition, he has authored 
a biographic work, ‘ My Struggle’. 

A man of great affability and personal charm there was nothing that he touched, that he did not 
adorn. And Shri Nayanar’s ability to see humour in the most despairing of situations was, 
perhaps, the factor which proved instrumental in grooming him into an orator of the highest 
calibre and crowd puller, when it came to standing before the mike.

Smt. Sarada Teacher was his wife and they have two sons and two daughters. 

Shri E. K. Nayanar passed away on 19.05.2004.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 25.06.2004.
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OOMMEN CHANDY

Shri Oommen Chandy, a true leader of the masses, was born 
on 31st October 1943 at Kumarakom in Kottayam district to  
Shri K.O. Chandy and Smt. Baby Chandy.

An ardent follower of Indian National Congress with an inherent 
yearning for social service, Shri Oommen Chandy has climbed 
the party echelons through the KSU and Youth Congress. 
Starting as the Unit President of KSU at St.George High 
School, Puthupally, he went on to become the State President 
of the organisation during 1967-69. He completed his 
college education from CMS College Kottayam, S.B. College, 
Changanassery and Government Law College, Ernakulam. 
Besides bestowing knowledge, these campuses moulded the 
career of a mass leader.

Shri Oommen Chandy became the President of Youth Congress 
and a member of AICC during 1970-71. His leadership qualities 
were evident in trade union activities as well. He was the 
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President of the INTUC, Kottayam District Committee and the Vice President of All India 
Youth wing of the INTUC and acted as President of various trade union organizations 
affiliated to the INTUC. During those days he led several mass movements addressing 
causes concerning the workers and the common man.

Shri Oommen Chandy whose social and political career stretches over five decades, had 
been elected to the Kerala Legislative Assembly eleven times. He had the rare distinction 
of representing the same constituency, Puthuppally in Kottayam district, for a record 
period of 47 years. He was elected to the KLA in 1970, 1977, 1980, 1982, 1987, 1991, 
1996, 2001, 2006, 2011 and 2016. During his long legislative career he has also served as 
the Chairman of Public Accounts Committee during 1996-98.

Shri Oommen Chandy was the Minister for Labour from 11.04.1977 to 25.04.1977 in the 
Karunakaran Ministry and continued holding the same portfolio in the succeeding cabinet 
headed by Shri A. K. Antony, till 27.10.1978. He was the Home Minister in the Cabinet of 
Shri K. Karunakaran from 28.12.1981 to 17.03.1982. Again, in the Karunakaran cabinet he 
was entrusted with the portfolio of Finance on 02.07.1991. However, he resigned from the 
cabinet on 22.06.1994.

Shri Oommen Chandy served as Convenor of the United Democratic Front twice, during 
1982-86 and 2001-04. He took charge  as Chief Minister leading a 19 member Cabinet, 
on 31st August 2004 which adopted the motto ‘Athivegam Bahudooram’ and took the 
State administration to new greater heights through the ‘Mass Contact Programme’.   
Shri Oommen Chandy, the Leader of Opposition in the 12th KLA managed to stage a 
come back, though by a margin of 4 seats in the election to the 13th KLA in 2011.  His 
second innings as the Chief Minister from 18.05.2011 to 20.05.2016 was marked by many 
development initiatives like Kochi Metro, Vizhinjam Port, Kannur International Airport etc. 
and innovative initiatives like Karunya Benevolent Scheme. His office received the ‘2013 
United Nations Public Service Award' for the Asia-Pacific region.  

Sanctioning of unemployment allowance, welfare measures for the labourers, modification 
of uniforms of police personnel etc. are indelible steps during his ministership.  

Shri Oommen Chandy attended the Thirty Fifth World Economic Forum held at Davos, 
Switzerland in January 2006.

Smt. Mariamma Oommen is his wife and they have one son and two daughters.
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V.S. ACHUTHANANDAN

Shri V.S. Achuthanandan, the legendary Communist leader, 
was born at Punnapra on 20th October 1923, as the son of  
 Shri Sankaran and Smt. Accamma.

Entering the arena of politics through trade union activities, 
Shri Achuthanandan, popularly known as V.S., joined the 
State Congress in 1939. However, in 1940, Shri V.S. became a 
member of the Communist Party.

A true revolutionary in every sense, Shri V.S. Achuthanandan 
had to undergo imprisonment for a period of five and a half 
years and also had to go underground for a total period of 
four and a half years, during the pre- independence days. He 
was one of the leaders of the Punnapra-Vayalar struggle in 
1946. He participated in various people’s agitations and mass 
movements, against the anti-democratic policies of the State 
and Central Governments of the time and was arrested and 
imprisoned several times, even subjected to harassment of 
third degree. Shri Achuthanandan has organized coir factory 
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workers, toddy workers, agricultural labourers etc. as the part of trade union activities 
and was the founder of Travancore Karshaka Thozhilali Union, the erstwhile form of Kerala 
State Karshaka Thozhilali Union.

Besides his commitment and inspiring leadership in agrarian and trade union movements,  
Shri V.S. Achuthanandan has also been an uncompromising leader in espousing the cause 
of many social and environmental issues and has never hesitated to face even physical 
hardships for accomplishing the task he has taken up. He was one among the 32 members 
who walked out of the National Council meeting of the undivided Communist Party and 
formed CPI(M) in 1964. 

Shri V.S. Achuthanandan was elected to the 3rd KLA in 1967 from Ambalapuzha constituency 
and again to the 4th KLA in 1970 from the same constituency. He returned as a Member in 
the 9th KLA in 1991, from Mararikkulam constituency. He was elected to the 11th, 12th, 13th 
and 14th KLAs from Malampuzha constituency.     

He was sworn in as the 11th Chief Minister of Kerala on 18th May 2006. He remained at the 
helm of affairs till 14th May 2011. 

In a career spanning nearly eight decades, Shri V.S. Achuthanandan had occupied several 
coveted posts, including Secretary, CPI (M) State Committee during 1980-92 and the 
Convenor, LDF during 1996-2000. He was Opposition Leader three times, from 1992 to 
1996, 2001 to 2006 and 2011 to 2016. He has been serving as Chairman, Administrative 
Reforms Commission since August 2016.

Smt. K. Vasumathy is his wife and they have one son and one daughter.
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PINARAYI VIJAYAN

Shri Pinarayi Vijayan, the 12th Chief Minister of Kerala and 
CPI(M) Polit Bureau member, was born on 21st March 1944 
as the son of Shri Maroli Koran and Smt. Alakkat Kalyani at 
Pinarayi.

A graduate, whose foray into the political field was through 
the Kerala Students’ Federation, Shri Vijayan later became its 
Kannur District Secretary and State President. Besides, he has 
been the State President and Secretary, KSYF, District Secretary 
of CPI (M), Kannur and President, State Co-operative Bank.

During the course of an eventful political career, Shri Vijayan 
had undergone imprisonment, in connection with the “Food 
Agitation”, during 1965. As per charges under MISA, he was 
once again imprisoned for nearly 16 months in the Central 
Prison at Cannanore.  He had to face police assault in course of 
various revolutionary activities.  
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Shri Vijayan became  a member of the Kerala Legislative Assembly five times - 1970, 1977 
and 1991 from Kuthuparamba, 1996 from Payyannur and 2016 from Dharmadom.

Shri Pinarayi Vijayan held the portfolio of Electricity and Co-operation from 20.05.1996 to 
19.10.1998 in the Ministry headed by Shri E.K. Nayanar.

It was during this period that the State witnessed a phenomenal increase in power 
generation besides significant enhancement in distribution capacity of various power 
projects thus ushering a new era in the power sector.

His administrative acumen and experience as a well grounded politician who understood 
the needs of people, helped him in introducing various revolutionary initiatives in the 
State’s co-operative sector.  He resigned from the ministership on 19.10.1998 to take up 
the assignment of the CPI(M) State Secretary.  He held the post from 1998 to 2015.  He 
became member, CPI(M) Polit Bureau in 1998.

Under his leadership, LDF registered a thumping victory in the general elections of 2016.  
He was sworn in as the Chief Minister on 25.05.2016 heading a 19 member ministry.

Smt. T. Kamala is his wife and they have a son and a daughter.
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P.K. CHATHAN MASTER

Shri P.K. Chathan Master, renowned Communist leader 
and the first Minister for Local Self Government and Harijan 
Welfare of the State of Kerala, was born as the son of  
Shri Kavalan in 1920.

A former President of Porathissery Panchayat, he had also 
been elected to the Travancore-Cochin Legislative Assembly in 
1954. 

Shri Chathan Master was elected to the first KLA from 
Chalakkudy Reserved Constituency as a Communist Party 
Member. In the first EMS Ministry, he was Minister for Local 
Self Government and Harijan Welfare and he handled that 
portfolio from 05.04.1957 to 31.07.1959. He was Member in 
the 4th and 5th KLA too, representing Kilimanoor constituency.

From 1974 to 1976, he served as the Chairman of the 
Committee on the Welfare of Scheduled Castes and Scheduled 
Tribes. During a long span of public life, he had also served as 
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the Vice Chairman of the Kerala Khadi and Village Industries Board and President of the 
Kerala Pulayar Mahasabha.

Smt. Kali was his wife and they have three sons and one daughter.

Shri Chathan Master expired on 22.04.1988. 

The Assembly paid homage to him on 25.04.1988.
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K.C. GEORGE

Shri K.C. George, senior Communist leader, was born on 
13th January 1903. A postgraduate with LL.B., he practised as 
an advocate in Travancore High Court till 1938. Meanwhile,  
Shri George became a leader of the Travancore State Congress 
and was its Working Committee Member. He was also a member 
of the KPCC. However, in 1939, Shri George joined the 
Communist Party and he played an important role in the 
Punnapra-Vayalar Struggle. Later, when the ban on the 
Communist Party was lifted, he became the President of the 
Kerala Unit of the party.  Shri George served as a member of the 
Rajya Sabha during 1952-54.

Shri George was elected as a Member of the first Kerala 
Legislative Assembly, in 1957 from Mavelikkara constituency 
representing CPI. In the first EMS Ministry, Shri George served 
as the Minister for Food and Forests and he held the post from 
05.04.1957 to 31.07.1959.

Shri George also has to his credit, a few note worthy books like  
“Immortal Punnapra-Vayalar” and “ Ente Jeevita Yatra”.

Shri K.C. George expired on 10.08.1986.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 17.08.1987.
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K.P. GOPALAN

Shri K. P. Gopalan, senior Communist leader, was born in 1908, 
at Puthiyaparamba. A person drawn to freedom struggle after 
school education, Shri Gopalan had been a volunteer in the 
Salt Satyagraha Jatha in 1930.  Later, he joined the Communist 
Party in 1939. In an eventful political life spanning over four 
decades, he had been imprisoned several times, for more than 
16 years. He was elected to the Madras Legislative Assembly 
in 1952 and had served as the Deputy Leader of Opposition in 
that Assembly.

After the state reorganisation, Shri K.P. Gopalan was elected 
as a Member of the 1st KLA in 1957, from Cannanore – II 
constituency representing CPI. He served as the Minister 
for Industries and Community Development in the EMS 
Namboodiripad Ministry from 05.04.1957 to 31.07.1959.

Shri K.P. Gopalan held several party positions also, during his 
long political career. He was the Secretary of North Malabar 
District Congress Committee and the Secretary of Kerala 
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Provincial Congress Committee in 1934 and 1940. He had also served as the President of 
Kerala Trade Union Congress and Vice President of All India Motor Workers’ Union.

Shri K. P. Gopalan expired on 20.04.1977.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 12.07.1977.
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K.R. GOURI AMMA 

Smt. K.R. Gouri Amma, an advocate turned communist legend 
was born on 14th July 1919 at Pattanakkadu, Cherthala as the 
daughter of Shri K.A. Raman and Smt. Parvathi Amma. 

