The striking painting at the
entrance of the Solarhub Netball
ACT Centre represents Netball
ACT’s (NACT) Acknowledgement
of Country.

Created by esteemed artist Richie
Allan and unveiled at our HCF State
League Reconciliation Round in May
2019, it represents Spirit, Strength,
Culture and Healing. These words
also accurately reflect the NACT
Community’s 2019 season. Moving
on from a tough 2018 for our
organisation, 2019 was a time for
community, unity and diversity.

2019 saw NACT deliver a successful
financial year, opening the door for
new initiatives and opportunities.
While we enjoyed another successful
year celebrating the best of netball
in the ACT in particularly with very
exciting seasons in the HCF State
League Competition and the Capital
Chemist Junior Championships,
NACT competed admirably on the
National Stage.

Our 19s and 17s State Teams were
solid at the National titles in Brisbane

both finishing in 6th position and
playing some outstanding games
during the rounds.

After winning seven of the last ten
rounds of the season, our Canberra
GIANTS finished fourth on the
Deakin University Australian Netball
League (DUANL) ladder going into
finals. The team dug deep to push
both eventual winners, The Victorian
Fury, and the bronze medallists,
Tasmanian Magpies, in hard fought
battles. It was unfortunate that the
Canberra Giants walked away
without a DUANL medal, but this
proud president felt they had earned
and deserved one, as they delivered
on every measurable other than the
final score.

In 2019 NACT had many other
memorable programs, new initiatives
and community events.

NACT Harmony Day opened our
doors, oursportand ourcommunity to
other cultures and other community
groups.An opportunity to break down

barriers and for people in different
communities to try something new.
It was a day that brought our wider
community and netball together for
a celebration of our diversity. It was
also filled with activities focusing on
building netball skills and having
fun with new friends. This allowed
many migrant communities to try a
new sport, like the Latin American
community where netball is new.

While there was plenty of fun to be
had, those in attendance paused to
pay respect and send love and hope
to the families of the Christchurch
tragedy. Members of the different
communities stood side by side in
harmony and peace to remember
those who were lost. Harmony
Day continued to show us, how
diverse and inclusive the Netball
ACT community is and that is what
makes it so special.

The Reconciliation Week celebrations
are a time for NACT to listen and
engage in challenging and positive
discussion. The time is an important
chance for Indigenous and non-
Indigenous members of our netball

community to reflect on what
reconciliation means to us. We still
need to work hard on reconciliation.
NACT will continue to work with key
stakeholders in the Aboriginal and
Torres Strait Islander community to
encourage greater participation in
coach and umpire training programs
and to develop young athletes into
the representative programs.

The Marie Little Shield (MLS) is a
netball competition for women with
an intellectual disability, giving these
athletes the chance torepresenttheir
state at a national level. Introduced
as a National competition in 2013,
the Marie Little Shield was named
after Marie Little (OAM), a netballer
who dedicated her life to those
with an intellectual disability. The
message is that anyone, regardless
of background or ability, is welcome
in netball.

NACT were extremely proud to send
our inaugural Marie Little Shield
team to participate for the very first
time in 2019. This was possible
through support funding from the
Confident Girls Foundation, and the
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young women and their families who
took the opportunity to step outside
their comfort zone and represent
the ACT in a national competition
when many of them had played
very little netball before. The ACT
Marie Little Shield team is only the
starting point for NACT with regards
to broader community participation
programs and engagement within
the Canberra region.

In 2019, NACT was particularly
proud of our successful bid for a
2-year license to the Netball NSW
Premier = League  Competition.
In being awarded the two year
licence, NACT secured a stronger
high performance pathway for our
members.

It was with much excitement we
launched the NACT The Capital
Spirit Opens and U23 programs,
coaches, team names, team colours
and uniforms. We look forward
to cheering on The Capital Spirit
teams who will compete in the 2020
and 2021 NNSW Premier League
competitions.

