* 2021 election coincided with Senedd election in
Wales and local elections in most of England
outside London (all mets except Birmingham, 28
unitaries, all counties plus 59 districts, 5 metro
mayors)



Circumstances in 2024

* (No PCC election in North Yorks, South Yorks and
West Midlands)

* No Senedd or local elections in Wales
* 5 non-PCC metro mayors

* Some local elections in England

* All mets with PCC election except 3 on Merseyside
but where there is metro mayor election

* 18 unitaries (191in 2016)
* 58 districts (70 in 2016)
