Trades listed higher in the chart are under more pressure according to
our data across 8000+ jobs per month.

July saw Bricklayers top the chart across New Zealand, with a shortage
of Handymen in Wellington lifting its overall rank. With the disruption
of the current lockdown combined with the typically busy time of year,
we expect to see work deferred rather than cancelled, likely pushing
pressure up across the board in spring.
