They call 
him King Louis. 
It’s almost 
like it was his 
destiny to be 
King of Bridge.

Louis 
Beauchet, 18, is 
sure about one 
thing: It was 
his destiny to 
become a bridge 
player. 

As a shy, 
intellectual child 
growing up in France (his name is pronounced 
Louie), Beauchet longed to spend time with adults. 
Bridge looked like a good way to do that, and he 

started learning when he was 8. He played in a 
weekly club game, but never any tournaments, 
until his family moved to Portland OR when he 
was 14.

Soon after, he scored a 70% his first time 
playing in a local regional and began to catch 
the attention of the area’s top players, gaining 
opportunities to play with them. In summer 2016, 
as a 15-year-old, Beauchet went to Washington DC 
to play on District 20’s GNT Flight C team. Later 
in the tournament he wound up on a team in the 
Freeman Mixed BAM, playing on Jade Barrett’s 
team with Karen Barrett, Donna Lombardini and 
Dan Hoekstra. They placed third. 

A year later in San Diego, he placed 20th 
in the Blue Ribbon Pairs playing with Portland 
pro Jon Bartlett after starting the third day in 

The squad captained 
by Thomas Paske won the 
Freeman Mixed Board-a-
Match Teams by one board, 
edging out the team lead by 
Glenn Robbins.

Paske, of New York 
City, played with Migry Zur 
Campanile, also of NYC, 
Christina Madsen of Denmark 
and Veri Kiljan of the 
Netherlands. After qualifying 
tied for eighth place, they 
scored 20 wins in the first final 
session and 15 in the second to 
claim the victory. Their four-
session total with carryover 
was 37.60.

The Robbins squad 
finished with 36.60. Playing 
with Robbins of New York 
City was Jiang Gu of Mountain Lakes NJ, and 
Wenfei Wang and Shen Qi of China.

For the winners, this was the first NABC title 
for Kiljan, a member of the Dutch Junior team, 
and also for Madsen ... technically.

“I previously won an NABC team event

Bitterman, Bendure 
are Wernher champs

The Michigan duo of Bob Bitterman and Mark 
Bendure won the Wernher Open Pairs, finishing a 
half board ahead of runners-up Frederic Pollack 
and Kamel Fergani of Quebec.

The winners, who qualified 65th in 
Wednesday’s opening round, scored 59.17% in the 
first final session and capped it with a 63.95% in 
the second final to win the event. 

This is the first NABC title for the winners. 
They were frequent partners in the late 1980s, but 
after a long break, they have recently renewed 
their partnership.

Bitterman and Bendure had a four-session 
total with carryover of 2977.50 (90 top), while 
Pollack and Fergani finished with 2924.99.

In third place were Eitan Orensten and Aba 
Kalish of Israel with 2855.17.

Bridge Bucks and check-cashing services will 
be available outside the Gracia Ballroom on the 
third floor from 9:30 – 10 a.m. and noon to 1 p.m.

Check-cashing limit is

Bridge Bucks using all major 
credit cards.

Vendors
The vendors for the Summer NABC are 

located on the fourth floor directly outside 
the Belmont Ballroom. There you can find a 
variety of goods from books to jewelry.

Entry fees
A valid ACBL player number is required to 

play in all events at the NABC. 
Players must be ACBL members whose 

service fees or dues are current in order to 
compete in any of the following nationally ranked 
events: Grand National Teams (Championship 
Flight), von Zedtwitz Life Master Pairs, Spingold 
Knockout Teams, Wagar Women’s Pairs, Truscott/
USPC Senior Swiss Teams, Wernher Open Pairs, 
Freeman Mixed Board-A-Match Teams and the 
Roth Open Swiss Teams. The entry fees for these 
contests are $30 per player per session. For team 
events, this means $120 per team per session for 
four-person teams, $150 per team per session for 
five-person teams, and $180 per team per session 
for six-person teams. When screens are in use, 
there is an additional fee of $10 per pair or $20 per 
team per session.

