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Just south of Newaork lies some of
Pelaware’s most historic land. The Bat-
tle of Cooch’s Bridge was fought here
in September, 1777. Washington's Look-
sut, where General Washington, Gen-
eral Neathaniel Green and the Marquis
de Lafayette observed British troops
landing in Marylend, is now a port of
New Castle County’s lron Hill Bicen-
tennial Recreation area.

Delaware's capital since 1777, Dover
wus ordered laid out in 1683 by Wil-
fiom Penn. The final site was chosen
by an Act of the General Assembly in
$717. Caesar Rodney, Deloware’s Rev-
olutienary War hero, lived here. So did
John Dickinson, the “Penman of the
Revolution™; his home is open duily.
Also visit the Delaware State Museum,
Octagonal School, the Restored OQld
State House, and the Hall of Records,
where the original patents granting Del-
aware to the Duke of York are displayed.

This speciol Bicentennicl souvenir is presented to you with cur compliments. Nearly three-and-a-half centuries of Rehoboth Beach
history are symbolized in the First State-Four Flags emblem. The orange, white, and blue tricolor of the Dutch West
Indic Compeany flew over the fort at Zwaanendael, an ll-fated colony established in 1631 in what is now the Town
of Lewes, Seven years later the Swedish National Ensign flew on the maost of the Kolmor Nyckel, bringing the first
Swedish setflers fo the New World, They landed near “‘the rocks™ in what is now Wilmington, and built the first
permanent colony in Delaware. The Dutch, with colonies in New York and further north an the Delaware River, built
Ft. Casimir o few miles south of the Swedish settlement in 1651, Conflict arose between them with the Swedes eccupy-
ing Ft. Casimir for a time. The question of whether the Swedes or the Duich would vitimately control the land along
the Delaware River and Bay ceased with the arrival of English men-of-war under Sir Robert Carr in 1664, The Union
Juck of Great Britain was firmly planted in the soil of Delaware and flew from the Court House until June 15, 1776
when the Three Lower Counties on Deloware, as the colony was colled, voled to sever ties with Great Britain and
become one of the thirteen colonies to merge as the United States of America and pledged allegiance to the thirteen
star banner which became known as the Betsy Ross Flag. On December 7, 1787, Delaware became the first of the
states to ratify the new Federal Constitution and thus earned the name “The Firs? State,

The antique map was drawn by a German cartogropher in 1797 and shows Delaware as it existed in the early
days of the Country. The main route from Lewes to New Castle was most likely the road known in those days as
the Kings Highway and the only major link between the communities of this sparsely settled land. The map was
provided through the courtesy of the University of Deloware Morris Library.
