China Halts

Japanese Admit Offensive
Is Slowing Up—DBritish

SHANGHAI, Oct. 25—Gen-
eralissimo Chiang Kai-Shek's
embattled Chinesa armies

stopped the Japanese juggernaut
offensive today after six days
and nights of heavy fighting on
the Shanghai front, A Japanese
army 8spokesman admitted that
the general Japanese advance of
“more than 100,000 men” aided

‘NICKEL' MOVE HIT

G, 0. P. Standard Bearer

Nickel-in-the-slot parking for
Getty Square streets was today
condemned by Common Council
President Frank B. Cotter, Re-
publican candidate for mayor, in
his answer to The Herald States-
man questiongon traffic,

Mayor Jozeph F, Loehr, Dem-
ocratic standard bearer, sug-
geasted that “it might be quite
possible to experiment by the
installation of a few of these
meters in certain localities, so
that the effect of them could be
ascertained.”

The reference in each case WwWas
te a recent recommendation by the
City Planning Commission that
some 435 of these parking meters,
costing aboub 458 aplece, be In-
slalled at QGetty Bquare curbs &s
“the first necessary step toward &
complete solutlon of the Yonkers
parking problem,” The commission
suggested that shoppers in Getty
Square stores, using the parking
places, would . pay  the Inltisl cost
and frhl:mi_  dontribute soms. $25-

“I am opposed to parking meters,”
sald Mr. Cotter flatly. “'The motor-
Ist iz overtaxed. "

Both candidates mgreed that If
there are ever to be slot machines
for parking. the recommendation
snould come from ithe Eplice De-
partment.

Both Mr. Loehr and Mr, Caolter
cordiaily endorsed the model traffic
ordinance proposed by the Yonkers
Chamber of Commerce and now
awalting disposal by the Common
Counell,

Indeed, both ecandidates went
even [arther than the Chamber of
Commerce, In advocating that the
Common Counell surrender [ts con-
trol aver traffic and parking to the
Police Department—a program
which the chamber and the Mer-
chants Association formerly en-
dorsed but which both organiza-
tlons have given up for the present.
The new ordinance provides that
tha councll give the police only
“experimental” powers with rule
changing, the lmit for such effect
to be 90 davs.

Mr. Brady's official checkup, in
which he was assisted by five des
partmental aldes, was the first of &
serien of Investigations which were
lnunched to determine the cause,
the extent and other phases of the
tower's sudden collapse,
