This year’s scores were based on
votes for the Chamber’s legislative priorities, including investing in education
and workforce development, improving child care access and affordability,
addressing housing costs and supply, and supporting economic development
initiatives, like funding for site development.

During the 45-day session, the Virginia Chamber tracked more than 700 bills
and budget amendments and took a position on over 80 key bills. On behalf
