The chants of “what a load of
rubbish” before the Southampton
game reflected many fans views,
both about the crest itself and the
high-handed decision to ignore the
opportunity to involve supporters
in the process. Now, belatedly, the
official website is asking for views!

The history and traditions of
Arsenal Football Club are important
to us all. The Club needs to
understand and reflect that, when
planning major changes, such as to
club colours and the crest.
