Access 
Koomba Park south entrance - Off Mountain 
Hwy, Wantirna (Melway Ref. 63 C8). 

Koomba Park north entrance - Off Boronia Road, 
Wantirna (Melway Ref. 63 D5). 

Trails and paths 
In June 1997, 880 metres of boardwalk was 
completed, filling the missing link in the 
Dandenong Creek Trail, which heads south, 
crossing the Dandenong Creek to Burwood Hwy 
and Jells Park. This trail is ideal for a variety of 
activities including walking, cycling and jogging 
and is a very important link in the trail network for 
the Dandenong Valley. 

Wetlands, orchards and bushland  
The Dandenong Creek Trail meanders through 
the park, through a beautiful and diverse 
landscape including old orchards.  

Koomba Park lies in the floodplain of the 
Dandenong Creek. It has many low lying marshy 
areas which flood after heavy rain as well as 
several permanent water bodies. Some ponds 
are left over dams from the days of the orchards, 
others form part of drainage works and some 
(like the Koomba Lake) have been built for 
wildlife habitat.  

Keep a look out for the variety of wildlife living in 
the Koomba Park billabongs and dams. The 
wetlands are interspersed with bushland areas, 
making it a wonderful area to bird and frog 
watch. Sit back for a while and test your 
knowledge by identifying birds or recognising 
frog calls. Watch the wildlife from the bird hide 
the Friends group constructed on the lake.

Koomba Park is 
open all year, with 24 hour pedestrian access.  

Koomba Park was opened in December 1981 and covers 33 hectares between 
Boronia Road and Burwood Highway in Wantirna. Enjoy a quiet stroll through 
remnant vegetation alongside Dandenong Creek. Take the family bird watching 
near the billabongs scattered throughout the park or enjoy a barbecue with friends 
under the shelter at Koomba Pavilion.
