» For admission to a Master’s program, the qualifications listed are normally recognized as equivalent to a University of Guelph
4-year Honours Bachelor’s degree.

» The minimum requirement for admission of 70% grade average is calculated on the last 2 years of full-time equivalent study,
when possible. (For Canadian degrees, we interpret this as the last 20 semester courses, however we do not split a semester and
we will not consider any less than 16 courses. For all other degrees where the last 20 courses are not defined, we determine the
last 2 years or 4 semesters of study.)

»  Departments/Schools may have higher requirements and/or may require additional documentation (e.g. Portfolio, sample of
written work, etc.).

» Transcripts and letters of recommendation will be verified for authenticity.

» Normally, only students who are graduates of accredited or other wise approved universities are eligible for admission to
Graduate Studies. Students may be required to provide us with documentation to support the accreditation of the institution.

» Applications are evaluated on information provided with your transcripts from previous institutions attended. Applicants are free

to request a re-evaluation which may be made to the Dean of Graduate Studies in writing. The letter should include the reasons
for re-evaluation and appropriate documentation in support of the request.
» Ifyou have a transcript from a country not listed below, please contact Graduate Program Services for assistance.

Courses at the University of Guelph are completed in approximately 12 weeks and oral examinations are a part of most graduate
programs.
