EDITORIAL

Greece is the home of great political the-
ater. From the invention of democracy
2,500 years ago to the ritual protest
marches to the US Embassy that have
marked the years since democracy’s
mostrecent incarnation in 1974, the peo-
ple and their leaders have been players
in the long epic through history. But even
by those historical standards, the current
performance in Athens has to rank
among the most bizarre. The allega-
tions of politicians colluding with monks
to defraud the state of some 100 million
euros in property and taxes brings to-
gether two of the estates that have gov-
erned Greece through the ages. If we add
to this judiciary, which in the past two
weeks has appeared to be seriously com-
promised by its close relationship with
the other two, we see that the Vatopedi
scandal, as it has become known, strikes
right at the heart of Greece’s power struc-
ture. And yet, the story is still nebulous
—more the product of suggestion and in-
sinuation than hard facts.

onFriday, Parliament is to vote on a pro-
posal made by PASOK for a preliminary
judicial inquiry into three government
ministers who allegedly expedited the
Vatopedi Monastery’s exchange of rela-
tively worthless lagoonside property
for choice real estate that the monks sold
for a huge profit. Two days earlier, Par-
liament voted unanimously to hold a ju-

dicial inquiry into whether any govern-
ment officials are culpable in the affair.
The government had backed that pro-
posal. The difference with Friday’s vote
is that here three ministers are named as
being under suspicion. Seeing as State
Minister Theodoros Roussopoulos, who
was also the government spokesman and
who resigned on Thursday, is the prin-
cipal target, the vote is loaded in sym-
bolism —and danger for the government.

He has been seen
as the eminence grise of government pol-
icy, exerting undue influence way beyond
his brief. True or not, the claims come
with the position. So Roussopoulos is the
target of opposition parties, but also of
many disgruntled ND deputies who feel
sidelined. The former minister, howev-
er, is tied to the scandal chiefly because
of his close relationship with the head
monk of Vatopedi, Ephraim.

Whether this helped the monks multiply
the assets of the splendid Mount Athos
monastery is not clear. But it was enough
to place Roussopoulos at the center of the
crisis. Ifhe is found to be involved in the
Vatopedi shenanigans, the chiefinterest
will concern whether Roussopoulos got
anything in return or if he was just an-
other politician doing his bit to help a
monastery. Such pious officials are a dime
adozen in Greece, where the Church and
state and parts of the judiciary are still
tangled in an unholy alliance.

Karamanlis fears that enmity for Rous-
sopoulos may lead some ND MPs to
break ranks on Friday and vote for the
PASOK proposal. As ND has 152 seats in
the 300-seat House, losing this vote
would have forced the premier to call
snap elections. Roussopoulos’s resigna-
tion and ND’s abstention from the vote
averted this. And so, as the rest of the
world tries to find ways to deal with the
huge confidence crisis rocking its mar-
kets and the coming recession, in Greece
we may have a political crisis because of
the sorry outcome of the dangerous li-
aisons between Church, state and judi-
ciary. The performance is gripping, but
it is a dangerous diversion.

New Democracy faces one of its most
crucial tests since coming to pow-
er four years ago, after the resig-
nation of State Minister Theodoros
Roussopoulos on Thursday, as MPs
prepared to vote Friday on whether
Parliament should launch a pre-
liminary judicial investigation into
the property deal between the Vato-
pedi Monastery and the state.

The affair has rocked the gov-
ernment as it points to corruption
at the highest levels as well as at-
tempts by members of the govern-
ment to influence the judiciary.

Roussopoulos, also the govern-
ment spokesman, had been impli-
cated in setting up the land swap
and was heavily criticized by the me-
dia and opposition parties despite
claiming that he did nothing wrong.

He said that stepping down but
remaining as a conservative deputy
would allow him to defend himself
against the allegations.

It was announced that Interior
Minister Prokopis Pavlopoulos
would take over at the Ministry of
State as well, while alternate
spokesman Evangelos Antonaros
would take on Roussopoulos’s role
as the main press representative.

“The government has lost the peo-
ple’s trust; it is bankrupt, sinking day
by day,” said PASOK leader George
Papandreou during Wednesday’s
debate.

Prime Minister Costas Karaman-
lis did not get the chance to respond
as he was not at the parliamentary
debate. It was also decided on
Thursday that New Democracy
would abstain from Friday’s vote,
meaning that the motion was un-
likely to get the 151 votes it needs
to be passed.

Although the setting up of a par-
liamentary committee will be un-
comfortable for the government, a
preliminary judicial inquiry would
pose far more acute problems.

The latter would have far greater
powers — on a par with those of a
prosecutor —and could result in any
ministers or ex-ministers being
named as suspects and charged.

As things stand, the committee
approved by Parliament on Wed-
nesday would consist of 23 MPs and
is set to begin its probe on October
30. It will have until December 15

The ruling conservatives actual-
lyrequested that the committee be
formed. The move came after two
prosecutors —who had been inves-
tigating allegations that state prop-
erty included in the swap deal was
seriously undervalued, while land
belonging to the Mount Athos
monastery was overvalued — re-
signed from the case.

Prosecutors Ilias Koliousis and
Eleni Sotiropoulou tendered their
resignations on October 14 after al-
leging they had concluded their in-
vestigation earlier this month but
that their superiors blocked it from
reaching Parliament.

The pair said they found evi-
dence that there was involvement
in the deal at a ministerial level. On-
ly Parliament has the authority to
investigate possible offenses by
members of the government.

The resignations prompted a
storm of criticism centering around
allegations that the government was
leaning on judicial officials to cov-
er up the affair. Papandreou called
ita “judicial coup.” Within 24 hours
of Koliousis and Sotiropoulou step-
ping down, the conservatives be-
came only the third government in
more than 30 years to request a par-
liamentary investigation —a move
that they hoped would prove they
are not trying to hide anything.

The Vatopedi affair could prove a
watershed for the government as it
has far-reaching implications in
several areas. Apart from the obvi-
ous issues it raises about the prac-
tices of the 1,000-year-old mona-
stery, one of the largest in the
monastic community of Mt Athos,
there are also serious questions be-
ing asked about the government’s
relationship with the country’s top
judges and prosecutors.

However, the gravest implica-
tions appear to lie on the political
front. PASOK wants the preliminary

sopoulos.

The Socialists claim the latter
was the “moral instigator” of the al-
legedly corrupt deal. At a time when
New Democracy has slipped be-
hind PASOK in the polls, this strikes
at the very heart of the government,
as Roussopoulos, who was ND’s
spokesman for the last eight years,
was one of Prime Minister Costas
Karamanlis’s closest aides.

To many, he was the glue that
bound the government together
and revelations that he met regu-
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larly with the head Vatopedi monk,
Ephraim, while the deal was being
put together were extremely dam-
aging.

Roussopoulos’s resignation paves
the way for Karamanlis to conduct
a Cabinet reshuffle, which he hopes
will allow the conservatives to put
the scandal behind them.

The government spokesman did
not go without a fight. He admitted
on Wednesday that he had a long-

He told Parliament he was the vic-
tim of “an unprecedented attack and
political cannibalism” before launch-
ing an attack on Papandreou.

Treading through a legal
and political labyrinth

A guide to the rules governing this complex case

The political posturing and various le-
gal interpretations surrounding the
Vatopediland exchange case have cre-
ated a lot of confusion about what is
going on and what the next steps
might be.

The eight questions and answers
that follow should help shed some light
on this complicated case.

Why does Parliament have to

vote on two different types of
investigation?
An investigative committee (Article 68
ofthe Constitution) simply looks into
acase and decides whether any politi-
cians are involved, so that it can inform
Parliament ofits findings. However, a
pre-judicial inquiry (Article 86) has the
same powers as a prosecutor, exam-
ines the possible guilt of specific min-
isters or deputy ministers and decides
whether they should be charged, in
which case a Special Court is set up.

Could justice have sorted this

out without needing to refer the
case to Parliament?
Absolutely not. According to the
Greek Constitution, only Parliament
has the authority to bring charges
against those who committed crimes
while serving in the government. If,
during an investigation, evidence
pointing to wrongdoing by members
of the government is found, the case
has to be submitted to Parliament im-
mediately without any second
thoughts or interference.

Did this happen in the current

case?
It’snot clear. The resignation of the two
prosecutors has raised suspicion about
interference from members of the gov-
ernment. The government and the
prosecutors’ superiors deny this was the
case.

For the pre-judicial inquiry to

be approved, 151 MPs need to
vote in favor. Can we expect any
surprises during Friday’s vote in
Parliament?
There are only 148 opposition MPs, so
there should not be any surprises.
However, it is a secret ballot, so
PASOK s hoping that this will prompt
some of the so-called rebels within
New Democracy to use it as an op-
portunity to express their opposi-
tion to the leadership of Prime Min-
ister Costas Karamanlis or even the
particular ministers under scrutiny.
Three conservative deputies would
have to defect to the other side for the
motion to be carried.

If, as expected, the bid for a pre-

judicial inquiry to be held is
rejected on Friday, can a new
request be made in the future?
Intheory, yes, but only ifnew evidence
has come to light. According to par-
liamentary regulations, a new re-
quest cannot be made based on the
same facts.

Do the current procedure and

the delays mean that the statute
of limitations may result in the
possible suspects never being
charged?
Certainly, if time is being wasted.
Crimes are expunged if five years pass
from the date on which they were
committed or if two full sessions of
Parliament pass without any decision
as to whether charges will be brought
against any minister.

Who might be affected by the

statute of limitations?
To start with, if any ministers of the
pre-2004 PASOK governments are
found to be culpable, no charges will
be brought against them. The same
is true for members of the New
Democracy government that was in
power between 2004-2007 if no
charges have been brought by June
or if there are elections before then,
as Parliament is currently in its sec-
ond full session, which will end in
June next year.

What lessons can we learn

from similar situations in the
past?
The signs are not encouraging. Over
the last 34 years, there have been 34
requests for a parliamentary inves-
tigation. Only 14 of these were ac-
cepted. Only one of these succeeded
in discovering any ministerial in-
volvement when looking into a wire-
tapping scandal in 1996. This
prompted a pre-judicial inquiry to be
set up. In all other cases, the com-
mittees ended up producing arange
of inconclusive reports — one for each
party that was represented on the
panel of MPs.

Greece’s environment officials were
conspicuous by their absence at a
conference held in Athens this
week on aerial firefighting, the
first of its kind, bringing together
experts from 22 countries.

“What sparked the idea for this
first conference on aerial fire-
fighting was the Greek fires of last
year,” said Ben Drew of Tangent
Link, the conference organizer.

“We decided to bring together
leading exponents of aerial fire-
fighting. Some really important
conclusions were reached on how
to fight wildland fires.”

One of those conclusions was
the need to balance aerial and
ground forces.

“It’s better to have both. You
need aerial assets to stop fires from
encroaching into towns; not only
helicopters and fixed-wing air-
craft but unmanned craft for
firespotting.”

Another focus was the need for
cross-border cooperation.

“At the moment, countries tend
to think only about their own con-
ditions, but sometimes they have
to ask for help from other states.
Thisis a global problem and it is go-
ing to get worse,” warned Drew.

a panel discussion on the potential
for cross-border aerial firefighting
rapid-reaction squadrons.
Conference speakers from
Greece included Deputy Com-
mander of the Athens Fire Service
Colonel Dionysios Vorisis and Ma-
jor Christos Economou of the Hel-

lenic Air Force, who is a test pilot
for Bombardier 415s and a flight
instructor.

Scientists included Professor
Milt Statheropoulos of the Euro-
pean Center for Forest Fires, who
addressed the issue of air pollution
from wildfires, and Dr Gavriil
Xanthopoulos of the National
Agricultural Research Founda-
tion’s Institute of Mediterranean
Forest Ecosystems and Forest
Products Technology, who spoke
on balancing ground with aerial

firefighting. “Thelevel of funding
devoted to aerial resources needs
to be balanced with the firefight-
ing capability of ground forces,”
Xanthopoulos said.

“The example of Greece, where
ahuge aerial fleet assembled over
the Peloponnese in 2007, but lack-
ing adequate support from ground
forces was unable to prevent the
worst fire disaster in Greek histo-
ry, and similar experiences in oth-
er parts of the world support con-
cerns for the futility of one-sided,
total fire suppression,” he added.

But there were no government
representatives on hand from
Greece.

“As the host country, and one
which has had the most appalling
time with forest fires, they seem
to have failed to get the point,” said
Drew.

Tony Morris, a founder of the
Wildfire Research Network, said it
was troubling that the government
had not showed up.

“Your country has hosted thisre-
markable gathering of people
from all over the world because of
what Greece suffered last year and
the people that perished (in the
fires),” he told Athens Plus.

“The world is suffering from
wildfires that have seen the great-
estincreasein thelast 50 years. A
lot of people don’t want to admit
it, but this is global warming,” Mor-
ris warned.

