• A strip of tho native prairio twouly-flvje foot
wide, a ribbon of turned sod BIX feet wide find
down the center of the ribbon, straight as tho
Woedle points, a row «* pear trees. This, re-
peated thousands of times, is before tho oyo
of tho traveler riding from Houston to Oal-
Toatou. It 13 only two hours from tho Mag-
nolia city to the Oleander eity. Much of the
distance in over a const prairie, fifty feet above
the level of bayou and bay. From the cara
the prairie seems perfectly flat, but there aro
slight grades, enough for surface drainage.
As far as tho vision reached cattle grazed.
And that was supposed to be all that the great
prairie, its sandy loaia and its Bubirriiration,
•with inexhaustible water a dozen feat below
the turf, -was good for. Then a man named
Stringfollow camo down from tho north. Ho
wandered around over the prairie, poked holoi
in tho Hot. ribbed the loam contemplatively
between his fingers and said ho thought pear
trees wou!d grow there. Tho few poople who
lived on tho prairie laughed at him and said
they had novor heard of such a thing. Mr.
Striugfollow said he would try a couplo of
thousand trees, anyway. Then tho natives
lookod sofious and talked as if a man ought
to be restrained from throwing money away
in thpt fashion.

Mr. Struigfellow wont ahctid^ He bought
tho land at $5 or $(1 an aero, nnd could have
«ot thousands of acres for tho asking nt thut
figure. He put in hifj 12000 poar troos of tho
Le Conte- and Koiffor varieties. It has boon
about eight years since tho experiment was
begun. Tho poar trees boro, three, then five,
then eight, then ton bushels to tho tree. A
hole is (lug in tho ribbon of turned sod, just
largo enough to take in tho year old roots.
The sod-is woll packed around tho roots. On
the surface IB strewn throe pood handfuta of
cotton seed meal. That is all. Tho littlo rib-
bon of turned sod botwoon the strips of un-
broken prairio is kept clean of woods Soil
and climate do tho rest. Pear troos nourish as
they do nowhere olso under the stars nud
stripes. A jury of hie neighbors would hiivo
voted Mr. Strlagfollow crazy BIX yon** uttu.
To-day he la tho biggest man on all tho ooobt
prairie. Ho is Sir Omclo on fruit. His pear
trees have revolutionized conditions. The $5
laud is MO land—a good doal of it, Thou--
ftftndn nf nnrn* havn boon put into poar troos.
And no wonder! Stringfellow's orehnrd was
yielding &**) to the aero boforo it was six yours
old. People no longer refer to tho prairio us
the old Bait marsh. Experiments in other di-
rections than pear culture havo hc-~n tried.
One man has two acres in josanmino. Ho
culls tho flower tho double jessamine. Last
Bprina ho sold $2000 worth from tho two ncred.
AH soon an tho budu appear ho cuts it with a
atemGmohon long. Ton Ms and atoms aro
tied in a bunch and wrapped in wot paper.
One hundred bunches «o in a box, and tho box
travels 1000 miles or more to some city in the
fltill frozen north, where tho lovors-of nature's
sweetest odor quickly pay ICc. SOo and 2Cc a
bud. The grower receives from $ 8to $10 a
1000 for the buds. It is a novol industry, but
all sorts of unusual ways of making a living
are being developed on tho #rcat praixio.

Neit to the. ponra Mr. Slringfellow, who ia
now abundantly honored as ho was ridiculed
•when ho came on tho prairie, Bays tho straw-
berry is tho surest and most profitable) crop.

He saya this soil and climate will give $7.rX)
•worth of strawberries to tho aero. Picking
begins the last of February and by tho tniddlo
of March tho harvest is on. Jtcal estate men,
•who still have some of tho coast prairio to soil,
nay that five acro» will support a family well;
that a poar orchard five years old, as pricos
lor the fruit now rule, and aa trees now boor,
ii worth $1000 an aero. They say tbat tho coast
prairie can ship {warn to Now York as low as
37 centa per bushel and make a profir. Tho
prices realized have been, up to this time,
about $1 a bushel. It is ouo of tho odd sights
in Texas to see these pear trees, shooting up
io vigorously with raw prairio .oa both sides
of the rows, nnd .only tho narrow ribbon of
ground •broken. Out iu tho plain country, at
Merkel, where everything luscioui growa no w
by windmill irrigation, and where* nothing
grew except grass nnd long horna ten years
Bgo, the horticuJturintR tell a story at tho ex-
pense of the pioneer fruit ralnuiD. They sny
that when the worn on began to get tho idea
that fruit could bo produced nro nnd Morkol
they bored holea m the prairio with a post
auger, thrust in nn applo true, rammed down
an the roots three shovelfuls of fresh stable
manure and expected to mako cider the fol-
lowing year. This pear troo planting on tho
coast prairio approaches tho Morkol oxpori-
EDODt in labor saving, but then, O, what a
difference in results!

