TOWERS OF MIDNIGHT, by Robert Jordan and Brandon Sanderson. (Tor,
$29.99.) Book 13 of the Wheel of Time fantasy series.

THE CONFESSION, by John Grisham. (Doubleday, $28.95.) A man who
committed a despicable crime but allowed another to be sent to death row in
his place now wants to admit his guilt, but must convince the authorities he’s
telling the truth.

INDULGENCE IN DEATH, by J. D. Robb. (Putnam, $26.95.) Lt. Eve Dallas
tangles with what she fears is a thrill killer; by Nora Roberts, writing
pseudonymously.

THE GIRL WHO KICKED THE HORNET'’S NEST, by Stieg Larsson. (Knopf,
$27.95.) The third volume of a trilogy about a Swedish hacker and a journalist.
