Situation in Israel: Extinct!
Threate: Habitat dectruction, invasive epecies, feral cate.

The Biblical Zoo initiated programs for the reintroduction of sand
cats into the Arava, near Kibbutz Lotan.

The reintroduction program was unsuccessful, and the animals,
which came from the zoo’s sand cat breeding nucleus, did not
survive.

However, failure, too, is important, as it raises public awareness
of the dangers affecting sand-dune habitats in Southern Israel.
Without a comprehensive program for the conservation of these
habitats, many other species of mammals, reptiles, rodents and
birds that live there will simply vanish!
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
