# The population estimate of the locality includes a high percentage of residents

of institutions (over 50% according to the 1995 Census of Population and Housing).

The data on residents of institutions remaind constant since the 1995 Census.
(1) The data is based upon the results of the 1995 population

census supplemented by changes recorded in the population register
of the Ministry of the Interior. Population estimates do not include the foreign
workers population.This population is estimated at about 222 thousand persons
at the end of 2008.(some of them stayed in Israel for less then a year).

(2) The annual growth rate is based on the assumption that the growth
observed during the first six months of the year will continue until

the end of the year. However, it is known that a large portion of the

address changes occur during the summer months (July and August).

This in turn, may influence the growth rate of the localities.

(3) The total population includes 200 residents who had been

registered in the Israeli localities (the jewish localities) in the Gaza Area and
Northern Samaria, which were evacuated in August 2005, but did not

notify the Ministry of Interior of their new address.
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
