Training.—The training of the several Units of the Contingent was adapted
to meet the special conditions arising from War. A large proportion

of the cadets of the Artillery Unit, which was at full strength, devoted
their whole time to training. This system of full time training was more
fully organised after the appointment of Major W. B. Grandage to

command the Unit in November, 1915, when the Headquarters of the

Unit were transferred from South Kensington to the City of London
R.F.A. Headquarters, Handel Street, Bloomsbury.
The Engineer Unit was under training at South Kensington and many
cadets devoted their whole time to the work.
In the Infantry Unit, training was carried on both at the Colleges of the

University and under a system of continuous training at South Ken-
sington and in a camp at Perivale, near Ealing, and of this continuous
course many cadets were able to take advantage, both during the vaca-

tion and during term. By a War Office letter, dated November 26th,

1915, as modified by later communications, the work of the Infantry

Unit was restricted (after a brief interval to enable existing cadets to

complete their training for commissions) to cadets under the age of 19.

Upon attaining military age, infantry cadets were attested and upon
being called to the colours reports were made to the War Office respect-

ing those considered suitable for commissions.
The Medical Unit encamped for its annual training during the summer
vacation on Salisbury Plain. Arrangements were also made for camp
training during the other vacations and for periods of intensive training

in preparation for the special examinations for Certificates A and B
held for cadets of this Unit. Upon the announcement of the War Office

decision in regard to the younger medical students taking combatant
commissions, a considerable number of medical cadets transferred to the

Artillery and Infantry Units.

New Headquarters.—In April, 191 5, the Headquarters of the Contingent
were removed from the University Buildings, South Kensington, to

46, Russell Square, W.C.
Officers School oj Instruction.—The School of Instruction for Officers was
formed again for 100 officers in April, 191 5, and was located for one
month at South Harrow in buildings and grounds belonging to Mr.
John Lewis, kindly lent by the owner. In May the School was trans-

ferred to a field adjoining University College Athletic Ground at Perivale,

near Ealing, and places allotted to officers of the Territorial Force, four

courses being held there in successive months, one for junior and three

for senior officers. In October the School was removed to winter quarters

at the Barracks, Hertford. The School was under the command of

Lieut.-Col. D, 8. Capper, assisted by Major A. R. Richardson, Lieut.
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J. B. K. Preedy, and two regular officers. From the outbreak of War to

the end of 191 5, eight monthly courses were held and more than 900
officers passed through the School.

627. Of the cadets who did not proceed to commissions, the following

were on the strength at the end of the training year :—Artillery, o ;

Engineer, 66 ; Infantry, 315 (including 94 medical students) ; Medical,

360 ; total, 741. The remainder resigned during the year to proceed
to Officer Cadet Units for further training for commissions, or to enlist,

or for other reasons.

Training.—The training of the Artillery Unit was continued at Handel Street

until March, 191 6, when new arrangements for the training of Artillery

officers took effect, and the Unit was temporarily disbanded. A letter

dated March 9th, 191 6, was received from the Army Council expressing

their appreciation of the excellent work which had been carried out by
the officers and staff of this Unit in training cadets for commissions
since the commencement of hostilities.

The Engineer Unit was under training at South Kensington. In addition

to the students of the various Engineering Colleges connected with the

University who were enrolled, a considerable number of professional

engineers who had returned to England from the Colonies or abroad
were given preliminarv training in the Unit at the request of the War
Office.

The training of the Infantry Unit was carried on both at the Colleges

of the University and under a system of continuous training at South
Kensington. In July, 191 6, an unofficial camp lasting a fortnight was held

for the Engineer and Infantry Units in the Park of Chequers Court,

Bucks, by kind permission of Col. Sir Arthur Lee. Strength—6 officers

and 208 cadets.

The training of the Medical Unit was carried on under more normal
conditions, and the Unit was encamped for its annual training during

the summer vacation at the R.A.M.C. Training Centre at Codford,

Salisbury Plain. Seven officers and 333 cadets attended the camp, and
one officer and 28 cadets of the Cambridge University O.T.C. were
attached. A camp was also held during the Easter vacation. Special ex-

aminations for Certificates A and B were held for cadets of this Unit in

June and November, at which 23 cadets obtained Certificate A, and 9
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Certificate B. The Unit having attained its full strength (360 cadets),

medical students in excess of the establishment were temporarily en-

rolled in the Infantry Unit pending transfer to the Medical Unit.

