Each day, NFIB/California walks the halls of the capitol to remind our elected
leaders about what is important to small business owners like you. We know
that improving the health of small businesses will improve the overall health
of California and the nation’s economy. And that starts with ensuring that
Sacramento politicians know how the laws they propose will affect you and
your business.

As a non-partisan organization, NFIB annually tracks the votes of each

member of the state Assembly and Senate on legislation that would have a
significant impact on California’s small businesses. We then compile a voting
record to provide a critical evaluation of each legislator’s attitude toward small
businesses. We provide this voting record to members so that you can hold
your legislators accountable. Do your representatives truly “walk the walk” when
it comes to supporting Main Street and jobs?

The NFIB/California Voting Record is developed by selecting key bills that have
been voted on by the Legislature that affect small businesses. In 2014, 25
members of the Assembly and 13 members of the Senate had voting records
of 70 percent or better. Their positions on issues important to California small
businesses are a significant component of the NFIB/CA SAFE Trust PAC
decision-making process.

If your legislator was someone who supported the more than three million small
businesses in California, make sure you thank them. However, if your legislator’s
record was less than stellar, take the time to reach out to them and share
information on what policies will help you run and grow your business. Please
contact our office if we can assist in setting up a meeting either in Sacramento
or the district office of your legislator.

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Paid Sick Leave (AB 1522):

Mandates three days of paid sick
leave for all employees, even part-time,
and it can accrue to six days. Creates
a new right to sue for discrimination
against employers who retaliate
against employees for requesting time
off. A “No” vote supports the NFIB
position. Passed Assembly 52-25.
Passed Senate 22-8. Signed by
Governor Brown.

Regulation Database (AB

1612): Requires the Office
of Administrative Law to create a
searchable database for regulations
available to the public. A “Yes” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed
Assembly 74-0. Passed Senate 36-0.
Vetoed by Governor Brown.

Standardized Regulatory

Impact Analyses for New
Regulations (AB 1711): Requires
agencies to include a standardized
impact analysis for all new proposed
regulations at the start of the
regulatory drafting process. A
“Yes” vote supports the NFIB
position. Passed Assembly 79-0.
Passed Senate 34-0. Signed by
Governor Brown.

Failure to Pay Penalties

(AB 1723): Expands penalty,
restitution and damages against an
employer cited for failure to pay timely
wages to a resigned or discharged
employee. A “No” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed Assembly
54-24. Passed Senate 22-11. Signed
by Governor Brown.

Employer Payroll Liability (AB

1897): Union-sponsored bill that
creates an equal liability for employers
who hire subcontractors to provide
labor, making them equally responsible
for payment of a subcontractor’s
employees’ wages, taxes, workers’
compensation and unemployment.
A “No” vote supports the NFIB
position. Passed Assembly 47-24.
Passed Senate 22—12. Signed by
Governor Brown.

Wage Liens (AB 2416): Allows

employees to file high priority
liens against employers’ real or
personal property based on alleged
claims of wage non-payment. A “No”
vote supports the NFIB position.
Passed Assembly 43-27. Failed
Senate 13-15. Bill was defeated in
the Senate.

Contracts: Civil Rights

Violations (AB 2617):
Interferes with federal court rulings
by prohibiting any contract containing
a waiver of the right to sue for civil
rights violations. A “No” vote
supports the NFIB position.
Passed Assembly 50-24. Passed

Regulatory Cost Impact on

Businesses (AB 2723): Defines
“cost impact” in regulation reviews to
include direct costs of regulations on
businesses. A “Yes” vote supports
the NFIB position. Passed Assembly
79-0. Passed Senate 34-0. Vetoed by
Governor Brown.

Ban on Single-Use Plastic

Bags (SB 270): Bans the state-
wide use of single-use plastic bags
by retailers and grocers. Also requires
retailers to charge at least 10 cents for
each paper bag used. A “No” vote
supports the NFIB position. Passed
Assembly 45-31. Passed Senate
22-15. Signed by Governor Brown.
10 Minimum Wage Increase

(SB 935): Increases the

state minimum wage to $13 per
hour with an annual automatic living
adjustment. A “No” vote supports
the NFIB position. Assembly did
not vote. Passed Senate 21-12. Bill

was defeated and did not reach the
governor’s desk.

1 Flame Retardant Product
Labeling (SB 1019): Requires
a safety warning on all furniture
products containing flame retardants,
whether or not the chemicals used
have been deemed dangerous by
experts. A “No” vote supports the
NFIB position. Passed Assembly

by Governor Brown.
