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Mie's Location

Mie, facing the Pacific Ocean, is centrally located on the Japan island chain. Its economy and culture belong to
both the Chubu Region, with Nagoya at its center, and the Kinki Region, with Osaka at its center. By train the
prefectural capital of Tsu is roughly 50 minutes from Nagoya, 2.5 hours from Tokyo, 1.5 hours from Osaka and
Nara, and 2 hours from Kyoto. In addition to the Kansai International Airport, the Chubu International Airport,
opened in 2005, serve as the gateways to Mie.
