Don’t have research? Use Mediabase or BDS

to compare.

* Does the writing of your imaging really connect with the

core? Or, are you using radio-speak?

* Start an Arbitron diary. Update it daily with what your station
did and what your competitor did. Include anything that
might have attracted attention. In metered markets this will
be increasingly important based on what we’ve seen with the
effects of special programming.
* How long since you’ve gotten away from your station and
just listened? Go somewhere where you won’t be interrupted.
Rent a hotel room if necessary. Listen with a legal pad in front
of you. Look for the good and the bad.
* Is your imaging fresh? It may say the right things, but how
long since you’ve tested yourself and your writing skills to
come up with different and attention-getting ways to deliver
your message?
« If you’re doing something because “that’s the way we’ve
always done it,” challenge yourself and your staff to come up
with a new way to accomplish the same goal.
Finally, Regent VP/Programming Bob
Moody has this rather unusual nugget of
wisdom to impart:
* Based on the levels of Arbitron’s under-
sampling in all demos under age 45, I’'m
advising our programmers to light candles at
every opportunity and to sacrifice fat virgins
when appropriate (subject to availability).
Good luck this fall — with the book, not with finding
fat virgins.

“They’re pitching your song here.” So I called them right away
and said, “Tell the guy who’s pitching you that song to stop. That’s
my song. I’ve already recorded it.” And there was a moment of
silence. No one said anything. So you gotta be careful.

“Whatever happened to songs being on hold? It means, ‘Hold
your breath. Don’t talk about ‘em.””
