Technicd Note to Data Users

During the undertaking of a census, interviewanesdependent onfeusehold respondent
to provide the correct information and data in response to questions asked on the census
guestionnaire. Also, household members often respond to the census on behaif pésthns
who live in the same household, but who are unavailable, or are difficult to reach during the data
collection period. While every effort is made to ensure that a questionnaire is filled in for everyone,
this is not always possible; since, at tiee of the census, persons may be unavailable for a
number of reasons, including refusal to participate. In these cases, the cooperation of relatives and
neighbours is@ughtto ensure that these persons are accounted for in the census

The Statistical @ice strives, at all times, to deliver high quality census data that are both

accurate and reliable. To achieve this, the census data undergoes considerable checks and edits



during the collection, processing and analysis periods, to ensure that thgudldéy data is

disseminated.

Concepts and finitions

Population

Institutional P opulation

Household Population
This includes usual residentn St. Vincent and the Grenadines, residents temporarily

abroad for study or other reasons, fWincentian workers and other civilian residents.

Usual Resident
This is a person who has lived in a household, in Stcafinandthe Grenadines, for a

period lastingd monts or more, prior to the census



Resdent Population
This includes the non/institutional populatiafisitors to St. Vincent and the Grenadines

Dwelling Unit

Economically Active Population

This term refers to the body of persons, typically betweeadbs of 16 and 64 years, who
furnish the supply of labour for the production of economic goods and services. The term
labour forces used interchangeably with economically active populatiowever labour
forcerefersonly to personsaged 16 years aradder, who were either employed or seeking

work during the week preceding@sus NightJure 47 11, 2012.Hence, the labour force



is a combination of two groups: those who werglayed (the working populationand

those who were seeking work (the uneoyeld population)

Methodology

For the purpose of ti#012 @nsus, the caury was divided into 18eographic unitcalled
Census Diisions (CD). There were 1C€Ds on the mainlandnd2 in the Grenadineslhe CDs
were further sufglivided into333 smaller groupings call Enumeration Btricts (ED). The size
of each ED was designed to ensor@nageabland equitable distribution of the workload to the
enumerators and supervisors. In general, the aim was to limit the size of each ED to 150

householdswith allowances for some variation due to Waeyingsizes of the different CDs.

Questionnaire Design ard Data Collection Approach

The censusguestionnaire as developedthroughconsultations with stakeholders in the
public and private sectgras well as NofGovernment Organizations (NGO#)was designed in

Main Findings

The 2012 Housing and Populati@ensus ashighlightedin Table Abelow, recorded a

total population of 109,99{see also,Table B below). This comprised of 18188 inprivate

dwellings, 85 lbmeless and 718cross varioumstitutions.There were 56,419 males and 53,572

females.

1.2 Population Size and Gowth

The historical dta (Table 1.1on nextpage) suggest that St. Vincent and the Grenadines
experienced its highest populatigrowthd ur i ng t he mid 194006s to 195C¢C
increase of 1, 30wastpeeperiotbwitlsthe sdcbnd highést7gboaikith an
average annual increase of 1,090 persons. The population has since shown a fall in the average
annual increase of persons from 1,090 between 1970 and 1980, to 88 persons between 2001 and
2012.

In 2012, the total population of St. Vincemdthe Genadines was 109,991 compared with
109,022 in 2001 and 107,598 in 1991. The census data stiggieatthough the population had

been increasing, it hdseen doing so at a decreasing (di@ble 1.1on nextpags.

The two Grenadines censusisions accounted for 9.4%f the
population in 2012compared with 8.1%n 2001, al.3 percentage poiiticreasen proportion.

During the 2001 and 2012 intercensal period, the

Northern Grenadines saw a population increase from 5,413 in 2081184 in 2012. Likewise,

the Southern Grenadinesxperienced an increase populationfrom 3,354 in 2001 to 4,050 in

2012, a 14.% and 20.86 change respectively. Though, in terms of ahsi@ numbersthe

population change of these two census divisigare similar to other census divisions, the change

was significant when compared with their populagior2001. This is evidenced lilyesignificart

population percentage changékle two lagestof all 13 census divisions. This increase in

population can be attributed to a renewed focus on tourism and the increased construction of luxury

hotels and houses, especially in the Southern Grenadines.
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1.4  Population Density

In 2012, the populatiodensity of StVincent and the Grenadines was 732 persons per
square mile, with the mainland having a population density of 746 persons per square mile, the
same as in 2001. The Grenadines had a population density of 620 persons per square mile, an
increae of 60 persons per square mile from 2001. The census divisions of Kingstown (6,794),
Suburbs of Kingstown (2,158), Calliaqua (2,051), Bridgetown (912) and Marriaqua (830)
continuel to have the highest densities. These census divisions were the onigndiwigth
population densies over the national average; i.€32 persons per square mil€he changes in
population densitie@mong individual census divisigngereconsistent witithe changes in their
population(Table 1.3on nextpagg.

The high poplation densities of Kingstown, with a geographic area of 1.9 square miles,
and Suburbs of Kingstown (6.4 square miles) correlate to the high concentration of primary
infrastructure in these two census divisigiigble 1.3on next page Such high populatn
densities put a strain on the infrastructure; aod,social and other services. Markedly,
Kingstowndés popud tanes thennatidnalnageragey whike alge largest census
divisions, Chateaubelair (30.9 square miles), Georgetown (22.2 squas) amd Barrouallie
(14.2 square miles), contindi¢o have population densities which kgesignificantly lower than
the national average. The mountainous terrain of Georgetown, Barrouallie and more so,

Chateaubelair, may be a major contribgtfactor tatheir low density.
