Daring the month, enellliT-ini tiated activit,. wall general.4' light as prepu-ations 
were being made tor hill "Winter-5pring Csmpa1 gil" to begin in NOTellber. A significant 
North Vietnamese ArIII,T threat deTeloped in the Bu Prang-Duc Lap area ot lIouthwest II 
Carpe, and activit,. there increased sharpl;y on the 28th of October. In the delta, 
there wall a significant increase in indirect fire and ground attacks on the night ot 
4-5 October. 

I catPS 

Ene..,.-initiated activit,. in I CTZ during October was characterised b;y scattered 
attacks-b;y-tire and limited ground attacks. NYA soldiers captured as a result ot 
contacts in the Con Thien area on :.!8 September and :.! October identit:l.ed their unit as 
the 27th NYA Regiment. In the northern two provincell enellliT torcell continulld to a.oid 
major contact while engaged in logilltical activit,.. A Hoi Chanh from a local torce 
compan;y in central I COrpll has provided information on the increasing ditticult,. his 
unit wall having in engaging Republic ot Vietnam torcell (ARVN), due to the ARVN's ag- . I 

gressivenlllls and improved armament. 

In lOuthern I CTZ, since 1 October !lOre than 220 VC militar;y and political per­
sonnel rallied in Thang Binh and '1'8.11 IT Districts, Quang Tin Province. In Quang 
Ngai Province en-.y units continued their attacks on retugee and population centers 
in an attempt to disrupt the pacification program. Since the beginning ot the month 
approx1matel;y 80% ot the enlllQ' attacks in Quang Ngai Province were directed against 
pacification areas. Documentll captured on 6 October reTe&led a serious morale and 
food distribution problem within elements ot the 3rd NYA Division. 

II CatPS 

En8IV-initiated activit,. in II C'l'Z during the month was limited in scope and 
intensit,. until 18 October, when a period ot increased activit,. colllllenced in the 
B-3 Front area. Poasibl,. related to this activit,. was the initiation ot enaQ' otten­
sive activit,. in the Duc Lap/Bu Prang area on 28 October. 

A prisoner from the 24th NYA Regiant, captured on 20 October, confirmed that 
his unit had the mission ot interdicting Route 14 between Pleiku and Kontum Cit,., 
and attacking friendl,. troops and installations in the vicinit,. of Plei Ifrong. 

Twent,.-t:l.ve kilometers east ot An Khe, in Binh Dinh Province, United State II 
and Republic ot Korea ArIII,T torees engaged in sporadic contacts with enellliT torcell and 
UllCOTered lIiseable munitionll and rice caches in an en8IV bue area. Cumulative re­
IUlts were: 210 enellliT killed, 22 detained, 2h tons ot munitions, and 24 tons ot rice 
captured. '1'he detainees identit:l.ed their units as varioull eleaents ot the 18th NYA 
Regiment. 

On :.!8 October, three kilometers northwest ot Phu Cat, a terrorist threw a hand 
grenade into the market place in Hoa Hoi Hamlet; results were: friendl,.: 8 civilians 
killed, 43 civilianll wounded; en8m1': 6 bo7ll, agell 11-14, armed with hand grenades, 
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were detained. Thill ill the lIecond _jor terrorillt incident reported in Binh D1nh 
I'rorlnce. On 19 October, in Qui Nhon Cit7, an unknown t7))8 explosive wall detonated 
in a civUian theater; rellUltll were: friendly: 7 WIA, 2 civilianll ld.lled, 28 civil- • ' 
ians .ounded. 

In the .outhern corps &rea, a freighter of Panalllanian registry wall .unk in the 
Iha Trang Harbor b7 two unknown-type explollive.. The explollivell were probably lIet 
bT a .apper Compan7 which operat81 in theNha Trang area.

