2022-23 Enacted State Budget Allocations

The Budget Act of 2022 includes a $365.7 million increase in recurring General Fund appropriation for California State University
operating fund. The budget includes a $211.1 million base increase for CSU operational costs; $81 million for resident undergraduate
enrollment growth; $35 million for Graduation Initiative 2025 and $10 million for the Student Basic Needs Initiative component; $12
million for foster youth student support; $8 million for Project Rebound; $8 million for Asian American, Native Hawaiian, and Pacific
Islander Student Achievement Program; $0.3 million for the Center for California Studies; $0.2 million for Cradle to Career; and $0.1
million for the Corporation for Education Network Initiatives in California.
