Oesigning a studio thaï can do more than just record music is one way of making sure that initial investment in a facility can be recouped. Air Lyndhust, where more than£12m wasspent bythe Chrysalis group and Pioneer on refurbisbing and building the entire four studio complex, latéral thinking was always part of the plan to ensure that the client base could be as diverse as possible. While the building work was taking place, the main hall studio was pre-wired for télévision shoots as well as for digital audio recording so that concerts in the hall could be recorded live for TV. The technology was recently put through its paces when independent télévision producer Alan Benson filmed the recording of the Larry Adler trifaute to George Gershwin, produced by George Martin, who is the chairman of Air Studios. In total 17 différent artists were involved in the project, including Elton John, Sinead O'Connor, Olela Adams, Courtney Fine, Robert Palmer, Kate Bush, Cher, Elvis Costello, Bon Jovi, Sting, Lisa Stansfield, Peter Gabriel, Meat Loaf and Carly Simon.

Whattips the balance in making a promotion campaign the successful one that hits the charts? Here key figures from bothsides of the industry explain what was behind recent 
WENDY MOTEN Steve Dunwoody Head of radio, EMI "Last year, we put a compilation CD out and one of the tracks on it was Wendy Moten's Corne In Out Of The Rain. A couple of radio stations played itvery heavily, 14 or 15 times a week for a couple of weeks, which wasfantastic from a reaction point ofview. "That we didn't have a Consolidated radio promotion plan together left us a bit out on a limb, though. Our sales staff were reporting back that people were trying to buy the record, so eventually I had a discussion with the stations and they agreed to pull the record off the playlistsuntilwehadafull campaign up and ready, when Wendy was ready to corne over. "We went with the single in early January and, hand on heart, I must say it was broken totally by independent radio. Atlantic 252 and Radio City in Liverpool, with a lot of other stations as well, got on board very heavily. It debuted in the Network Chart two weeks before it was released at 35 and then it went up to 25. "We brought Wendy over and I more or less covered the country with as many stations as I possibly could with her in a week. And it's been an ongoing thing from that."

"We charted around 46 and the week following the Smash Hits Awards, we were on the playlist and it moved up a little bit. Then another TV kicked in and we got Top Of The Pops. Hitman's Eurovision pedigree revealed If our Eurovision hopes were entrusted to Pefe Waterman, as suggested by Derek Fairlie (/WlVIetters March 26), it would undoubtedly be doing our hopes no liarm at ail. The song, Anna-Marie Elena sung by Andy Paul, finished in 18th place - quite an achievement asthere were only 18 entrants that year! Hold back on airplay to boost singles Like everyone else I bave a master plan for lengthening the chart life of certain records. This may appear rather simplistic but if radio stations resisted airplay until the week of release, as used to be the case, the resuit might be a growing weekly sales figure as the record gets heard by more and more potential buyers. The Prince single, for example, was in its sixth week of programming by thetime it became available and entered the charts in the Top Five due ta advance orders. By now everyone must be sick ta death of it. I was also most intrigued by Michael Schulhof's commenta (MWnews, April 2) that "télévision didn't cripple the motion picture industry". In this country the cinéma attendance in 1946 was 1,E35m, by 1960 the figure had dropped to 501m - a decrease of very nearly 70%.