She had her initiation into politics through student movements.  
In the early stages of an eventful career spanning over seven 
decades, Smt. Gouri Amma was an active member of the 
Students Federation. Afterwards, she became a lawyer and 
was subsequently elected to the Travancore-Cochin Legislative 
Assembly in 1952 and in 1954. Smt. Gouri Amma was elected 
to the first KLA from Shertalai constituency contesting as 
a Communist Party candidate. Becoming the Minister for 
Revenue, Excise and Devaswom in the first ministry of  
Shri E.M.S. Namboodirippad, she held the chair from 
05.04.1957 to 31.07.1959. She was elected to the second 
KLA again from Shertalai. She represented Aroor constituency 
continously from 3rd KLA to the 11th KLA except the 5th KLA.
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In the fourth Ministry headed by Shri E.M.S.Namboodirippad, she held the portfolio of 
Revenue, Sales Tax, Civil Supplies, Social Welfare and Law from 06.03.1967 to 01.11.1969. 
She was the Minister for Agriculture and Social Welfare in the E.K. Nayanar Ministry from 
25.01.1980 to 20.10.1981.  Again, in the Ministry headed by Shri E.K. Nayanar during  
1987-91, she handled the portfolio of Industries, Social Welfare, Vigilance and 
Administration of Justice from 02.04.1987 to 17.06.1991.

Smt. Gouri Amma ceased to be a member of CPM in 1994, and formed a new party, 
Janadhipathya Samrakshana Samithy (JSS). After a short gap, Smt. Gouri Amma again 
occupied the chair of Minister, in the Ministries headed by Shri A.K. Antony and later 
Shri Oommen Chandy. She held the portfolio of Agriculture and Coir from 17.05.2001 to 
29.08.2004 and 31.08.2004 to 12.05.2006. In course of an illustrious career, Smt. Gouri 
Amma has held several high positions in all walks of life. She was a member of CPM State 
Secretariat and was the President of Kerala Karshaka Sangham from 1960 to 1984, and 
had also been active in the Mahila Sangham as its President and Secretary for almost 20 
years. She had also served as Chairperson of the Public Accounts Committee during 1986-
87 and Chairperson of the Committee on Assurances during 1960-61. Presently she is the 
State Secretary of JSS and had been its Parliamentary Party leader upto 2006.

A true revolutionary in the full sense of the term and a real champion of the downtrodden, 
she was always in the forefront of agitations against oppression and did not fear even 
court arrest and imprisonment, for the successful culmination of the objectives for which 
she stood.

Also widely acclaimed as the Chief Architect of land reforms which heralded the end of 
feudalism in Kerala, Smt. Gouri Amma is one of the few leaders in the history of Kerala 
who sacrificed everything in life for the cause of the people.  She played a major role in 
the formulation of Anti Corruption Bill, Govt Land Assignment Bill etc.

She has published an autobiography titled ‘Atmakatha’ which won the 2011 Kerala Sahitya 
Academy Award.

The veteran Communist leader and former Minister Shri T.V. Thomas was her husband.
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Prof. JOSEPH  MUNDASSERY 

Professor Joseph Mundassery, besides being a great figure in 
Malayalam literature, has also a place in history as the first 
Minister for Education in the State of Kerala. He was born on  
17th July 1903, as the son of Shri Kunjuvareed and Smt. Elachar.

A Professor associated with the field of education for quite a 
long time, he had taught in many colleges, before he was drawn 
into the political arena. Shri Mundassery had also served as a 
Member of Travancore-Cochin Legislative Assembly from 1949 
to 1956.

Shri Joseph Mundassery was elected to the first KLA from 
Manalur constituency as a member of the Communist Party 
of India. During his period as Minister for Education and Co-
operation in the EMS Ministry from 05.04.1957 to 31.07.1959, 
he was responsible for many innovative legislations in the field 
of education. Being framed in the hands of an educationist, 
these reforms gave a new life to the higher education sector 
in the State.
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Though he was again elected to the 4th KLA from Trichur constituency as an independent 
candidate, he resigned on 22.09.1971, to take over as the Vice Chancellor of Cochin 
University of Science and Technology.

As an author of repute and as a literary critic, Professor Mundassery’s contribution 
to Malayalam literature was also substantial. He was the editor of ‘Navajeevan’ and 
‘Prajamithram’ dailies and various literary journals. Besides, he was a Member of Kendra 
Sahithya Academy and Kerala Sahithya Academy. Prof. Joseph Mundassery received the 
titles ‘Sahitya Kusala’ and ‘Sahitya Nipuna’ from the Maharaja of Cochin. His literary 
accomplishments include books such as ‘Professor’, ‘Konthayil ninnum Kurisilekku’, 
‘China- Forward’, ‘Vayanasalayil’, ‘Manushya Kathanugayikal’ and an autobiography 
‘Kozhinja Ilakal’. He had also served as Member of the World Peace Council and had 
served as a Member of the State Planning Board.

His wife was Smt. Katherene and they have four sons and three daughters. 

Professor Joseph Mundassery expired on 25.10.1977. 

The Assembly paid homage to him on 09.02.1978.
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Justice V.R. KRISHNA IYER

Justice V.R. Krishna Iyer, a true doyen among the jurists, was 
one of those rare personalities in modern Kerala, who could 
put his indelible imprint in the social and political scenario, 
besides the judicial realm in our country. Born on 15th 
November 1915 as the son of Shri V.V. Rama Iyer, Shri Krishna 
Iyer started his political career as a Member of the Madras 
Legislative Assembly during 1952-56.

Justice Krishna Iyer subsequently became elected to the  
1st KLA in 1957 from Tellicherry constituency, contesting as 
an independent candidate backed by the Communist Party. 
In that ministry headed by Shri E.M.S. Namboodirippad,  
Shri Krishna Iyer held the portfolio of Law and Irrigation, 
from 05.04.1957 to 31.07.1959. In the elections held to the  
2nd  KLA also, Shri Krishna Iyer remained a member when he 
was declared elected by the Election Tribunal.

His tenure as Minister is particularly remembered in for the 
implementation of several far reaching reforms. His indepth 
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knowledge in jurisprudence and practical experience as a lawyer, also helped the 
government to bring in many epoch making legislations in the history of the State.

In 1968, Shri V.R. Krishna Iyer was appointed as a Judge of the High Court. From 1971 to 
1973, he was a Member of the Law Commission. During the period, from 1973 to 1980, 
he also served as a Judge of the Supreme Court.

Justice Iyer’s judgements as Judge of the Supreme Court, reflected the perspective and 
concern he had for the hopes and aspirations of the common man. He headed the Kerala 
Law Reforms Commission in 2009.

A very gifted writer, he has to his credit about 70 books, mostly on laws. His autobiography 
‘Wandering in Many Worlds’ and four travelogues needs special mention.

Justice Krishna Iyer had also been a contestant in the Presidential Election held in 1982. 

He has bagged the prestigious civilian award, the Padma Vibhushan and a number of 
other awards.  The Soviet Land Nehru award, Ambedkar award, Manava Samanuaya 
Puraskaram and ‘Living Legend of Law’ awarded by the International Bar Association are 
some among them. 

Smt. Sarada was his wife and they have two sons.

Justice Krishna Iyer passed away on 04.12.2014.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 12.12.2014.
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T.A. MAJEED

Shri T.A. Majeed, renowned CPI leader, was born in January 
1921 at Edava as the son of Shri Abib Mohammed. Entering 
politics as an active worker of Indian National Congress, he 
later joined the CPI. He was elected to the Travancore – Cochin 
Legislative Assembly in 1952 and 1954.

Shri Majeed became elected to the 1st KLA in 1957, from 
Varkala, as a CPI candidate. He was the Minister for Public 
Works and Information from 05.04.1957 to 31.07.1959, in 
Kerala’s first Ministry headed by Shri E.M.S. Namboodiripad. 
Subsequently in 1967, 1970 and 1977 also, he got elected from 
Varkala constituency.

An active member of CPI State Council, Shri Majeed had served 
as the Chief Whip of the United Front, in the 4th and 5th KLA, 
subsequently.  Shri Majeed had also served in the editorial staff 
of Prabhatham Daily, Malayala Rajyam Daily and Janayugom.

His wife was Smt. M.Khadija Kutty and they have one son and 
three daughters. 

Shri Majeed expired on 05.07.1980.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 07.07.1980.
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Dr. A.R. MENON

Dr. A.R. Menon, a former physician, has the rare distinction 
of becoming the first Minister for Health in the State of Kerala. 
He was born on 6th April 1886. Though a doctor by profession, 
he was very much active in the social field and evinced keen 
interest in peoples’ issues.

Dr. Menon had served as a member of the Cochin Legislative 
Council from 1925 to 1945. During the period, he was 
the Minister for Rural Development for 5 years. After the 
integration of Travancore and Cochin, he was elected to the 
TCLA in 1954 (1954-56). He had also served as Municipal 
Chairman of Trissur for 14 years and as the Chairman of 
Palakkad Municipality twice. In addition, he was a member of 
Madras University Senate and ATCC.

In the election held after the State reorganisation, Dr. Menon 
became member of the 1st KLA contesting from Trichur 
constituency, as an Independent candidate and served as 
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Minister for Health in the EMS ministry from 05.04.1957 to 31.07.1959. He was elected 
also to the 2nd KLA as an Independent member from Parali constituency.

Dr. A.R. Menon passed away on 09.10.1960, while serving as a Member. 

The Assembly paid homage to him on 10.10.1960.
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T.V. THOMAS

Shri T.V. Thomas, veteran Communist leader, popularly called 
T.V., by those closely associated with him, was born on 2nd July 
1910. As many of his generation, T. V. was also drawn into the fold 
of politics, as a student, participating in the freedom struggle, 
and the agitation against Diwan rule in Travancore. A champion 
for the cause of the working class and the downtrodden,  
Shri T.V. Thomas was always in the forefront of agitations for 
fair deal and justice.

He was instrumental in organising farmers and labourers 
movements and was also a leading figure in the Punnapra 
Vayalar struggle.

Shri T.V. Thomas had previously been elected to the Travancore - 
Cochin Legislative Assembly too in 1952, and had served as 
the Leader of Opposition from 1954 to 1956 in that Assembly.

In the first ever elections held to the Kerala Legislative Assembly 
in 1957, Shri T.V. Thomas got elected from Alleppey as a 
candidate of the Communist Party. In that first EMS Ministry,  
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Shri T.V. Thomas was the Minister for Labour and Transport, and he held that portfolio 
from 05.04.1957 to 31.07.1959. When the Communist Party split, T.V. chose to remain 
with the CPI.

In the 3rd and 4th KLA too, Shri T.V. Thomas subsequently became elected, from Alleppey 
itself. In the 4th ministry headed by EMS, he handled the portfolio of Industries during the 
period from 06.03.1967 to 21.10.1969.

Later on, in the Achutha Menon Ministry, Shri T.V. Thomas was the Minister for Industries 
from 25.09.1971 to 25.03.1977. As the Minister for Industries, he took the initiative to give 
impetus for promoting industrialisation in the state and encouraged new entrepreneurs 
to achieve this objective. 

The veteran leader, Smt. K. R. Gouri Amma, former Minister is his wife.

Shri T.V. Thomas expired on 26.03.1977. 

The Assembly paid homage to him on 29.03.1977.
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K.T. ACHUTHAN

Shri K.T. Achuthan, advocate and senior Congress leader, was 
born as the son of Shri Theyyan Vaidyar and Smt. Madhavi in 
April 1911.

Shri Achuthan had served as a Member of Kochi Legislative 
Assembly from 1943 to 1949, and Travancore-Cochin Legislative 
Assembly from 1949 to 1951.

Shri Achuthan became elected to the second Kerala Legislative 
Assembly in 1960, contesting from Nattika constituency as 
a Congress candidate. Shri Achuthan held the portfolio of 
Transport and Labour in the Pattom Thanu Pillai Ministry from 
22.02.1960 to 26.09.1962. He was the Minister for Transport 
and  Labour in the Shri R. Sankar cabinet too, from 26.09.1962 
to 10.09.1964.

He had also served for a term as a Member of the Lok Sabha, 
from 1952 to 1957.

In the course of a long political career, Shri Achuthan has held 
several important positions in different walks of life. He was 
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Member, Municipal Council, Irinjalakuda and General Secretary, Cochin SNDP Yogam.

His wife was Smt. Savithri and they have four sons and three daughters. 

Shri Achuthan expired on 08.01.1999.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 26.02.1999.
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P.T. CHACKO

Shri P.T. Chacko, veteran Congress leader, was born on  
9th April 1915 as the son of Shri Thomas and Smt. Annamma at 
Chirakadavu, in Kottayam District.

A lawyer by profession, Shri P.T. Chacko had served as a member 
of the Travancore Assembly from 1948 to 1949. After the 
integration of the State of Travancore and Cochin, he continued 
to be a Member of the Travancore-Cochin Legislative Assembly 
from 1949 to 1952. In 1949, he also served as a Member of the 
Constituent Assembly. He was the Chief Whip of the Congress 
Legislature party in the Travancore Legislative Assembly in 
1948 and also acted as Secretary of the Congress Legislature 
Party in Travancore-Cochin Legislative Assembly. He had also 
served as a member of the Rajya Sabha, during 1952-53.