NACT and Netball NSW (NNSW)
shared great success, on and off
the court, with our partnership to
launch and develop the Canberra
GIANTS team in the revised DUANL
competition for 2018 and 2019.

Improved financial positions for both

NACT and NNSW, and a determined
strategic direction, enabled NACT to
bid for, and achieve our own DUANL
franchise for 2020. NACT were very
pleased to partner with the Sunshine
Coast Lightning to launch the Capital
Darters to compete in the 2020 ANL
season. The development of our
own team in the DUANL further
strengthens the pathways in our
elite program for athletes, coaches
and officials.

NACT thank NNSW for our previous
partnership and opportunity to
compete in the ANL when we
couldn’t do so on our own. We also
wish the GIANTS every success in
the coming years.

Thank you to our Clubs and
Associations who continue to
work tirelessly to provide netball
opportunities for everyone - your
enthusiasm and commitment to
netball is highly respected and
appreciated by all involved. Thank
you all for your support of netball in
the ACT during 2019 and we look
forward to continuing to deliver

netball and reshape the game in an
ever evolving environment.

Income under the standard is recognised where: an asset is
received in a transaction, such as by way of grant, bequest or donation; there has either been no consideration
transferred, or the consideration paid is significantly less than the asset's fair value; and where the intention is
to principally enable the entity to further its objectives. For transfers of financial assets to the entity which enable
it to acquire or construct a recognisable non-financial asset, the entity must recognise a liability amounting to
the excess of the fair value of the transfer received over any related amounts recognised. Related amounts
recognised may relate to contributions by owners, AASB 15 revenue or contract liability recognised, lease
liabilities in accordance with AASB 16, financial instruments in accordance with AASB 9, or provisions in
accordance with AASB 137. The liability is brought to account as income over the period in which the entity
satisfies its performance obligation. If the transaction does not enable the entity to acquire or construct a
recognisable non-financial asset to be controlled by the entity, then any excess of the initial carrying amount of
the recognised asset over the related amounts is recognised as income immediately. Where the fair value of
volunteer services received can be measured, a private sector not-for-profit entity can elect to recognise the
value of those services as an asset where asset recognition criteria are met or otherwise recognise the value
as an expense.

NOTE 1: SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES (CONTINUED)

Basis of preparation

These general purpose financial statements have been prepared in accordance with Australian Accounting
Standards - Reduced Disclosure Requirements and Interpretations issued by the Australian Accounting
Standards Board ('AASB') and the requirements of the Associations Incorporation Act (1991).

Historical cost convention
The financial statements have been prepared under the historical cost convention.

Crifical accounting estimates

The preparation of the financial statements requires the use of certain critical accounting estimates. It also
requires management to exercise its judgement in the process of applying the incorporated association's
accounting policies. The areas involving a higher degree of judgement or complexity, or areas where
assumptions and estimates are significant to the financial statements, are disclosed in note 2.

Comparative Figures
Where required, comparative figures have been adjusted to conform to changes in presentation for the current

financial year.

Revenue recognition
Revenue is recognised when it is probable that the economic benefit will flow to the incorporated association
and the revenue can be reliably measured. Revenue is measured at the fair value of the consideration received

or receivable.

Revenue from contracts with customers

Revenue is recognised at an amount that reflects the consideration to which the incorporated association is
expected to be entitled in exchange for transferring goods or services to a customer. For each contract with a
customer, the incorporated association: identifies the confract with a customer; identifies the performance
obligations in the contract; determines the transaction price which takes into account estimates of variable
consideration and the time value of money; allocates the transaction price to the separate performance
obligations on the basis of the relative stand-alone selling price of each distinct good or service to be delivered;
and recognises revenue when or as each perfarmance obligation is satisfied in a manner that depicts the
transfer to the customer of the goods or services promised.