Note: Only ACBL members are eligible to 
play in NABC+ events. $1.50 per person per 
session benefits the International Fund.

Players must also be current ACBL members 
to play in the Grand National Teams (Flights 
A, B & C), the 0–6000 and 0–2500 Mini-
Spingold Knockouts, the 0–10,000 NABC Pairs, 
the 0–10,000 Mixed Swiss Teams, the Bruce 
LM–6000 Pairs, the Young 0–2500 Pairs and the 
Bean Red Ribbon Pairs. The entry fee is $22 per 
player per session. For the team events, this means 
$88 per team per session for teams of four, $110 
per team per session for teams of five, and $132 
per team per session for teams of six. (The GNT 
Flights A, B & C have no fee the first two days of 
the contest.) When screens are in use, there is an 
additional fee of $10 per pair or $20 per team per 
session.

Regional events are $20 per player per session 
for ACBL members, and $24 for lapsed members. 
For multi-session team events of three sessions or 
more, the entry fee is $80, $100 or $120 for teams 
of four, five or six, respectively. For team events 
of one or two sessions, the entry fee is $80 per

•	 Any player under the age of 21 years will be 
entitled to coupons that can be used for any 
event. These coupons have a value of $10 per 
session. 

•	 Any player 19 years and under will be granted 
free plays for each session of regionally rated 
events.

•	 Players under the age of 26 years named 
to teams to represent the U.S., Canada and 
Mexico in world competitions for NABCs

He 
frequently found himself in some bizarre 3NT 
contracts because his partners were not allowed 
to bid notrump. On one of them, this was his 
diamond stopper,  only his contract was 4NT!

The opponents are getting tired of defending 
so many 3NT hands, but here comes another 
after 1NT–3NT. 

West leads a low club from K–10–x–x and 
the opponents cash the first four club tricks, 
East discarding a low spade on the fourth club, 
dummy a low heart. And you, what do you 
discard on the fourth club?  

If you discard a heart, you are giving up on 
3–3 hearts (36%), but if you discard a diamond, 
you are giving up on the diamond finesse (50%). 
Discard a heart.  

Also, if East had the ♦K, he might have 
discarded an encouraging diamond. Negative 
inferences go a long way in this game.

he decided to 
feign strength 
in diamonds by 
leading the ♦Q 
from dummy with 
great confidence. 
It held the trick! 
Undaunted, he 
led the jack and 
that held the trick 
as well! Now it 
was safe to let the 
opponents in, and Harold made yet another 
impossible 3NT contract. After the hand, he 
apologized to his partner: “Partner, if I only had 
the ten of diamonds, I could have run the entire 
suit!”

At most tables, East-West wisely played hearts 
rather than nortump on a low spade lead from 
South after North preempted.

In 4♥, my partner, Laura Dekkers of the 
Netherlands, won the spade lead in dummy and 
cashed the ♥A K, then led a low diamond.

Might she have played this way ♦x x x and  
♣K x x? Who can say?

South ducked the first diamond, and that was 
that. The second diamond went on the ♠K, and 
declarer had plus 450 and an extra half point on 
the board.
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You raised nearly $1 million for 
Alzheimer’s research and care.

second place. Beauchet also lists among his 
accomplishments having never gotten angry with 
a partner.

One thing not on his resume: any involvement 
with the Junior program.

“I’ve never enjoyed being with people my 
age,” Beauchet says. “Young people who play 
bridge have something in common with me,” but 
not enough for his tastes. “I’ve been asked to join 
Junior teams and programs. I always say I’m not 
interested.”

Instead Beauchet has formed many friendships 
with people three or four times his age through 
bridge. He feels more comfortable in their 
company. “I think older people are a lot more 
steady, calmer, smarter, have more experience,” he 
says. “I feel like I’m like them.”

Beauchet graduated from high school early 
a year ago and took a gap year. He’s thinking 
about starting college this year, probably online 
– the King of Bridge award is a scholarship – but 
doesn’t have any specific plans. He’s interested 
in economics, sociology and philosophy. He’s 
already playing bridge professionally and plans 
to continue that. Someday he’d like to start a 
business, but he doesn’t have anything particular 
in mind. He also golfs at least once a week.