The smog that is cut

ing years off our lives

Air pollution in major cities is responsible for the early deaths of thousands of people

In July 1987, during a particularly
bad heat wave, the average num-
ber of deaths in Athens shot up
from 50 a day to 75. Now, an epi-
demiological study carried out by
Athens University in 22 European
countries indicates that air pollu-
tion dramatically increases the
incidence of cardiovascular and
respiratory diseases among the in-
habitants of major cities.

Exposure to microparticles
means Europeans’ average life
expectancy will be reduced by as
much as 5.5 months by 2020,
when an estimated 271,000 peo-
ple will die a premature death from
cardiovascular diseases.

The same year, exposure to in-
creased levels of ozone in the at-
mosphere will lead to about 20,000
early deaths.

When microparticles in the at-
mosphere increase by 10 mil-

ligrams per cubic meter of air for
a period of two days, the mortali-
ty rate rises by 0.6 percent and, if
thatincrease persists foramonth,

by 1.6 percent, according to the
program conducted by the uni-
versity’s medical school.

“Although these percentages
might seem small, we are talking
about thousands of people who die
an early death because of atmos-
pheric pollution,” said Professor
Klea Katsouyanni, who headed the
program.

The study concerned PM10 mi-
croparticles. European legisla-
tion puts the acceptable limit for
PM10 particles at an average 50
mg per cubic meter over 24 hours.
Over a year, that limit should not
be exceeded for more than 35
days.

In Athensitis notrare to find lev-
els of up to 10 mg over that limit.
In fact, levels over 50 mg appear
for half'the year. Their effects are
even more dangerous in cities
with higher temperatures or
denser traffic.

Thankfully, reducing the level of
pollutants can have equally dra-
matic results for the better.

“In Dublin, the sale of coal was
banned in 1990, resulting in a 50
mg reduction per cubic meter of
smoke in the atmosphere to 15
mg,” said Katsouyanni. “Overall
mortality was reduced, particularly
that caused by cardiovascular and
respiratory disease.”

Water reservoirs to collect and channel
rainwater are the focus of a pilot program
involving municipal buildings on the islands of
the Cyclades, which are among the driest parts of
Greece, as part of a Rainwater Collection
Program launched this month by the Coca-Cola
Hellenic Bottling Company and the Coca-Cola
Company in cooperation with Global Water
Partnership as part of the firm’s Water Mission,
which began in 2006.

The technology used to collect rainwater from
roofs and other surfaces ranges from simple
containers to water reservoirs and underground
cisterns, all originating in practices used by
ancient civilizations in Greece and North Africa
and which even today are used as sources of
drinking water in rural areas.

The islands of Naxos, Paros, Tinos and Syros have
been chosen for the pilot program because of
their limited rainfall, geology, sparse vegetation
and the effects of human activities, all factors
that have contributed to water shortages.

Apart from water collection, the program also
includes training for local technicians and
services, as well as information campaigns for
the public and schoolchildren.

Anti-building campaign pays off

The Laconia building authority has shut down
construction work on a private home being built
in Simos, on the island of Elafonisos, after
inspectors sent to the site discovered illegal
excavation work.

Meanwhile, the Molai building authority in the
Peloponnese has revoked its approval for the
construction of a wall around the site, as it was
found to be positioned less than 500 meters
from the shore, which is forbidden by law. The
Gytheion justice of the peace is continuing a
preliminary investigation into whether public
officials may have abused their powers in
granting permits in connection with the site.
The moves follow public concern that the area,
which is of particular natural beauty, could fall
victim to construction interests, a campaign that
was taken up by Skai TV and Radio.
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EU court says Greece must
recognize private degrees

Franchise colleges hope thousands will benefit from immediate action by the government

Greece could be forced to fully rec-
ognize the qualifications obtained
by thousands of students from the
various private colleges that op-
erate in the country after a Euro-
pean Court of Justice ruling made
public on Thursday.

Immediate effect

The court found that Greece act-
ed against European Union leg-
islation by not putting the degrees
from private colleges on a par with
those obtained from state-runin-
stitutions, which has implica-
tions for the types of jobs that
graduates can apply for as well as
the level of their salaries.

EU rules require private quali-
fications to be afforded the same
levels of recognition.

The government has been ex-
pecting the ruling for some time,
but Education Minister Evripidis
Stylianidis said that he would
study the court’s decision before
deciding on his next move.

However, the head of the Hel-
lenic Colleges Association, Con-
stantinos Karkanias, said that the
ruling should lead to immediate
action.

“Greece is now obliged to
straight away fully recognize the
degrees obtained by some 25,000
students over the last 20 years,”
he said.

Theruling did not please some
university students who protest-
ed in front of the EU’s offices in
central Athens on Thursday amid

fears that the decision could lead
to the state-run education system
being marginalized.

Groups representing lawyers,
doctors and other professional
groups have also expressed fear
that Greece’s adoption of the EU
regulation would lead to a
swelling of their ranks, which,
they say, are already too full.

In July, the government un-
veiled a draft law aimed at regu-
lating the private college market.
The colleges, some of which op-

But Greek stance in talks ‘consistent’

Foreign Minister Dora Bakoyan-
nis stressed last week that Greece
would maintain “a consistent po-
sition” in its negotiations with
the Former Yugoslav Republic of
Macedonia (FYROM) on the name
issue, despite allegations of secret
cooperation between Skopje and
Washington on the matter.

Bakoyannis’s comments came
after the Greek press published
excerpts of what appeared to be
a confidential US government
document saying that Skopje
and Washington have been in
“secret talks.”

The extracts, published in last
Sunday’s Ethnos, say Greece
should be bypassed on the issue
of a supposed Macedonian iden-
tity and language.

“The language and nationali-
ty would be called ‘Macedonian,’
but this could be handled tacit-
ly perhaps as an annex... or in
some other internal UN docu-
ment not subject to Greek re-

view/approval,” the text reads.
The document was reportedly
sent from the US Embassy in
Skopje to the US State Depart-
ment in July, well before UN en-
voy Matthew Nimetz made his
proposal to envoys from Athens
and Skopje earlier this month.

Late Thursday, Nimetz re-
buffed the press reports, saying
he had “followed the same pro-
tocol since 1999.”

Billboard firm executive
jailed over road death

‘Neglect’ caused Kifissias Avenue fatality

An Athens court last week passed
down a jail sentence of two years
and two months on the manag-
ing director of an advertising
company, blaming him for the
manslaughter of a 25-year-old
motorist who crashed into a bill-
board on Kifissias Avenue three
years ago.

According to the landmark
verdict, Giorgos Liapis of Master
Outdoor SA provoked the death
of Yiannis Stavroulakis in De-
cember 2005 through neglect. It
is the first time that an adver-
tising firm has been blamed for
the impact of roadside billboards
on motorists, even though this
type of advertising was deemed
illegal by the Council of State in
April 2007. “There are specific
prerequisites for outdoor bill-
boards but these are not re-
sponsibly enforced by municipal
authorities,” said Yiannis Han-
danos, president of the Hellenic
Institute of Transportation Engi-

neers. Exceptions to the rule in-
clude Maroussi Mayor Giorgos
Patoulis, who has long cam-
paigned for the removal of bill-
boards, saying they pose a dan-
gerous distraction to motorists.

Theroads of Athens are lined
with more than 10,000 billboards,
atleast half of which are believed
to be illegal.

Thousands of lleia residents
may have to return fire aid

The Economy and Finance Ministry on Monday
said that about 12,000 residents the prefecture
of lleia, in the Peloponnese, may have to return
the 3,000 euros they each received in aid after
last year’s catastrophic forest fires. The move
was condemned by local authorities who said it
was unacceptable, particularly at such a
difficult time for locals. The ministry is asking
for money back as it says the residents have
not produced documents to prove that they
merited the state handout. Last September the
government quickly set up a bureaucracy-free
system to dispense aid to people in the fire-
stricken areas.

Ombudsman wants land
register deadline extended

The Ombudsman on Wednesday called for an
extension until the end of the year of an
October 31 deadline for homeowners to
declare their properties on a new land register.
In a letter to Environment and Public Works
Minister Giorgos Souflias, Ombudsman Giorgos
Kaminis also complained that the land register
fee is per right to each property, not per
property, resulting in large outlays for some
families. Lawyers and notaries also want an
extension, saying some 40 percent of
properties have yet to be declared.

Addicts dealing methadone
in heart of the capital

Heroin addicts in central Athens have started
dealing in methadone, a heroin substitute
given to them by local rehabilitation clinics,
police have told Kathimerini. Some 25
suspected heroin addicts have been charged
with trying to sell the methadone that they
acquired from clinics run by the Organization
Against Drugs (OKANA) as part of a program to
continue their rehabilitation at home. OKANA
staff conceded that it is difficult to monitor
whether the methadone given to addicts is
being consumed or sold.

Police probe claims of
migrant strip search

Police said on Wednesday that allegations
implicating officers in a strip search of an
immigrant suspected of drug dealing in central
Athens had not been substantiated. A
spokesman said the investigation would
continue and that “any officer implicated will
be subject to disciplinary sanctions.” Police
launched a probe into the alleged incident after
a migrant rights group complained that police
had stripped a foreign national in publicin a
bid to find drugs. Photographs apparently
showing a policeman stripping a migrant were
made public last Sunday.

Corfu meeting with Russian billionaire comes under scrutiny

LONDON —Britain’s Conservative Par-
ty was at the center of a political storm
Wednesday over claims one of its top
figures was involved in talks over a
possible donation from a company
owned by Russia’s richest man.

George Osborne, the finance
spokesman who is Conservative leader
David Cameron’s closest ally, is alleged
to have helped solicit a 50,000-pound
(63,000-euro) donation from oligarch
Oleg Deripaska.

The claim comes from Nat Roth-
schild, a member of the super-rich
Rothschild banking dynasty, who
hosted his old Oxford University friend
Osborne and Deripaska at his villa on
the Greek island of Corfu over a week-
end in August.

But Osborne and the main opposi-
tion Conservatives insist that neither
Osborne, nor party fundraiser An-
drew Feldman solicited a donation
from Deripaska or suggested this
could be concealed through a British
company Deripaska owns.

tain’s electoral roll or legitimate Bri-
tish firms can donate to political par-
ties.

Osborne, 37, received Cameron’s
backing on Wednesday when the par-
ty leader said his ally was “right not
to ask for any money.”

However, the affair has raised ques-
tions about Osborne’s judgment.

Prime Minister Gordon Brown told
lawmakers at his weekly question-and-
answer session, “Thisis a very serious
matterand I hopeitisinvestigated by
the authorities.” And in an editorial on
Wednesday, the Guardian newspaper
wrote: “Even on the kindest reading
of the evidence, Mr Osborne has be-
haved with a reckless lack of sense...

“Mr Osborne’s future depends on it

being accepted that his five meetings
with Mr Deripaska were social ones.
It is a ghastly position for a man who
wants to take charge of the nation’s fi-
nances.”

Osborne admitted Tuesday to hav-
ing met Deripaska five times — twice
at the Rothschild villa in Corfu, twice
on Deripaska’s yacht, the QueenK, in
Corfu, during the same weekend, and
once at the Davos World Economic Fo-
rum in January.

Senior party officials later decided
it “would not be appropriate to accept
such adonation” from Deripaska, the
Conservatives said in a statement
Tuesday.

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Polls show Obama ahead with groups
Democrats haven’t seen for decades

WASHINGTON — Democratic
White House hopeful Barack
Obama has maintained his
lead overrival John McCain in
the key battleground states of
Florida, Ohio and Pennsylva-
nia, according to a poll re-
leased Thursday.

Twelve days before the
November 4 election, Obama
made gains in Ohio while his
Republican rival chipped away
only slightly at the Democrat’s
edge in Florida and Pennsyl-
vania, a survey by Quinnipiac
University found.

On the issues, more voters
surveyed in those three states
said they trust Obama when it
comes to economy by margins
of eight to 19 points, while
smaller margins (two to six)
said they trust McCain over
Obama on foreign policy.

“As we enter the home
stretch, Senator Obama is win-
ning voter groups that no De-
mocrat has carried in more
than four decades and he holds
very solid leads in the big
swing states,” said Peter
Brown, assistant director of the
Quinnipiac University Polling
Institute.

“If these numbers hold up,
he could win the biggest De-
mocratic landslide since Lyn-

don Johnson in 1964.”

The 47-year-old Illinois sen-
atorleads McCain in Florida by
49 to 44 percent, compared to
a51-43 percentleadin thelast
survey October 1, while in
Pennsylvania Obama leads 53-
40 percent, compared to 54-39
percent last time.

McCainlost ground in Ohio,
where Obama leads 52-38 per-
cent, expanding hislead of 50-
42 percent at the beginning of
this month.

No candidate has been elect-
ed president since 1960 with-
out taking two of these three
largest swing states in the US
electoral college.

“To overcome Senator Oba-
ma’s lead in Ohio, Senator

Immigration:
The issue that’s
here to stay

“] think we have to, as a coun-
try, talk about immigration...
We have to do so in a mature
way, in a nondiscriminatory
way, informed by facts—but we
have to talk about it.”