Deep Water Curtain.
Somewhere on tho Tems coast thoro will bo

n deep water harbor. Government millions
may made it or private enterprise may find it.
The experiment at tho mouth of tho Brazos
river ia interesting. A city was luid out thoro
among tho beautiful live ualin un tho Ut of
July, 1891. The flrat lot WRH sold ton days
later. Within six months thero was a popula-
tion of 1800 people. Iu. ."July, Ib'Jl, tfucsU
•lopt in a hoto.1 mado of timbers supported by
n oro»» piece. In July, 189:2, they atopped at
a house which coat $75,000.

Tho
creosote of tho pile-treating works has not
only stopped the ravages of tho little torodo.
but it has played tho mischief with somo of
tho groat oyster beds of Ualveston bay. At
Vcliwco they aro planning for tho timo when
Btfitimships too long to turn around comfort-
ably in tho boaom of tlio Brazos shall come
up to tho docks, and they are propimng for
tho basins nnd chutes which will facilitate tho
turning process. At an ologible looking place
on Galveston bay whore the Dickinson river
empties Chicago and Minneapolis capital
has laid out the sito of a brand-now city, six-
teen miles from,Galvoston, thirty miles from
Houston, nnd on tho ediro of the great coast
prairio which is being cut' up into orchards
nnd gardens.

How Lott Built the "Snp."
South Texas is full of strange things. The

trangencss is not tha oddity of the freak. It
s rathor in tho nnture of surprises in pro-
luots, In development, in industries, in
conory, in social conditions. In south Texas
ho traveler rides by rail 30 miles throuRh one
imu'ii pasture. Within the limit* of tlio \,&~-
ure is a city nnd half a dozen sottlomonts.
in south Texas threo distinct crops of grapoa
mve been taken from the vines in twelve
months. Two crops la tho regular thing in
ho vineyards below San Antonio. Tho fruit-

«rowmjr development of California and Florida
ias been heralded to the world. But tho pos-

sibilities of tho Texas Gulf region in that di-
rection aro only just beginning to be known
o tho pooplo who havo lived there all of thoir
ives. From south Texas camo a man who

built GOO miles of railroad with a live-dollar
Mil and faith, and the bill waa a borrowed one.
So moved up from Corpus Christi to San An-
tonio with all of his possessions hoaped on a
iwo-whoolcd cart. Ho K<?t a charter to build a
railroad troin San Antonio to Arausafi Pass.
EIo grndod a milo o f , it-, throwing a good
deal moro than ono shovel of dirt with
lia own hands. The receiver of an-
other road loaned this indofatignble buildor
enough old rails for a milo of track. In a
distant part of tho state was purchased an on-
line which had teen condemned six years be-
fore and sent to tho shops to ba wrecked for
sornp iron. Two old cars wero picked up
somewhere at a bnrguiu. Aud thai old uii-
ifine, drawing those old cnrs, steamed into
San Antonio. On engine and cars in hold let-
Coring was paintod in lamp black, "H. & A,
P." With ono milo of old rail trnok and with
tho equipment of tho old entrmo nnd tho two
old cnrs Uriah Lott uturtod tho Ai-aiuaa I'liss
systom. Thero has been somo tall tinnnoicr-
inff in tho history of railroad building in tins
country, but thoro isn't anything which, for
dazzling pluck, quito approaches tho story of
tho building of this COO miles of rond iu south
Toms. To tho one milo of track three wero
added—threo miles by a dicker for somo sec-
ond hand rails which a street car company hnd
bought from a narrow gaugo company. On
this basis a credit trado wa* made with a
Pennsylvania rolling mill foi- ten miles of
rails. When they arrived thoro wasn't money
enough in the treasury to pay the freight. But
it was got BOinohow. Ton miles of truck unvo
tho foundation for bonds whloh built forty
miles more, and BO tlio system grew into ita
present proportions. Tins man who built tho
Arnnsos Pass system rode from San Antonio
to Chicago nt one critical poriod in his enter-
prise without n cent in his pocket. Ho had
transportation, but ho hadn't anything to buy
food, und ho wont through hungry.