Command oj the Contingent.—Upon the resignation of Lt.-Col. D. S. Capper
as Chairman of the Military Education Committee and his relinquish-

ing the command of the Contingent to take up other military duties,

the Committee, on March 23rd, 191 6, adopted the following Resolu-

tion :

—
" That the Committee record their appreciation of the services

rendered by Lt.-Col. Capper as Chairman of the Committee since its

institution in 1908 and as senior officer of the University of London
Officers Training Corps since its establishment in January, 1909, and
as Commanding Officer of the Contingent since August ist, 191 2 ; and
especially desire to recognise the work done by him during the strenuous

period since War was declared, and to wish him success in his new
military appointment."

System of Granting Commissions.—The adoption of the Military Service Act
early in the year naturally had an effect on the scope of the work of

Senior Contingents of the Officers Training Corps. In February, 1916,

the Army Council decided that commissions in the Cavalry, Royal

Artillery, Royal Engineers, Infantry and Army Service Corps would,

in general, only be given to '-—-{a) N.C.O's and men who had completed a

recruit's course, or its equivalent, preference being given to those who had
served with the Expeditionary Forces and who had been recommended
by their Commanding Officers, {b) Cadets from the Senior or Junior

Divisions of the Officers Training Corps who had attained the age of

i8| years and who were recommended by their Commanding Officers,

Selected candidates were sent to an Officer Cadet Unit to undergo a course

of training extending over a period of four months before being recom-

mended for commissions. Cadets of the Officers Training Corps enlisted

upon proceeding to an Officer Cadet Unit. The general effect of these

new arrangements on the work of the Infantry Unit was that admission,

with some exceptions, was restricted to students under the age of iSi

years. In addition, a limited number of candidates under iSi years who
had recently served in a junior Contingent, and were recommended
by the Commanding Officer of the School Contingent as suitable were

admitted as extra-mural cadets. Cadets of the Infantry Unit were recom-

mended for admission to Officer Cadet Units between the ages of i8|

and 19 years, and were usually required, before being given a recom-

mendation to go through a period of full-time training.

Under the Military Service Act, senior medical students were allowed

to continue their medical studies with a view to qualifying, but it was
decided by the Army Council that all medical students of military age

who were exempted from active military service should enrol in their

University Officers Training Corps.

Officers School of Instruction.—The School of Instruction for Officers was
continued at Hertford during January and February, 191 6, and com-
pleted its work at the end of February, 191 6, at about the time when
the new arrangements for the training of men for commissions came
into operation. From the outbreak of War, ten monthly courses were

held and more than 1,100 officers passed through the School. A donation
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of £$o was sent to the Officers' Families Fund from the balance of

the funds of the School.

1917.

Strength.—The number of officers on the strength on September 30th,

1917, was 22 :—Headquarters, 2 ; Engineer Unit, 3 ; Infantry Unit,

7 ; Medical Unit, 10. Of these officers, 4 were specially employed by
the War Office or Admiralty for other duties.

During the training year ended September 30th, 191 7, the number of

individual cadets who were members of the several Units (cadets trans-

ferred from one Unit to another being counted for the Unit to which
last transferred) was as follows :—Engineer, 220 ; Infantry, 561 (in-

cluding 102 medical students who were temporarily enrolled in this

Unit pending transfer to the Medical Unit) ; Medical, 502 ; total, 1,283.

Of these cadets, the following proceeded to commissions during the

training year or having resigned during that year obtained commissions
before the end of 191 7 :—Engineer, 133 ; Infantry, 207 (including 33
medical students) ; Medical, 143 ; total, 483. Of the cadets who did not

proceed to commissions, the following were on the strength at the end
of the training year :—Engineer, 40 ; Infantry, 188 (including 53 medical
students) ; Medical, 317 ; total, 545. The remainder resigned during
the year to proceed to Officer Cadet Units for further training for com-
missions, or to enlist, or for other reasons.