En~-initiated activit7 wall charac~ar1.ed bT low intenllit7 attacke-by-fire 
and lilllited grolUld probell, a. Bat dirleional elemente r8lll&ined out of contact in 
or near border bale areall. El_t. of three divillion. were identified in contacts: 
during the IIIOIlth. The 9th VC Dirleion had ite forcell dirlded, with two regiments 
deployed in the northern Tay Rinh Province/cambodian border area and one regiment 
eouthea.t of Tay Minh Cit7. The 272Dd Regiment relocated to northern Ta7 Minh Pro­
vince and wall identified in eeveral contactll in War Zone C. The let tlVA Dirt.ion 
wa. not identified in contact during the IIIOIlth. The 7th tlVA Divieion wae deployed 
in the northern B1nh Long Pronnce-Ca.bodian Border &rea for training and refitting. 
One of the divieion '. regimente was probably the enell\Y force involved in a 5 October, 
friendly -initiated contact eight ld.loBaterll weet of Loc Minh which rellUlted in 15 
en..., killed. Another regiment fro. the 7th tlVA Divi.ion -7 have been the en~ 
unit involved in two friendly-initiated cGlltacte in northwellt Phuoc Long Province, 
on 4 &DCl 31 October, which resulted in 65 eneaIT ld.lled. The 5th VC Divieion r8lll&in­
ed deployed in central and northern Pbuoc Long Province. 

In the .outhern corpe area, enell\Y-initiated actirlty remained light. Elements 
of the 274th Regiment were identified in a 9 October lUIIbu.h lOuth of Bear Cat. Cap­
tured d_te indicated that the Winter-5pring Cmpaign might begin in mid-Nov_ 
ber following completion of IItudy on COSVN Re.olution 9. 

In Saigon, terrori.t actirlt7 W&I light with five tarrori.t incidentll reported. 
At the end of October, III&jor eneaIT unit. in III CTZ were refitting and retraining 
in preparation for the Winter-5pring Campaign. 

IV CCI!.PS 

A sigp1fiClnt increalle in en~-initiated actirlty occurred during the night 
of 4-5 October, with 35 attackl-bT-nre and 13 ground probell. captured docwaantll 
revealed that in compliance with COSVI'. directive, enell\Y unit. ware inetructed to 
inteneitr proeelyting actirlt7. 

Actirlt7 increa.ed in the Plain of Reede area a. the en..., attempted infiltra­
tion of _ and _tarial. Pri.onare .tated that the lSB tlVA Regia8l'lt and itll eub­
ordinate battalion. were collocated in the Seven MoImtaina area of Chau Doc Province.

During October, over 2,98:l en~ rallied to the Government of Vietnam, bringing " 
the total for 1969 to 25,817 in IV CTZ.

NAVAL GUNFIRE REPUBLIC OF VIETNAM- I 

The guns ot seventeen Seventh Fleet warship' engaged enemy targets throughoui 
the Republic ot Vietnam during October. Na"f7 gunners lett 653 enemy bunkers and 452 
enell\T military structures damaged or d8stroJec!. Shells from the warships were also 
responsible tor 75 seconda.r7 explosion., 29 seconda.r7 tires, cuts across 49 supply 
routjls, and 10 enell\T ldlled, according to reports !rom air and ground spotters. Addi­
tional damage reported included 44 caVIl, 13 weapons poeitions, 23 vehicles, six sam­
pans, three base camps and 185 meters ot trenchline damaged or destroyed. 

The JlK)st ettective day ot the aonth tor Navy gunner. W&8 October 14 when guntire 
accounted tor 19 military structure. and 19 bunkers destroyed, 42 military structures 
and 21 bunkers damaged, one seconda.r7 exploeion and six secondary tires. 

Destroyers on the gunline in October were the USS Cochrane, Dehaven, H.J. Thomas, 
Hamner, Hoel, Hull, Nicholas, O'Banncm, Osbourn, and Waddell. Ther were joined by the 
Australian destroyer HMAS Vendetta. Also .helling en.., positions during the aonth 
were the cruisers Boaton and Oklahoma City and the inshore tire support ships USS Car­
ronade, Clarion River, St. Francis River and White River. 

NAVAL AIR STRIKES REPUBLIC OF VIE'l'NAM 

Navy pilots from the Seventh Fleet aircratt carriers USS Son HOIIIIII8 Richard, Coral 
Sea, Constellation, Hancock and Oriskarl;r tlew 712 sorties, all in I and II Corps, 
against enemy targets in the Republic ot Vietnam in October. 

Enemy military structures, bunkers, and supply routes were the _in targets ot 
the jets, which included AI. Skyhawke, A6 Intruders, A7 Corsaire and F4 phantoma. The 
main ordnance used in the attacks W&8 250-lb. and 50<>-1b. bcIIIbs and 20 millimeter can­
non tire. 

The aircratt were credited with 150 military structures, 42 bunkers, seven supply 
routes, one sampan, and three weapons poeitions damaged or destroyed. Spotters also 
reported 11 seconda.r7 tires, nine secondary exploeions and one enemy ldlled. 