Shri P.T. Chacko was elected to the First Kerala Legislative  
Assembly from Vazhoor constituency as a Congress Member. 
He was the first Leader of Opposition of the newly formed 
State of Kerala. He represented Meenachil constituency in 
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the second KLA and handled the portfolio of Home Affairs, as a minister in the Ministry 
headed by Shri Pattom Thanu Pillai from 22.02.1960 to 26.09.1962. In the subsequent 
Ministry headed by  Shri R. Sankar too, he handled the same portfolio for 2 years from 
26.09.1962 to 20.02.1964. He resigned from the post of Home Minister on 20th February 
1964, which eventually paved the way for the formation of a new regional party, Kerala 
Congress, but shortly after his untimely demise.

His wife was Smt. Mariamma and they have six children.

His son Shri P.C. Thomas represented the Moovattupuzha constituency in the Lok 
Sabha from 1989 to 2009, and has served as the Union Minister of State for Law in the  
A. B. Vajpayee Cabinet during the 14th Loksabha.

Shri P.T. Chacko passed away on 31.07.1964.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 02.09.1964.
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K. CHANDRASEKHARAN

Shri K. Chandrasekharan, leading lawyer of the High Court 
and senior leader, was born as the son of Shri K. Rama Varma 
and Smt. Kunhikavamma on 22nd September 1921 at Trichur.  
A law Graduate from Madras Law College, Shri Chandrasekharan 
had been active in the student movements in Madras during  
1943-45. He joined the Congress Socialist Party in his student 
days and continued as an active member of the party even 
when he began his practice as a lawyer in Kasaragod in 1947.

Later during 1957, while serving as first State President of 
Kerala Kisan Panchayat, Shri Chandrasekharan contested the 
first ever election in the State of Kerala, and got elected from 
Hosdurg constituency, as a PSP candidate. He got elected in 
the 2nd KLA too, from the same constituency.

In the Ministry headed by Shri Pattom Thanu Pillai,  
Shri Chandrasekharan became a Minister for the first time. He 
was the Minister for Law and Revenue in that Ministry from 
22.02.1960 to 26.09.1962. Eventhough he was sworn in as 
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Minister for Law and Revenue in the R. Sankar Ministry too, on 26.09.1962, he resigned 
Ministership on 08.10.1962.

Shri Chandrasekharan later became elected to the 5th KLA as a member of the Janata Party 
from Badagara, and represented the same constituency, right upto the ninth KLA.

In the Nayanar Ministry of 8th KLA, Shri Chandrasekharan was Minister for Education and 
Law from 26.3.1987 to 17.06.1991. He was also the leader of the Janata Legislature party 
from the 5th to the 9th KLA.

He served as the Chairman of the Committee on Subordinate Legislation from 1958 to 
1959.

Shri K. Chandrasekharan had been a member of Rajyasabha twice from 1967 to 1970 and 
from 1970 to 1976.

In the course of an illustrious public life, he has been a member of the Kerala Sports 
Council, Rubber Board, Bar Association of India and Supreme Court Advocates Association. 
He has also been a leading figure in P.S.P., S.S.P, J.S.P and Janata Party in Kerala.

A gifted writer as well, Shri Chandrasekharan has authored many commendable works, 
‘Reflection on the Indian Revolution’, ‘Let us unite,’ and ‘The Face of freedom’ to name 
just a few.

Shri K. Chandrasekharan was a bachelor.

Shri K. Chandrasekharan expired on 15.08.2006.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 25.10.2006.
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K.A. DAMODARA MENON

Shri K.A. Damodara Menon, journalist and veteran Congress 
leader, was born in 1906. After graduation, he took LL.B and 
also worked as a teacher in Burma for a brief period. Like many 
of his generation, Shri Menon was drawn into politics through 
the freedom struggle. He was also imprisoned for nearly five 
years at different stages of his life.

After becoming active in public life, he served as Secretary of 
the Aikya Kerala Committee from 1945 to 1957 and President 
of KPCC in 1957. He had been elected to the Provincial 
Parliament in 1950 and Lok Sabha in 1952.

Shri Damodara Menon became elected to the second KLA 
as Congress Candidate from Parur in 1960. In the Ministry 
headed by Shri Pattom Thanu Pillai, he was the Minister  
for Industries from 02.02.1960 to 26.09.1962. He was the 
Minister for Industries and Local Administration again from 
26.09.1962 to 10.09.1964 in the subsequent Cabinet headed  
by Shri R. Sankar.
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As one having a rich experience in journalism, Shri Menon has authored a number of 
books including ‘Narmakadhakal’, ‘Bhavanasoonam’, ‘Balaraman’ and ‘Thoppil Nidhi’. 
He had also served as Resident Editor of ‘Mathrubhoomi’ daily and was the President of 
Kerala Press Academy.

He was married to Smt. Leela Damodara Menon, who also was a member of the KLA. They 
have three sons.

Shri Damodara Menon passed away on 01.11.1980.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 10.12.1980.
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D. DAMODARAN POTTI

Shri D. Damodaran Potti, esteemed leader had the distinction 
of adorning the seats of Speaker and Minister in our State. 
He was born on 27th  April 1921 at Kottarakara as the son of  
Shri K. Damodaran Potti, who was a member of the Sree 
Mulam Praja Sabha.

After completing his matriculation in Kottarakara High School, 
he studied in SB College, Changanassery and Arts College, 
Thiruvananthapuram, and later took his Bachelors’ Degree in 
Law from Law College, Thiruvananthapuram.

Shri Damodaran Potti turned to active politics by participating 
in the Quit India movement, resigning his job in the Central 
Secretariat in 1942. Subsequently, in 1944 he started practice 
as an Advocate in Kottarakara. Though he was an active worker 
of the Congress Party, he later joined PSP and then SSP. He had 
served as the Chairman of SSP Kerala Unit and had also been 
the Vice Chairman of the Kerala Grandhasala Sangham.
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As one, whose heart was with the masses, Shri Damodaran Potti worked for the upliftment 
of the poor and working class and actively participated in the trade union movement.

In 1954, Shri Damodaran Potti was elected to the Travancore - Cochin Assembly. He served 
as the Deputy Speaker in that Assembly.

Shri Damodaran Potti was elected to the KLA for the first time in 1960, contesting from 
Kottarakara. From 22.02.1960 to 08.10.1962 he held the portfolio of Public Works in the 
Cabinets headed by Shri Pattom A. Thanu Pillai and Shri R. Sankar respectively.

Shri Damodaran Potti, became elected to the KLA, again in 1967, from Chadayamangalam 
constituency. On 15th March 1967, he was elected as the Speaker of the Kerala Legislative 
Assembly and he graced this Chair till 21st October 1970. His contributions to KLA as a 
Speaker have been widely acknowledged.

Shri Damodaran Potti expired on 15.11.2002.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 27.01.2003.
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K. KUNHAMBU

Shri K. Kunhambu, senior Congress leader, was born on 1st 
June 1924, as the son of Shri K. Urootty, in Chirakkalamsom of 
Cannanore District.

Starting life as a labourer in Malabar Saw Mills, Cannanore 
in 1939 after passing ESLC, he underwent teachers’ training 
during 1940-42 and worked for some time as teacher.  His 
certificate as teacher got cancelled for two years, when he was 
arrested in 1948, in connection with the Communist uprise in 
North Malabar.

Shri Kunhambu joined the Congress party in 1948. He was 
selected as a Member of the District Welfare Committee by 
the Madras Government. During 1954-56, he also served as 
Deputy Sevak under the Harijan Welfare Department.

Shri Kunhambu represented Ponnani constituency in 1st and 
2nd KLA and Njarakkal constituency in 9th KLA as a Congress 
Member.
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Shri Kunhambu was the Minister for Harijan Uplift and Registration from 22.02.1960 to 
26.09.1962 in the second Ministry headed by Shri Pattom A. Thanu Pillai and later, the 
Minister for Harijan Welfare from 26.09.1962 to 10.09.1964 in the third Ministry headed 
by Shri R. Sankar.

He had served as the Chairman of the Committee on the Welfare of Scheduled Castes 
and Scheduled Tribes during 1991-93.  He was also a Member of the Lok Sabha for three 
consecutive periods from 1977-79, 1980-84 and 1984-89.

In the course of a long public life, Shri Kunhambu had served as General Secretary of 
Depressed Class League, Malabar Branch and also as working committee member of 
Bharatheeya Depressed Class League.

His wife was Smt. V. Madhavi. They have four sons and two daughters.

While serving as a Member of Kerala Legislative Assembly, Shri Kunhambu expired on 
14.12.1991. 

The Assembly paid homage to him on 04.03.1992.
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E.P. POULOSE

Shri E.P. Poulose, senior Congress leader, was born on 2nd October 
1909 at Ramamangalam, Muvattupuzha. After graduation, 
he obtained a law degree in 1933 and took up practice as a 
lawyer.

After joining the Indian National Congress, Shri Poulose had 
participated in the freedom movement, in 1935 and had 
also been imprisoned in 1946 in this connection, for a short 
period. Elected to the Travancore Legislative Assembly in 1948,  
Shri Poulose was subsequently elected to the first and second 
KLA from Ramamangalam as a Congress candidate.

Shri E.P. Poulose also served as the Minister for Food and 
Agriculture from 22.02.1960 to 26.09.1962 in the Ministry 
headed by Shri Pattom A. Thanu Pillai. In the R. Sankar Ministry, 
he held the same portfolio from 26.09.1962 to 10.09.1964.

Shri Poulose was actively involved in the growth of the Co-
operative movement in the State.

Shri E. P. Poulose passed away on 17.11.1983.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 12.12.1983.
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P.P. UMMER KOYA

Shri P.P. Ummer Koya, well known educationist and freedom 
fighter, was born on 1st July 1922 at Kozhikode.

Starting his political career quite early in life, Shri Ummer Koya 
had been elected to the Madras Legislative Council in 1954.

After the State reorganisation, Shri Ummer Koya became 
elected to the 1st KLA and 2nd KLA from Manjeri constituency, 
contesting as a Congress candidate.

Shri Ummer Koya held the portfolio of Education from 
22.02.1960 to 26.09.1962, in the Ministry headed by  
Shri Pattom Thanu Pillai. From 26.09.1962 to 10.09.1964, he 
handled the portfolio of Public Works in the Ministry headed 
by Shri R. Sankar.

He had served as the Vice President of KPCC. He had also a 
remarkable stint as a member of the Kerala Public Service 
Commission.

Shri Ummer Koya expired on 01.09.2000.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 21.12.2000.
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V.K. VELAPPAN

Shri V.K. Velappan, senior Congress leader, was born in 
September 1898 at Vaikom.

After his school education, he joined the Ernakulam Maharaja’s 
College in 1919, but had to discontinue his studies. He later 
turned to social and political activities and had been elected to 
the Sree Moolam Praja Sabha twice in 1929 and 1931 and to 
the Travancore Legislative Assembly during 1933-37. He was 
elected to the Travancore Legislative Assembly again in 1944 
and continued as Member upto 1947.

Shri Velappan became elected to the second Kerala Legislative 
Assembly from Vazhur constituency in 1960 as a Congress 
candidate. From 22.02.1960 to 26.08.1962 he served as the 
Minister for Health and Electricity in the Ministry headed by  
Shri Pattom Thanu Pillai.

In the course of a long public life, Shri Velappan was also 
Municipal Councillor in the Vaikom Municipality and its 
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Chairman from 1938 to 1952 and again from 1956 to 1960. He had also been associated 
with the activities of the NSS, along with Shri Mannath Padmanabhan.

Shri V. K. Velappan expired on 26.08.1962 while serving as Minister. 

The Assembly paid homage to him on 03.10.1962.
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M.P. GOVINDAN NAIR

Shri M.P. Govindan Nair, Congress leader, was born on  
28th April 1928, as the son of Shri M. Parameswara Pillai and  
Smt. Kunjikuttiamma at Parampuzha, Kottayam. 