Variable consideration within the transaction price, if any, reflects concessions provided to the customer such
as discounts, rebates and refunds, any potential bonuses receivable from the customer and any other contingent
events. Such estimates are determined using either the 'expected value' or 'most likely amount' method. The
measurement of variable consideration is subject to a constraining principle whereby revenue will only be
recognised to the extent that it is highly probable that a significant reversal in the amount of cumulative revenue
recognised will not occur. The measurement constraint continues until the uncertainty associated with the
variable consideration is subsequently resolved. Amounts received that are subject to the constraining principle
are recognised as a refund liability.

Sales revenue
Events, fundraising and raffles are recognised when received or receivable.

Grants

Grant revenue is recoghised in profit or loss when the incorporated association satisfies the performance
obligations stated within the funding agreements.

If conditions are attached ta the grant which must be satisfied before the incorporated association is eligible to
retain the contribution, the grant will be recognised in the statement of financial position as a liability until those
conditions are satisfied.

Interest

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS
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Interest revenue is recognised as interest accrues using the effective interest method. This is a method of
calculating the amortised cost of a financial asset and allocating the interest income over the relevant period
using the effective interest rate, which is the rate that exactly discounts estimated future cash receipts through
the expected life of the financial asset to the net carrying amount of the financial asset.

Other revenue
Other revenue is recognised when it is received or when the right to receive payment is established.

Income tax
As the incorporated association is a charitable institution in terms of subsection 50-5 of the Income Tax

Assessment Act 1997, as amended, it is exempt from paying income tax.

Current and non-current classification
Assets and liabilities are presented in the statement of financial position based on current and non-current
classification.

An asset is classified as current when: it is either expected to be realised or intended to be sold or consumed
in the incorporated association's normal operating cycle; it is held primarily for the purpose of trading; it is
expected to be realised within 12 months after the reporting period; or the asset is cash or cash equivalent
unless restricted from being exchanged or used to setile a liability for at least 12 months after the reporting
period. All other assets are classified as non-current.

A liability is classified as current when: it is either expected to be settled in the incorporated association’s normal
operating cycle; it is held primarily for the purpose of trading; it is due to be settled within 12 months after the
reporting period; or there is no unconditional right to defer the settlement of the liability for at least 12 months
after the reporting period. All other liabilities are classified as non-current.

Cash and cash equivalents

Cash and cash equivalents includes cash on hand, deposits held at call with financial institutions, other short-
term, highly liquid investments with original maturities of three months or less that are readily convertible to
known amounts of cash and which are subject to an insignificant risk of changes in value.

Trade and other receivables
Trade and other receivables are recognised at amortised cost, less any allowance for expected credit losses.

Inventories
Goods are stated at the lower of cost and net realisable value on a *irst in first out' basis. Costs of purchased
inventory are determined after deducting rebates and discounts received or receivable.

Property, plant and equipment
Plant and equipment is stated at historical cost or fair value less accumulated depreciation and impairment.
Historical cost includes expenditure that is directly attributable to the acquisition of the items.

Depreciation is calculated on a straight-line basis to write off the net cost of each item of property, plant and
equipment (excluding fand) over their expected useful lives as follows:

Indoor Centre 40 years
Furniture, fittings and equipment 3 years

The residual values, useful lives and depreciation methods are reviewed, and adjusted if appropriate, at each
reporting date.

An item of property, plant and equipment is derecognised upon disposal or when there is no future economic

benefit to the incorporated association. Gains and losses between the carrying amount and the disposal
proceeds are taken to profit or loss.

Impairment of non-financial assets

Non-financial assets are reviewed for impairment whenever events or changes in circumstances indicate that
the carrying amount may not be recoverable. An impairment loss is recognised for the amount by which the
asset's carrying amount exceeds its recoverable amount. Recoverable amount is the higher of an asset's fair
value less costs of disposal and value-in-use.

Trade and other payables

These amounts represent liabilities for goods and services provided to the incorporated association prior to the
end of the financial year and which are unpaid. Due to their short-term nature they are measured at amortised
cost and are not discounted. The amounts are unsecured and are usually paid within 30 days of recognition.