For two years Beauchet wrote a quarterly 
column on bridge strategy for The District 20 
Trumpet. Late last year, he took over directing the 
Saturday game at The Ace of Clubs in the Portland 
suburbs and boosted attendance. He sometimes 
makes crepes for his players and is also the club’s 
webmaster. Recently he has started mentoring and 
playing with students.

Beauchet hasn’t noticed much of a difference 
between American and French bridge players after 
playing about the same amount of time in each 
country. He says bridge players are nice, smart 
and interesting everywhere. “This is why I love 
bridge,” Beauchet says. “You get to meet some of 
the smartest people ever.” 

Among his favorite experiences was playing 
with Bartlett in the Blue Ribbon Pairs. “We had 
never played together before. We didn’t have a 
single bidding misunderstanding the whole event.”

Beauchet said it was a great surprise and a 
huge honor to be chosen for the award by the 
ACBL Educational Foundation.

It may seem ironic that someone who doesn’t 
like to play with his fellow young people has been 
selected as the face of youth bridge. But the job 
of King of Bridge is to promote the game, and 
Beauchet does that. Bridge is his passion. And the 
social aspect of bridge is helping him overcome 
his shyness, he says.

“It’s always been my destiny,” Beauchet said 
of bridge. “Right now I don’t have much else in 
my life. Bridge gives me everything I need to be 
happy.”

On this deal from the first qualifying session 
of the Mixed BAM Teams, both tables played/
defended 3NTon the lead of the ♥10 rather than the 
killing spade.

It was natural to win the ♥K to play a club. 
Each South won perforce and played spades. If the 
defenders play three rounds of the suit, then after 
all the clubs South is down to ♦K x and must keep 
♥Q x, whereupon he will be endplayed or declarer 
can simply finesse in diamonds, holding him to 
one trick.

At our table, South shifted to a low spade after 
winning the ♣A, and dummy’s jack won. It was 
easy to run the clubs, and when North erred by 
pitching a spade, the best South could do was pitch 
down to this ending:

At this point, South still has to discard. The 
low spade allows me to endplay him in just 
about any suit. His choice of a low heart would 
have allowed me to cash the ♥A J for a repeating 
squeeze, but I immediately led a spade and made 
only nine tricks.

Had North retained her spade, South’s defense 
would have paid dividends. On my spade exit, 
South wins and underleads in spades. North can 
shift to a diamond to lock me in dummy to set the 
contract.

Then again, if I had been awake, I might have 
won the ♠Q at trick three and preserved dummy’s 
spade holding to prevent this possibility.

Red Ribbon Pairs begins today

Winners of the Red Ribbon Pairs in 2018: 
Michael Kelley and Martina Kelley.

The Red Ribbon Pairs, an ACBL event with 
national rating open to players with less than 2500 
masterpoints, gets underway today. Before 2015, it 
was on the spring schedule. 

Players earn qualification by placing first or 
second overall in regionally rated events of at least 
Flight B status. Neither member of a qualifying 
pair may hold more than 2500 masterpoints at the 
time of qualification.

The four-session event began in 1986 and 
winners are honored by the Percy X. Bean Trophy.

The trophy was designated by the ACBL 
Board of Directors in 1996 to honor Bean, ACBL 
president in 1972 and chairman of the Board in 
1973.

Bean (1916–1992) represented District 19 
on the Board from 1964 until 1988 and served as 
president of the ACBL Charity Foundation from 
1974 until 1981. He was a member of the National 
Goodwill Committee and the National Board of 
Governors and general chairman of arrangements 
for the World Team Olympiad in Seattle in 1984.

Bean and his wife, Anne, were named 
ACBL Honorary Members for 1992, the first 
time that honor was bestowed on a husband-wife 
combination.