What bold Greek politician
dared to tread into this mine-
field? Was it the mayor of
Athens after seeing the center
of his city overrun with desti-
tute migrants, who look to
drug dealing and prostitution
for a living? Was it the interi-
or minister who has called for
more European Union funding
for patrols on Greece’s porous
borders? Was it the leader of
the main opposition, who has
Polish ancestry? Or was it our
prime minister, fresh from a
visit to Britain, a country with
immigration problems of its
own?

In fact, it was none of them.
The quote belongs to the new-
ly appointed British Immigra-
tion Minister Phil Woolas, who

hasreignited the debate about
immigration in his country.
Woolas suggested last week-
end that the Labour govern-
ment, backed by a new, Aus-
tralian-style skills-based points
system for non-EU migrants,
will make it harder for people
to get into Britain, so there is
abalance between the number
of those arriving and those
leaving. He said the govern-
ment would not allow the
population of Great Britain to
go above 70 million.

Putting aside the absurdity
ofhis final comment—afterall,
there are no limits on immi-
gration between EU countries,
so even in theory it is impos-
sible to set a population ceiling
—Woolas israising a crucial is-
sue at an even more crucial
time.

Britain, through lack of or-
ganization and political di-
rection, has had a muddled
immigration policy. Migrants
—from Eastern Europe in par-
ticular — have benefited from
being able to live and work in

the UK. There are parts of the
country where road signs have
been put up in Polish as well
as English to help foreign la-
borers find their way. But Bri-
tain is now faced with the
likelihood of an economic re-
cession and there are con-
cerns about allowing more
Jozef-the-plumbers into the
country at a time when there
may be no jobs for them.

The same sort of questions
could be asked in Greece but,
at least publicly, they are not.
Nobody is wondering whether
one of the eurozone’s fastest-
growing economies will be
able to keep expanding to ac-
commodate foreign workers.
There is no debate about
whether the country’s appar-
ently withering agriculture
sector still has jobs for mi-
grants from the Balkans and
Asia. Nothing has been heard
about whether Greeks who
lose their jobs or fail to get pay
raises will still be able to pay
women of all colors and creeds
to continue cleaning their
homes, cooking their food and
looking after their children
and parents.

It’s a sensitive subject which,
as Woolas suggested, needs to
be approached with maturity
and a good command of the
facts. All we continue to hear
from our politicians is how
Greece loves and welcomes mi-
grants and how the state is “al-
ways at their side.” In a situa-
tion that calls for mature, in-
formed debate, we are getting
playground platitudes.

To the country’s shame,
immigration policy has for
years been a political football
in Britain, but what we are wit-
nessing in Greece, a country
where roughly 10 percent of
the population are migrants,
is the ball being kicked right
out of the stadium. It’snot on-
ly shameful, it’s dangerous.

Woolas knows about how
dangerous things can get. He
represents the area of Old-
ham East in the northwest of
England, where 15 percent of
the population was born out-
side Britain and mixed-race
marriages are less than 1 per-
cent. In May 2001, Oldham
witnessed some of the worst
racially motivated riots ever
seen in Britain, as youths of
white and mostly Pakistani ori-
gin clashed.

Unemployment and the de
facto segregation of schools
and neighborhoods were seen
as the main causes — similar
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factors tothose thatled to the
widespread civil unrest in
France in 2005.

Greece has not witnessed
anything like this, but the
alarm bells should have been
ringing in July when more
than 100 migrants were in-
volved in a violent clash near
Omonia Square. We should

not need to wait for full-blown
riots to break out on our streets
torealize that our immigration
policy, or lack thereof, is doing
both the migrants and the
country a disservice.
Australia’s Immigration
Minister Chris Evans sug-
gested this week that his coun-
try’s tough rules would be
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tweaked to ensure the country
“treats people humanely.” This
would be a sound basis for
Greece to start from as well.
In Greece’s defense, it re-
ceives more migrants than it
knows what to do with, but
this is even more reason to de-
velop a strategy for how to deal
with them. The head-in-the-

sand approach, whereby the
fittest survive, is poisonous —
quite literally, as we learned
this week when it was report-
ed that about 600 people from
Somalia and Afghanistan fell
ill after drinking water from
rusty pipes at areception cen-
ter on Lesvos.

Perhaps they were the lucky
ones—the poor souls that end
up on the tiny islet of Agath-
onisi, as this newspaper re-
ported earlier this month, find
themselves in a purgatory cre-
ated by officials and residents
on Patmos, who have unilat-
erally decided to stop accept-
ing more migrants, and au-
thorities elsewhere, who do
not know what to do with
them.

This is only the beginning of
the problem —many of the mi-
grants that eventually make it
through and are left to fend for
themselves, without a sup-
port structure they can grab
hold of to help take those first
fearful steps into the un-
known, are exposed to the
lure of crime and the wrath of
law enforcement alike.

The gradual development of
virtual no-go areas in Athens
and Patras has been well doc-
umented, but equally worry-
ing is the tendency for police
officers to treat migrants with
the utmost contempt. This
week, the police have been
forced to investigate allega-
tions that a migrant was
stripped and searched in full
view of passers-by in central
Athens.

We will be told this was an
isolated incident, butin fact it
is the latest in along string of
similar cases, such as four po-
licemen being sacked in March
after forcing two Albanian de-
tainees at the Omonia police
station to slap each other and
thenrecording the incident on
a cell phone, or four officers be-
ing accused of using Abu
Ghraib-style tactics to torture
up to 30 migrants at Aghios
Panteleimonas police station
in 2004. The list goes on and
will continue to do so as long
as the lack of a proper immi-
gration policy leaves a vacuum
in which all kinds of malevo-
lent forces can operate.

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Gov't tries to contain price rises

Development Ministry hopes to persuade manufacturers and traders to temper hikes

The government is reported to be
holding feverish consultations with
alarge number of private firms, with
aview to minimizing price increases
already announced, as the econom-
ic slowdown is beginning to bite in-
to retail sales.

Steep hike

Manufacturers and retailers have
filed for approval of increases of up
to 20 percent on about 1,000 products
and Deputy Development Minister
Giorgos Vlachos is hoping they will
be persuaded to postpone or moder-
ate them.

Itis expected that the results of the
consultations will be unveiled soon,
together with announcements of
fines on firms that did not submit cost
data that was requested.

Retailers said, however, that if “a
firm revokes price increases it does not
mean it annuls them,” also noting the

impact of higher interest rates.

Retail prices virtually froze during
last summer. But since the beginning
of September, supermarket chains

which sell about 10,000-15,000 dif-

ferent products have been revising
price lists for about 50-60 products
weekly.

Most increases, planned a while be-
fore they are actually seen on the
shelves, are in the 3-5 percent range,
but some are much higher than 10
percent. Tomato products, for in-
stance, which appear under a total of
about 200 bar codes, are set to go up
by 15-25 percent as of next month.
Other increases in the pipeline con-
cern a wide range of products, in-
cluding salt, rice, wine, spirits, pre-
serves and plastics.

Earlier this month, the Develop-
ment Ministry announced it had
blocked price increases for about
6,000 bar codes (not just what is sold
in supermarkets), including one in the
order of 70 percent.

Greece’s consumer price index
was up 4.7 percent in September,
year-on-year, against an average of
3.6 percent in the rest of the 15-mem-
ber eurozone.

Greece struggles to cut its budget detficit

Eurostat confirms overshooting of EU limit, sees possible reopening of disciplinary procedures

Greece’s budget deficit last year
reached 3.5 percent of gross domes-
tic product (GDP), the only eurozone
member to exceed the 3 percent ceil-
ing, Eurostat said on Wednesday.
The European Commission’s sta-
tistical service revised upward the
Greek government’s previous up-
dated figure of 3.4 percent earlier this
month, after accounting for long-
standing discrepancies in “data for
taxes, hospitals and social security.”

Leniency likely

The procedure may be dropped
if Greece avoids a repetition of
the violation in 2008 and 2009

The Commission said last month
that if Eurostat confirmed a figure
higher than the 3 percent ceiling, then
it could reopen disciplinary proce-
dures against Athens, which it applied
in 2005 and 2006.
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The Commission added, however,
that the procedure may be dropped
if Greece avoids a repetition of the vi-
olation in 2008 and 2009.

The Greek government announced
in August a series of measures aimed
at increasing budget revenues by
some 400 million euros a year, in-
cluding introducing taxes on share
capital gains and stock dividends.

Sources said Economic and Mone-
tary Affairs Commissioner Joaquin Al-
munia has asked a close monitoring
of Greek fiscal developments. But
the activation of the excess deficit pro-
cedure would require a decision by the
council of ministers and an overrun
of the ceiling for two consecutive
years. Greece had initially aimed at
deficit of 2.7 percent of GDP in 2007.
The initial target of 1.6 percent for
2008 looks very unlikely.

Eurostat data also showed that
Greece’s public debt figure reached
94.8 percent of GDP in 2007, the sec-
ond highest in the EU after Italy.

Commissioner Joaquin Almunia is
keeping a close eye on Greece’s public
finances.

Public borrowing is projected to
reach therecord level of 41 billion eu-
ros this year, against an original tar-
get of 37 billion euros. By the end of

the year, it is expected to rise to 44-
45 billion euros.

The government needs this bor-
rowing in order to keep the deficit be-
low 3 percent.

On Monday, Fitch ratings agency re-
vised downward the outlook on
Greece’s credit ratings to “stable” from
“positive.”

“The change in prospects mainly re-
flects the Greek government’s an-
nouncement in the draft budget for
2009 that it expects a higher fiscal
deficit for both 2008 and 2009,” said
Fitch’s Chris Pryce.

He added that the government’s
forecast for 3 percent growth next year
was too optimistic, while current pri-
mary spending was seen rising at a
fast pace.

Fitch noted that even though
Greece has achieved high growth
rates inrecent years, this growth orig-
inates in tourism, shipping and fi-
nancial services -- sectors which are
expected to be hit in 2009.
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FOOD SALES
DECLINE

The volume of sales in the
food trade is expected to
register a marginal drop in
September and October,
although the full impact of the
economic slowdown is
expected to become clearer
early next year.

In the January-August period,
the volume of supermarket
sales showed a 1.4 percent
increase, while turnover was
up 6.8 percent - the difference
basically accounted for by
price increases.

About 60 categories of
products showed a drop in
volume, up to 15 percent in
some cases. Snacks were
down 4.5 percent and 5.6
percent respectively.
Detergents and personal-care
products also showed a
decline, probably because
consumers are turning to
discount or private label
products, which are estimated
to have experienced an
increase in sales of 6.5 percent
in the January-August period.
On the other hand, 74
categories recorded an
increase in volume, with
sports beverages and tea
leading the pack at 29 percent
higher.

However, small shops appear
to be bearing the brunt of the
slowdown in consumption - as
supermarkets offer more
competitive prices - and the
situation appeared to be
worsening for retail trade as a
whole in the summer months.
According to data compiled by
the National Statistics Service,
the sales volume of shops
carrying foodstuffs, beverages
and tobacco was down 7.2
percent in July, of
supermarkets 2.3 percent and
of clothing and footwear
shops 1.4 percent.

On the other hand,
department stores and shops
selling pharmaceuticals and
cosmetics increased their
sales volume by 3.3 percent
and 5.2 percent respectively.
Consumer confidence was at a
39-month low in September,
at 83.3 points and much lower
than the long-term average.



Everyone involved in the real es-
tate market was euphoric three
years ago. House prices were
rising at a rate of 10 percent a
year, plans for the construction
of malls abounded and the de-
mand for office space continued
to be strong — a reflection of the
strength of the economy. Money
was cheap, in fact the cheapest for
40 years, with the average lend-
ing rate at 5.73 percent in De-
cember 2005.

Negative outlook

The contrasting situation today
supports the view that the crisis
is not just at the gates but is al-
ready inside the castle. This is con-
firmed by the number of houses
under construction. According to
official data, 40,300 new building
licenses were issued in the first
half of the year, against 55,000
during the same period last year.

Analysts say this decline is re-

lated to limited demand and con-
siderable excess supply. Bank of
Greece data also show that the
growth rate in mortgage loans
was 22.8 percent last December
but was down to about 15.5 per-
centin August. In the January-Au-
gust 2007 period, a total of 5.5 bil-
lion euros had been disbursed in
mortgage loans, but a year later
the outstanding total was up by
only 500 million.

The same analysts take the
view that hesitation on the part
of prospective buyers is less re-
lated to market prices than to the
higher interest rates.

While real house prices (after
deducting inflation) are falling,
the average mortgage loan rate
was 4.98 percent in August, 0.4
percent higher than a year earli-
er. Of course, for some categories
of mortgages, the increase has ap-
proached 1 percent.

Another sign of the leaner
marketisthat atleast 50 percent
ofthe houses sold in the first eight
months of 2008 were more than
five years old.

biggest obstacle to market re-
covery is that of negative expec-
tations. This is also confirmed by
studies that record economic ex-
pectations,” analysts said.
According tointernational ex-
perience, the decline in sales sig-
nals an increase in demand for
rented accommodation. Howev-
er, the latest data from the Na-

tional Statistics Service (NSS) in-
dicate that the rental market is al-
so stagnant. Rents were up 4.1
percent in September over a year
earlier, slightly lower than infla-
tion.