' Aranfttui POM I^lyn Stock.
Tho strangest thing at Aransas Pass IB a

aartam livo stock industry. Behind tho pass,
upon what aro called "tho middle grounds,"
grows u peculiar kind of aoa wood. This

•ocd is tho favorite food of tho aroen soa
turtle. Thero nro bull turtles nnd cow turtles
nnd turtle calves. Thoyoome in horde from
nobody knowa whoro to prnzo fathoms doop
on tho tender onds of this wood. They coma
aud food nnd go without ovor showing tliom-
polves willingly on ahoro. Tho old idea ol
turtle hunting is tocntoh tho unwieldy nni-
mal napping on tho sand and flop him ovor on
his back boforo he can wobblo down to h r
native element. But that is not the kind of
turtle catching pursued nt Aransos Pass.
Nets like those iiBod for fish, only mado of
much stronger twine, aro atrunR along in con-
venient places near the turtle pastures. Thoy
aro attached to nonts. Tho turtle catcher
knows tho hours nt which tho herds usually
sook or loavo the postures. Ho leaves his
camp on the bench nnd goos out i& his boat
to n convenient distance from the nets, nnd
thcro'ho waits raid watches for a violent agita-
tion of tho floats. Tho nets aro not set with
tho Idea that thoy will inclose the turtlo. They
aro strechod out to cover, ns much spnco na
possible with tho exception that {joins to tlu
postures or coining from them tho turtle wil
strike tho net with his flippers and become en-
tangle in tho meshes. Early morning is the
best timo for catching. And tho turtle is
hoisted out of tho tangle and into the boat as
quickiy ns possible. Thero is no dnugor oi
trio not being cut, for the groen sen turtle, un-
like his snapping rolntivo, has noteoth. Bu]
tho apocios is very strong with tho nippers nnc
may break some of the net if loft to flounder
around too lonu;.

On his back in tho bottom of the boat goon
tho monster, and there ho io harmless nni
helpless. Tho atnto of captivity is completed
by tying tho flippers across the under shell
After that the catcher goea on looking foi
moro. Unless the hoad is allowed to drop too
fnr back the turtlo will live comfortably i
month or moro on his back in tho bottom o
tiie boat. But it isn't usual to apply the tos
of endurance to such a dogroe. Onco a week
tho turtle-catcher hoists sail nnd runs ovo
tho bay to tho storehouses. Thoro ore pons
in shallow water, mado safe by heavy stock
ados of posts driven closo together. In those
pens the turtles aro turned looso with abou
tho Bame freedom that cattle nro givon in tho
yards at n shipping point. And they aro a
docile p.s onttlo usually aro when thus suddenly
deprived of liberty.

Aflliction'n eons nro brothers in dlstroflB—
in turt.lo na well as othor kind. Tho turtles
lie quietly in tho pons, with only anocoasiona
protost. Now and then somo monstnr wil
riso to tho surface, raise hia head nnd bellow
hoarsely. Tho sound is rather awe-inspiring
but really the only danger in handling thr
turtle is from a stroko of tho flippers, nnd thi
kick is not very bnd. It IB no easy job, how
over, to lift them about. Somo of the bul
turtles run ui* to G50 pounds. Thnt is as
much ns a yearling Texas steer will weigh. A
Rood avorajjo weight is 400 pounds. Tho
turtlo calves weigh from forty pounds up
wnrd.

Tho turtles boloctcd for shipment go all o
tho way to Now York and othor epicurean con
tew alive. They are put into wooden framcc
called crates. Thoro they lie on thoir back
with their heads propped up.

To the Texan who wishes to lay by for a

:iold, ugnln&t execution, flvo cows and thoir
calves, and two yoko of oxon, ona Run, two
ion>CM and a wagon, a carriage or buKgy, all
Bnddloa and harness neocssary for family uao,
twenty hend of nogs and twenty head of sheep
and tho current wages. This is a curious law.
Tho man who soil sugar and flour, uiont and
potatoes, elotht's nnd thooa nnd other things
jomotimoa crumble bocauso they can't collect
[.hair billn. But thon, on tho mhor hand, this
is a grout etato fnr the poor man. It is easier
Io accumulate in Texas than anywhoro O!BO
in the union. Even the Tuxns tax gnthcror
ha« A thuvfnr-niul-no-farther lino drawn
acrotm his pathway. Doatb and taxes may bo
the suro things everywhere olso, but in this
atcto taxes stop ahort of ftomotliinji. Farm
products in the hands ot the fnrmor and fami-
ly supplies for homo and farm use aro not
taxable. -Tho sowing mAclilnu is beyond tho
roach otUio collector, nnd with it $250 worth
•of furnitnro. Tho lawa of exomjiticn from ox-
eoution will irom taxation nro very fnvoniblo
to tho ^RriculturlBt, inure BO than anywhere
olae in thooouth or north. This may explain
why only 9 por cent nf tho population of
Texan is found in oitioa, while in Illinois tho
urban proportion is 50 per cent, and iu othor
states from 40 to 00'per cent.