The decreases shown in the foregoing statistics for cadets under train-

ing, in relation to the corresponding statistics for the previous year, were
due in part to the disbandment of the Artillery Unit but mainly to the
reduction in the age for compulsory service in the Army from 19 to 18.

A considerable number of boys who would in the ordinary way have
become University students enlisted on attaining the age of 1 8 and were
given military training in training reserve battalions.

Training.—The Engineer Unit continued its training at South Kensington.
The training of the Infantry Unit was carried out for the most part at

the O.T.C. Quarters at South Kensington. Under the system of con-
tinuous training there was an average number of about 100 cadets. Part-

time training was provided for the remaining cadets. In August, 191 7,

an unofficial camp for the combatant Units was held in the Park of

Chequers Court, Bucks, by kind permission of Colonel Sir Arthur Lee.
Strength^7 officers, 150 cadets.

The Medical Unit carried out its Annual Training during the period

July 2ist—August 4th at Windmill Hill, Salisbury Plain. Strength

—

9 officers and 250 cadets. Medical cadets from the O.T.C. contingents of
the Universities of Oxford, Manchester, Birmingham, Leeds, Sheffield

and Bristol were attached for the training, bringing the total number
attending camp up to ii officers and 344 cadets.

Guard of Honour.—A Guard of Honour was mounted upon His Majesty
the King upon the occasion of the opening of the School of Oriental

Studies (London Institution) on February 22nd, 191 7.

Letterfrom the King.—A copy of the Report of the Military Education Com-
mittee for 1 91 6 having been submitted to the King, a letter from His
Majesty's Private Secretary, dated February 28th, 191 7, was received,

conveying an expression of the gratification His Majesty felt " at the
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fine record of services rendered by the University of London Officers

Training Corps during the War, as is shown in the Report, which the

King was interested to read "
; and adding that His Majesty, as Colonel-

in-Chief of the Officers Training Corps, " was pleased to notice the

siTiart and soldierly bearing of the officers and men on parade when a

Guard of Honour was furnished by the University of London con-

tingent of this Corps at the recent opening of the School of Oriental

Studies."

Gift oj Portrait of the late Lieut.-Col. Arthur Egerton.—Early in 1917, the

Hon. Lady Egerton presented to the University an oil portrait of her

son, the late Lieut.-Col. Arthur Egerton, Coldstream Guards, first

Adjutant of the University of London O.T.C. who was killed in action

near Loos in September, 191 5. The gift was gratefully accepted by the

Senate on March 21st, 191 7, and it was decided that, pending the estab-

lishment of permanent Headquarters for the Contingent, the portrait

should be hung in the University building.

System of Granting Commissions

.

—In the first instance the age for compul-
sory service was 19 years, and cadets of the Senior Contingents con-

tinued their University studies until accepted for admission to an Officer

Cadet Unit between the ages of 182 and 19 years. The reduction of the

age for compulsory service to 18 years early in 191 7 brought about a

further reduction in the age for the admission of cadets to the Contingents,

and for their admission, after training in the O.T.C, to Officer Cadet

Units. Admission to the Engineer and Infantry Units of the Contingent

was restricted to students under the age of 17 years 9 months and to a

limited number of extra-mural cadets who had within two months served

in a Junior (or School) Contingent of the O.T.C. and were recommended
by their Commanding Officer as suitable. In the case of candidates

who had had adequate service in the Junior Division, the age limit for

admission to the Contingent was raised to 18 years, or in exceptional

cases, to a higher age.

At the age of 1 8 years (this being the age in force for compulsory service

in the Army) suitable cadets were recommended for admission to Officer

Cadet Units, and those not recommended were called to the Colours^

and discharged from the O.T.C. Admission to an Officer Cadet Unit

was usually effected at the age of 18I years. In order to be recommended
for admission to an Officer Cadet Unit, a cadet was required to have

completed before attaining the age of 18 a year's part-time training in

the Contingent, or three months' full-time training immediately before

attaining the age of i8. Between the ages of 18 and i8|, cadets who had

been recommended for admission to Officer Cadet Units and whose

applications had been approved by the War Office, were permitted to

continue their training in the Officers Training Corps until posted to

an Officer Cadet Unit.