The highest nwnber ot sorties flown in October W&8 43 on October 10.

- HQ MACV -- During the night, six significant indirect fire attacks were reported 
throughout the country, two of which were against U.S. units or installations. Elev­
en other attacks were considered insignificant, causing no casualties or damage. The 
following significant attacks were against U.S. forces: 

III MAF: 

010130 -- QUANG NAM PROVINCE -- An element of the 26th Regiment, U.S. 1st Ma­
rine Division, in night defense five miles west of Da Nang, received about 20 rounds 
of 60mm mortar fire. Light casualties. Counter-battery was fired with unknown re­
sults. 

II FFV: 

010002 -- HAU NGHIA PROVINCE -- An element of the 2nd Brigade, U.S. 25th In­
fantry Division, located at fire support base Patton six miles east of Trang Bang 
(24 miles NW of Saigon) received about five rounds of 82mm mortar fire. Light cas­
ualties, no fatalities or damage. 

- HQ MACV -- During the 24-hour period ending at OBOO today, 20 indirect fire attacks 
were reported throughout the country, nine of which were against U.S. units or in­
stallations. Six of the 20 attacks caused casualties or damage. U.S. casualties 
were one killed and three wounded. 

- I FFV (BINH THUAN PROVINCE) -- At 1045 a U.S. Army cavalry element of Task Force 
South observed an estimated 100 enemy soldiers in a large bunker complex 19 miles 
north of Phan Thiet (100 miles ENE of Saigon) and directed helicopter gunships and 
F-IOO's from the 31st and 35th Tactical Fighter Wings onto the location. After the 
strikes, the troopers found the bodies of 26 enemy soldiers and reported six bunkers 
destroyed. No U.S. casualties. 

- TOAN THANG OFFENSIVE (TAY NINH PROVINCE) -- At 1335 an element of the 1st Brigade, 
U.S. 1st Cavalry Division (Airmobile), 30 miles NE of Tay Ninh City (52 miles NNW of 
Saigon), engaged an estimated enemy platoon with small arms and automatic weapons 
fire. The troopers did not receive any return fire from the enemy. The troopers di­
rected helicopter gunships and F-lOO's from the 3rd Tactical Fighter Wing onto the 
enemy position. After the strikes, seven enemy dead were found in the strike area. 
No U.S. casualties. 

- HQ MACV -- It was announced by USARV (LONG BINH) that the 826th Ordnance Company, an" 
Army Reserve unit from Wisconsin will leave the Republic tomorrow. (See the CHRON­
OLOGY OF TROOP REDEPLOYMENT in this summary for the complete text of the release). 
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- SVN TAC AIR: U.S. pilots flew 253 sorties (USAF 166, USMC 54, and USN 33), killing 
28 enemy soldiers, triggering 16 secondary explosions, igniting 30 fires. They also 
destroyed or damaged 216 fortifications, 149 bunkers, and 14 sampans. 

- B-52s flew 10 missions: 11 miles NE of Loc Ninh; 9 miles west of An Loc; 9 miles 
NNE of Loc Ninh; 15 and 21 miles NNE of Phuoc Binh; 6 and 7 miles !J\v of the Rock­
pile; 17 and 21 miles NNE of Phuoc Binh; and 11 miles N\~ of An Loc. 

2 October (Thursday) 

- HQ MACV -- During the nigpt, seven significant indirect fire attacks were reported 
throughout the country, four of which were against U.S. units or installations. Six 
other attacks were considered insignificant, causing no casualties or damage. The 
following significant attacks were against U.S. forces: 

III MAF: 

012315 -- QUANG TIN PROVINCE -- An element of the 196th Brigade, AMERICAL Di­
vision, at Landing Zone Center 16 miles west of Tam Ky (32 miles south of Da Nang), 
received about five rounds of 82mm mortar fire. Light casualties, no fatalities or 
damage. 

II FFV: 

012205 -- BINH DUONG PROVINCE -- The base camp of the 1st Brigade, U.S. 1st 
Infantry Division at Dau Tieng (40 miles NNr.1of Saigon), received 15 rounds of 107mm 
and 122mm rocket fire. No casualties, very light damage. 

020255 -- BINH DUONG PROVINCE -- A mechanized infantry element of the 3rd Bri­
gade, U.S. 1st Infantry Division, in night defense five miles WSW of Phuoc Vinh (34 
miles north of Saigon), received less than five rounds of 60mm mortar fire. Light 
casualties, no fatalities. 