An active member of the Student Congress in the U.C. College, 
Aluva, Shri Govindan Nair became its Unit President. After 
securing the BL Degree, he enrolled as an advocate and 
started practice at the District Court, Kottayam.  He got elected 
as the District President of Youth Congress in Kottayam and 
later became its State President for 2 years. He had served 
as President of Vijayapuram Panchayat, and was President 
of a number of trade unions. He had served as Member of 
Congress Party Executive and was also closely associated with 
the Bharat Sevak Samaj.

Shri Govindan Nair became a member of the Second Kerala 
Legislative Assembly in 1960 from Kottayam constituency, as a 
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Congress candidate. He served as the Minister for Public Health in the Ministry headed by 
Shri R. Sankar from 09.10.1962 to 10.09.1964.

Shri Govindan Nair also, served as Chairman, KFC and Meat Products of India Ltd. He 
had been Director, Board Member and Executive Council Member of NSS. Besides, was 
President of Kerala Bar Federation and Urban Co- operative Banks Federation. He had also 
served as Member in the Committee on Co-operative Banks for the Reserve Bank of India. 
He was a Member of the Disciplinary Action Committee of KPCC and was the advocate 
for the KSRTC and Electricity Board.  He also had been President, Travancore Devaswom 
Board.

Currently a member of the KPCC, he is also continuing practice as a lawyer. 

His wife was Smt. Sarada Devi, and they have one daughter.

T.A. THOMMAN

Shri T.A. Thomman, Advocate and Congress leader, was born 
at Poonjar.

Enrolling as an Advocate at Palai, he had served for some time 
as Member of Palai Municipal Council and also as Member of 
Travancore - Cochin Pradesh Congress Committee.

Shri Thomman became elected to the first and second Kerala 
Legislative Assembly from Poonjar constituency, as a Congress 
candidate. From 02.03.1964 to 10.09.1964, he handled the 
portfolios of Law and Revenue, in the third Ministry headed 
by Shri R. Sankar.

In the course of a long public life, Shri Thomman had held 
several high positions. He had served as the Chief Whip of 
the Congress Parliamentary Party in 1960, besides being the 
Executive Committee Member of KPCC. From 1958 to 1959, 
he was the Chairman of Public Accounts Committee and 
from 1962 to 1963, the Chairman of Subordinate Legislation

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M.P.M. AHAMED KURIKKAL

Shri M.P.M. Ahamed Kurikkal, senior leader of Muslim League, 
was born on 23rd August 1921.

Though the commencement of his political career was with 
the Congress Party, later he joined the Indian Union Muslim 
League in 1950, and was its Vice-President.

Elected to the 1st and 2nd KLA from Kondotty, he represented 
Malappuram in the 3rd KLA. He handled the portfolios of 
Panchayats and Community Development and Fisheries in the 
Cabinet of Shri E.M.S from 06.03.1967, till his untimely demise 
in the following year.

He was also Secretary of the Muslim League Legislature Party 
in the 1st KLA and its leader from 1961 to 1964.

Shri Ahamed Kurikkal had also been a Member of the Malabar 
District Board and the Malabar District Co- operative Bank.

Shri Ahamed Kurikkal expired on 24.10.1968. 

The Assembly paid homage to him on 28.10.1968.
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T.K. DIVAKARAN

Shri T.K. Divakaran, veteran trade union leader, who dedicated 
his life to organise the labourers and raised his voice for 
their rights, was born on 5th December 1920 as the son of  
Shri Krishnan and Smt. Nani.

Immediately after his school education, he began to get 
involved in trade union activities. He associated himself with 
UTUC, the trade union wing of RSP along with leaders like 
Shri R. Sreekantan Nair. A founder member of KSP, Shri Divakaran 
joined RSP in 1947 and had undergone imprisonment for a 
long period, in connection with the Punnapra-Vayalar Struggle 
in 1947 and the Cotton Mill Strike in 1949.

Shri Divakaran had been elected to the Travancore - Cochin 
Legislative Assembly, in 1952 and 1954. During his tenure in 
TCLA, he was the Deputy Leader of opposition parties. He was 
also the Chairman of Estimates Committee in TCLA.

Shri Divakaran became elected to the 3rd and 4th KLA from 
Kollam constituency as RSP member. In the Ministry headed by  
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Shri E.M.S. Namboodirippad, he was the Minister for Works from 06.03.1967 to  
21.10.1969. And in the Ministry headed by Shri C. Achutha Menon, he handled the 
portfolios of Works and Tourism from 04.10.1970 till his demise on 19.01.1976 while 
serving as Minister. 

In the course of a long public life, he was the Chairman of Kollam Municipality and had 
served as Member and Vice Chairman of Coir Board. He also held important positions in 
RSP, including serving as the President of UTUC.

Smt. Devayani was his wife and they have five daughters and two sons including Shri Babu 
Divakaran, the Minister for Labour in the 11th KLA.

The Assembly paid homage to Shri T. K. Divakaran on 16.02.1976.
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M.N. GOVINDAN NAIR

Shri M.N. Govindan Nair, veteran Communist leader, fondly 
called MN, was born on 10th December 1910.

After graduation, he actively participated in the freedom 
struggle. In the initial stages of an eventful career, he had 
spent a year in Wardha Ashram and was very much active in 
Harijan upliftment. 

Shri M.N. Govindan Nair had also to give up Law studies 
due to active participation in the Travancore State Congress 
movement. Later, he became a member of CPI, and served 
as Secretary, Travancore Unit of CPI Member, CPI Central 
Secretariat, Member, National Executive of CPI and the 
Secretary, CPI Kerala Unit.

Shri M.N. Govindan Nair served as a member of TCLA during 
1952 -54.

Shri M.N. Govindan Nair was elected to the 3rd KLA from Punalur 
in 1967 and from Chadayamangalam in 1970 to 4th KLA, and 
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served as leader, CPI Legislature Party. He was the Minister for Agriculture and Electricity in 
the EMS Ministry from 06.03.1967 to 21.10.1969. He also served as the Minister for Transport 
and Electricity in the Shri C. Achutha Menon Ministry from 25.09.1971 to 25.03.1977.

Shri Govindan Nair served also as a member of Rajya Sabha from 1962 to 1967, and member 
of Lok Sabha from 1977 to 1979.

His wife was Smt. Devaki and they have one son and one daughter. 

Shri M. N. Govindan Nair expired on 27.11.1984.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 07.03.1985.
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E.K. IMBICHI BAVA

Shri E.K. Imbichi Bava, veteran Communist leader, was born 
on 20th July 1917 as the son of Shri Abdulla.

Entering politics at an early age through Student Movements, 
he had been an active worker of the Congress Party and 
later, the Congress Socialist Party, before he joined the CPI 
in 1940. He had also been imprisoned for political activities 
on a number of occasions and even had to work secretly, for 
2 ½ years during 1945-52 and again for six months, in 1965, 
while an MP. During his long and eventful career as a political 
and trade union leader, he has held important positions in 
CITU as District President, Malappuram and Member of its All 
India Working Committee. He also served as Palakkad District 
Secretary of CPI(M). He was also a member of CPI (M) Kerala 
State Secretariat.

Shri Imbichi Bava was elected to the 3rd KLA from Mannarghat 
constituency as CPI(M) member. He served as the Minister 
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for Transport in the EMS Ministry from 06.03.1967 to 01.11.1969. He also handled the 
portfolio of Jail, Archaeology, Museum and Zoo.

Shri Imbichi Bava had been a Member of both the Houses of Parliament as well, serving 
as a Member of the Rajya Sabha during 1952-54 and a Member of Lok Sabha in 1962 and 
1980. After a gap, he was elected to the 9th KLA from Ponnani constituency.

His wife was Smt. Fathima and they have four sons and one daughter.  

Shri Imbichi Bava expired on 11.04.1995 while serving as a Member.    

The Assembly paid homage to him on 24.04.1995
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M.K. KRISHNAN

Shri M.K. Krishnan, renowned Communist leader, was born 
on 15th January 1924, as the son of Shri M. K. Kannan.

Keenly interested in the upliftment of the Backward classes, 
even from student days, he had been an active worker of the 
Cochin Pulaya Maha Sabha, and was its General Secretary during  
1947-50.

Joining the Communist Party in 1947, he later became the State 
Committee Member of the CPI (M).

Shri Krishnan became elected to the 3rd KLA from Kunnathunadu 
reserved constituency as CPI (M) Member. He was the Minister 
for Forests and Harijan Welfare in the Ministry headed by  
Shri E.M.S. from 06.03.1967 to 01.11.1969.

Getting elected later to the 5th KLA from Koyalmannam and to 
the 6th KLA from Njarakkal, Shri Krishnan handled the portfolio 
of Harijan Welfare in the Ministry headed by Shri E. K. Nayanar 
from 25.01.1980 to 20.10.1981.
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He also served as the Chairman of Public Accounts Committee from 1977 to 1979.  
Shri Krishnan was a Member of the Lok Sabha from 1971 to 1977.

His wife was Smt. Rugmini and they have three sons and two daughters. 

Shri M. K. Krishnan expired on 14.11.1995.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 06.03.1996.
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P.K. KUNJU

Shri P.K. Kunju, a leading figure in the political history of 
Travancore and later of Kerala, was born on 5th August 1905. 
He completed intermediate from Aligarh Muslim University. 
He plunged into active politics while in high school itself. He 
had taken part in the historic Vaikom Sathyagraha.

A member of the Sree Moolam Assembly of Travancore from 
1937 to 1947, he was later elected to Travancore Assembly 
in 1948 and was the Whip of the Parliamentary Party of All 
Travancore Joint Political Congress. And in the election held 
after the integration of Travancore - Cochin, he was elected 
as a member in 1954 and became the Minister for Labour, 
Medical and Local bodies in the TCLA during 1954-55.

Shri P.K. Kunju had served also as the President of the 
Travancore-Cochin Muslim League in 1952. When the Praja 
Socialist Party was formed, he became its Treasurer from  
1957 to 1961.
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Shri Kunju became elected to the 2nd KLA from Krishnapuram constituency, as a PSP 
member. In the 3rd KLA he was elected from Kayamkulam as a member of SSP.  From 
06.03.1967 to 13.05.1969, Shri Kunju was the Minister for Finance in the Ministry headed 
by Shri E.M.S. Namboodirippad. It was during his stewardship that lottery was introduced 
in the State.

During a long public life, Shri Kunju was also the Chief Editor of ‘Rajyabhimani’ and ‘Swaraj’ 
weeklies and the daily ‘Kerala Janata’.  Shri P.K. Kunju served as the Chairman of the Kerala 
Wakf Board and was the founder of MSM Arts and Science College, Kayamkulam.

Shri P.K. Kunju expired on 23.06.1979. 

The Assembly paid homage to him on 05.10.1979.
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P.R. KURUP

Shri P.R. Kurup, veteran Socialist leader, was born as the son 
of Shri Govindan Nambiar on 30th September 1915.

A teacher by profession, he had participated in several 
teacher’s movements and also in the Kattampalli struggle and 
the struggle of Estate Labour Union. Political affiliations led to 
his dismissal from service in 1945. Though initiated into politics 
through the Congress Party in 1935, the ideals of the Socialist 
Party later fascinated him.

Shri Kurup subsequently contested from Koothuparamba 
constituency in the elections held to the 1st KLA, as Praja 
Socialist Party candidate, and got elected. In the 2nd KLA also, 
he represented Koothuparamba constituency, again as a PSP 
member. He was elected from Peringalam constituency to the 
3rd KLA as SSP member, and continued to represent Peringalam 
constituency in the 5th, 8th and 10th Kerala Legislative Assembly.
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Shri P.R. Kurup was Minister for Irrigation and Co-operation in the E.M.S. Ministry from 
06.03.1967 to 21.10.1969 and the Minister for Forests and Transport, in the Nayanar 
Ministry from 20.05.1996 to 11.01.1999.

He was the Chairman of the Committee on Private Members’ Bills and Resolutions from 
1957 to 1958 and the House Committee from 1987 to 1989.

Shri Kurup also served as President of Malabar Kisan Panchayat for sometime.

His wife was Smt. K.P. Leela and they have four daughters and four sons, including  
Shri K.P. Mohanan who was the Minister for Agriculture in the 13th KLA.

Shri P. R. Kurup expired on 17.01.2001.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 16.02.2001.
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MATHAI MANJOORAN

Shri Mathai Manjooran, the founder of Kerala Socialist Party 
and an accomplished editor, was born in 1912 as the son of 
Shri Mathew.