Employee benefits

Short-term employee benefits

Liabilities for wages and salaries, including non-monetary benefits, annual leave and long service leave
expected to be settled wholly within 12 months of the reporting date are measured at the amounts expected to
be paid when the liabilities are settled.

Other long-term employee benefits

The liability for annual leave and long service leave not expected to be settled within 12 months of the reporting
date are measured at the present value of expected future payments to be made in respect of services provided
by employees up to the reporting date using the projected unit credit method. Consideration is given to expected
future wage and salary levels, experience of employee departures and periods of service. Expected future
payments are discounted using market yields at the reporting date on national government bonds with terms to
maturity and currency that match, as closely as possible, the estimated future cash outflows.

Defined contribution superannuation expense
Contributions to defined contribution superannuation plans are expensed in the period in which they are
incurred.

Fair value measurement

When an asset or liability, financial or non-financial, is measured at fair value for recognition or disclosure
purposes, the fair value is based on the price that would be received to sell an asset or paid to transfer a liability
in an orderly transaction between market participants at the measurement date; and assumes that the
transaction will take place either: in the principal market; or in the absence of a principal market, in the most
advantageous market.

Fair value is measured using the assumptions that market participants would use when pricing the asset or
liability, assuming they act in their economic best interests. For non-financial assets, the fair value measurement
is based on its highest and best use. Valuation techniques that are appropriate in the circumstances and for
which sufficient data are available to measure fair value, are used, maximising the use of relevant observable
inputs and minimising the use of unobservable inputs.

Goods and Services Tax ("GST') and other similar taxes

Revenues, expenses and assets are recognised net of the amount of associated GST, unless the GST incurred
is not recoverable from the tax authority. In this case it is recognised as part of the cost of the acquisition of the
asset or as part of the expense.

Receivables and payables are stated inclusive of the amount of GST receivable or payable. The net amount of
GST recoverable from, or payable to, the tax authority is included in other receivables or other payables in the
statement of financial position.

Cash flows are presented on a gross basis. The GST components of cash flows arising from investing or
financing activities which are recoverable from, or payable to the tax authority, are presented as operating cash
flows.
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NOTE 2: CRITICAL ACCOUNTING JUDGEMENTS, ESTIMATES AND ASSUMPTIONS

The preparation of the financial statements requires management to make judgements, estimates and
assumptions that affect the reported amounts in the financial statements. Management continually evaluates its
judgements and estimates in relation to assets, liabilities, contingent liabilities, revenue and expenses.
Management bases its judgements, estimates and assumptions on historical experience and on other various
factors, including expectations of future events, management believes to be reasonable under the
circumstances. The resulting accounting judgements and estimates will seldom equal the related actual results.
The judgements, estimates and assumptions that have a significant risk of causing a material adjustment to the
carrying amounts of assets and liabilities (refer to the respective notes) within the next financial year are
discussed below.

Estimation of useful lives of assets

The incorporated association determines the estimated useful lives and related depreciation and amortisation
charges for its property, plant and equipment. The depreciation charge will increase where the useful lives are
less than previously estimated lives, or technically obsolete or non-strategic assets that have been abandoned
or sold will be written off or written down.

Impairment of non-financial assets other than goodwill and other indefinite life intangible assets

The incorporated association assesses impairment of non-financial assets other than goodwill and other
indefinite life intangible assets at each reporting date by evaluating conditions specific to the incorporated
association and to the particular asset that may lead to impairment. If an impairment trigger exists, the
recoverable amount of the asset is determined. This involves fair value less costs of disposal or value-in-use
calculations, which incorporate a number of key estimates and assumptions.

Employee benefits provision

As discussed in note 1, the liability for employee benefits expected to be settied more than 12 months from the
reporting date are recognised and measured at the present value of the estimated future cash flows to be made
in respect of all employees at the reporting date. In determining the present value of the liability, estimates of
attrition rates and pay increases through promotion and inflation have been taken into account.