Bean was the editor of Mad, Mad World of 
Bridge, a publication that strongly championed 
players of less than expert class.

Appealing a ruling 
Players in NABC+ events who want to appeal 

a director’s ruling initiate the process by speaking 
with the director who delivered the original ruling. 
The table director will fill out paperwork regarding 
the appeal, and the appellants will explain what 
they believe to be wrong with the initial ruling. 
From there, the case may be handled by a variety 
of means. When the appeals reviewer receives the 
case, the circumstances of that particular case will 
determine whether the case can be resolved by the 
original staff (in the case of misapplication of Law 
or regulation, for instance), 
a panel of directors, or even 
a committee-type hearing 
which could include bridge 
experts.

Monitoring
ACBL monitors events at North American 

Bridge Championships with both visible and 
concealed real-time cameras in public spaces. 
The images are recorded and available for later 
inspection and review by ACBL management and 
tournament officials, among others, including 
members of the Anti-Cheating Commission. These 
recordings are also be uploaded to the internet 
following the NABC. 

By general monitoring of the session and 
participants’ behavior, ACBL has another source 
of information that may be useful in determining 
facts and settling issues or disputes arising from 
some types of ethical and behavioral complaints 
or actions. Please summon a director if a problem 
occurs at the table. This procedure is intended to 
assure everyone that the playing field is level and 
that misbehavior will not be tolerated.”
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The U.S. Overseas Chinese Bridge Association 
organizes online tournaments for their members 
in the U.S. along with players in China who are 
invited to participate. In May, four Seattle-area 
kids won a youth online team tournament that took 
place over three months.

Jessie Cai and Helena Hsieh, both 15, played 
with brothers Nathan Gong, 12, and Arthur Gong, 
10. The tournament started after Chinese New Year 
in February with a round robin, with qualifiers 
advancing to a knockout phase. It was played on 
BBO. There were two divisions, and they won the 
one for non-Life Masters.

The girls have also been teaching a class of 
eight beginning bridge students ages 7 to 13 since 
April at Northwest Chinese School. They started 
out assisting Seattle youth bridge organizer Anne 
Farmer with a larger class, and then their students 
were selected for additional classes based on the 
potential they showed in the first class.

“We each have a topic and teach our topic,” 
Helena said. And then each of the girls sits with 
one of the two tables. If someone is missing and 
there are only three kids at a table, they’ll swap out 
for whoever is dummy.

They’ve taught lessons on topics such as hand 
evaluation and defense. “Different tricks to play 
defense better, signaling systems to communicate 
with partner,” Helena explained.

The four are part of larger contingent of players 
from the Seattle area, and some of their students 
are playing in the cardrook games. Jessie’s father, 
Roger Cai, is one of the volunteers assisting.

The online tournament was unusual because 
all the players were their age, she said. “Usually 
we play online with adults, but this time it was all 
kids.”

Nathan had a lot of fun playing in the event. “I 
don’t think it was as stressful as playing in person,” 
he said. “It was exciting every time we won.”

On Thursday, a director noticed that Nathan 
was thanking and complimenting his opponents at 
every table. He says it’s a regular habit.

New York kids dive into bridge

New York native Jack Boge, 12, was first 
introduced to bridge as part of his school’s 
curriculum. He was immediately taken with it 
and soon decided to dive further into the game by 
joining the youth program at Cavendish Bridge 
Club.

“I played chess for about six months, but I 
found it boring,” Boge said. “With bridge, you get 
to start over with a new hand every eight minutes, 
and it’s team-oriented with more math skills 
involved.”

It was at one of the Sunday afternoon games 
where Boge was first introduced to Katie Hwang, 
his regular partner. Hwang, 14, is the daughter of 
Kelley Hwang, a Grand Life Master and two-time 

NABC champion. 
“My family and I would travel all over for 

tournaments during the summer,” she said. “I was 
always asking my dad to teach me how to play, and 
when I was old enough, he must have gotten tired of 
me asking so he sent me to Cavendish to learn.”