“Most are not willing to take
therisk to improve their housing
conditions, preferring the secu-
rity and stability that habit pro-
vides. Most housing rentals are
the result of need, not choice,”
said a realty agent.

If investment in commercial
property can be taken as a guide
for business expectations, then
the outlookis gloomy indeed. In
the first half of the year, such in-
vestment (office space, shops,
hotels and industrial areas) was
down sharply from a year earli-
er, from 7,700 new buildings un-
der construction to 6,600.

“The drop in private con-
sumption, the rise in the cost of
money and the further concen-
tration of the Greek economy in-
fluence all investment decisions.
The short-term outlook for in-
vestment in commercial proper-
ty is for further deterioration,”
said an analyst.

Current account deficit swells

Greece’s current account deficit climbed 51
percent higher in August year-on-year, on the
back of high fuel prices and the deteriorating
competitiveness of Greek currency earners.
According to the Bank of Greece, the country’s
central bank, the deficit rose by 167 million
euros to reach 494 million euros in August,
bringing the January-August total to 22 billion,
or 13.4 percent higher. The central bank
projects the deficit to approach 15 percent of
gross domestic product for 2008 as a whole -
one of the highest in the eurozone - from 14.1
percent in 2007.

EU boost for contract workers

Term contract workers are entitled to equal
treatment as permanent staff regarding pay,
leave, work hours, overtime and maternity
leave from the first day of hiring, according to a
directive adopted by the European Parliament
on Wednesday. Member states have to apply
the directive within three years.

Tax probe date extended

The Finance Ministry has extended by a year -
to December 31, 2009 - the deadline for
possible tax probes relating to the fiscal years
2000, 2001 and 2002, as well as for cases
regarding the large-properties tax for the years
1997,1998 and 1999.

Let’slook at the planet from a little way
off — say from the unmanned space-
craft that the Indians sent off on
Wednesday to spend two years or-
biting the moon or from the spot
where Chinese astronauts performed
their country’s first spacewalk a
month or so ago. What we see, from
our vantage point, is that the balance
of the Earth is shifting. Though the
United States is still the one super-
power and Russia still has the mo-
mentum to act as another (albeit
smaller one), the shift of wealth, de-
velopment and technology has been
Eastward. Not only are China and In-
dia the fastest-developing economies,
but they are stocking up wealth at a
time when the West is descending in-
to a spiral of debt and recession. The
East is the factory of the planet and
its scientists want to test themselves
in space, just as the Americans and
Russians did in the past six decades.

From space it might not be im-
mediately evident, but our planetis
in another state of great flux, with
some 150 million people estimated
to be moving from their home coun-
try to another place which they ex-
pect to be more generous to them.
There is a massive redistribution of
people, from East to West, from
South to North. This is one aspect of
globalization. Another is the fact that
the financial crisis that hit the Unit-
ed States over a year ago has now
spread across the world. The plan-
et is rearranging itself for the diffi-

cult years ahead.

Greece is in the middle of all these
changes. It has an aging population
and an economic model that is unable
to sustain the population at the lev-
el to which it is accustomed without
running up a further 44 billion euros
in debt, as this year’s borrowing re-
quirement already shows. The eco-
nomic crisis is here: The country’s
banks, the strongest players in its
economy in the past few years, are lin-
ingup to share the government’s 28-
billion-euro package aimed at shoring
up the public’s trust in the system and

at increasing the market’s liquidity.
The stock exchange, dragged down by
banks as foreign investors cash in their
stocks, is at a five-year low, with the
general index dropping below 2,000
points. The deficit last year came to
3.5 percent, Eurostat reported on
Wednesday, which means that Greece
is the only member of the eurozone
to exceed the 3 percent point at
which its economy should come un-
der EU monitoring again. Our wages
and pensions are woefully low, but our
economy will still not be able to
maintain them at these levels, let alone

improve them, as long as our econo-
my remains so unproductive, so
mired in bureaucracy and graft. On an-
other of the great issues of our time,
Greeceis on the front line of human-
ity’s great Westward migration. Is-
lands in the Aegean and centers of our
cities are being overcome by people
in need and despair — and our state
and local government services are sim-
ply trying to cope on a day-by-day ba-
sis, hoping that the problem will just
move on from them, as it has so far.

In this global climate, with the
swelling tide of troubles already

breaking over our harbor walls, what
are we Greeks doing?

The political class is engaged in mor-
tal battle, not over the reforms that the
country needs in order to repair the
damage caused by decades of neglect
and to prepare for the future, but over
whether government ministers may
have colluded with a Mount Athos
monastery to defraud the state of
about 100 million euros in a shady re-
al estate exchange. The matter is im-
portant—seeing as it points to the sick
relationship between politicians, the
clergy and the judiciary —but, even if
itis ever cleared up satisfactorily, the
outcome of this battle will not have
pushed the country one inch toward
theroad of progress. Itis asifthe ship
is sinking and all its passengers are
debating ethics and etiquette. I am not
suggesting that the Vatopedi scandal
(as it has been named, after the ac-
quisitive monks’ monastery) should
notbeinvestigated. On the contrary,
it should be probed to its murkiest
depths, the wrongdoers punished
and the falsely accused exonerated.
What should not happen is what we
are seeing now: shadows of suspicion
passing as incontrovertible fact, every-
one jumping to conclusions on the ba-
sisofhis or her prejudices. Due to the
government’s two-seat majority in
Parliament, this could even lead to
snap elections. The whole country is
caught up in the crash and roar of'id-
iots on a stage, whose cries and
moans and threats and pleas mean
nothing.

From high up in space all thatis said
and done in Greece is unheard, un-
seen. What matters to us is what we
do. And, unfortunately, what we are
doing is worse than nothing.

Con Ghitgas’s comments on
Greek identity. Although I now
live on Skopelos — “yia panta,” for-
ever — I spent the past eight
years living in Ronda, Andalucia,
Spain. Ijust published my latest
book, “Andalucia: A Cultural His-
tory,” which credits the Greeks
with inventing both Spain and
Europe (you stepped ashore at
Ampurias, in Cataluna, some
time in the 2nd century BCE,
carrying olive trees and grape
vines, and quickly moved on to
Cadiz...).

While a cultural history, part of
the point of my book is that with
the rise of racism in modern
Europe, we need torealize that we
all have more in common than we
think. As a nomad, I have been
grateful to both my Spanish and
Greek neighbors for their friend-
ship and kindness —friendship and
kindness that might not have been
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extended to a stranger in the city
where I was born and lived for 40
years, London.

And as xenophobia becomes an
increasingly prevalent occurrence
in Europe, we should also consid-
er that our interventions in other
people’s cultures — Afghanistan,
Iraq — are triggering waves of
refugees and immigrants. These
people do not abandon their fam-
ilies and culture for no reason or
simply for economic benefit; they
are fleeing horror. And Europe
was built by immigrants from,
well, Greece, and elsewhere. The
entire history of Europe — from
those first Greek settlers—has been
one of emigration, immigration
and assimilation. In short, we are
all nomads.

Ispeakasanimmigrant myself,
and one grateful for Greece’s kind-
ness.

A s a Londoner who has very re-
cently relocated to Athens, I
have every sympathy for the decision
of the majority of Athenians to trav-
el by private car. After only a few
weeks of finding that the time taken
for a short walk is more than doubled
because of the long wait for traffic
lights — geared massively in favor of
motor traffic—to let me cross the road;
of leaping out the way of cars jump-
ing red lights; of being forced off nar-
row pavements clogged by parked
cars, motorbikes, plants and rub-
bish, and puzzling why the inherent
flexibility of many bus and trolley
routes is so hugely eroded by the in-
explicably long distance between
stops, I very much wish I could join
them. The single message that Athens
is bellowing at me over the roar of traf-
ficis that the car is king.

People make decisions about their
transport for reasons that are per-
sonally rational. So in Athens most
choose the car because the alternatives

are still, it seems, far inferior. No one
needs a car, but just about everyone,
in varying degrees, needs flexible
and accessible transport. The fact is
that here and now the car delivers that
more effectively than anything else.
The challenge is to find real alterna-
tives that are more equitable and
less damaging to the environment.
And getting there means finding the
right mix between incentives and
disincentives. Slapping on a conges-
tion charge when alternatives are so
inadequate would certainly be a mis-
take.

In policy terms, the objective for any
21st-century city should not be to “get
traffic moving,” but to ensure fair ac-
cess to mobility for all individuals and
public and private services. London is
by no means perfect. True, it’s come
a long way from the horrors of the
1970s (far worse than anything Athens
could manage), when pedestrians
were fenced in and forced to cross ma-
jorroads through dark and dangerous

underpasses, but public transport is
still very expensive and cycle networks
woefully inadequate. Gradually
though, drivers have had to accept
sharing road space through extensive
bus lanes, “traffic calming” and traf-
ficlights that work as hard for pedes-
trians as they do for motor traffic.
So the challenge for Athens is to de-
velop policies that combine under-
standing, commitment and courage.
It won’t be easy, but perhaps the best
news is that, coming a little behind oth-
er cities, Athens can take the best from
the rest, add a lot of Greek flair and
within 10 years lead the world. It’s
something of which I'm sure the in-
extinguishable spirit of Melina Mer-
couri would be very proud.

Is it possible that this crisis
signals the point at which the
world’s societies move away
from consumerism, froma

There is a dialectic here which
centers around people no
longer believing in prices. For
example, oil cost X dollars a
barrel and now it is half that
amount. So, regardless of the
monetary reality, people look
upon it as if they are being
fooled. If they don’t believe in
prices, they won’t believe in
the value of their own money
or belongings. As far as
developing a new mentality, it
depends whether the crisis is
achronicone orifitisan
“acute trauma” or a “shock,”
which is the most severe and
leads to a disorientation of
time and space.

Crisisisaword that you have probably
heard regularly over the past few
weeks, as a result of the global finan-
cial turmoil. It has its roots in the an-
cient Greek word for decision and, as
the world’s leaders decide upon what
steps to take to solve the credit prob-
lems, it remains to be seen what effect
the crisis will have on the decision mak-
ing of individuals and societies rocked
by the upheaval.

Are we about to see a mass wave of
depression sweep across the world?
Are people going to turn to leaders
that tell them what they want to
hear rather than what they need to
hear? Are millions of people about to
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Speaking of leaders, the crisis comes
ahead of a US presidential election...
It would be very interesting to ex-
amine to what extent these situations
lead to someone being elected. Of
course, at this exact moment in time,
change could seem very dangerous for
many people who would prefer to
cling to whatever is traditional and fa-
miliar and don’t want to take risks with
the new or change. Many people may
think “better the devil you know.”

Will people become less tolerant or
will there be greater selfishness?
In all collective phenomena, people
who are mature are likely to display
their maturity whereas people who are
insecure, fragile or vulnerable are
more likely to display these charac-
teristics to a greater degree. Anxious
people, for example, will become much
more anxious. Some people will proj-
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change their way of life?

Athens Plus put these questions to
Andreas Giannakoulas, a member of
the Italian and British psychoanalytic
associations and a professor at Rome’s
La Sapienza University, whose latest
book, “Psychodynamic Counseling,”
was published in Greece by Kastanio-
tis earlier this year.

What kind of stress is the current
financial crisis putting on individuals
and how does it affect their behavior?

What we could see is a collective
stress with group phenomena, which
means that it results in attachment —
like when herds of animals are under
stress and they stick close to each oth-
er for protection. Collective stress
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ect into external realities.

Are you expecting the financial
turmoil to result in more people
turning to psychiatrists for help?

These events are likely to cause psy-
chosomatic syndromes, such as stom-
ach aches, headaches, high blood pres-
sure and so on. This is significant, be-
cause it does not mean someone rush-
es to a psychiatrist for help —they could
rush to the doctor for help.

The American Psychological
Association, which recently
published a survey indicating that 80
percent of Americans feel the
economy is the cause of significant
stress in their lives, has suggested
ways to deal with the pressure. One
is that people should make changes
to their lives to ease stress, such as
walking or spending more time with

brings people to a much more defen-
sive position. This attachment means
that they are more closed, less likely to
take risks around predators. With
group phenomena like that, the per-
sonal defense mechanism of each per-
son is exacerbated: The miser, for in-
stance, will become even more miser-
ly; perhaps the person who has lost
money will impose all sorts of family
restrictions, starting with food.

Do you think the great unsettling of
the existing order may change
people’srelations with each other in
broader ways in society? For
example, will more people turn to
religion or perhaps to nihilism?
The crisis creates a situation in
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which people’s faith could be lost and
the need to believe is frustrated. Peo-
ple need to feel that somebody, some-
where can really protect them. Of
course, in a global crisis they could turn
to religion, a political group or a dog-
ma. We should remember that the ma-
jordictatorships, such as that of Adolf
Hitler, were born out of such a need.
The Tavistock Clinic and Institute of Hu-
man Relations in London discovered
that in these types of situations a
need for aleader with messianic func-
tions —like “Iwill save you” —emerges.
So, rather than turn to a specific reli-
gion, crises cause aregression among
people who need to believe in someone,
which lays the ground for saviors to
appear.