Thero is anothor class of queer things in
Tcxna. A,t Boorno tho people show the visitor
tho strange conceit of tlio late Dr. Bayard.
It was so many years ago tho doctor oamo to
Texas thnt nobody can tell just tho date. He
was cccentiic ns long as tho neighborhood
chronicles reach buck. By tho occasional
practice of medicine, by tilling a littlo farm
and in various way« tho doctor mado an easy
living and had -much lomuro. In his Hpnro
houru he ohiselod out n tomb for himaolf iu tho
rock. In tho first placoho dug a shaft, almost
perpendicular. On top he placed a door. A
ladder lot him down aa tho work proceeded.
At what ho conceived to be a convenient
depth, this oecontrio character slowly and la-
boriously howod out m tho solid rock a niche
in which he could ho comfortably. For sev-
eral years before he died ho was m tho habit
of going down into tho tomb, stretching him-
nolf out and waiting for tho summons. Death
did not nccedo. to tho hermit's wishes. It
camp like a thief in the night. Neighbors
carried out tho instructions loft. They took
tho body down tiie ladder, put it in the niche
ond comontod tho cover. Dr. Bnynrd, in an
unusual fi t of confidence, told that ho was one
of tho Bayards of Delaware, but ho novor
explained his.solf-irnposed oxilo or accounted
for hia peculiar wayB.

In southwest Tuxa« is the famous Bnlconos
ranch. It is a monument to a class who
helped to give Texas her peculiar reputation.
Balcones ranch wns "Unproved" by a wealthy
Englishman who came out from the old coun-
try with a pocketful of money and hia hoad
full of ideas of a good time. Ho put oa the
raw land the usual improvements, and thon he
added a race track, ft polo ground and various
diverting institutions. Whilo tho money
last&d and "Mo Lud" lived tho fun was fast
and furious for everybody who ohone to come.
But the end of a check book nnd of a fast life
woro ronched toga thor. Balcones raoeh is
now conducted on moro sober lines for what
thoro is in it.

Orange, on tho Sabino, is where the saw
mills nro oat-ing up tho pino logs at a rate
which would exhaust a supply less mngnifl-
oent than southeast Texas furnishes. On tho
principal street in Ornngo stands n mnssivo
oak tree. Until a fow days ago thero projected
straight out from the troo ovor tho street a
strong limb nbout ton foot from the ground
On one sido of tho Sabino is Texas and on tho
other Louisiana. Tho lawlodfl element for
many years found it easy to cross from ono
Bide of tho Snhmo to tho other nnd doilgn tho
consequences of crnno until tho indignation
of tho public mind had subsided. Twico
Orange lost n Bhorift at tho murderous hands
of this element. And twice tbo murderer was
brought in and swung off from that onkon
l imb so conveniently overhanging tho chiof
thoroughfare of tho city. On ono or two
other occasions nature's gnllowa hoa borne
fruit. But tho limb hua Kone. A man with
n saw climbed tho oak trco and in ten min-
utes tho limb foil,' while tho city Jookod ot
approvingly nt the unspoken Rjiggeatirm that
hereafter the law to allowed to take Ita
course.

The 'Charleston News and Courier's Ex-
amination of Crop Conditions.

CHARLKSTON, S; C., Nov. 18.—Tlio Kewe and
Courier haa had an exhaustive examination
made of tho condition of tho cotton crop of
tho nouth.

pears that tho crop will ecarcoly exceed
0,000,000 balos.

Tho News and Courier (intimates thnt tho
crop of South Carolina will l>o about two-
thirds that of lost yoar, tmd eayu that it ia uuld
aa fast aa it i« picked.

A leading member of tho Mobile cotton ex-
change estimates that tho crop ia tihort by 40
por cant, aud that one-half the crop haa been
sold.

The Enquiror-Sun of Columbus, Oa., says
that cotton fields in that and adjoining suc-
tions arc almost entirely baro.. It m n con-
servative statement to sa'y fully n mo-ton tha of
the crop there has been picked and marketed.
The yield in somo sections ia conceded to be
50 per cent leas than Inat year.

The Memphis Appeal says: "It is estimated
that tho crop in Memphis territory, TonnoRseo.
western Arkansas nnd Mississippi will be fully
40 per cent ICES thnr. lust j-car. It tt probable
that from 50 to UO per cent of the crop m thin
territory uu& boon marketed."

Tho Fort Worth Gazette Bays: "Tho man-
mum estimate of tho Texas cotton crop is
1,900,000 bales. Frost has killed all tho top
crop. At least 05 por cent of the crop has
passed out of tho first hands."