As regards the position of medical students, a comprehensive Army
Council Instruction (No. 2290 of 191 6) was issued in December, 1916,

which cancelled previous Instructions and defined the position of

medical students under the Military Service Acts. Briefly, the pro-

visions of this Instruction allowed all fourth and fifth year medical

students to continue their medical studies and gave instructions for the
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return to their medical schools of students in those years who were
serving in the Army, Medical students in their first, second and third

years were allowed to continue their studies if not passed fit for general

service (Category A). It was made a proviso in all cases that these stud-

ents should enrol in an O.T.C. This Instruction was modified by Army
Council Instruction 341 of 191 7, issued in February, 191 7, by which
all first, second and third year students under 31 years of age and placed

in medical Category Bi were called up for service with the Colours. A
further modification was introduced by Army Council Instruction 1785
of 191 7, issued in September, 191 7, which allowed third year medical

students who had commenced their medical studies before August ist,

1 914, and were serving in the Army, to return to their schools.

1918.

Strength.—Officers on the strength on September 30th, 1918:—Head-
quarters, 2 ; Engineer Unit, 2 ; Infantry Unit, 6 ; Medical Unit, 10

;

total, 20. Of these 4 were specially employed by the War Office or

Admiralty for other duties.

During the training year ended September 30th, 191 8, the number of

individual cadets who were members of the several Units (cadets trans-

ferred from one Unit to another being counted for the Unit to which
last transferred) was as follows : —Engineer, 162 ; Infantry, 305 ;

Medical, 540 ; total, 1,007. ^^ these cadets, the following proceeded

to commissions during the training year or having resigned during

that year obtained commissions before the end of 191 8 :—Engineer,

49 ; Infantry, 62 ; Medical, 167 ; total, 278. Of the cadets who did not

proceed to commissions, the following were on the strength at the end
of the training year :—Engineer, 71 ; Infantry, 131 ; Medical, 318 ;

total, 520. The remainder resigned during the year to proceed to Officer

Cadet Units for further training for commissions, or to enlist, or for other

reasons.

Training.—The Engineer Unit continued its training at South Kensington.
A number of cadets completed their training for Officer Cadet Units
with a six weeks' course in general field engineering at the R.E. School

of Instruction, Esher, by special arrangement of the Commandant, Capt.

E. O. Courtman.
The training of the Infantry Unit was carried out for the most part at

the O.T.C. Quarters at South Kensington. Under the system of full-

time training there was an average number of about 100 cadets. Part-

time training was provided for the remaining cadets. In July, 1918, an
unofficial camp for the combatant Units was held in the Park of Chequers
Court, Bucks., by kind permission of Colonel Lord Lee. Strength—

officers, 140 cadets.

Arrangements had been made for the Medical Unit to carry out its

Annual Training at Tidworth, Salisbury Plain, during the period July
24th to August 7th, 1 91 8, in conjunction with the medical units of the

O.T.C. Contingent of other L^niversities. Within a few days of the date

fixed for the commencement of the training, orders were received from
the War Office cancelling the camp on account of the epidemic of in-

fluenza.
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System of Granting Cotmnissions

.

—On January 28th, 1918, a letter was
addressed to the War Office by the Chairman on behalf of the Military
Education Committee with reference to the regulations in force for the

full-time training of cadets of the Senior Division of the Officers Train-
ing Corps. It was suggested that cadets should be permitted to continue
their general University education, subject to a reasonable number of

hours of military training. In reply, a letter, dated May 30th, 191 8, was
received granting a discretion as to the number of hours per week to be
devoted to general education and military training respectively ; and
suggesting that the undergraduate should, in term time, get as much
education as possible and, in vacations, should concentrate on military

instruction.

Letterfrom the King.—A copy of the Report of the Military Education Com-
mittee for the year 191 7 having been submitted to the King, His Majesty
was pleased to send an assurance of the interest with which he had learnt

that the University of London Contingent of the Officers Training Corps
continued " to uphold the record of splendid services which it has

rendered in the past."