020329 -- BINH DUONG PROVINCE -- The base camp of the Headquarters, U.S. 1st 
Cavalry Division (Airmobile), at Phuoc Vinh (36 miles north of Saigon), received 
less than ten 107mm rockets. No casualties or damage. 

- HQ MACV -- During the 24-hour period ending at 0800 today, 18 indirect fire attacks 
were reported throughout the country, seven of which were against U.S. units or in­
stallations. Nine of the 18 attacks caused casualties or damage. U.S. casualties 
were five wounded with no fatalities. 

- III MAF (QUANG TRI PROVINCE) -- At 0155 an element of the 1st Brigade, U.S. 5th In­
fantry Division (Mechanized), in night defense four miles SW of Con Thien (103 miles 
NW of Da Nang) and about one-halr mile south of the Demilitarized Zone, received 
small arms fire, rocket-propelled grenade and mortar fire from an estimated enemy 
company. The troops returned fire with unit weapons, including tank guns and the 
heavy machineguns of their armored personnel carriers, and were supported by artill­
ery fire. The enemy withdrew at an unreported time, leaving 14 of his dead, four 
individual weapons, and seven crew-served weapons. In addition, one enemy was de­
tained. U.S. casualties were one killed and 22 wounded, 20 of whom were evacuated. 
There was light materiel damage. 
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- OPERATION FREDERICK HILL (QUANG TIN PROVINCE) - At 1300 an element of the 196th 
Brigade, AMEJ(ICAL Division, nine miles SW' of Tam Ky (42 miles south of Da Nang), 
found the bodies of eight enemy soldiers who had been killed about three weeks ago 
by air strikes. 

- III MAF (QUANG NAM PROVINCE) -- At 1200 an element of the 1st Regiment, U.S. tst 
Marine Division, operating five miles NW' of Hoi An (9 miles south of Da Nang), en­
gaged five enemy soldiers with small arms fire, killing all of them. No U.S. cas­
ualties. 

- III MAF (QUANG TRI PROVINCE) -- At 1600 an element of the 3rd Brigade, U.S. 101st 
Airborne Division (Airmobile), five miles north of the Rockpile (110 miles NW' of 
Da Nang) and about two km south of the Demilitarized Zone, engaged an estimated en­
emy platoon in bunkers. Small arms and automatic weapons fire was exchanged. The 
troopers were supported by F-4's of the 1st Marine Aircraft Wing until contact was 
lost at 1820. Enemy losses are unknown. U.S. losses were two killed and four woun­
ded. 

- I FFV (BINH DINH PROVINCE) - At 0050 an element of the 1st Brigade, U.S. 4th In­
fantry Division, in night defense 15 miles NE of An Khe (275 miles NNE of Saigon), 
received a ground attack from an unknown size enemy force using small arms and hand 
grenades. The troopers fired back with unit weapons and were supported by U.S. Army 
artillery. After a brief exchange, the enemy withdrew, leaving behind one of his 
dead and an individual weapon. U.S. casualties were one killed and five wounded. 

- TOAN THAN OFFENSIVE (BINH DUONG PROVINCE) -- At 1230 an element of the 1st Brigade, 
U.S. 1st Infantry Division, six miles SE of Dau Tieng (35 miles NNW' of Saigon), en­
gaged an estimated enemy compan7. Small arms fire was exchanged and the troopers 
were supported by U.S. Army helicopter gunships and artillery, by U.S. Air Force 
F-IOO's from the 3rd and 35th Tactical Fighter Wings, and by Air Force AC-47 and 
AC-119 gunships. At 1845 the enemy withdrew, leaving nine of his dead. U.S. cas­
ualties were three killed and 18 wounded. 

- TOAN THANG OFFENSIVE ( HAU NGHIA PROVINCE) -- At 0500 an element of the 2nd Brigade, 
U.S. 25th Infantry Division, in night defense six miles NE of Trang Bang (30 miles 
NNW' of Saigon), engaged an unknown size enemy force. Small arms fire was exchanged 
and, following a brief contact, the enemy withdrew, leaving ten of his dead, and 
four individual weapons. In addition, seven enemy soldiers were captured. U.S. cas­
ualties were one wounded, no fatalities. 

- TOAN THANG OFFENSIVE (BINH LONG PROVINCE) -- At 1600 an element of the 3rd Brigade, 
U.S. 1st Cavalry Division (Airmobile), 11 miles ENE of Loc Ninh (79 miles north of 
Saigon), found an enemy food cache containing about eight tons of rice and 1,500 
pounds of salt. The cache had been in place about two months. 