While a matriculate student, he parti cipated in the Boycott  
of Simon Commission. Later, he graduated from Madras 
University in 1933. He had been jailed for eight months for 
parti cipati ng in the Kisan Labour movement. He was also cited 
as an accused in the famous Kizhariyoor Bomb case of 1942.

Initi ally taking part in Congress organisati onal work, he later 
joined Congress Socialist Party and had even to go underground 
for someti me. He had also been acti ve in the Cochin Praja 
Mandalam and leader of its left  facti on.

Forming the KSP in 1947, he was imprisoned several ti mes, 
and was prohibited from entering erstwhile Travancore State 
on two occasions. He also took acti ve part in the Aikya Kerala 
Movement.
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Shri Mathai Manjooran was elected to the 3rd KLA from Madayi constituency as Kerala Socialist 
party member. In the 4th Ministry under the Chief Ministership of Shri EMS Namboodirippad, 
he handled the portfolio of Labour from 06.03.1967 to 01.11.1969.

Shri Mathai Manjooran had also served as a member of Rajya Sabha, previously, from 1952 
to 1954.

He was also editor of the dailies, ‘Light of Kerala’, ‘Kerala Prakasam’ and ‘Socialist weekly’, and 
has also authored one book ‘ Prakasathilekku’, a 3 volume life sketch of Great Philosophers.

Shri Mathai Manjooran expired on 14.01.1970, while serving as Member. 

The Assembly paid homage to him on 15.01.1970.
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B. WELLINGDON

Shri B. Wellingdon, political and trade union leader, was born on 
28th August 1928 as the son of Shri Bastin and Smt. Elsy Bastin.

After graduation, he started life as a teacher and later entered 
into political activities.

Entering politics through the Students’ Congress, he became an 
active trade unionist, and was one of the pioneers of the INTUC 
in Quilon. Later, associating with Anti- Communist Front in 1956, 
he was elected President of its Kerala Unit. He broke away, 
subsequently, from Congress in 1961.

Shri Wellingdon was elected from Kalpetta constituency to the 
3rd KLA and from Palluruthy constituency to the 4th KLA as KTP 
candidate.

He handled the portfolio of Health from 06.03.1967 to 20.10.1969, 
in the Ministry headed by Shri E.M.S. Namboodirippad.
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He had also served as the General Secretary of KTP and Secretary of Malanad Karshaka 
Union. He was the Chief Editor of the daily ‘Thozhilali’ and Joint Secretary of Samastha 
Kerala Sahitya Parishad.

His wife was Smt. Elizabeth.

Shri B. Wellingdon passed away on 10.05.2006.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 29.06.2006.
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K. AVUKADERKUTTY NAHA

Shri K. Avukaderkutt y Naha, veteran leader of the Muslim 
League, was born in February 1920 to Shri Kunjikoyanutt y Haji.

Aft er school educati on, he ventured into politi cal arena 
through Muslim League. During the course of a long politi cal 
career, he served as Vice-President, Indian Union Muslim 
League, Kerala State Committ ee, and President, Kerala State 
Swathanthra Thozhilali Union.

He had been elected also as a member of the Malabar District 
Board in 1954.

The representati ve from Tirurangadi consti tuency in the 
1st KLA, Shri Avukaderkutt y Naha represented same 
consti tuency in the Kerala Legislati ve Assembly conti nuously 
upto the 7th KLA. 

Shri Avukaderkutt y Naha was the Minister for Panchayat 
and Community Development in the EMS Ministry from
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09.11.1968 to 21.10.1969. From 01.11.1969 to 01.08.1970 he was the Minister for 
Local Administration in C. Achutha Menon Ministry, and later in the second Achutha  
Menon Ministry, he was the Minister for Food & Local Administration from 04.10.1970 
to 25.3.1977. He served as the Minister for Local Administration in the K. Karunakaran 
Ministry and in the succeeding Ministry headed by Shri A.K. Antony. In the  P.K. Vasudevan 
Nair Ministry, he was the Minister for Local Administration for one year. Shri Avukaderkutty 
Naha was the Deputy Chief Minister of Kerala from 24.10.1983 to 25.03.1987.

In the course of a long public life, he also served as Deputy Leader, Muslim League 
Legislature Party during 1980-82. He was Chairman of the House Committee during 
1960-62 and Public Undertakings Committee during 1982-83.

His wife was Smt. P. K. Kunjibeebi Umma, they have seven daughters and three sons including  
Shri P.K. Abdu Rabb, the Education Minister in 13th KLA.

Shri Naha passed away on 11.08.1988.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 21.12.1988.
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K.M. GEORGE

Shri K.M. George, the veteran leader, lawyer and Journalist, 
was born on 18th January 1919.

Entering politics as an active worker of the Indian National 
Congress in 1941, he later became the General Secretary of 
KPCC during 1953-55. He was also the editor of ‘Deepika’ and 
‘Powradhwani’ for some time.

Shri K.M. George became a member of the Travancore - Cochin 
Legislative Assembly during 1954-56.

Shri George subsequently became elected to the Kerala 
Assembly in 1957 and 1960 from Muvattupuzha constituency 
as a Congress candidate. The Founder-Chairman of the Kerala 
Congress in 1964, Shri George was later elected to the Assembly 
in 1967 and 1970, from Poonjar as a Kerala Congress candidate, 
and was the leader of the Kerala Congress Legislature Party.

Shri George was the Minister for Transport and Health 
from 01.11.1969 to 01.08.1970 in the Ministry headed by  
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Shri C. Achutha Menon. In the next Achutha Menon Ministry too, he served as the Minister 
for Transport from 26.06.1976 to 11.12.1976.

He also had a remarkable stint as Chairman of Public Accounts Committee, Subordinate 
Legislation Committee and Committee on Private Members Bills and Resolutions.

His wife was Smt. Marthamma and they have three sons and two daughters. His son  
Shri Francis George was a Member of Parliament.

Shri K.M. George expired on 11.12.1976 while serving as Minister. 

The Assembly paid homage to him on 20.12.1976.
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K.T. JACOB

Shri K.T. Jacob, senior CPI leader, was born in 1921.

After school education, he actively participated in the National 
Movement and later became a member of the Communist 
Party.  After the split in the party on 1964, he opted to stand with  
the CPI.

Shri Jacob became elected to the 3rd KLA in 1967 from 
Udumbanchola constituency.

Shri Raveendran was elected to the Travancore-Cochin

Shri Raveendran became elected to the Kerala Legislati ve 
Assembly in 1957 and 1960 from Eravipuram, and 1967 and 
1970 from Chathannur.

Shri Raveendran served as the Minister for Industries, Labour 
and Forests from 01.11.1969 to 01.08.1970 in the Ministry 
headed by Shri C. Achutha Menon. In 1987 and 1996 he was 
again elected from Chathannur consti tuency. Shri Raveendran 
was the Protem Speaker of the 10th KLA in 1996.
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Besides holding important positions in the Handloom, Cashew and Co-operative Sectors, 
he served as Member, State Executive of CPI and Secretary, CPI Legislature Party. He has 
also won the Sadanandan Award for the Best Co-operator.

His wife was Smt. Savithrikutty and they have one daughter.

While serving as member, Shri P.  Raveendran passed away on 13.11.1997.

Shri N.K. Seshan, Socialist Party leader, was born in April 1927.

Shri Baby John, veteran RSP leader, was born on 14th

Dr. K.G. Adiyodi, renowned Congress leader, was born at 
Perampra on 2nd January 1927, as the son of Shri Chandu 
Kidavu and Smt.

Shri Adiyodi secured an LIM degree from Madras and practised 
in his hospital at Perambra, since 1951.

Shri K.T. George, lawyer and Congress leader, was born on 20th

Shri Vakkom B. Purushothaman, veteran Congress leader and 
Advocate, was born at Vakkom on 12th April 1928 as the son 
of Shri Bhanu Panicker and Smt. Bhavani.  He has adorned the 
coveted posts of Governor, Lt. Governor, Speaker and Minister 
during an illustrious career spanning over six decades.

Beginning his politi cal life as an acti ve worker of the students 
Congress in 1946, he became a member of Vakkom Panchayat in 
1953. Later, he served as President, DCC, Thiruvananthapuram, 
General Secretary, KPCC and Vice President, KPCC. He has been 
a member of AICC for over 35 years.

Shri Vakkom Purushothaman was elected to the Kerala 
Legislati ve Assembly in 1970, 1977, 1980, 1982 and 2001 from 
Atti  ngal consti tuency.

Shri Vakkom Purushothaman was the Minister for Agriculture 
and Labour from 25.09.1971 to 25.03.1977 in the Ministry 
headed by Shri C. Achutha Menon and the Minister for Health 
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and Tourism from 25.01.1980 to 16.10.1981 in the E. K. Nayanar Ministry. He held the 
portfolio of Finance and Excise, from 05.09.2004 to 12.05.2006 in the Ministry headed by 
Shri Oommen Chandy.

His main contributions as Minister include implementation of Agricultural Workers’ Act, 
Head Load Workers’ Act, Ela Development Scheme, Tourism Development Scheme and 
giving “referral status” to Government Medical Colleges in the State.

Shri Vakkom adorned the Chair of the Speaker twice, from 24.06.1982 to 28.12.1984, in 
the seventh KLA and from 06.06.2001 to 04.09.2004 in the eleventh KLA. Shri Vakkom 
Purushothaman also had the charge of Chief Minister in the absence of Shri Oommen 
Chandy who was out of station in connection with the meeting of World Economic Forum 
at Davos in January 2006, and for sometime therafter and has acted as Leader of the 
House during the 14th Session of the 11th KLA in February 2006.

He served as a member of the Lok Sabha during 1984-89 and 1989-91. As an M.P,  
he served as Chairman, Committee on Public Undertakings and Committee on Subordinate 
Legislation of Parliament besides being the Chairman of the Consultative Committee of 
Experts to the CIDP of Inter Parliamentary Union, Geneva for five years.

Shri Purushothaman had a remarkable stint as the Lt. Governor of Andaman and Nicobar 
Islands for three years from March 1993. He was the leader of the Indian delegation to the 
Global Conference on the Sustainable Development of Small Island Developing States held 
at Barbados in 1996. Shri Vakkom Purushothaman also served as Governor of Mizoram 
during 2011-14.

Dr. Lilly Purushothaman is his wife, and they have two sons and one daughter.
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PAUL P. MANI

Shri Paul P. Mani, Congress leader, was born on 27th February 
1925 at Chottanikkara as the son of Shri P. Mani and Ealamma 
Mani.

Giving up studies in 1942 to participate in the freedom 
movement, he joined the Indian National Congress the same 
year. Later, he served as President, Ernakulam DCC, Treasurer, 
KPCC and Vice President, KPCC.

Getting elected to the 4th KLA from Thrippunithura in 1970,  
Shri Paul. P. Mani became the Minister for Food and Civil 
Supplies in the Ministry headed by Shri C. Achutha Menon,

Starti ng his politi cal career as a Congress worker in 1932, 
Shri Ahamed Kutt y was elected to the Taluk Board, Eranad in 
the same year. Later, he joined the Muslim League and was 
elected to the Madras Legislati ve Assembly in 1952.

Shri Chakkeeri Ahamed Kutt y became elected to the 1st 
Kerala Legislati ve Assembly in 1957 from Kutti  ppuram and 
subsequently to the 3rd KLA from Malappuram through a by-
electi on held in 1969. Subsequently, he was the representati ve 
from Kutti  ppuram in the 4th and 5th Kerala Legislati ve Assembly.

Shri Chakkeeri Ahamed Kutt y served as the Minister for 
Educati on from 02.03.1973 to 25.03.1977 in the Ministry 
headed by Shri C. Achutha Menon. He graced the Chair of 
Speaker from 28.03.1977 to 14.02.1980.

He was the founder General Secretary of Kerala 
Congress formed in 1964.  During his long politi cal career, he 
has served as President of Edamulackal Panchayat during the 
period from 1964 to 1987 and President of Kott arakara Grama 
Panchayat from 1987 to 1995.

Shri R. Balakrishna Pillai has been elected to the KLA eight 
ti mes. The youngest member of the 2nd  KLA, in 1960,
he was the representati ve from Pathanapuram. Subsequently 
he was the representati ve from Kott arakkara in all the 
Assemblies from 5th to 11th. He served as the Minister 
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for Transport, Excise and Jails from 26.12.1975 to 25.06.1976 in the ministry 
headed by Shri C. Achutha Menon, the Minister for Electricity from 25.01.1980  
to 20.10.1981 in the ministry headed by Shri E. K. Nayanar, Minister for Electricity  
from 24.05.1982 to 05.06.1985 and from 25.05.1986 to 25.03.1987 and Minister 
for Transport from 24.06.1991 to 16.03.1995 in the K. Karunakaran Ministry from 
22.03.1995 to 28.07.1995 and from 10.03.2003 to 29.08.2004 in the Ministries headed by  
Shri A.K. Antony.