The pair have partnered at three Youth NABCs 
and got their first taste of national competition 
during the tournament held in Toronto in 2017. 
They also played together in Atlanta in 2018.

“Toronto was really fun, because it was the 
first time we were ever really exposed to more 
experienced youth bridge players,” Hwang said. 
“There are really a lot of great kids involved and 
getting to see them year after year is a lot of fun.”

Boge enjoys attending the Youth NABC 
because it gives him the opportunity to combine 
two of his passions: bridge and travel.

“It’s nice to be able to travel and play bridge 
and not just go sightseeing,” he said. “But, there’s 
usually always time to get to see some of the city 
while you’re there for the tournament.”

Boge and Hwang – both Club Masters – believe 
their personalities complement each other at the 
bridge table.

“Jack talks a lot, but he is fun to play with and 
knows what he is doing,” Hwang said. “I’m a little 
quieter at the table, so we tend to balance each other 
out.”

The pair plan to continue playing together in 
youth tournaments for as long as they can and hope

All vulnerable, Ethan dealt and opened 1♦. 

South overcalled 1♠, and I raised to 2♦.  Cutting to 
the chase, North closed to the proceedings with 6♠.

I led a pedestrian fifth-best diamond, and 
dummy shed a club. Which card would you play 
as East? Most of us would plays the queen, but 
not Ethan. He played the king, denying the queen. 
(Fortunately, I had not led the jack, or the whole 
ruse would have been spoiled.)

Now South knew that for East’s opening bid, 
Ethan presumably had the ♣A Q and the ♦K (J). He 
surely must have the ♠K, too. The Rabbi’s Rule, 
however, (play the ace when the king is singleton) 
failed to pick up the ♠K, and that was down one.

That was a difference of 60 matchpoints on a 
90 top!

Soloway KO premieres 
this fall

The inaugural Soloway Knockout Teams takes 
place at the Fall 2019 NABC in San Francisco. 
The new, top-tier (“NABC+”) contest begins with 
a two-day Swiss qualifying round, reducing the 
field to 32 squads, followed by five days of head-
to-head knockout matches to produce a single 
winner.

The contest awards platinum points, which are 
even available from match awards in the Swiss 
qualifier.

The Soloway KO will begin on the first Friday 
of the Fall NABC, Nov. 29., and concludes on 
Thursday, Dec. 5. The contest will not conflict 
with the venerable Reisinger Board-a-Match 
Teams, which begins Dec. 6, but teams who 
successfully advance to the quarterfinal round of 
the Soloway will be unable to play in the Kaplan 
Blue Ribbon Pairs, which runs Dec. 3–5.

The new contest is named in honor of late 
Hall of Famer Paul Soloway, a multiple world and 
NABC champion, as well as the all-time ACBL 
masterpoint leader until his death in 2007.

Entries
A valid ACBL player number is required to 

play in all events at the NABC.
All North American championships with no 

upper masterpoint limit:	$30 per player per session
(For team events, this means $120 per team 

per session for four-person teams, $150 per team 
per session for five-person teams, and $180 per 
team per session for six-person teams. Only ACBL 
members current on their dues and service fees 
are eligible to play in NABC+ events. $1.50 per 
person per session benefits the International Fund.)

Other North American championships:	
$22 per player per session

(For the team events, this means $88 per team 
per session for teams of four, $110 per team per 
session for teams of five, and $132 per team per 
session for teams of six. Only ACBL members 
current on their dues and service fees are eligible 
to play in these events.)

Regional championships: $20 for ACBL 
members, $24 for inactive members per player per 
session

(For multi-session team events of three 
sessions or more, the entry fee is $80, $100 or 
$120 for teams of four, five or six, respectively. 
For team events of one or two sessions, the entry 
fee is $80.)

Events with a masterpoint limit of 300 or 
lower: $15 for ACBL members, $19 for inactive 
members per player per session

Screen fees	$10 per session per pair and $20 
per session per team is added to events when 
screens are in use.