DEPRESSION

We all have images in our minds of
people jumping from windows
during the stock market crash in
1929. There have been suggestions
that the crisis could lead to more
suicides or cases of severe
depression. Is this likely?

Here we are talking about a real
social and economic breakdown at
the national and international
level and how much someone - it
doesn’t matter where - could
identify with it.

The descriptions of the 1929 crash
make it seem as if it was the
reason for people’s panic, but it
was the cause, or the event, that
triggered the reaction. Cause and
reason are not the same thing. In
the current case, we cannot say
that the economic crisis is causing
cases of depression. Usually
depressed people, or people who
are prone to panicking, collapse as
aresult of a social crisis.

I'm sure you’reright. People are very

leaders. But countries that have a
structure in which people can contin-
ue to believe are unlikely to opt for dic-
tators. However, in the current context,
populist slogans could strike a chord.

Does the current situation compare
to anything in the past, such as the
Great Depression?

We no longer have people around us
who lived through the Great Depres-
sion, we only have descriptions, short
stories, romances and different his-
torical documents, which are always
subjective. It’s very difficult to put to-
gether what happened then or what
could happen the next time. That
makes all the questions possible. So, on
a personal, national or international lev-
el, we are each bound to react accord-
ing to our own personal and local tra-
ditions and resourses.

“Logicomix” was written by Apos-
tolos Doxiadis and Christos Pa-
padimitriou, penciled by Alekos Pa-
padatos and colored by Annie Di
Donna. Doxiadis also created the sce-
nario and translated the English ver-
sion into Greek.

The story operates on several
levels. As bookends to the main nar-
rative, and interrupting it at inter-
vals, the creative team introduces
the original concept of seeking the
foundations of mathematics and ar-
gues over how to approach it. Their
encounters usually take place in
their light-filled studio or on walks
in the historic center of Athens.

The team’s search is revealed
through the life of the British math-
ematician and philosopher Ber-
trand Russell. Key scenes from his
childhood and adult life, which
form the basis of the narrative, are
related by himself, most of them as
part of a public speech at the time
of the Second World War on the role
oflogic in human affairs. Protesters
challenge Russell — who had been

imprisoned for his anti-war views
during WWI —-to defend what they
see as his new pro-war stance.
These scenes are portrayed for the
most part in neutral shades of

brown and gray. The artists deploy
the classic exaggeration of comic
books to convey more dramatic
scenes, such as the nightmares of his
childhood, haunted by the prohibi-
tions imposed by his severe grand-
mother and by alarming revela-
tions about his family that fueled his
fear of madness.

Love and the consolation of math-
ematics deliver him from those ear-
ly constraints. Shades of sable on the
seashore accompany a rare mo-
ment of jubilation for young Bertie,
performing cartwheels on the sand:
“Ecstasy was a new experience and
a powerful antidote to any residue
of fear,” reads the caption.

Yet the fear of madness lingers,
fostered by encounters with brilliant
but deranged logicians. Disap-
pointment in his efforts to build a
firm foundation for mathematics
sparks a horrific dream in which he

sees the entire edifice oflogic come
crashing down, undermined by his
own work.

His loves, his work with leading
logicians and the turbulent times in
which he lived make a riveting sto-
ry. His differences with the brilliant
young Austrian philosopher Ludwig
Wittgenstein play out in a superbly
drawn scene, where a gathering
snowstorm obscures the two figures
in a mournful palette of brown,
gray and white.

In another strand of the story, re-
hearsals for a production of the
Oresteia trilogy allow the team to en-
gagein a collective, culminating riff
onwar, vengeance, justice and wis-
dom.

Encompassing hefty doses of in-
formation, ideas and entertain-
ment, “Logicomix” is sure to be a hit.
It even boasts a dog that looks like
arelative of Tintin’s Snowy.

Between retlexivity and critique

John Cleave’s digital watercolors celebrate

the rich diversity of Istanbul

Three thousand years of history have
left theirimprint on Istanbul. Church-
es, mosques and secular monuments
attest to the glories of the city once
known as Byzantium and Constan-
tinople.

The seat of the Byzantine and Ot-
toman empires, home for much of its
history to diverse ethnic groups, re-
ligions and cultures, Istanbul has de-
veloped into a vigorous modern city
that reaches far beyond the ancient
walls.

John Cleave’s digital watercolors
in his latest “Istanbul: City of Two
Continents,” do for this city what the
architectural photographer’s previ-
ous two volumes did for Washington
and Athens. All three books are pub-
lished by Editions Didier Millet.

In 175 sketches — created on his
computer from his own photographs
— Cleave has captured the city both
at its grandest and in its everyday
guise as home to a population of some
12 million. Here, in all their splendor,
are the familiar sights: Hagia Sophia,
the Blue Mosque, the Grand Bazaar
and the Theodosian Walls. Alongside
them are scenes of the new city,
which few short-stay travelers see:
the vast Kanyon Mall in Levent, the
skyscrapers of Beyoglu across

the Golden Horn, which are reshap-
ing the cityscape, and Bagdat Cad-
desi, the handsome shopping street
on the Asian side of the Bosporus,
where around a third of the city’s
population lives.

Cleave took up architectural pho-
tography when he retired from his po-
sition at the World Bank. The Istan-
bul pictures were taken in three vis-
its over a period totaling 10 weeks,
he told Athens Plus. “For me it was
a voyage of discovery. I had no pre-
conceived idea of Istanbul except as
a historic center,” he explained. His
intent was to capture the city as a

The
word “Albanian,” however, seems
to have become associated with
“criminal,” not just in Greek pop-
ular culture but also in the sup-
posedly more intellectual eche-
lons of Greek media.

You are classified as an
Englishman but you hail from
Grenada, don’t you?

Yes, my fatheris from Grena-
da; they actually want me to play
for them, but I haven’t yet.

What was it that made you
leave Britain and choose
Greece?

From the time I was at
Chelsea, I was surrounded by
European players and I have al-
ways wanted to play in Europe.
Last summer the agency I am
with fulfilled that dream. There
were plenty of clubs that were
interested at the time so I
thought I'd have a look. I came
out here and I liked it. I went
straight to the training center in
Karpenisi; people greeted me
well and it was areally good ex-
perience.

Coaching is very different of
course, but that’s something
you have to accept when you go
to a different country. They
have their pluses and their neg-
atives, but they are nice and
warm people here. They all
come to speak to me and try to
speak as much English as pos-
sible to make me feel more com-
fortable. They found me a home
and gave me everything I asked
for, so I'm happy here.

How does soccer in Greece
compare with that in England?

The games in Greece are more

Changing customs tor
a world in transition

More Greek couples offering trees instead of traditional sugared almonds at weddings

When Marianthi Miniati and
Michalis Papayiannis got married
last July, it was a traditional Greek
church wedding in every way but
one. It was held at the village
church in Nea Skioni on the
Halkidiki peninsula, near Pa-
payiannis’s home in Paliouri—the
only village in the area to escape
the wildfires of summer 2006.
However, instead of the usual
sugared almonds given out after
the ceremony, guests were pre-
sented with a printed invitation to
jointhe couple in October to plant
some 700 saplings on a fire-rav-
aged mountainside.

On Sunday, October 26, the
couple, who live and work in Brus-
sels, will be leading the effort.

“Every time we visit the area we
see that instead of new trees (be-
cause of delays by municipalities,
prefectures and forestry service),
the only things springing up on the
mountain are new buildings,”
said Papayiannis.

The couple heard about a firm,
the first of its kind in Greece,
which gives individuals the op-
portunity to plant anything from
one tree up to thousands of them.

“Our friends and relatives loved
theidea,” said Miniati. “The trees
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Marianthi Miniati and Michalis
Papayiannis linked their wedding
(and the baptism of their son on
the same day) with a tree-
planting ceremony.

Folk revival

In some villages, a family
would plant a tree for every
child born

are being planted now as it is the
right time of year. We invited our
700 wedding guests to join us, as
we want to help mobilize people
and raise public awareness. We
have had a wonderful response.”

Each tree planted bears a label
with the name of a guest, who is
sentregular progress reports of the
tree’s progress.

Each planting is based on a

horticultural study (including rec-
ommended species) approved by
the forestry service and local mu-
nicipality, as everything depends
notjust on the planting, but main-
tenance as well.

“We had the full cooperation of
the Municipality of Pallini, which
will be watering the saplings,” said
Papayiannis.

“More and more couples are
turning to reforestation as a way
of celebrating their marriage or the
baptism of a child,” said Panos
Valambous-Kountouras, 37, who,
along with Constantinos Niki-
tiadis, 30, set up the firm Plant a
Tree about a year and a half ago.

For her daughter’s eighth birth-
day party, Klairi Margeli took the
children to one of her daughter’s
favorite outdoor places.

“We wanted to do something
different from the usual ‘packaged’
children’s parties. So we thought
of’planting 30 trees on Mt Paneio,
at Kalyvia, Attica, as part of a pic-
nic some time in November,” said
Margeli. “It’s important for chil-
dren to learn to love nature. That
way they learn another way oflife.”

The idea isn’t a new one. In
many villages in Greece, a tree was
often planted after the birth of a
child, a custom that has been for-
gotten along with a general respect

for nature. Now it is slowly be-
coming recognized again as a
need.

“Our main purpose is to offer our
services to individuals or compa-
nies that want to be part of the re-
forestation effort but don’t know
how to go about it,” said Valam-
bous-Kountouras.

The firm has already planted
2,000 trees, with 1,000 more sched-
uled for planting by individuals
and a total 0 19,000 by two firms.
Corporations see it as an oppor-
tunity for “green” marketing. For
example, an optical firm will be of-
fering a tree for every three pairs
of glasses bought.

Forweddings and for individual
efforts, the cost is about 7 euros per
tree, for firms 12 euros.

Planting a single tree is more ex-
pensive (as Plant a Tree undertakes
to maintain it for three years) at 20
euros for small trees and 35 euros
for larger ones.

The firm is pioneering the green
market in Greece.

“It might simply be fashion for
some people,” said Miniati, “but at
least the environment is benefit-
ing and it shows that every person
can do some things on their own.”

Project to breathe new life
into National Gardens

Athens’s National Gardens, between
Syntagma Square and the Panathenaic
Stadium, are to be given a boost in a joint
project that will see more trees and shrubs
planted, but also new infrastructure such as
fencing, lighting and watering systems. The
project brings together the National Gardens
governing board chairman, Yiannis
Costopoulos, National Technical University of
Athens dean Constantinos Moutzouris and
former Mayor of Athens Theodoros Behrakis.
The 170-year-old park, created after the
modern Greek state was established, was
taken over by the City of Athens in October
2004. Over the past two to three years, 700
trees, 1,750 shrubs, 150 trailing plants, 320
rose bushes and 1,300 ground-cover species
have been planted, the first in 25 years,
according to Mayor Nikitas Kaklamanis, who
announced the project last week. “Sixty-four
trees, 1,057 shrubs and 675 underbrush
plants will be planted this year,” he said. The
new infrastructure includes fencing around
the site, special soil to replace the asphalt
footpaths, lighting, roads, pavements,
squares, safety equipment, electrical,

plumbing and sewage networks, watering,
bore and irrigation systems, wells, a water
filter, environmentally friendly cleaning
methods, a telephone network and a security
network. Buildings in the zoo are to be
maintained, the playground expanded and
modernized and the botanic museum
refurbished. The cost of the project, estimated
at 7.5 million euros, is to be met by the Athens
Prefecture.

Wastewater put to good use

Treated wastewater from the sewage
processing plant on the islet of Psyttaleia, just
off Piraeus, is to be used to water young trees
on Mt Pikilo and Mt Aegaleo, western Athens,
the environment association of the
municipalities of Athens and Piraeus has
announced. About 250,000 cubic meters of
water daily will be channeled to parts of the
mountains that have been reforested. Some
may go to the Thriasio Plain for crops, if
agreement is reached with the Athens Water
Supply and Sewerage Company (EYDAP).

Vistonida to be protected

Lake Vistonida in northern Greece has been
officially designated a protected area,
according to a joint ministerial decree on a
72,700-hectare Eastern Macedonia and
Thrace National Park that has just been
published in the Government Gazette. The
national park, one of the largest in Greece,
also includes the Nestos River delta and
Ismarida Lake.

“In the Mediterranean, men un-
derstand color,” says Custo Dal-
mau, co-founder of Custo
Barcelona, the Spanish apparel
brand defined by strong shades
and bold graphics.

In town to bring the eighth edi-
tion of Greek fashion week, the
Vodafone Athens Collections, to
a grand finale, Dalmau and his
team presented a catwalk show
previously shown at New York
Fashion Week in September,
though the Athens show did in-
clude three new looks.

The Spanish label has been go-
ing strong for eight years in
Greece, represented by forward-
looking apparel company Shop
& Trade.