Armistice.—At their first meeting following the Armistice, declared on
November nth, 191 8, the Military Education Committee adopted a

Resolution recording their thankfulness for the successful issue of the

War, their high appreciation of the services rendered in the War by
officers who had been trained in the University of London Officers

Training Corps, and their deep sympathy with the relatives of the former

officers and cadets who had fallen in the War and with those who had
suffered from wounds or as prisoners of War.
A letter dated December 24th, 191 8, was received from the Army Council

addressed to the Vice-Chancellor referring to the ready help rendered

by the University as a whole and by those members who had worked
incessantly as officers of the Contingent, expressing the thanks of the

Army Council to him as representing the University of London, and
begging him to convey the appreciation of the Council to all those who
had assisted in the work.

Strength on the date of the Armistice :—H.Q., 2 officers ; Engineer

Unit, 2 officers, 73 cadets ; Infantry Unit, 5 officers, 173 cadets ; Medical

L'nit, 12 officers, 314 cadets. Of these officers, i was specially employed

by the jNIinistry of Munitions. Total, 21 officers, 560 cadets.

Total number of cadets enrolled from the establishment of the Con-

tingent (7th Jan., 1909) to the Armistice (nth Nov., 191 8) 6164 (of

whom 2081 were first enrolled before the outbreak of War and 4083
during the War). 4218 rendered commissioned service in the War and

560 cadets were on the strength at the date of the -\rmistice.

War Trophies.—The War Trophies Committee allocated to the University

a German Field Gun, the object of the gun being " to recall to future

generations the part played by both officers and cadets of the Contingent

in preparing candidates for commissions during the Great War." At a

later date a German Heavy Gun and Carriage w^as presented by the War
Office. Both trophies were accepted with thanks by the Senate, the first

being placed in the quadrangle at South Kensington behind the Univer-

sity Building, and the second in the Standing Camp of the Contingent
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at Great Kimble, acquired in 191 9. The Naval War Trophies Com-
mittee allocated to the University of London Officers Training Corps
an 88MI\I. German Gun and Alounting, obtained from ex-German
Submarine U.B. 42, which was also placed in the Standing Camp at

Great Kimble. The Air Ministry presented as War Trophies an Aero-

plane Engine, an Altimeter, and a Compass, surrendered by Germany
under the terms of the Peace Treaty.

War Memorial.—In December, 191 9, the Senate gave their sanction to the

issue of an Appeal for funds for establishing a War Memorial to the past

members of the University of London Officers Training Corps who had
fallen in the War and to commemorate the War Service of past and
present members of the Contingent, and authorised the appointment of

an Appeal Committee which was constituted early in 1920. The Chan-
cellor of the University (Colonel the Earl of Rosebery) and the Chairman
of the Military Education Committee (Major Sir Ed^ ard Busk) accepted

the offices of President and Vice-President of this Committee. The
Honorary Secretaries were the two survivors of the five former cadets

who obtained the Victoria Cross during the War—Major B. IVL Clout-

man, V.C., M.C., and Brevet-Major A. C. T. White, V.C, M.C. ; Hon.
Treasurer, Capt. T. LI. Humberstone. In addition to representatives

of the University, appointment to the Committee was accepted by a

number of distinguished members, both military and civil, including

Field-Marshals F. Foch, Lord French and Sir Henry Wilson. The
Appeal proposed the provision of a suitable memorial in London of a

purely commemorative character ; and as supplementing this memorial
it was suggested that a permanent hall might be provided for the Stand-

ing Camp of the Contingent at Great Kimble, near Princes Risborough,

which should include a personal memorial to the late Lt.-Col. Arthur
Egerton, Coldstream Guards, first Adjutant of the University of London
O.T.C. (1909-13). The Appeal was issued in March, 1920, to past and
present officers and cadets of the University of London O.T.C. and
their friends, to students, graduates, teachers and officers of the Univer-
sity, to its Colleges, Schools and Institutions, to all who had been
associated with members of the Contingent in their work for the War,
and to others desiring to assist in establishing the memorial and in im-
proving the facilities for military training within the University ot

London.
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