_ HQ MACV - The 826th Ordnance Company, an Army Reserve unit from Wisconsin, departed 
the Republic of Vietnam today as part of President Nixon's announced Phase II rede­
ployment of 35,000 troops. The company, of about 200 men, departed Bien Hoa Air 
Base for Forbes Air Force Base, Topeka, Kansas. The unit will be inactivated at 
Fort Riley, Kansas, and reconstituted in the Army Reserve at its home station in 
Madison, vlisconsin. 
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- HQ MACV -- It was announced by USARV (LONG BINH) that the 5l3th Combat Support Bat­
talion, an Army Reserve unit from Massachusetts, will depart the Republic of Vietnam 
tomorrow. (See the CHRONOLOGY OF TROOP REDEPLOYMENT in this summary for the comp­
lete text of the release). 

- SVN TAC AIR: U.S. pilots flew 258 sorties (USAF 172, USMC 55, and USN 31), killing 
14 enemy soldiers, trif,gering three secondary explosions and igniting 10 fires. 
They also destroyed or damaged 62 fortifications, 181 bunkers and 15 "sampans. 

- An Air Force F-4 Phantom fi.ghter-bomber crashed 21 miles NN:;1 of Phan Thiet in Binh 
TJ;!uan Province, killing one crewman and destroying the aircraft. Another crewman 
was rescued uninjured. The cause of the crash is believed to have been ene~y ground 
fire. 

- B-52s flew 9 missions: 10 miles 'A1Ni~ of An Loc; 23 and 25 miles NNE of Phuoc Binh; 
10 miles NNE of Loc Ninh; 21 miles NNE of Phuoc Binh; 12 miles WSW of Xuan Loc; 11 
miles Sitl of Katum; 21 miles N\v of Bong Son; and 12 miles NNlv of An Hoa. 

3 October (Friday) 

- HQ HACV -- Duri.ng the nif,ht, seven signifioant indirect fire attacks were reported 
throuf,hout the country, four of which were against U.S. units or installations. Nine 
other attacks ~Tere considered insignificant, causing no casualties or damage. The 
following significant attacks \~ere against U.S. forces: 

III MAF: 

022220 -- QUANG NAM PROVINCE -- The headquarters of the 1st Regiment, U.S. 1st 
Marine Division, nine miles south of Da Nang, received less than five rounds of an 
unknown caliber mortar fire and less than five 140mm rockets. Light casualties, no 
fatalities or damage •. 

030610 - QUANG NAM PROVINCE -- An element of the 7th Regiment, U. S. 1st Marine 
Division, in night defense 11 miles SE of An Hoa (26 miles south of Da Nang), re­
ceived about 20 rounds of 82mm mortar fire. Light U.S. casualties. 

II FFV: 

021823 -- TAY NINH PROVINCE -- The Headquarters of the 1st Brigade, U.S. 1st 
Cavalry Division (Airmobile), located just west of Tay Ninh City (56 miles NW of Sai­
gon), received less than five 122mm rockets. Light U.S. casualties and damage. 

030155 -- HAU NGHIA PROVINCE -- The headquarters of the 25th Infantry Division 
at au Chi, 19 miles N'II of Saigon, received less than ten 107mm rockets. No casual­
ties, light materiel damage. 

- HQ MACV -- During the 24-hour period ending at 0800 today, 20 indirect fire attacks 
were reported throughout the country, thirteen of which were against U.S. units or 
installations. Ten of the 20 attacks caused casualties or damage. U.S. casualties 
were two killed and 20 wounded. 
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- OPERATION IRON MOUNTAIN (QUANG NGAI PROVINCE) -- At 1100 an element of the 11th 
Brigade, AMERICAL Division, 12 miles WNW of Duo Pho (93 miles SSE of Da Nang), en­
gaged five enemy soldiers with small arms, killing all of them. No U.S. oasualties. 

- III MAF (QUANG TnI PROVINCE) -- At 1315 an element of the 1st Brigade, U.S. 5th In­
fantry Division (Meohanized), six miles NW of Cam Lo (103 miles m1 of Da Nang)' and 
about one mile south of the Demilitarized Zone, reoeived about ten rounds of S2mm 
mortar fire. Very light oasualties, no fatalities. 