He was elected to the Lok Sabha in 1971 and served as leader of the Kerala Congress 
Parliamentary Party in Lok Sabha. He also performed as Chairman of Kerala State Forward 
Caste Development Corporation and is now holding the same post with Cabinet rank.  He 
is currently the Chairman of Kerala Congress (B).

His literary output includes the autobiography named ‘ R. Balakrishna Pillayude Aatmakatha’ 
which was published in 2011.  He also handles the weekly column ‘Varamudra’ in the 
‘Metrovartha’ daily.

Smt. R. Valsala is his wife and they have two daughters and a son. His son Shri K.B. Ganesh 
Kumar, a four-time MLA and two-time Minister is also a well known film actor.
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K.M. MANI

Shri K.M. Mani, one of the seniormost legislators, with a 
political career spanning over six decades and Chairman of the 
Kerala Congress, was born as the son of Shri Thomas Mani and 
Smt. Aleyamma Mani on 30th January 1933 at Marangattupilly, 
Pala.

After completing his Bachelors Degree in Law, he started 
practice as an advocate at Calicut under the tutelage of  
Shri P. Govinda Menon. Shri Mani later shifted his practice to 
Pala, and in the meanwhile, he turned to active politics and 
social work.

Shri Mani who has been representing Pala constituency from 
the 3rd KLA to the 14th KLA without any break, holds the record 
of getting elected from the same constituency in thirteen 
elections continuously totalling a period of over 50 years, from 
1967 till date. 

Apart from this, he is the longest serving legislator of Kerala, 
the one who has been a Cabinet Minister and Finance Minister 
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for the longest period, the Finance Minister who has presented maximum number of 
budgets (13) and the only legislator who has completed 50 years in the Kerala Legislative 
Assembly.

His Ministerial assignment began on 26.12.1975, when he took charge as the Finance 
Minister in the Ministry headed by Shri C. Achutha Menon. He held the post till 
25.03.1977. In the Ministry headed by Shri K. Karunakaran, he was the Home Minister 
from 11.04.1977 to 25.04.1977 and continued to hold the same portfolio in A.K. Antony 
Ministry from 27.04.1977 to 21.12.1977 and from 16.09.1978 to 27.10.1978. He was again 
the Home Minister in the Ministry headed by Shri P.K. Vasudevan Nair from 29.10.1978 to 
26.07.1979. From 25.01.1980 to 20.10.1981 he handled the portfolio of Finance and Law 
in the Ministry headed by Shri E.K. Nayanar. He continued as Minister for Finance and Law 
from 28.12.1981 to 17.03.1982, and again from 24.05.1982 to 15.05.1986. Later, he was 
the Minister for Irrigation and Law from 16.05.1986 to 25.03.1987 in the Ministry headed 
by Shri K. Karunakaran.

In the subsequent Ministries headed by Shri K. Karunakaran and Shri A.K. Antony, he was 
the Minister for Revenue and Law from 24.06.1991 to 16.03.1995 and from 22.03.1995 
to 09.05.1996 respectively.

Shri K. Pankajakshan, veteran RSP leader, was born on 25th

Entering public life while a student, as a worker of the Indian 
National Congress, he later became Executive member, KPCC, 
Member, AICC and Organising Secretary, Kerala INTUC.

Shri Balakrishnan was elected to the Travancore-Cochin 
Legislative Assembly in 1954 and subsequently to the 2nd 
Kerala Legislative Assembly in 1960 from Chalakudy, as an 
INC candidate. In 1970, 1977 and 1980 he was elected from 
Chelakkara, in 1982 from Thrithala and in 1991 from Vaikom 
constituency.

After serving as a Merchant Navy Officer, during 1927-40, and 
Commissioned Officer in the Indian Army during 1942-44,  
Shri Jacob entered active politics as a Founder Member of 
the Kerala Congress, later becoming its Vice-Chairman and 
Chairman.

Shri John Jacob expired on 26.09.1978 while serving as a Minister.

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KANTHALOT KUNHAMBU

Shri Kanthalot Kunhambu, renowned Communist leader, was 
born at Pappinisserry on 8th December 1916 as the son of  
Shri Pokkan.

Entering politics through the Congress in 1932, he was actively 
involved in trade union activities. Shri Kunhambu was arrested 
and imprisoned in connection with the strike in Aaron Company 
in 1940, and charge-sheeted in the Karivalloor Police firing 
case in 1946. He was incriminated in several other cases also 
and detained in Cannanore Central Jail and Salem Jail during 
the early fifties. He spent about two years underground and 
had to undergo imprisonment for a total period of about five 
years. In an untoward incident of police firing on 11.02.1950 
which saw the death of 22 persons, Shri Kunhambu also bore 
injuries from a bullet strike, in Salem Jail.

Shri Kunhambu also worked as a Congress Volunteer from 
1932 to 1940, but later joined the Communist Party of India.
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Shri Kunhambu got elected to the 5th KLA from Nadapuram as a CPI candidate.

He had served as Minister for Forests from 11.04.1977 to 18.11.1978 in three 
Ministries headed by Shri K. Karunakaran, Shri A.K. Antony and Shri P.K. Vasudevan Nair.  
Shri Kunhambu had also served as State Secretary, Karshaka Sangham and Vice-President, 
Kerala Karshaka Thozhilali Union.

His wife was Smt. P. Yesodha.

Shri Kunhambu expired on 16.01.2004.

After serving in the Indian Army during the forties, and later 
working in a British engineering firm in Bombay in the early 
fifties, he joined the Muslim League and became its Kozhikode 
District Secretary, and later State Secretary.

Thozhilali Unions, especially in Anthikkad. Besides, he took a 
leading role in the struggle of coir workers at Kandassankadavu 
in 1955 and participated in Trade Union activities of many 
industrial concerns in Thrissur District. When the Communist 
Party was banned, he engaged himself in secret activities of 
the party, and had to spend three and a half years in jail during 
that time. He was awarded “Thamra Pathram” in 1972 in 
honour of his active participation in the Freedom Movement 
during 1942-47.
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Shri Prabhakaran had previously been elected to Travancore –Cochin Legislative Assembly 
in 1952 from Manalur. He was subsequently elected to the KLA in 1977 from Cherpu 
constituency, and was the Minister for Public Health and Electricity from 18.11.1978 to 
07.10.1979 in the P.K. Vasudevan Nair Ministry. In the 6th and 7th KLA also he was elected 
as a member from Cherpu constituency as a CPI candidate. 

During a long public life, he held several party positions as well. He was a Member of 
CPI State Executive Committee, AITUC General Council, and Vice-President of KSTUC. 
He has served as Joint Secretary and later, as President of Anthikkad Chethu Thozhilali 
Union. He was also Member, Director Board of Thrissur Taluk Toddy Producers’ Societies, 
Kerala Toddy Workers’ Welfare Fund Board and Thrissur Taluk Co-operative Union.  
Shri Prabhakaran also served as the Secretary, Thrissur District Kera Karshaka Sanghom 
from 1966 to 1981, later becoming its President too.

His wife was Smt. K.R. Karthiayani and they have five sons. His son Shri K.P. Rajendran 
was the Revenue Minister of Kerala during 2006-11 in the ministry headed by  
Shri V.S. Achuthanandan.

Shri K.P. Prabhakaran expired on 11.08.2009.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 17.09.2009.
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N. BHASKARAN NAIR

Shri N. Bhaskaran Nair, a leading figure of the N.S.S. and a 
social worker, was born as the son of Shri Neelakanta Pillai 

on 10th July 1919.

A law graduate, he started his career as a consulting lawyer.   
Shri Bhaskaran Nair started his political career as an active 
Congress worker. He had also contested the General Elections 
as PSP candidate in 1951 and later took a leading part in the 
Liberation Struggle.

Shri Bhaskaran Nair became a member of the Kerala Legislative 
Assembly for the first time in the 2nd KLA in 1960 representing 
Changanacherry constituency. Later, joining the NDP he 
became its representative in the 5th KLA, from Mavelikara 
constituency in 1977.

Shri Bhaskaran Nair held the portfolio of Finance and Health 
in the C.H. Muhammed Koya Ministry from 12.10.1979 to 
01.12.1979.
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He served as the Chairman of the Estimates Committee during 1964-65 and chaired the 
Petitions Committee from 1977 to 1979.

He was Municipal Councillor of Changanacherry, and also served as Board member and 
Treasurer of N.S.S. Besides, he served for sometime as President of Travancore Devaswom 
Board.

He had also participated in the MRA World Conference in 1962.

His wife was Smt. Ammini Amma and they have two sons and three daughters. 

Shri Bhaskaran Nair expired on 30.08.1998.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 26.02.1999.
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K.J. CHACKO

Shri K.J. Chacko, senior Kerala Congress leader, was born as 
the son of Shri Joseph and Smt. Aleamma on 2nd  March 1930.

A law graduate, Shri Chacko began his political career during his 
student days, as an activist of the Indian National Congress. He 
had been detained for participating in students movement in 
1959. He was elected to the Changanassery Municipal Council 
and served as its Chairman from 1964 to 1966. He joined the 
Kerala Congress at its inception in 1964.

Shri Chacko was elected for the first time to the Kerala 
Legislative Assembly in 1965 from Changanassery.  But the 
Assembly was not convened. He was elected from the same 
constituency Changanassery in 1970 and 1977.

Shri Chacko was the Minister for Revenue and Co-operation 
from 16.11.1979 to 01.12.1979 in the C.H. Mohammed Koya 
Ministry.
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Shri Chacko had also served as the Chairman of the Committee on Petitions from  
1974 to 1975. 

His book ‘ Puthen Puranam’ was published in the year 2015.

Shri Chacko has been serving as the President of Vazhappally Service Co-operative Bank 
since 1984.

Smt.  P.U. Thresiakutty is his wife and they have one son and three daughters.
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Prof. K.A. MATHEW

Prof. K.A. Mathew, renowned teacher and the leader of 
Kerala Congress, was born as the son of Shri K.I. Abraham at 
Eraviperoor on 28th February 1934. A Post Graduate, he served 
as the Principal, St. Thomas College, Ranni, for a long period.

Starting his political career as a Member of the Indian National 
Congress, Prof. Mathew joined the Kerala Congress during its 
inception in 1964.

Prof. Mathew was elected for the first time as a Member of 
5th KLA from Ranni constituency in 1977. He was again elected 
from Kallooppara constituency in 1980.

He was the Minister for Industries and Forests, from 16.11.1979 
to 01.12.1979 in the C.H. Mohammed Koya Ministry.

Prof. Mathew served as a Member of Kerala University Senate 
in 1969 and attended the Lions’ International Convention in 
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Atlanta City, USA in 1970 as a delegate from India. A keen lover of sports, he was also 
Captain of Aligarh University Basket Ball Team in 1956.

His wife was Smt. Rajamma Mathew and they have one son and one daughter. 

Prof. Mathew expired on 28.01.1991.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 07.03.1991.
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Dr. A. NEELALOHITHADASAN NADAR
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Dr. A. Neelalohithadasan Nadar, senior Janata Dal leader, 
was born as the son of Shri K.P. Appi Nadar and  
Smt. A. Kunjulekshmi on 28th August 1947 at Kazhivoor. A Law 
graduate, he holds a Doctorate in Hindi as well.

Actively interested in politics right from student days, he joined 
the Indian National Congress in 1964.  Joining the KSU in 1966, 
he became Thiruvananthapuram District Secretary of KSU in 
1967-68 and later the Thiruvananthapuram District President. 
A Member of State Youth Congress Committee in 1968, he 
became its Thiruvananthapuram District President in 1970. He 
also became a member of the KPCC in 1969 and AICC in 1972. 
He served as Chairman, Kerala University Union in 1972-73.