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Be Scent-sitive!
Some people have an extreme sensitivity to fragrances (colognes or perfumes). Many ACBL clubs, units and districts 
have adopted policies that prohibit players from wearing fragrances. The ACBL has not issued an official policy on the 

matter, preferring instead to appeal to the goodwill of its members to refrain from using fragrances. 

Because duplicate bridge requires players to be in close proximity to each other, individuals who su�er from 
fragrance-related reactions cannot avoid those who are wearing them. Among the commonly reported 

symptoms are intense headaches (indeed, fragrances can frequently be a trigger for migraine su�erers) or 
breathing-related problems. For these individuals, the issue is much more serious than simply disliking a 
particular smell — it’s a real health problem.

The ACBL asks everyone to give this issue serious consideration. If you’re going to 
play in a club or a tournament, please don’t wear cologne, perfume or scented lotions.

of a closely fought match. And the Mighty Jeff 
Meckstroth expresses an opinion on your contract. 
Ulf Nilsson knew that you can’t back down against 
the superstars — you have to stand up to them, and 
if you do so well, even they can become rattled.

Any lead but a diamond defeats the redoubled 
contract. Meckstroth led the ♥2, and the ♥6 was 
played from dummy. If Eric Rodwell chooses 
to not play a top heart, the contract is defeated 
(because although he is gifting an immediate 
trick in hearts, he’s denying declarer’s ability to 
establish the suit, and leaves him with a loser on 
this layout). But Rodwell played his queen, and 
declarer won with the ace. Nilsson played the  
♦A Q. West won and switched to a club, hoping 
to find good things in partner’s hand. Declarer 
drew trumps and conceded a heart, establishing 
the suit for a club pitch, and made his contract. 
The usually unflappable Meckstroth looked mildly 
perturbed. 

Meckwell are famous for their last-segment 
heroics, but perhaps not today.

Roth Open Swiss starts today

2018 Roth Open Swiss winners: Magdalena 
Ticha, Jim Krekorian, Drew Casen, captain 
John Onstott, Bruce Ferguson, assistant 
Marie France Benoit and Richard Ritmeijer.

The six-session Open Swiss Teams, named 
in honor of ACBL Hall of Famer Al Roth, begins 
with today’s two-session qualifier. The nationally 
rated event was first held in 2005.

Al Roth (1914–2007) is generally considered 
the premier bidding theorist of his bridge 
generation, perhaps of all time. He and longtime 
partner Tobias Stone are credited with developing 
the negative double, the unusual notrump, 1NT 
forcing and weak two‑bid.

An ACBL Grand Life Master with more than 
12,000 masterpoints, Roth won 26 national titles, 
including the Spingold five times, the Vanderbilt 
three times and the Reisinger twice.

He represented North America in the Bermuda 
Bowl in 1955, 1958 and 1967. A WBF Life 
Master, he placed second in the World Team 
Olympiad in 1968.

During his first world championship 
appearance, Roth was declaring a 2♠ contract 
and felt he played the hand before – but as a 
defender. The director, Al Sobel, did not believe 
him because the hands had been dealt at the table. 
Sobel made Roth call out all the cards in each 
hand – including the spots – before he threw 
out the board. No one ever discovered how this 
happened.

Roth retired from active bridge competition in 
the ’70s but remained active as a staff member of 
Bridge Today and on panels of The Bridge World, 
Bridge Today and Australian Bridge.

He was the author of “The Roth‑Stone 
System,” “Al Roth on Bridge” and “Picture 
Bidding” and co-author of “Bridge Is a Partnership 
Game,” “Modern Bridge Complete” and “Bridge 
for Beginners.”

A longtime resident of New York, where 
he owned and managed the Mayfair Club, Roth 
retired to Boca Raton FL.

Convention card reminder
Each player is required to have a convention 

card filled out legibly and on the table throughout 
a session. The convention card must include 
the first and last name of each member of the 
partnership, and the cards must be identical.