“With all that is going on cul-
turally and globally, in the end
it’s all becoming a fusion and I
think our project is a kind of fu-
sion; we like to fuse colors,
graphics and materials,” Athens
Plus was told by Dalmau, who
along with his brother David
created the brand in the early
1980s.

A melange of Californialiving,
touches of psychedelia and a
creative emphasis on innova-
tive graphics, Custo Barcelona
started off with T-shirts and
now includes full-scale, ready-to-
wear for women and men — all
the way to coats.

It’s been a long road from the
all-time classic, invariably white
T-shirt to the bright world of Cus-
to Barcelona, a reminder of the
power of casual wear, which
suits all those young at heart.

These are challenging times
for this kind of style, with upscale
casual wear exploding in various
ways; think brands like Diesel, for
instance, all targeting an up-
market clientele looking for qual-
ity cool wear, far away from the
little black cocktail dress.

“This is reasonable luxury,”
said Dalmau of the Spanish
brand.

Born Angel Custodio Dalmau
Salmon in Tremp, Lleida, in 1959,
Dalmau grew up in Barcelona,
where he studied architecture.
Following his and his brother’s
adventures across the United
States, the siblings founded their
company in Spain.

Custo Barcelona’s flamboyant
take reflects a certain Iberian vi-
vacity. But how Spanish is the
brand?

“We sell more out of Spain
thaninside the country.Isee our
project as part of the Spanish
scene, but I have been traveling
since I was 10 years old,” noted
Dalmau. “In Spain we don’t have
powerful runways as in Milan
and New York. We are looking for
international projection and we
started showing there in 1997.”

Back home, however, the
brand seems to have developed
a school of style, which fellow
Spanish brands appear to follow.

“They don’t follow, they copy.
It’s flattering, but when people
take advantage of your work I
consider this more like bad com-
petition than something flatter-
ing,” commented Dalmau,
adding: “I think the consumer

now has much more information
than 10 or 20 years ago. He is get-
ting smarter and getting more
demanding. That means that
every time the bar is raised and
in order to survive in this ex-
tremely competitive market you
have to do alot of things right.”

How is the current financial
crisis affecting the brand?

“This situation affects every-
thing, but I think that crises are
the end of cycles and I am con-
vinced that this one will start a
new one and that those with a vi-
sion of the new cycle will prob-
ably be reinforced.”

Yet besides company accounts,
could the current mood be re-
flected in a more somber, creative
take next season, for instance?

“I think it will affect the way
you produce the product,” said
Dalmau. “You have to be more ac-
curate about quality and prices.
But, in our case, I don’t think it
will change the direction of our
style.”

While a team of six designers
focuses on the men’s and
women’s collections, things get
positively busy in the graphic de-
sign department, where the com-
pany works with various artists
—about 1,000 graphics are cre-
ated per collection and the com-
pany thrives on putting forward
works belonging to different
styles.

“Technology is increasingly
very important when it comes to
the fabrics. We have new process-
es; you can do printing in many
ways and after printing, you
have finished processes which
give youanew language in fash-
ion,” he said. “Digital printing
was very big seven or eight years
ago. Now there are even more
sophisticated ways of doing it.

Custo Barcelona production
takes place in Spain — for more
elaborate and sophisticated work
— along with Italy, Portugal,
Turkey, Peru, Thailand and some
components also being made in
India.

“Thereis also anew language
in the fibers, for instance, fibers
are now coming from recycled
paper, bamboo, corn and milk —
new actors taking on new roles
in fashion,” noted the designer.

As a fashion player commuting
frequently between Europe and
the United States, how does Dal-
mau view the two continents in
terms of fashion culture?

“In America, fashion is much
more closely related to what is
known as a trend and marketing
is avery powerful tool,” he point-
ed out. “Marketing is very im-
portant in Europe as well, but
here the consumer takes into
consideration the product it-
self.”

It is the United States, how-
ever, which gave the brand its de-
finitive, international boost.
Things unfolded naturally, said
Dalmau, with stylists picking
out pieces for the casts of
“Friends” and “Sex and the City,”
among others. Today, fans in-
clude Brad Pitt, Julia Roberts
and Penelope Cruz.

“The celebrity scene helped us
alotin developing the business,
especially in America. It’s the best
marketing, it really is a mirror of
the entire country. But we don’t
send any checks.”
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Choreographer
brings sci-fi ‘Marco
Polo’ to Greece

Avant-garde movement, Italian, Farsi
and Mandarin Chinese tunes and futur-
isticanimation visuals are some of the el-
ements that make up “Marco Polo,” the
latest production from the Marie-Claude
Pietragalla dance company.

Premiering during the Beijing
Olympics, the Pietragalla Compagnie’s
“Marco Polo” has also traveled to various
other Chinese cities and is scheduled to
open in Paris in March 2009. Among its
various stops around the globe, the pro-
duction will be at the Thessaloniki Con-
cert Hall on November 2, as part of the
Dimitria Festival.

In search ofhis own identity on the Silk
Road, Venetian adventurer Marco Polo
takes on a futuristic dimension within the
production’s robotic, sci-fi atmosphere.
Based on the 13th-century explorer’s ex-
periences, the work is also a study on the
isolation brought on by industrial society.

Beside Pietragalla, Julien Deroualt
takes on the role of Marco Polo —the two
worked closely on the production. Ar-
mand Amar, an Israeli-born composer
worked with traditional Farsi and Chinese
tunes to develop the work’s original mu-
sical score.

Star career

Born in 1962, Marie-Claude Pietragal-
la studied at the Paris Opera Ballet School
before joining the Paris Opera Ballet in
1979. Having risen to the highest rank of
“etoile” in 1990, she was subsequently ap-
pointed director of the Ballet National de
Marseilles in 1998.

With her singular presence on stage —
which often includes theatrical elements
— the artist is also noted for her appear-
ances in contemporary works, including
collaborations with Maurice Bejart, Wil-
liam Forsythe, Roland Petit, Jiri Kylian,
Mats Ek, Merce Cunningham, Maguy
Marin, Jerome Robbins and Bob Wilson.

When she took over the direction of the
National Ballet of Marseilles along with
the Ecole Nationale Superieure de Danse,
she succeeded the legendary Roland
Petit. At the company, she is known for
taking classic repertory works and giving
them a fresh spin.

Inthelate 1980s, Pietragalla turned to
choreography herself, fusing various el-
ements of dance into what she herself de-
scribes as “body theater.”

Papaloukas and Ghikas draw art lovers

Spyros Papaloukas (1892-1957) is
known for his skillful and luminous de-

piction oflight and color, while the Greek
landscape provided him with a constant
source of inspiration. “The vision of the
Greek landscape develops simply, calm-
ly and clearly, in a way that is met nei-
ther in the East nor the West,” he
wrote.

His work borders on abstraction. He
was influenced by the French group Les
Nabis, but was also greatly interested in

the precepts of Byzantine art.
His lanscapes of Mount Athos
are among the most evocative
paintings.

Curated by Takis Mavro-
tas, the Dimitria Festival ex-
hibition includes a represen-
tative sample of his work and
ranges from portraiture, land-
scapes and still-lifes.

An exhibition at the Mu-
nicipal Gallery (162 Vassilissis
Olgas, tel 2310.425.531) fo-
cuses on the work of Nikos
Hadjikyriakos-Ghikas (1906-
1994), another classic name in
the history of 20th-century Greek art.
Ghikas is a prominent member of the so-
called Thirties Generation of Greek
painters. His work is much influenced
by cubism and the international move-
ments of modern art during the inter-
war period.

Show goes on with
Antonakos, Roden

The National Museum of Contemporary Art,
whose permanent base is still under refur-
bishment, recently restarted its program at its
temporary premises at the Athens Conserva-
tory and will be hosting a series of monthlong,
alternating small-scale exhibitions.

This month, in parallel with the large David
Claerbout and Ulrich Ruckriem presentations
at the same venue, there will be two exhibitions
on artists Stephen Antonakos and Steve Roden.
“Journey,” produced by Greek American An-

tonakosin 1998, is an entity that consists of 72
colored drawings featuring geometric shapes,
mostly squares and circles, colored in purple,
fuchsia, grass green and white. The pencil
strokes are intentionally visible, especially in
the painted background. They highlight the
painterly process and a hands-on approach
which make an interesting contrast with the
precision of
the geomet-
ric shapes.
The works
carry sym-
bolic value:
Numbering
72 to coin-
cide with
the artist’s
72nd birth-
dayin 1998,
they are
representa-
tive of how
Antonakos
uses an abstract, geometric and minimal lan-
guage to create a poetic, engaging effect.
Steve Roden’s “Moon (Both Receiver and
Transmitter... There Now Remained),” also from
1998, is an acoustic installation that is hard to
understand unless one is familiar with Roden’s
technique. A visual and sound artist from Los
Angeles, Roden translates various forms of spe-
cific notations, such as music, into scores
which he then uses as a basis for his paintings.
The work presented at the Athens exhibition
is inspired by the mid-19th-century phonau-
tograph, an apparatus that recorded sound on
paper. Roden produced a visual work and a new
musical score on the basis of the decoded sound.
Also presented in the media lounge are a se-
ries of website projects as well as video and
acoustic works from the museum’s permanent
collection.

Stretching
the limits
of a medium

A parallel presentation of the work of

artists Ulrich Ruckriem and David Claerbout

is on display at the temporary home of the

National Museum of Contemporary Art

Belgian artist David Claerbout works
with photography and video while
the older German artist Ulrich Ruck-
riem is known for his monumental
stone sculptures and large draw-
ings.

The two artists differ not only in
generation but also in artistic influ-
ence: Claerbout by photography as
well as digital and new media art and
Ruckriem by conceptual and process
art. However, Claerbout and Ruck-
riem do have something in com-
mon. They experiment with their pri-
mary medium and reverse its con-

ventional use. Claerbout overturns
the notion of photography by com-
bining the still and the moving image
while Ruckriem translates the solid-
ity and massiveness of his sculp-
tures into two-dimensional draw-
ings.

This shared trait and both artists’
preference for monumental scale
link the two solo exhibitions organ-
ized by the National Museum of Con-
temporary Art. The shows, which
opened recently, are on display at the

museum’s most recent temporary
premises at the Athens Conservato-
1y, a space much better suited for con-
temporary art exhibits compared to
the museum’s former stop-gap prem-
ises at the Athens Concert Hall.

An established 40-year-old artist
based in Antwerp and Berlin, David
Claerbout brings together photog-
raphy, video and film and blurs the
line between the still and moving im-
age. He chooses still photographs
which he digitizes. He then ani-
mates each picture by setting se-
lected parts in motion. The outcome
is projected on a large screen. The
Athens exhibition includes eight
works made between 1996 and the
present.

Among them is “Shadow Piece”
from 2005. The black-and-white im-
age shows the interior of a locked of-
fice building. From inside the build-
ing, the viewer sees people trying to
get in, pushing against the closed
doors. Though the hours pass, the
shadows of the glass doors remain un-
altered. As with most of his images,
Claerbout has instilled an element of
paradox in this piece as well.

Claerbout’s work is an investigation
of temporality. By incorporating
movement in animage, the artist up-
sets the notion of the photograph as
arecorded moment frozen in time and
brings the pastinto the present. The
sensation this creates is at times
odd.

The motion is gentle and occurs
slowly. In certain images it is so
gradual as to become almost unno-
ticeable, unless the viewer pays at-
tention for a long time. It is yet an-
other way of making the viewer
more attentive to the notion of time.

A problem with the Claerbout ex-
hibition is its acoustic backdrop, a
melancholy, ongoing melody that
instead of accentuating the lyrical as-
pect of his work, detracts from its
force.

Compared to Claerbout’s work,
Ruckriem’s drawings appear far less
lyrical and more cerebral. The 90 large
drawings on paper that date from the
mid-90s to the present and are in-
cluded in the Athens exhibit employ
abasic geometriclanguage and look
like diagrams of vertical and hori-
zontal lines. The lines shape into
monochromatic planes, all rendered
in hues of black and gray. The draw-

ings are variations of the same idea:
They depict the lines on the surface
of Ruckriem’s stone sculptures or the
ground plan of an exhibition space.
They can also be a portrayal of the
shadows that the sculptures cast on
the ground.

In “Shadows of the Stone,” an in-
stallation on the ground level of the
exhibition, the artist translates some-
thing as intangible as shadow into
geometric configurations.

Ruckriem does not think of his
drawings as subsidiary to his sculp-
tures or as preparatory works but as
a complementary and autonomous
body of work. In her essay for the ex-
hibition’s catalog, curator Tina Pan-
dinotes that Ruckriem’s use of draw-
ing as a primary expressive tool is
rooted in conceptual art, where
process and concept are as important
as the final work. Pandi also com-
pares Ruckriem’s drawings to the
“Wall Drawings” of Sol LeWitt or Gor-
don Matta-Clark’s “Cut Drawings.”

Though far more austere than
Claerbout’s photo and video instal-
lations, Ruckriem’s sculptures do,
however, share the same concern
with time. They are about process and
observation, the study of a sculpture’s
shadows, surface and shape. Like
Claerbout’s images, they are about
viewing a certain medium — photog-
raphy in the case of Claerbout and
sculpture with Ruckriem — from an
unusual angle.