- TOAN THANG OFFENSIVE (BINH DUONG PROVINCE) -- At 0720 an element of the 3rd Brigade, 
U.S. S2nd Airborne Division, while in an ambush site six miles south of Ben Cat (20 
miles NNW of Saigon), reoei ved an unknown number of 60nun mortar rounds and small 
arms fire from an unknown size enemy foroe. The troopers returned fire with their 
unit weapons and were supported by U.S. Army helioopter gunships and artillery and 
USAF taotioal aircraft. At 1030 the enemy withdrew, leaving 14 of his dead. Dur­
ing the fighting, two light observation helicopters were hit by enemy ground fire. 
One of the airoraft ora shed and was destroyed, while the other reoeived moderate 
damage. U.S. casualties were one killed and nine wounded, inoluding one wounded in 
one of the helicopters and three wounded in the other. 

- Hq MACV -- At about 0107 this morning, on board the USS BOSTON, the right barrel 
of a 5"/3S gunmount \~as blown off while oonducting a naval gunfire mission off the 
coast of the Republic of Vietnam in support of the 3rd Marine Division. Four per­
sons were slightly injured -- none seriously. The BOSTON resumed her gunfire sup­
port within one hour. An investigation as to the exaot oause of the explosion will 
be conducted. 

- HQ MACV -- The 513th Combat Support Battalion, an Army Reserve unit from Massachu­
setts, departed the Republio of Vietnam today as part of President Nixon's announoed 
redeployment of 35,000 troops. The battalion of about 250 men departed from Da Nang 
Air Base for Logan International Airport, Boston. It will be inaotivated at Ft. 
Devens, Mass., and reoonstituted in the Army Reserve at its home station in Boston. 

- SVN TAC AIR: U.S. pilots flew 257 sorties (USAF 175, USMC 66, and USN 16), killing 
nine enemy soldiers, triggering 12 seoondary explosions, and igniting IS fires. They 
also destroyed or damaged 123 fortifioations, 202 bunkers, and 33 sampans. 

- B-52s flew 10 missions: 16 miles NW of Tay Ninh; 13 miles NNW of An Hoa; 12 miles 
NN1N" of An Hoa; 16 miles Nmv of An Hoa; 12 miles SW of Katum; 14 miles NNW of An Hoa; 
30 miles SW and 29 miles ~lSW of Quang Ngai; 16 miles WNW of Tay Ninh; and 22 miles 
Nli of Bong Son. 

4 October (Saturday) 

- HQ MACV -- During the night, two signifioant indireot fire attaokswere reported 
throughout the country, both against U.S. installations. Four other attaoks were 
oonsidered insignifioant, oausing no oasualties or damage. The follOwing signifi­
oant attacks were against U.S. foroes:

- I FFV (BINH DINH PROVINCE) -- At 0655 an element of the U.S. 173rd Airborne Brigade, 
f4 miles north of Bong Son (315 miles NNE of Saigon), received small arms, automatic 
weapons and rocket-propelled grenade fire from an estimated five to ten enemy sol­
diers. Contact was lost at 0715, but the troopers pursued the enemy and reestab­
lished contact at 0845 with an estimated enemy squad. Contact 1~as again lost at 
0950 when the enemy withdrew. During the contact, at about 0800, a light observa­
tion helicopter received heavy small arms fire and crashed. In a search of the area 
the troopers found the bodies of two enemy soldiel's, and detained 12 other enemy, 
two of whom were wounded.

TOAN THANG OFFENSIVE (BINH LONG PROVINCE) -- At 1~;55 troops from the air cavalry 
element of the 1st Cavalry Division (Airmobile), 11 miles NE of Loc Ninh (81 miles 
north of Saigon), engaged an estimated enemy compn.ny, Small arms fire was exchanged 
and the troops were rei.nforced by an element of the division's 3rd Bri.gade at an un­
reported time. Support was provided by U.S. Army artillery and helicopter gunships 
and by USAF F-IOO's from the 3rd Tactical Fighter Wing, Contact was lost at 1620 
when the enemy withdrew, leaving 24 of his dead. No U.S. casualties. 