During the emergency in 1977, leaving INC, he got involved 
in the formation of the Congress for Democracy and became 
its State President. Subsequently he joined the Janata Party 
when CFD merged with the Janata Party.  After the split 
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in the Janata Party in 1969, he took initiative in the revival of CFD along with Shri H. 
N. Bahuguna.  Representing CFD, he became a minister in the C. H. Mohammed Koya 
Ministry.  Subsequently, as CFD merged with the Indian National Congress (I), he 
contested as a Congress Candidate to the Lok Sabha and got elected.  Within six months, 
he left the Congress Party along with H. N. Bahuguna to form the Democratic Socialist 
Party and became the Parliamentary Party Leader and Kerala State President of DSP. In 
October 1984, DSP merged with Lok Dal and some state units of Janata Party to form Dalit 
Mazdoor Kisan Party (DMKP) and he became its National Standing Committee Member 
and State President.  The name of the Party was again changed to Lok Dal and Shri Nadar 
became its State President.  Thereafter he became a minister in the LDF Ministry headed 
by E. K. Nayanar in 1987.  In 1989, he became the All India General Secretary of Lok Dal. 
When the declaration regarding the implementation of Mandal Commission Report 
was made, Lok Dal united with Janata Dal and Shri Neelalohithadasan Nadar became 
its State General Secretary and then its State Secretary General.  During 1999-2000 and  
2001-2002, he was the leader of Janata Dal Legislative Party.  During 2007-10, he was 
involved with the Bahujan Samaj Party and in 2010 he rejoined Janata Dal (Secular) and 
worked as the National General Secretary of Janata Dal (Secular).

Dr. Neelalohithadasan Nadar was elected to KLA for the first time in 1977 from Kovalam 
constituency. Again he was elected in 1987, 1996 and 2001 from the same constituency. 
He had been elected to KLA in 1991 too from Kovalam; however the election was declared 
void by the Kerala High Court on 11-12-1991.

Dr. Neelalohithadasan Nadar held the portfolio of Law, Electricity, Irrigation, Labour 
and Housing in the Shri C.H. Mohammed Koya Ministry from 16.11.1979 to 01.12.1979. 
He also held the Office of the Minister for Sports and Youth Affairs in the E.K. Nayanar 
Ministry from 02.04.1987 to 17.06.1991 and the Minister for Forests and Transport in the 
Nayanar Ministry from 20.01.1999 to 13.02.2000.

Shri Neelalohithadasan Nadar also had a remarkable stint as Member of Lok Sabha from 
1980 to 1984.

The founder of ‘Kamaraj Foundation of India’, in 1976, he worked as its Chairman.  He 
was Member of the State Library Council and was the Managing Editor of ‘Munnettam’, 
its official mouthpiece. He worked as Manager, Printer and Publisher of the monthly 
‘Yagadeepam’. He started ‘Gandhian Balakendras’ in 1987 and was its Chief Patron.

Smt. Jameela Prakasham, the member from Kovalam constituency in the 13th KLA, is his 
wife and they have one daughter.
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P.M. ABUBACKER
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Shri P.M. Abubacker, senior leader of the Muslim League, was 
born on 1st July 1932 as the son of Shri V.C.  Mohammed Koya.

Entering public life through Muslim Students Federation, he 
was Kozhikode District Secretary and State Joint Secretary 
of Muslim League. He was also Councillor of the Calicut 
Corporation for more than a decade, from 1962 to 1974, and 
served twice as its Deputy Mayor.

Shri Abubacker became a member of the Kerala Legislative 
Assembly for the first time in the 3rd KLA from Calicut 
constituency, as a Muslim League candidate. He was again 
elected to the 5th, 6th and 7th KLA from Calicut and to the 8th 
and 9th KLA from Koduvally and Guruvayoor constituencies 
respectively. Shri Abubacker resigned his membership from 
the 9th KLA on 9.4.1994.

In the Ministry headed by Shri E.K. Nayanar, Shri Abubacker was 
the Minister for Public Works from 25.01.1980 to 20.10.1981.
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He also served for a term as Chairman of the Committee on Estimates from 1991 to 1994. 
In course of a long public life, he also served as Member of the Calicut University Senate, 
Member, Khadi Board, President, Mavoor Gwalior Rayons STU and Vice Chairman, Kerala 
State Financial Enterprises, besides holding important positions in the Party such as 
Member, Executive Council of IUML and High Power Committee of Muslim League.

He has published many articles and has authored a book on prison life. 

His wife was Smt. M.P. Sainabi and they have four sons and one daughter. 

Shri P.M. Abubacker expired on 17.10.1994.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 30.03.1995.
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P.C. CHACKO
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Shri P.C. Chacko, senior Congress leader, was born as the 
son of Shri P. John Chacko and Smt. Leyamma Chacko on 29th 

September 1946 at Kanjirappally.

A post graduate, Shri. P.C. Chacko entered politics through 
KSU, He later became its Trivandrum District President and 
State General Secretary. He has also served as the President of 
Kerala Pradesh Youth Congress, General Secretary of All India 
Youth Congress and General Secretary, KPCC.

Shri Chacko was elected to the Sixth Kerala Legislative Assembly 
in 1980 from Piravom.

He served as Minister for Industries in the E.K. Nayanar 
Ministry from 25.01.1980 to 16.10.1981. 

Shri Chacko was subsequently elected to the Lok Sabha in 
1991, 1996, 1998 and 2009.

He was the Chairman of Privileges Committee and Joint 
Parliamentary Committee on 2G scam enquiry during the 15th 
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Lok Sabha.  Moreover, he represented Indian Parliament in WTO Parliamentary Forum 
during the same period.

Shri P. C. Chacko also served as the Editor of ‘Veekshanam’ daily. He has been a member 
of the Kerala Sahithya Parishad and writes articles in periodicals.

Smt. Leela Chacko is his wife and they have two sons.
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E. CHANDRASEKHARAN NAIR
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Shri E. Chandrasekharan Nair, senior leader of CPI and 
co-operator, was born as the son of Shri E. Easwara Pillai on 2nd 
December 1928.

Having entered acti ve politi cs at a young age, he joined 
Students Congress at Annamalai University, thereaft er the 
ISP and subsequently the Communist Party in 1952. A law 
graduate, he practi sed as a lawyer ti ll 1970.

A strong advocate of co-operati ve movement, he had a long 
associati on with the co-operati ve sector, especially in Kollam 
district. He was the President of Kollam District Co-operati ve 
Bank for more than 29 years and had the rare opportunity of 
getti  ng elected as the Chairman of All India State Co-operati ve 
Bank Federati on and the Vice-President of Nati onal Co-
operati ve Union and member of the Central Committ ee of the 
Internati onal Co-operati ve Alliance and member of Agriculture 
Credit Board of RBI.
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Shri Chandrasekharan Nair got elected to the 1st KLA from Kottarakkara constituency, 
contesting as a Communist Party candidate. He was elected to the 3rd KLA also from 
Kottarakkara, as a member of the Communist Party. However he resigned on 01.02.1970 
to make way for the election of Shri C. Achutha Menon. He represented Chadayamangalam 
constituency in the 5th and 6th KLA, Pathanapuram in the 8th KLA and Karunagappally in the 
10th KLA.

In the Ministry headed by Shri E.K. Nayanar, he was the Minister for Food and Civil Supplies 
and Housing from 25.01.1980 to 20.10.1981. In the 8th KLA, in addition to Food and Civil 
Supplies, he handled the portfolios Animal Husbandary and Dairy Development from 
02.04.1987 to 17.06.1991 in the Ministry headed by E.K.Nayanar. In the 10th KLA, he was 
the Minister for Food, Tourism & Law from 20.05.1996 to 13.05.2001.

In 1980, Shri Chandrasekharan Nair was appointed Chairman of the Adhoc Committee for 
the formation of Subject Committees, which recommended the formation of ten Subject 
Committees for the detailed scrutiny of budget, an innovative concept in the legislative 
history of India. The Committee formed under his Chairmanship in 1999 had also given 
recommendations to streamline the functioning of the Subject Committees, after an  
in-depth analysis of their working. He had also a remarkable stint as the Chairman of the 
Committee on Private Members' Bills and Resolutions during 1977-79.  The concept of 
“Maveli Stores” aimed at making available essential commodities at fair price to poorer 
sections of the society also emerged at his initiative.  

He has been the Executive Committee Member of CPI State Council and Member, National 
Council of CPI.

He is also the recipient of many honours such as ‘Sadanandan Award’ for the best Co-
operator and R. Sankara Narayanan Thampy award for the best Parliamentarian.

He has also written a book named ‘Kerala Model of Development, Problems and Solutions’.

His wife is Smt. Manorama Nair and they have one son and one daughter.

Shri E. Chandrasekharan Nair expired on 29.11.2017. 

The Assembly paid homage to him on 23.01.2018.
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LONAPPAN  NAMBADAN

Shri Lonappan Nambadan, a teacher turned political leader, 
was born on 13th November 1935 at Perambra, as the son of 
Shri Kuriappan and Smt. Plamena. After passing SSLC and TTC, 
he took to the teaching profession, before he became active in 
public life.

While a student, he had participated in humanitarian and 
religious activities. He was also interested in art and cultural 
activities and was awarded prizes for elocution and drama, and 
later, he acted in a film, which bagged State Awards.

Shri Nambadan’s initiation into politics was through the Indian 
National Congress. Later, he joined the Kerala Congress and 
became President of its Kodakara Constituency Committee. He 
had taken part in agitations of teachers, agricultural workers 
and labour unions.

Shri Lonappan Nambadan got elected to the Kerala Legislative 
Assembly in 1977, 1980 and 1982 from Kodakara constituency 
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as a Kerala Congress Candidate and in 1987, 1991 and 1996 from Irinjalakuda constituency 
as an Independent candidate backed by the LDF.

He served as the Minister for Transport from 25.01.1980 to 20.10.1981 in the  
E. K. Nayanar Ministry and the Minister for Housing from 02.04.1987 to 17.06.1991, again 
in the Nayanar Ministry.

In 2004 he was elected to the Lok Sabha from the Mukundapuram constituency.

During a long public life, Shri Nambadan served as the Member, State Parliamentary 
Board, State Vice Chairman of the Kerala Congress and Secretary and the President of its 
Thrissur District Committee. He was the President of Catholic Congress, Thrissur Diocese, 
Secretary, Catholic Union, Thrissur and Member, Pastoral Council of Irinjalakuda Diocese. 
He also served as a Member of Kodakara Panchayat.

He has to his credit an autobiography ‘Sancharikkunna Viswasi’ and comedy collection 
‘Nambadan’s Nambarukal’.

His wife was Smt. Annie and they have one son and two daughters.

Shri Lonappan Nambadan passed away on 05.06.2013.

Later, from 20.04.1995 to 09.05.1996 he was the Minister for Labour 
and Tourism in the Ministry headed by Shri A.K. Antony. In the Ministry headed by Shri 
Oommen Chandy he held the portfolio Power from 05.09.2004 to 12.05.2006.

In the Oommen Chandy Ministry, from 23.05.2011 to 20.05.2016 he served as the Minister 
for Power with the additional portfolio of Transport from 12.04.2012 to 31.12.2013.  During 
his long legislative career, he had also served as the Chairman of the Public Accounts 
Committee from 1998-2001,  2006-2011 and Chairman of Public Undertakings Committee 
during 2001 to 2004.

In addition, he has held important positions in the State Marketing Federation as its 
President and was the Director of NCDC and NAFED.

Shri Aryadan had also a remarkable stint as the Secretary of the Congress Parliamentary 
Party during the 10th KLA.

He was the Minister for Co-operation and Fisheries from 02.04.1987 to 
17.06.1991 and the Minister for Fisheries and Rural Development from 20.05.1996 to 
13.05.2001 in the Nayanar Ministries.

In 1979 during the period of 5th KLA, he was the acting Leader of Opposition for a short 
period. He also became Opposition Chief Whip during 9th KLA from 1991 to 1996. He was 
the Chairman of the Committee on Assurances from 1979 to 1981.

During a long public life, he also served as the Member of CPI(M) State and Central 
Committees, Joint Secretary of All India Kisan Sabha and Secretary, Kottayam District 
Committee of CPI(M). He had also a remarkable stint as Deputy leader of CPI (M) 
Legislature Party.

A good writer, he has books like ‘Kallile Theepori’, and ‘Desha Drohikal’ to his credit.

His wife was Smt. Gouri and they have one son and four daughters.

Shri T. K. Ramakrishnan expired on 21.04.2006.

He was the Minister for Health in the Ministry headed by 
Shri E. K. Nayanar from 02.04.1987 to 17.06.1991. Again he was the Minister for Health & 
Sports from 20.05.1996 to 19.01.2000, in the cabinet headed by Shri E. K. Nayanar.