If a director determines that neither player has 
a substantially completed card, the partnership 
may play only the Standard American Yellow Card 
and may use only standard carding. This restriction 
may be lifted only at the beginning of a subsequent 
round after convention cards have been properly 
prepared and approved by the director. Further, the 
partnership will receive a 1/6-board matchpoint 
penalty for each board played, commencing with 
the next round and continuing until the restriction 
is lifted. In IMP team games, penalties shall be at 
the discretion of the director.

If the director determines the partnership has 
at least one substantially completed convention 
card but has not fully complied with ACBL 
regulations, the director may give warnings or 
assign such penalties as he deems to be appropriate 
under the circumstances.

The objective of these warnings and penalties 
is the encouragement of full compliance with 
ACBL regulations.

subject to change because of score changes or 
corrections. The masterpoint awards as shown are, 
therefore, also subject to change.

As it happens, only a trump lead from North 
defeats the doubled slam (by consuming an entry 
to dummy prematurely, valuable for trying to set 
up diamonds). Declarer ran the ♦9 at trick two. 
Weinstein played low from his king-doubleton 

holding. Levin won with the ♦A and switched 
to a spade. Now, the entries are there to set up 
diamonds (ruffing out the ♦K, and a ruffing finesse 
against the 10) and to reach them. But Gill fell 
from grace, mismanaged his pips, and went down. 
He told his countryfolk in Australia, “I had an 
aberration – please don’t look up the hands.”

Declarer ruffed and started on diamonds, North 
playing his ♦K at trick two. He tried the ♥10 
which went to the queen, king and ace. That was 
helpful, but there was still work to do. He now had 
to choose between ruffing out the ♦A in North and 
trying a ruffing finesse. He chose the latter because 
Meckstroth inferred that if North had the ♦A K, 
he would have led a diamond. Now all that was 
indicated was to ruff out the ♦10 and cross back 
with his third trump entry to cash the diamonds.

Nickell gained 18 IMPs on the deal. Nickell 
won the final set 51–37 to win the match by 9 
IMPs.

Slow play
Slow play, especially habitual slow play, is 

a violation of law and subject to penalty. When 
a pair has fallen behind, it is incumbent on them 
to make up the time lost as quickly as possible 
whether at fault or not. All players are expected 
to make a concerted effort to catch up when they 
have fallen behind, regardless of the reason for 
their lateness. 

In the absence of compelling evidence to the 
contrary, the director should presume that a pair 
finishing a round late by more than two or three 
minutes on more than one occasion during a 
session is responsible for the lateness. There is a 
strong expectation that the director will penalize 
such a pair. The size of a penalty will tend to 
increase for subsequent instances of slow play and 
for chronic or egregious slow play.

While warnings typically will be given before 
a penalty is assessed, failure to do so in no way 
limits the director’s authority to issue a penalty. 

Players are expected to be aware, in a general 
sense, of time used and remaining in a segment 
in which they are playing regardless of whether a 
clock is in use or a time announcement has been 
made. An excuse of “no announcement” or “no 
clock immediately visible” will not be considered 
persuasive. 

In consultation with the DIC of the 
tournament, the TD may require that a particular 
pair not play in a specified segment, not play 
against a specified pair or not play together as 
a pair. The foregoing is expected to be applied 
only due to egregious circumstances or to unduly 
repetitious offenders. 

An appeal of an action taken by a TD with 
regard to time may be taken to the Director in 

Charge of the tournament, and no further. For 
NABC+ KO events, the TD is charged with the 
responsibility to ensure that each KO match 
segment finishes within the allotted time. While 
a time monitor may be employed, the lack of a 
monitor in no way limits the TD’s authority to 
apply one or more of the remedies listed below. 

The TD may choose to ignore an occasional 
minor late finish. The TD may remove one or 
more boards from a segment. The TD may award 
no score (when neither team is more at fault), an 
assigned score (when a result already exists at 
one table which the TD wishes to preserve) or an 
artificial score in IMPs. Every effort should be 
made to remove boards before they can be played 
at either table, but not having done so does not 
preclude removing one or more later.