Revival of landmark
choreography

premieres in Greece

The Martha Graham Dance Company

celebrates the 50-year anniversary of
‘Clytemnestra’ at the Athens Concert Hall

A world premiere marks the begin-
ning of the Athens Concert Hall’s
dance series for this season. The re-
vival of Martha Graham’s legendary
1958 choreography “Clytemnestra”
opened on October 23, with per-
formances running to Saturday, Oc-
tober 25.

Due to great demand, the Martha
Graham Dance Company will give
two additional afternoon perform-
ances on Friday and Saturday (Oc-
tober 24 and 25), at 3 p.m.

The Athens performances come
two months before the US premiere,
set to take place at the Kennedy Cen-
ter in Washington in December.

“Clytemnestra” is based on the
myth of the tragic ancient Greek fig-
ure of the same name, who ends up
killing her husband, King Agamem-
non, upon his return from the war
in Troy.

Thisis not only Graham’s longest
ballet, but also one of her trademark
choreographies, as it incorporates
several of her innovative techniques.

The original premiere featured
Graham herselfin the leading role,
at the age of 64.

Going deep into the psyche of the
Greek queen, Graham had said that
“Clytemnestra is every woman when

she kills.”

The ballet’s re-
vival, marking the
50-year anniversary
ofits first premiere,
retains Graham'’s
choreography as
well as her cos-
tumes.

The music is by
Egyptian composer Halim
El-Dabh, the sets by American-
Japanese sculptor Isamu Noguchi
and thelights by the trailblazing Jean
Rosenthal.

The anniversary celebration will
further include a world tour, which
will start from Washington and move
on to New York, Boston, Chicago, Los
Angeles, Berlin, Paris, London, Syd-
ney, Melbourne, Beijing and Tokyo,

among other cities.

Graham founded the Martha Gra-
ham Dance Company in 1926. Not on-
ly is it the oldest US contemporary
dance company, but it also still
ranks as one of the best worldwide.

It continues to captivate dance crit-
ics, who have praised it as “one of the
great companies of the world” (An-
na Kisselgoff, former chief dance crit-
ic for The New York Times) and
“one of the seven wonders of the

artistic universe” (Alan M. Kriegsman,
Washington Post).

The company, which has per-
formed in Athens in the past, has
toured some of the biggest stages
around the world, including the Met-
ropolitan Opera, the Paris Opera
House and Covent Garden in London.

Its members have included Merce
Cunningham, Paul Taylor, Pascal
Rioult and Pearl Lang, while dancers
such as Mikhail Baryshnikov, Margot
Fonteyn and Rudolf Nureyev rank

Graham, widely consid-
ered the pioneer of con-
temporary dance, was born in Pitts-
burgh in 1894.

When she was a teenager, her
family moved to California which is
where she came into contact with
dance for the first time and decided
to become a dancer.

Graham’s passion for dance is well
attested: She performed until well in-
to her 70s and said that without
dancing her life had no meaning.

She was also aremarkable teacher
— she founded the Martha Graham
School of Contemporary Dance — as
well as choreographer.

She choreographed 181 works,
highlights of which include the 1929
“Heretic,” “Appalachian Spring”
(1944), “Clytemnestra” (1958), “Phae-
dra” (1962) and many more.

A novice priest and a vampire —it’s a
titillating tale, and one that has been
a great success for the Amphi-Theater
company. Taken from 19th-century
French writer Theophile Gautier’s
novella, “La Morte amoureuse,” and
repackaged for an early 21st-centu-
ry Athenian audience, “Erotevmeni
nekri” is back for a third season of just
23 performances.

Director Katerina Evangelatou has
made some smart decisions. First
there is the talented young cast.
Stefania Gouliois is delectable as
Clarimonde. Tassos Dardaganis and
Christos Malakis, both playing the
young priest and each taking two
more parts, with Nikolas Papayian-
nis as Romuald, are active to the point
of acrobatic, zooming up and down
ladders, sometimes headfirst in both
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The priest is slow to suspect the
proclivities of the beautiful
Clarimonde.

New blood

Bringing the story up to date
without changing the plot,
Evangelatou unpicks the
narrative

directions. The production makes the
most of Constantinos Zamanos’s in-
ventive set, with a cutaway upper
floor and an all-purpose bath-and-
grave structure squeezed into the
Amphi-Theater’s claustrophobically
small Exodos Kindynou space, which
seats fewer than 40 people.

The atmosphere is evocative of
vampire lore. The walls are bedecked
with dull-colored garments on which
ultraviolet light later picks out the flu-
orescent paint. The aroma of in-
cense pervades the auditorium when-
ever Clarimonde, a beautiful courte-

san turned vampire, appears to se-
duce the remarkably naive young
priest.

Bringing the story up to date with-
out changing the plot, Evangelatou
unpicks the narrative, sharing it out
among the actors. And they wink an
occasional eye at the audience.

When the young priest, exhaust-
ed from lack of blood, is unable to
break away from a grueling existence
in which he is not sure whether he
is a priest dreaming he is a dissolute
rake or the reverse, they have to play
it tongue-in-cheek.

Gautier, a nonconformist himself,
would surely approve.

Mexican tenor Rolando Villazon is
indisputably one of the greatest
contemporary voices in opera to-
day. At the age of 36 he has already
received critical acclaim for his per-
formances at the Metropolitan
Opera, Covent Garden and the Vi-
enna State Opera, while his CV
boasts around 20 recordings with
some of the world’s biggest labels.

What trait singles Villazon out?
The exceptional timbre of his
voice and a knack for reviving the
tradition of great tenors of the
past, while endowing his per-
formances with his own brush-
stroke of contemporary color. His
exquisite 2005 Salzburg per-
formance in “La Traviata” made
opera history and earned Villazon
exclusive sponsorship from Rolex.

The Greek public now have the
opportunity to see the great tenor
in Athens, for one night, on Oc-
tober 29 at the Athens Concert
Hall, where he will perform pop-
ular arias and traditional Spanish
melodies —zarzuelas, of which he
has already recorded an album —
accompanied by the ERT Greek
Radio & Television Symphony
Orchestra conducted by Andreas
Pylarinos and with soprano Nino
Machaidze at his side.

Villazon told Kathimerini that,
as a boy, he aspired to become a
priest, a psychologist or an actor.
Now he feels that “all three coex-
ist in my capacity as an opera
singer. Ireally believe this. Music,
and opera especially, expresses the
entire gamut of emotions, from
happiness and love to pain and
death.Ising aboutlove and death
and, being in a position to express
all these sentiments on stage and,
above all, to share them with the
audience, really is something
great. I believe that my involve-
ment with opera met some other
needs and desires that I had as a
young boy and allowed me to ex-
press all these feelings.”

Villazon listened to all types of
music as he was growing up, and
admits that when he first heard
opera as a teenager he immedi-
ately became hooked —he also con-
fesses to emulating Placido
Domingo in front of the mirror.
The tenor does not accept the
widely held perception that his
homeland of Mexico does not
have a tradition in classical music
and opera. “That is not exactly
true,” he says. “Mexico does have

ABOUT THE ARTIST

Rolando Villazon was born in
Mexico City in 1972. After
completing his studies at the
National Conservatory, he
participated in the young
artists’ programs of the
Pittsburgh and San Francisco
operas. In 1999, he won second
prize in Placido Domingo’s
Operalia competition as well as
first prize for the lyric-dramatic
genre zarzuela and the award
from the public.

Villazon’s European debut
came that same year, with his
performance of Des Grieux in
“Manon” at the Teatro Carlo
Felice in Genoa, followed by an
appearance with the Lyon
Operain “La Boheme” and
another in 2000 in Trieste, at
the Teatro Verdi, in “La
Traviata.”

These performances brought

a past in classical music and the
opera. In the 1950s, the Palacio de
Bellas Artes enjoyed a worldwide
reputation. During the early 50s
it hosted great performers such as
Maria Callas, Mario del Monaco
and Giuseppe di Stefano.

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Game birds for gourmets,

Pioneer quail breeder
provides city foodies
with winged delicacies

armchair hunters

BY DINOS KIOUSIS

Although one of the smallest game
birds, hunters love them because
they are so difficult to shoot.
Although relentlessly pursued,
there are still considerable numbers
of them because of their high re-
production rate.

Quails lay eggs once or twice a
year, sometimes three if the weath-
er is good, producing 8-13 of their
black-speckled yellowish eggsata
time. These hatch after about 17-20
days. The hatchlings are fed by the
female and can fly at the age of 11
days.

Sitting ducks

On making landfall while
migrating, they can be
caught by hand or with a net

About 15-18 centimeters in
length, adult birds weigh 200-250
grams. They feed on seeds and
ground insects and have a partic-
ular weakness for snails. Apart
from Scandinavia and northern
Russia, they live everywhere in
Europe as well as Asia and Africa.

Migratory, they winter in north-

ern Africa, traveling by night. As

they coverlarge distances, they are
usually exhausted when making
landfall and so are easy to catch by
hand or with a net. On arriving in
Egypt, many fall to the ground from
exhaustion and are called “manna

from heaven.”

Inthe village of Pente Vryses near
Thessaloniki, Grigoris Ananiadis
raises quails for market, producing
about 3,000 fresh birds every week.

“In the controlled conditions of
captivity, quails can produce an egg
every 28-30 hours,” explained Ana-
niadis. “Of course they are anes-
thetized before being slaughtered,
Icouldn’t bearit otherwise,” he ad-

mitted.

It was back in the early 1980s that
he first thought of opening a quail

farm.

Grigoris Ananiadis
opened Greece’s first quail
farm in 1989. [alexandros
Avramidis]

“I began reading up, make end-
less trips to France and in 1985 & Q Artemis Game Farm,

worked at a pilot farm for four years
tolearn the trade.In 1989, I moved

here and expanded,” he said.

Anadiadis feeds them almost ex-
clusively on hard wheat from his
own farm and non-genetically mod-
ified soya. He gives them no an-
tibiotics, but protects them from
disease with extracts of oregano

and pepper.

Family business in Omonia Square continues to provide quality yogurt, sweets and more

The heart of downtown Athens,
Omonia Square, beats 24 hours a
day and for most of those, the
Stani is open to serve yogurt, rice
pudding and custards to night
owls, early commuter crowds
and everyone in between.

Thanasis Karageorgos and his
uncle Yiannis, the third and fourth
generation of a family business,
renovated the store just last year
on the same site where it opened
in 1949.

“My late uncle Nikolas didn’t
want to change anything while
he was still alive,” said Thanasis,
whose grandparents came to Pi-
raeus from Fokida, central
Greece, in 1931 and opened a
dairy products factory, deliver-
ing house-to-house. They moved
to Omonia during the war.

The renovation included paint-
ing the shop a creamy color to

“create an atmosphere of calm”
in the turmoil that is Omonia,
said Thanasis. Photographs of
the store through the decades

decorate the walls.

“Every morning we serve hot
milk that comes straight from the
producer and butter and thyme
honey from rocky islets around
Kos or fir honey from Mesolon-

gionahotbun,” he said. The milk
comes from the same producers
in Markopoulo, Attica that the
family has cooperated with for 50
years. The Greek sheep’s milk
hasa 7 percent fat content, in con-
trast tolighter German or French
milk.

All the products are made in the
basement of the store and never
stay more than six hours in the dis-
play cases.

Syrupy sweets — galakto-
boureko, baklava, kataifi, kary-
dopita and ravani — have been
made with the same recipe since
1949.

Cream cakes are a compara-
tively recent addition to the stock,
a concession to Thanasis’s own
preferences since childhood.

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RECIPE

Stuffed quail with
pomegranate sauce

Ingredients (serves 6)

For the croutons:

250 g cubes stale white bread, without crusts
2 crushed garlic cloves

100 ml olive oil

Preheat the oven to 140C. Saute the garlic in
the oil for 20 seconds and add the bread
cubes, fry for 1-2 minutes, season and spread
in a baking tray. Bake for about 15 minutes
until they are toasted. Remove from oven
and lay on kitchen paper to absorb excess oil.
Raise temperature to 220C in preparation for
the quail.

For the stuffing:

Seeds of one pomegranate

20 ml olive oil

250 g “syglino” sausage from Mani, cut in
small cubes

50 ml red wine vinegar

1 medium-sized red onion, finely sliced

1 tsp dried sage leaves (optional) or 1 tsp

Lentils from the island of Lefkada

Said to be the most delicious, these pulses are cultivated on a plateau that was once a wetland

There is a plateau near the village of
Eglouvi, on the island of Lefkada, that
the locals call Livadi, or Vouni. An area
of particular natural beauty, it is
where a fine, light-colored type of
lentil is grown using natural time-
honored methods.

The lentils have been cultivated
there for several centuries.* In pre-
historic times, the plateau was a
wetland thatlater dried up and, over
the centuries, gradually filled with sev-
eral strata of soil deposits. Archaeo-
logical digs have turned up rem-
nants of prehistoric tools used right
up until the past century for plowing
the soil.