- TOAN THANG OFFENSIVE (BINH DUONG PROVINCE) -- At 1600 elements of the 2nd Brigade, 
U.S. 25th Infantry Division, eight miles west of 'L'rang Bang (21 miles Nli of Saigon), 
engaged six enemy soldiers with unit weapons, and were supported by artillery fire, 
killing all six. The enemy did not return fire, lU1d there were no U.S. casualties. 
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- TOAN THANG OFFENSIVE (BINH DUONG PROVINCE) -- At 0855 an element of the armored 
cavalry squadron of the U.S. 1st Infantry Division and Vietnamese Regional Forces 
soldiers, in a combined action four miles north of Phu Cuong (19 miles north of 
Saigon), engaged an unknown size enemy force in fortified positions. Small arms 
fire was exchanged and the troops were supported by helicopter gunships. In about 
20 minutes the enemy withdrew, leaving six of his dead and three crew-served w~ap­
ons.

- HQ MACV -- It was announced by III MAF that Marine All-weather attack Squadron 533 
VMA (AW)-533, will move from Chu Lai to the Marine Corps Air Station Iwakuni, Japan, 
commencing October 5.

- TOAN THANG OFFJ<;NSIVE (HAU NGHIA PROVINCE) -- At 2030 an element of the 2nd Brigade, 
U.S. 25th Infantry Division, six miles NE of Trang Bang (30 miles Nil of Saigon), en­
gaged an estimated 20 enemy soldiers .nth small arms and automatio weapons fire. The 
enemy returned the arms fire. The troopers were supported by artillery and helicop­
ter gunships. At 2300 the enemy withdrew, leaving 15 bodies behind. No U.S. casu­
alties. 

- TOAN THANG OFFENSIVE (TAY NINH PROVINCE) -- At 1300 an element of the 2nd Brigade, 
U.S. 25th Infantry Division, seven miles north of Trang Bang (31 miles N',1 of Sai­
gon), engaged an unknown size enenw force in an exohange of small arms fire, with 
the troopers getting support from helicopter gunships. At 1410 the enemy withdrew, 
leaving nine dead. One enemy soldier was detained. No U.S. oasualties.

The unit was previously scheduled to depart 
and is not included in President Nixon's announced Phase II redeployment of 35,000 
men, The 150-man company departed from Da Nang Air Base for McGuire AFB, N.J. The 
unit will be inactivated at Fort Dix, N.J., and reconstituted in the A~y Reserve at 
its home station at Fort Hamilton, New York. 
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- SVN TAC AIR: U.S. pilots flew 250 sorties (USAF 204 , USMC 27, and USN 19), killing 
seven ene~ soldiers, triggering 10 seoondary explosions, and igniting 10 fires.

The unit was previously scheduled 
to depart and is not included in President Nixon's recently announced Phase II re­
deployment. The 500-man battalion departed from Da Nang Air Base for Standiford 
Field, Louisville, Ky. The battalion will then go to nearby Fort Knox, where it will 
revert to the control of the Kentucky State Adjutant General. 

- SVN TAC AIR: U.S. pilots flew 263 sorties (USAF 179, USMC 41, and USN 43), killing 
two enemy soldiers, triggering 14 secondary explosions, and igniting 10 fires. They 
also destroyed or damaged 255 fortifications, 219 bunkers and nine enemy sampans. 

- A Marine UH-l helicopter was downed by enemy ground fire 10 miles WID\, of Dong Ha in 
Quang Tri Province, killing three men aboard and wounding another. The aircraft was ' 
destroyed. 

- B-52s flew 7 missions: 28 and 29 miles ,'/S\V of Gia Nghia; 6 miles SE of Dau Tieng;

It will be. inactivated at Fort Dix, N.J., and reconstituted in the Army Reserve at 
its home station at Garden City, N.Y. The 101Bth Combat Support Company, of over 
50 men, departed from Da Nang Air Base for HcGuire APB and inactivation at Fort Dix.

He NACV -- The base camp of the headquarters of the U.S. 11th Armored Cavalry Her:i­
ment at "Blackhorse" in Long Khanh Province will be turned over to the Army of the 
Republic of Vietnam 18th Infantry Division in ceremonies tomorrOl1. 

- H0 NACV -- U.S. Army Private First Class Jesse B. Harris, Jr., 20, of Port Chester, 
N.Y., missing from his unit and held captive since June 8, 1969, returned to U.S. 
military control on October 20. Private Harris walked from jungle captivity into 
Landing Zone Young, 11 miles S'rl of Tam Ky, where an ARVN unit '1as operatinCl. Pri­
vate Harris' condition is considered good; however, he is Buffering from malaria and 
has a slight wound of the right arm. It is expected Harris wi,ll remain in the Re­
public of Vietnam for a week to 10 days, while undergoing medical treatment, and 
then will be returned to the United States and his family. It is not let known 'lIhe­
ther PFC Harris escaped or was released by the enemy. (Editor's note: In the re­
leases of 24 October, it is explained that Harris was released by his captors). 