He was the leader of Congress (S) Legislature Party from 1982-99 and the leader of NCP 
Legislature party.

During his long political career, he had served as State Secretary of KSU and Youth 
Congress during 1966-69, DCC Secretary, Malappuram during 1969-70, and Kozhikode 
during 1971-73, President, DCC Kozhikode during 1973-78, KPCC Secretary during 1978-
80 and Treasurer of AICC(S) during 1993-99. He also served as the State President of NCP.

Permanent Committee, Member, Kerala Grandhasala Sanghom Control Board and 
Kozhikode Regional Transport Authority.

United Trade Union Congress in 1977, and participated in the ILO Conference at Geneva 
representing Central Government in 1985. He also served as the Deputy Leader of 
Congress Legislature Party.

He was the Minister for Industries from 24.05.1982 to 
25.03.1987 in the Ministry headed by  Shri K. Karunakaran.

Shri E. Ahamed was elected to the Lok Sabha in 1991, 1996, 
1998, 1999, 2004, 2009 and 2014. He served as the Minister 
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of State for External Affairs during 2004-09, Minister of State for Railways during 2009-11, 
again the Minister of State for External Affairs and then became Union Minister of State 
for Human Resource Development.

Shri E. Ahamed had served as Chairman, Committee on Government Assurances in the 
Kerala Legislative Assembly during 1987-91 and Member, Kerala and Calicut University 
Senate.

He has also led high level trade delegation of Government of India for international 
ministerial conferences and has also served as Special Emissary of the then Prime Minister 
Smt.

Shri T.M. Jacob, renowned Advocate and senior Kerala 
Congress leader, was born on 16th September 1950 as the son 
of Shri T. S. Mathew and Smt. Annamma Mathew.

Entering politics while a student, he subsequently became a 
Member of the Kerala Congress in 1964. Shri Jacob was the 
General Secretary of KSC, the student wing of Kerala Congress, 
in 1971. From 1972 to 1975 he was its State President and 
during 1976-78 he was President of Kerala Youth Front.

Shri T.M. Jacob was elected to the 5th Kerala Legislative 
Assembly for the first time in 1977, from Piravom constituency 
and remained a Member continuously upto the 11th KLA, 
representing Kothamangalam in the 6th, 7th and 8th KLA and 
Piravom in 9th, 10th, 11th KLAs.  He won the election once again 
from Piravom to become a Member of the 13th KLA. 

From 24.05.1982 to 25.03.1987 Shri Jacob served as 
the Minister for Education in the Ministry headed by  
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Shri K. Karunakaran. From 29.06.1991 to 16.03.1995 he was the Minister for Irrigation and 
Cultural Affairs in the Ministry headed by Shri K. Karunakaran.   Shri T. M. Jacob handled 
the same portfolio, in the Ministry of Shri A.K. Antony from 22.03.1995 to 09.05.1996. 
Again, from 17.05.2001 to 29.08.2004, he was the Minister for Irrigation in the Ministry 
headed by Shri A. K. Antony and from 18.05.2011 to 30.10.2011, he was the Minister for 
Food and Civil Supplies and Registration in the Ministry headed by  Shri Oommen Chandy.

He served as the General Secretary of Kerala Congress from 1972 to 1982 and from 1987 
to 1991, Deputy Leader of Kerala Congress (Jacob) from 1982 to 1993 and Leader of 
Legislature Party of Kerala Congress (Jacob) from 1994 to 2004 and DIC from 2005 to 2006.

Shri T.M. Jacob was an elected member of the Kerala University Academic Council of the 
Faculty of Law and was one of the first Directors of CIAL, Kochi.  He served as President of 
several trade unions as well.

Shri Jacob merged Kerala Congress (Jacob) with Democratic Indira Congress (K) but after a 
rift in the DIC(K), he revived the Kerala Congress (Jacob) Party which later joined the UDF.

Shri Jacob is considered one of the best parliamentarians in the Kerala Assembly.  
Introduction and discussion on Bills like Public Mens Corruption (Investigation and Inquiries) 
Act 1987; The Pariyaram Medical College and Hospital (Transfer for Administration) Bill, 
2001 etc. piloted by him became unforgettable events in the history of the Kerala Legislative 
Assembly.  He introduced ‘The water policy’ in Kerala for the first time.  The Mahatma 
Gandhi University was established during his tenure as the Minister for Education. 

His outstanding performance in the socio political field fetched him a number of awards 
such as Gandhi Award for Eminent Parliamentarian, Ponnara Foundation Award for 
Outstanding Administrator, Chazhikkadan Award for Best Legislator, Deseeya Shram Vir 
Award for Public Service and AMICOS Award for outstanding service for the cause of 
Malayalees living abroad etc.

A gifted writer as well, his literary accomplishments include the books ‘Ente China 
Paryadanam’ (Malayalam) and ‘My China Diary’ (English).

His wife was Smt. Annie Jacob and they have one son and one daughter.  Shri Anoop 
Jacob, Minister for Food & Civil Supplies, Consumer Affairs and Registration in the 13th KLA 
and MLA in the 14th KLA, is his son.

Shri T.M. Jacob passed away on 30.10.2011 while serving as the Minister.

The Assembly paid homage to him on 02.11.2011.

Starting his career as a teacher in KTM High School, Mannarkkad, 
Shri Menon later became its Head Master. Being actively 
involved in organising teachers’ unions and holding important 
positions in this field, he rose to become a prominent leader 
of the CPI(M).

Shri Veerendra Kumar entered politics as a student, and has 
been active member of the Janata Party. 

Getting elected to the 8th KLA in 1987 from Kalpetta as a Janata 
Party candidate, he served as the Minister for Forests for a 
few days from 02.04.1987 to 07.04.1987 in the E.K. Nayanar 
Ministry. 

He has 
served as Minister of State for Finance from February 21 to  
June 9, 1997 and as the Minister of State for Labour 
(independent charge) with additional charges of Urban Affairs, 
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Employment and Parliamentary Affairs during 1997-98. He was again elected to the Lok 
Sabha in 2004 and served as a Member of the Rajya Sabha from 03.04.2016 to 20.12.2017. 
He was again elected to Rajya Sabha on 23.03.2018.

Shri Veerendra Kumar has served at different times as National Treasurer, SSP, Secretary, 
Socialist Party (Kerala), National Secretary, Socialist Party, Member, National Executive 
of Janata Party, General Secretary, Janata Party and Convenor, Liaison Committee of 
Opposition parties.

He had to go underground and later undergo imprisonment during the period of 
emergency. His properties were also confiscated at that time.

A leading planter, Shri Veerendra Kumar is a prominent figure in the publishing industry 
as well, being the Chairman and MD of Mathrubhumi publications. His stewardship of 
Mathrubhumi since 1979 is a lesson in corporate leadership. He has a Masters Degree 
in Business Administration from Cincinnati University, Ohio,USA. He has also served as 
member, National Executive of Indian Eastern Newspaper Society, Chairman, Regional 
Committee, INES, and Director, Press Institute of India and as Chairman of Press Trust of 
India, thrice and President of Indian Newspaper Society. He presided over the International 
Labour Conference held at Bangkok in 1997, under the aegis of ILO.

As a gifted writer, he has to his credit about 21 works in several volumes such as “Ramante 
Dukham”, “Gattum Kaanacharadukalum” and “Buddhante Chiri”, Amazonum Kure 
Vyakulathakalum”, Hymavathabhoovil”, to name a few.

Shri Veerendra Kumar is the receipient of numerous State, National and International 
awards including the Odakkuzhal award, Sahodaran Ayyappan Award, Kesari Memorial 
Award, G. Smaraka Award, Nalappadan Award, Abu Dhabi Sakthi Award, Kerala Sahitya 
Academy Fellowship and Kusumanjali Award. His famous book ‘Hymavathabhoovil’ bagged 
Vayalar Award, Dr. Shivaram Karanth Award, Balamaniamma Award, Amruthakeerthi

His Son,  
Shri M.V. Shreyams Kumar was the member of 12th and 13th KLA from Kalpetta.
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V. VISWANATHA MENON

Shri V. Viswanatha Menon, advocate popularly known as 
‘Ambady Viswam’, was born on 15th January 1927 as the 
son of Advocate Ambady Narayana Menon (Ex.MLC, Cochin 
Legislature) and Smt. Vadakoot Lakshmikutty Amma at 
Ernakulam.  He is the only CPI(M) leader from Kerala who 
served as a Member of the Lok Sabha, Rajyasabha, State 
Legislature and Cabinet.

On the eve of India becoming independent, 
he was expelled from the Maharaja’s College and Madras 
University, for cutting down and setting fire the flag of the 
erstwhile Cochin royalty.  Shri Menon was imprisoned for 3 
years in the Edappally Police Station Raid Case and had to go 
underground for more than two years.
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Shri Menon was a member of Ernakulam Municipal Council and an adhoc member of 
Cochin Corporation.  Shri Menon was elected to the Lok Sabha in 1967 from Ernakulam. 
He was the member of the Select Committee of the Lok Sabha.  The Cochin Shipyard came 
into existence during that period.

Shri Menon was elected to the Rajya Sabha in 1974. He was Chairman of the Subordinate 
Legislation Committee. 

Shri Menon served as the Minister for Finance from 02.04.1987 till 17.06.1991 in the 
Ministry headed by Shri E. K. Nayanar.  During his ministership he took various effective 
steps to maintain  the financial stability of the state. 

Shri Menon acted as President or Secretary for various CITU unions in the State and acted 
as Vice President of All India Road Transport Workers Union.  He was a member of All 
India Working Committee CITU and CPI(M) State Committee member.  He was a Senate 
Member of Cochin University.

He has authored three books including the autobiography ‘Kalathinoppam Mayatha

He served as 
the Minister for Forests from 14.04.1987 to 17.06.1991 in the 
E.K.Nayanar Ministry.

Before his election to Kerala Legislative Assembly, he was the 
Member of the Kerala University Senate from 1980 to 1984. 
He has been Janata Party’s State Vice President, General 
Secretary and Secretary General.  He has also been the State 
President of Janata Dal (Secular) and was nominated as its 
National Vice President. From 1981 to 1984 he served as the 
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General Secretary of the All Kerala Private College Teachers Association (AKPCTA). He has 
also been, for some time, President of Palai Marketing Society.

Prof. Joseph has been closely involved in other social activities as well. He was the 
President of Good Samaritan Project India (GSPI) and presently he is the President of 
Christian Reformation Literature Society (CRLS).

He also served as General Secretary (2003 to 2006, 2007 to 2011) and   
National Treasurer of Indian Union Muslim League, Director, Chandrika Daily and Director, 
Muhammed Koya International Foundation.

He served as Deputy Leader of Opposition in Kerala Legislative Assembly from 25.05.2016 
to 17.03.2017. He resigned as a member of Legislative Assembly to represent Malappuram 
Lok Sabha constituency in the Lok Sabha on 17.04.2017.  He is currently National General 
Secretary of IUML (Since 2017).

Shri M.V. Raghavan, veteran leader popularly known as 
MVR, was born as the son of Shri Sankaran Nambiar and Smt. 
Thambai Amma on 5th May 1933 at Pappinisseri.

He entered politics early in 1948 as an active worker of the 
Communist Party. During his long and eventful political 
career, he had been detained for 30 months under DIR, from 
November 1964. He went underground during the Emergency 
period and was arrested under MISA and imprisoned for about 
10 months in Kannur Central Jail. In 1986 he formed a new 
Party, Communist Marxist Party (CMP) and became its General 
Secretary.

Shri Raghavan was elected to the Kerala Legislative Assembly 
for the first time in 1970, from Madayi constituency as a CPI(M) 
candidate and again in 1977 from Thaliparamba, in 1980 
from Kuthuparamba and yet again in 1982 from Payyannur 
as a candidate of CPI (M). In 1987, he became elected from 
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Azhikode constituency, as a CMP candidate. In 1991, he got elected from Kazhakkuttom 
constituency and again in 2001, from Thiruvananthapuram West.

Shri Raghavan served as the Minister for Co-operation from 24.06.1991 to 16.03.1995 
in the Ministry headed by Shri K. Karunakaran and from 22.03.1995 to 09.05.1996 in the 
Ministry headed by Shri A. K. Antony. He served again, as the Minister for Co-operation 
and Ports, in the Ministry headed by Shri A. K. Antony from 17.05.2001 to 29.08.2004.