Don’t be fooled by other fine,
light-colored lentils. The difference
is in the taste. The lentils are sown
from January until March and
watched carefully while they sprout
as weeds could choke the young
plants. As the plant grows, it flowers
and matures. In May and early June

Honored traditions

Harvesting time is full of rituals
and celebrations

one can find little bunches of lentil
sprouts that used to be a favorite
snack for children in the days before
junk food was readily available. In
June, when the stalk has matured,
harvesting begins in a ritual ac-

companied by a number of rites and
celebrations. The lentils are uproot-
ed, shaken to remove the soil and col-
lected into bales that are continual-
ly turned over to dry in the sun.
Then they are threshed and win-
nowed, the lentils laid out flat, then
gathered into a pile. When half the
lentils have been piled up, two sticks
are laid on top of them in the shape
of'a cross. More lentils are piled on top

and a circle is drawn around the pile
with a wooden tool called a “yogli.”
Using the handle of a spade, a cross
is outlined on the top of the pile and
then the handle is plunged into the
middle of the pile. As it is drawn out,
the point on the handle is marked and
its length from that point measured
in palm widths — apparently a fool-
proof way of estimating the volume
of the pile.

Now that tourism is replacing agri-
culture as the island’s main source of
income and the farming communities
are being gradually abandoned, on-
ly the older people still cultivate this
traditional crop. Difficult to find, it is
sold by word of mouth, at prices
ranging from 12-15 euros per kilo. Be
carefll, as large quantities of Canadian
lentils are being sold to the unaware
in search of the real thing.

One solution would be to have alo-
cal authority, such as the Lefkada Pre-
fecture, have the product awarded a
designation-of-origin label and en-
courage the older farmers, who know

COOKING SECRETS

If you do find some Eglouvi
lentils, it’s worth using garlic
with a reddish skin - it has
smaller cloves but a much
stronger flavor.

In the villages they used to
collect rainwater to cook pulses,
including lentils, as they found it
had no mineral salts and made
the food tastier.

For a tasty snack (for four
people), take some cooked
lentils, or boil 400 gr in water,
salt and garlic. (When it is soft,
the water shouldn’t quite cover
it.) Blend the lentils into a puree,
adding 4-5 tablespoons of oil
and, if desired, a teaspoon of
ground fennel seeds. You can
also add a little vinegar to taste.
Take four phyllo crusts, brush
with oil and form into empty
nests. Bake in the oven until
golden and allow to cool. Pour a
little of the lentil mousse into
each nest and dust with a little
ground fennel seed and roasted
pine nuts. Serve with a spoon
and fork.

INFO

Eglouvi lentils are grown on
about 20-30 hectares by as
many producers. This year’s
crop was about 20 tons - the
lentils are sold in bulk quantities
on the spot and supplies are
soon exhausted.

About 300 kilos were
distributed in Athens at the
Mandragoras specialty shop this
year, which also supplies small
quantities to select
delicatessens.

‘Be Kind Rewind’
redefined

Much like the videocassettes on which the film
focuses, “Be Kind Rewind” shows a vanishing
world being replaced by new technology’s
endless upgrades.

Originally from Philadel-
phia, Zervos was visiting friends
on the Jersey Shore when a life-
guard told him a moving tale
about amother who had brought
herlittle daughter to the beach one
day and lost her forever; her
whereabouts remain unknown.
This is the where the film (starring
Ben Gazzara, Lesley Ann Warren
and Izabella Miko) begins, but
the story is focused on the living
and how each copes with the un-
expected loss of little Anna. The
haunting and surreal character of
the film serves to underline the
chaos going on in the protagonists’
minds.

But LA
has come a-courting, as the trend
of using more artistically inclined
directors for blockbusters contin-
ues (examples being “The Dark
Knight” and “Wanted”) and Zervos
is confident that things are going
to start moving at a quicker pace.

When “Sex and the City” hit screens in
1998, few could have predicted the suc-
cess of the comedy-drama series. Even
those who were initially reluctant soon
got hooked on the adventures of the fab
four who managed to put a dent in the
negative image ofthe sad, 30-something
female singleton — for women at least.

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loannina, the legendary city on the lake

This historic hub of western Greece provides visitors with a blend of natural beauty, tradition and modernity

The city of Toannina, western Greece’s
main commercial and administrative
hub for centuries, evokes strong his-
torical and cultural associations in the
country’s psyche.

The mountainousregion of Epirus,
of which Ioannina lies at the center,
is associated with heroic acts of re-
sistance against Ottoman rule, the
thwarting of the Italian invasion of
1940 (celebrated on October 28), as well
as adistinct cultural and folk tradition.
It has also produced an ample num-
ber of national benefactors who found-
ed notable schools and libraries and
made major contributions to the lib-
eration of the country.

Built on the shore of Lake Pamvo-
tis, with imposing mountains all
around and with one of the highest lev-
els of precipitation in Greece —bring-
ing occasional blankets of fog over the
lake —Ioannina exudes mystique and
melancholy that is amply balanced by
theliveliness of itslarge student com-
munity.

Much of'the city’s history is shroud-
ed in legend, largely linked with the
lake. As a multiethnic city of Muslims,
Christians and Jews under Ottoman
rule, Ioannina flourished, especially
around 1800, through its well-devel-
oped industries of silversmithing and
tanning, as well as its textile, fur and
silk trade with the Balkans and big
cities in Western Europe. When Lord
Byron visited the famous and fearsome
regional ruler Ali Pasha in 1809, he de-
scribed the town as “superior in
wealth, refinement and learning” to
all others in Greece.

The castle, the lake and traditional
architecture provide one of Greece’s
most attractive urban settings, in a city
of around 100,000 people that is also
modern and bustling.

The castle enclosure, one of the
country’s oldest, occupies a large
area on a promontory in the lake and
hosts a number of very interesting mu-
seums, although the quarter is a vir-
tual museum in itself. Take a stroll
around the cobblestone streets with
romantic cafes and restored man-
sions, or along the lakeside promenade
under the old plane trees.

The Aslan Pasha Mosque, at the
northwestern end of the castle com-
plex, with superb views of the lake,
now houses the municipal museum,
with exhibits on the history of the
three religious communities that co-
existed for several centuries in the city.
Themosque, builtin 1618, is one of the
most impressive examples of Ot-
toman architecture and art still extant
in Greece. The castle complex also
hosts the Byzantine Museum and its
silver and goldsmith collection. Other
disused Ottoman buildings include the
impressive Fetihe Mosque, a prison,
alibrary, barracks and Turkish baths.

Inthe center of the city, note the pre-
fecture building, the square with the
landmark 1900 clock tower, Litharit-
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sia Park with a unique view of the lake
and City Hall.

The island in the lake has a tradi-
tional, stone-built settlement with
picturesque alleyways, souvenir shops
and tavernas — often offering ques-
tionable value for money. It also hosts
a number of monastery complexes
from the Byzantine and post-Byzan-
tine era with impressive frescoes.

Ioannina has a vibrant nightlife,
with plenty of clubs, bars, theaters and
cinemas. Cultural activities abound
throughout the year.

Kalpaki, where
the tide of war turned

Kalpaki, some 35 kilometers north of loannina and
approximately the same distance from the Albanian
border, is a rare example of a growing Greek village
today. This is due to its geographical position
commanding the pass to loannina, which has helped
the town become a transportation hub for the
surrounding mountainous area. It was at this
unassuming position that the tide of the 1940 Italian
invasion turned and Greek forces went on to claim
the first victory for the allies in World War II. The
outnumbered and outgunned Greeks had expected
an invasion from Italian-occupied Albania for some
— time, but their plans

were based on the
principle of elastic
defense - designed to
minimize losses and
slow down the enemy
advance until a full

-~ mobilization could take
 effect.
But the regional Greek commander, General
Haralambos Katsimitros, convinced that the key to
success lay in holding the Kalpaki pass, the main
route to loannina, had resolved to ignore repeated
instructions by the General Staff and concentrated
the main bulk of his forces in Kalpaki. He mobilized
local volunteers to dig trenches, constructed anti-
tank defenses and even hid his meager artillery
firepower in mountain caves.
The Italians declared war on October 28. On
November 3, after heavy air bombardment of the
Greek positions, two columns of some 80 Italian
tanks approached the pass but were hogged down by
Greek artillery and anti-tank weapons, losing more
than half of their troops. For five days the Italians
tried to break through, but to no avail. On November
9, they gave up and withdrew. Elsewhere on the
front, their progress was mixed, but by the end of the
month Greek forces were well inside Albania. The
1940-41 War Museum in Kalpaki today contains
exhibits from the historic battle. A re-enactment of
the battle takes place on October 27. Visitors can also
visit the cave which served as Katsimitros’s
headquarters, with his bust outside. Historians have
argued that the Italian failure in Greece caused a
critical delay in Hitler’s attack on the Soviet Union.

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Lake Tsiviou

A huge landslide in the Peloponnese’s
mountainous region of Achaia in 1913 swept
down ariver gorge near the village of Tsivlos,
blocking the river and eventually creating a
deep lake covering an area of 20 hectares.
Lake Tsivlou today is a stunning location,
surrounded by lush forest and mountain
peaks and ideal for camping, fishing and
canoeing, as well as offering routes for 4x4
driving or trekking. There are two ways to
get there: either via the village of Akrata, 146
kilometers from Athens on the road to
Patras, and then another 29 km drive, or -
for a more scenic route, though tougher,
requiring a 4x4 - via the village of Diakofto
(about 160 km from Athens), from where the
lake is a 42 km drive. Follow the red sign
posts to Petrouchi and the summit of Ai-Lias
through fir forest, from where you have
superb view of the lake below, and then
descend via Kato Potamia. It takes about an
hour to walk around the lake.

The first parts of both routes from the sea,
which afford views of the Gulf of Corinth,
have been affected by forest fires but the
latter parts are amply rewarding.

In Tsivlos village, Panayiotis, who runs the
Petrino restaurant/guesthouse (tel
26960.34190) can advise on trekking routes.

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The Hellenic Institute of Marine Ar-
chaeology (HIMA) continued its re-
search this past summer and fall
with underwater surveys in three
areas of central Greece.
The South Euboean Gulf Survey, di-
rected by George Koutsouflakis,
and the Greek Department of Un-
derwater Antiquities focused their
investigations between Rhamnous
and Marathon in July. Since 2006,
the project has identified 11 ship-
wreck sites ranging in date be-
tween the late Archaic (late 6th to
early 5th centuries BC) and me-
dieval periods (13th century), with
most belonging to Hellenisticand
Roman merchants.

Furthernorth, in the Pagasitikos
Gulf, HIMA investigated a wreck
site in September near Cape Glaros.
There they discovered the poorly
preserved remains of not one but
two merchant ships, of Roman and
Byzantine dates, which had come
torest side by side and became en-
tangled on the seabed.

At nearby Cape Telegraphos,
HIMA also completed its final sea-
son of survey and excavation on

“Wreck Number 7,” a late 4th-
century Roman merchant ship
that sank with aload of wine, oil or
other foodstuffs contained in am-
phorae. Work on the site since 2003
has revealed that at least four dif-
ferent types of amphorae existed

Since 2006, the Hellenic Institute of Marine Archaeology (HIMA) has
identified the sites of 11 shipwrecks.

To-
gether they will begin excavating
amid-4th-century BC shipwreck re-
ported in 2006 near Alaminos,
west of Larnaca. The project, di-
rected by Demesticha, represents
an important new collaboration be-
tween HIMA, the University of
Cyprus and the Cypriot Depart-
ment of Antiquities.

THE WEEK IN
PERSPECTIVE

This is a week for exhibition-hopping. The
lecture circuits are quiet for the moment,
but, if you enjoy historiography, there is a
major international conference beginning on
Thursday, October 30, at the University of
Athens on Panepistimiou Street (central
building): “History Between Reflexivity and
Critique.” Organized by the journal Historein,
the International Commission of
Historiography and Theory of History and
the Historical Archive of the University of
Athens, the conference will feature speakers
from Greece, Hungary, the UK, Poland,
France, Bulgaria, Finland, China, Japan, Italy,
the United States and Australia.
Presentations will cover different

approaches to history and varieties of
historical critique. There will also be
discussion of the potentials and limitations
of history, including its nature, uses and
politics.

On the lighter side, a number of exhibitions
around town are well worth a look (see
adjacent listings). The new “Antikythera
Mechanism” exhibition, sponsored by the
Ministry of Culture at the lonic Center in
Plaka (see related story), combines
traditional displays of physical models with
computer-based, interactive displays that
allow visitors to try out a number of modern
technological tools recently used by
scientists to re-examine the amazing ancient
device.

For those not familiar with the Antikythera
mechanism, it is a miracle of ancient
technology, brought to lightin 1901as a
sediment-encrusted lump of bronze, but
now cleaned, studied and exhibited in the
National Archaeological Museum. X-rays and
computer modeling have recently allowed a
scientific team to “see” inside and
reconstruct the mechanism’s workings. The
scientists’ results are truly impressive and
lead us to understand that ancient Greek