- SVN TAC AIR: U.S. pilots flew 280 sorties (USAF 178, USMC 74, and USN 28), killing 
17 enemy soldiers, triggering 22 secondary explosions, and igniting 29 fires. They 
also destroyed or damaGed 320 fortifications, 249, bunkers, and 17 sampans.

- III Il~F (I)U~NG NAl1 PROVINCE) -- Itt 0800 an element of the 5th Regiment, U. S. 1st Na­
rine Division, four miles north of An Hoa (17 milEIS SSI-l of Da Nang), observed 15 en­
emy soldiers and engaged them with unit weapons, killing five before the others with~ 
drew. There were no U.S. casualties. 
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III MAF (nUAUG NAl>I PROVINCE) -- At 1015 a reconnaissance team from the U.S. 1st Ma­
rine Division observed ten enemy soldi<:lrs in black uniforms three miles N:I of An Hoa 
(21 miles S;I of Do. Nang), and directed artillery fire onto the location, killing 
five before the remainder withdrew. No U.S. casualties. 

- TOAN THANG OFF.4J~SIVE (HAU NGHIA PROVINCE) -- At 1310 an element of the 2nd Brigade, 
U.S. 25th Infantry Division, engaged an unknown size enell\Y force nine miles N", of 
Trang Bang (30 miles Nd of Saigon). Heavy small arms and automatic weapons fire was 
exchanged, and the infantrymen were supported by artillery, helicopter gunships, and 
USAF F-4's, A-37's and F-IOO's from the 3rd, 12th and 35th Tactical Fighter ·,vings. 
As fighting continued, a mechanized infantry elemeont of the brigade reinforced the 
action. The troopers attacked the enem;y with unit, ,~eapons, including the heavy ma­
chineguns on their armored personnel carriers. At IS15 the enell\Y withdrew, leaving 
behind 47 of his dead, and 12 individual and thre~, crew-served weapons. U.S. casu­
alties l1ere 10 killed and 12 wounded. 

- TOAN THANG OFFENSIVE (TAY NINH PROVINCE) -- At 1440 an element of the 1st Brigade, 
U.S. 1st Cavalry Division (Airmobile), received about five rounds of 60r.un mortar 
fire along with small arms and automatic weapons fire from an unknown size enemy 
force 15 miles north of Tay Ninh City (60 miles N',\[ of Saigon). The troopers fired 
back with unit weapons and were supported by artillery, helicopter gunships, and 
USAF tactical aircraft. Fighting continued until ISOO when contact was lost as the 
enem;y withdrew. The bodies of 26 enemy soldiers were found in the battle area. U.S. 
casualties were two killed and 12 wounded. 

- TOAN THA.NG OFF'"I£NSlVE (LONG KHANH PROVINCE) -- At 1500 an element of the U.S. 199th 
Light Infantry Brigade engaged an unknown number of enemy soldiers three miles N.J: 
of Xuan Loc (40 miles ENE of Saigon). Small arms and automatic weapons fire was ex­
changed and the troopers were supported by halicopter gunships. At an unreported 
time, the enell\Y withdrew with unknown losses. U.t;. casualties were one killed and 
five wounded. 

- IV'. VlACV -- BLA.CKHORSE, the former base camp of the U. S. 11th Armored Cavalry Regi­
ment in Long Khanh Province, 40 miles east of Saigon, l1as turned over to the Army 
of the Republic of Vietnam in ceremonies this morning. Presiding at the turnover 
i'T8re Lieutenant General Ngu.yen Van 14inh, Commanding General, Capital Military Dis­
trict, and Lieutenant General Frank T. Nildren, Deputy Commanding General, U.S. Army 
Vietnam. The Blackhorse camp is the first major unit base camp to be turned over 
in III Corps. It will be occupied by the ARVN 18t.h Infantry Division. 

- !-In }L\CV -- It was announced this afternoon by Headquarters USARV that PFC Jesse B. 
Harris, Jr., has informed U.S. authorities that he, was released by his capt-ors. No 
further details are available at this time. 

- SVN TAC AIR: U.S. pilots ne,~ 273 sorties' (USAF 168, USNC 86, and USN 19), killinG 
16 enemy soldiers, triggering IS secondary explosions, and igniting 31 fires. They 
also destroyed or damaged 284 fortifications, 200 bunkers, and 21 sampans.
