HILVERSUM - Dutch broad-
caster Veronica launched Hol-
land's first commercial 24 -
hour news station on October
16.

Available on AM 1395 and
nationwide via cable, Veronica
Nieuwsradio (VNR) provides
news in an up -beat, entertain-
ing style targeting 30-55 year
olds.

"News does not have to be
tedious and boring," says
Veronica head of radio opera-
tions Allard Berends, who
doubles as MD and editor -in -
chief of VNR. But this does
not 'mean cutting out the
unpleasant bits.

"Good news, bad news-
both are part of the business.

That's journalism."
"VNR has a clear format,

with regular daily pro-
grammes," adds Berends. At

IAM1395
peak times the station broad-
casts one -hour bulletin blocks,
with talk radio programmes in
between.

"We cover all the big inter-
national news stories, but our
main focus lies in Dutch news
and issues. That's where we

really aim to break the news."
Deputy editor Sander

Ranke adds that VNR targets
"listeners who think existing
news programmes are stifled
by too much trivial informa-
tion."

He believes in short, head-
line -style news reporting.
"Newspapers can do a better
job providing detailed back-
ground to a current issue," he
explains. "Listeners have to be
able to understand a news
item when they hear it on the
radio."

A joint venture of Holland
Media Group (HMG) affiliate
Veronica and publisher Quote,
VNR employs a staff of 80
aided by a fully computerised
newsroom.

Sveriges Radio Threatens
Action Over P6 Name

STOCKHOLM - Sveriges Radio
(SR) is to take legal action
against one of the country's
leading commercial stations to
stop it using the name P6.

Lawyers working for the
public service broadcaster say
that unless they create an
assurance that the station will
drop the name in the next
week they will sue.

SR claims that the use of
the name P6 is an infringe-
ment of its trademark. SR's
channels are called P1, P2, P3,
P4, and P5. It says it has
rights over the name P6,
which it intends to use for the
Stockholm station presently
known as Stockholm Interna-
tional, which combines public
broadcast services from other
countries with SR's own world
service Radio Sweden.

P6/Z Radio is unlikely to
give up the name easily after
spending large amounts of
money on newspaper, bill-
board and television advertis-
ing. P6 was formerly known as
Z -Radio and is part of the pow-
erful Kinnevik media group. Z -
Radio was 'relaunched as P6/Z
Radio in May with manage-
ment making it clear the Z
would soon be dropped entirely
from the title.

P6 has a network of 13 sta-
tions nationwide. It is the only
commercial network to have a

presenter -led format using
well-known programme lead-
ers, many of whom have
worked for SR. The soft ACE
service aims for an audience
from 25 years old upwards,
and is still struggling to estab-
lish a market.

Per Eric Andersson, a
lawyer representing SR said,
"We have been in touch with
the stations that are using the
name P6 and are waiting for a
reply from them. We have
stated that in our view they

are infringing the rights of
Sveriges Radio.

"If we don't get a sufficient
answer from them, that is that
they will stop using the name,
then we will sue them."

He added that the reason it
had taken so long to take legal
action was because informa-
tion was needed on who in fact
should be sued-P6's central
organisation or each of the
individual local stations. No
one at P6/Z was available to
comment on the dispute.

Supergrass' "Coco" Leads
Award -Winning Debut Albums
LONDON - The BPI's July -Sep-
tember 1995 awards,
announced on Octo-
ber 12, provided a
resounding vote of
confidence in new
British talent with
a wealth of gold -
winning debut
albums, and an
increase in silver
singles from 15 last
quarter to 20 this-
two of which went
to the currently
high -profile Pulp (Island).

Supergrass achieved plat-

Radio 3 Pitches Younger
With Gambaccini Show

LONDON - The BBC's national
classical music station Radio 3
has revamped its schedule for
the autumn to make it more
accessible and attractive to
young people.

The most significant devel-
opment is the launch of a brand
new morning programme,
"Morning Collection," present-
ed by the former BBC Radio 1,
Capital Radio and Classic FM
presenter Paul Gambaccini.
His programme features "core
classical music repertoire" and
a series of great masterworks.

Other changes include an
extra hour for the 'On Air'
breakfast programme and a
new 06:00 start for the station
(it previously opened at 07:00).
"This Week's Composer", one of
Radio 3's more traditional pro-
grammes, has been moved to
the later time slot of 12:00.

Radio 3 spokesperson
Susann Smith says that the
aim of the changes, which fol-
low last year's introduction of
more accessible breakfast and
drivetime programmes, was to
attract new, younger listeners
who will gradually alter Radio
3's elderly and middle class
audience profile.

The arrival of Gambaccini's
relaxed and informal mid -
Atlantic tones have, however,
been greeted by a storm of

protest from the Radio 3 tradi-
tionalists who have been noisi-
ly complaining about the
changes in the UK's broadsheet
press during the past week.

Smith said, however, that
Radio 3 was unapologetic about
the changes. "This is not an
elitist, highbrow station pre-
served for all time for the few.
In the real world, we have to
have new listeners to justify
our existence."

Despite the changes in pre-
sentation style, Radio 3 will not
be altering its music policy of
playing complete works rather
than the 'extracts' which
appear on rival commercial sta-
tion Classic FM.

"We don't see ourselves as in
competition with Classic FM,"
says Smith. "They are a CD -
based music station, whereas
Radio 3 is an opinion former
which leads the way in cultural
patronage in this country."

As
was the European Radio
Union, which sent a complaint
to RNE director Diego Carce-
do.

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Negotiation Skills In Radio
It is widely accepted that good negotiating skills are
necessary for managers and sales personnel, but how
many radio technicians or morning show presenters
are aware of how useful these skills can be-and how
often they are already being used unconsciously?
Management consultant Tony Grundy outlines who
can profit by using them and when.

These days I spend a lot of my time
presenting seminars across the UK to
radio stations' sales teams and man-
agers from all areas of the business.
An increasing amount of that time is
devoted to negotiation skills. These
skills are very often misunderstood,
under -used and often confined to
merely "seeing how it goes" when
entering into a major negotiation In
an increasingly competitive market-
place, the skilled negotiator will
always win out against an untrained
opponent.
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In this article I want to examine
some of the essential skills by looking
at

Why do we need to know?
Who in radio needs to know the
skills?

*Where can you use them?
What are the basic rules that
you need?

How can you practice them?
When can you put them into

action?

Why Do We Need To Know?
It is perhaps obvious that sales execu-
tives or their managers need to train
in negotiation skills, but why should
programmers, engineers, accounts
people or newsroom staff do so? The
answer is simply that these skills can
be used internally and externally, in
fact, you can negotiate absolutely
everything.

In an increasingly com-
petitive marketplace, the
skilled negotiator will
always win out against
an untrained opponent.

Negotiation takes many forms,
ranging from the purchase of domestic
items for the home to deciding who
should do the washing up-even using
negotiation skills non -verbally to find
your way around a traffic circle on
your way to work. If you have children
at home you will be well aware of
their ability to negotiate!

The skills are therefore vital
because they affect our jobs, our
domestic lives and our relationships
with others.

Who Needs Them?
Having already stated that negotia-
tion skills are used constantly in all
departments of radio stations-I am
convinced that all personnel should at
least know the basics.

Managers are constantly negotiat-
ing with their immediate staff, other
departmental managers, their bosses
and, of course, customers (both adver-
tising and audience). Sometimes the
training stops at a senior level and
negotiation skills are not seen to be
part of many people's work.

I believe that it is vital to know the
basic rules but, more especially, to
understand that we are really dealing
with communication skills and under-
standing what makes the other side
tick. Once people grasp this concept
they can see how it applies to all staff
and not just sales.

The three key elements
that must exist in a
negotiation are trust,
power, and expertise.

Where Can You Use Them?
There is no real limitation on where,
but let's concentrate our attention on
radio station operations for a moment.

An accounts person Tor instance,
negotiates skillfully to get a client to
pay his bills, or tactfully explains to a
supplier why they haven't been paid
yet. A news person negotiates to get
an exclusive interview or gets a diffi-
cult guest to talk when they have
said, "no comment." Programmers use
the skills to capture an audience by
the words they use or to smoothly
steer around a contestant's freezing
up on air. Engineers negotiate con-
stantly with suppliers to achieve the

best possible prices for their equip-
ment, or to agree on times when vital
transmitter work can be done (outside
of the research period!). Sales people
never stop using the skills.

Radio stations only function effi-
ciently when each of the departments
works harmoniously with the others
(maybe one day this will happen!).
Each department is therefore con-
stantly negotiating with the next to
get what they want. If people were
trained to negotiate on a win/win
basis they would understand the need
to re -negotiate. Too often you hear
about "irritable" traffic managers,
"prima donna" presenters, "pushy"
sales staff or bombastic managers who
merely use status to get results.

What Is Negotiation?
One of the best definitions for "negoti-
ation" that I know is "A strategic
alliance in human relationships."
Nothing can really be achieved unless
we understand what the other side is
all about. The three key elements that
must exist in a negotiation are trust,
power, and expertise. In negotiations
power is vital-and a sort of balance
of power has to be found. In selling,
however, the buyer has all the power,
especially when supply significantly
exceeds demand.

After
spending a sobering three years in the
anonimity of Los Angeles, Matt Goss
wrote and coproduced an albumfull of
high tech, blue eyed soul with a clean
synthesizer sound. The album's first sin-
gle, The Key, is a funky proclamation of
Goss' newly found peace of mind after the
tumultuous Bros years.

LOUISE HOFFSTEN
6 - RCA a/ehr/ace
PRODUCER: Leif Larsen
Intelligent rock music with enough atti-
tude to appeal to the alternative formats.
Hoffsten's voice changes from menacing
to sensual in a matter of seconds. A tight
rhythm section provides a thumping big
beat which creates a calm, steady back-
ground for Louise's rousing vocals and
short bursts of heavy metal guitar. Dance
On Your Grave and Explain It To My
Heart are likely adds to EHR and ACE
playlists this autumn while Box Full Of
Faces is a strong sing -along ballad for
alternative formats. The album has this
clean and crisp Swedish studio sound
coupled with an in -your -face attitude
which makes 6 the coolest thing to come
from Sweden since The Leather Nun.

IRON MAIDEN
The X -Factor- EMI m/r
PRODUCER: Steve Harris/Nigel Green
With bassist Steve Harris behind the
desk for the first time, former Wolfsbane

leadsinger Blaze Bayley debuts on Iron
Maidens first studio album in three
years. The basic vintage Iron Maiden
sound is still present without any bows
toward current trends, although their
approach to arrangement and production
has shifted considerably. Following the
"less is more" credo, sparsity has replaced
the flurry of notes that characterised a lot
of the older material, while at the same
time they also sound heavier than ever.

SIMPLY RED
Life - East West ehr/ace/d

PRODUCER: Mick Hucknall/S. Levine
Following the mega -success of 1991's
Stars (see Music & Media October 21),
Mick Hucknall has not been resting on
his laurels. Instead, he has absorbed a
host of musical influences and incorporat-
ed them in this new batch of songs with-
out sacrificing the hallmark Simply Red
sound. Among songs to watch out for over
the next couple of months are mid -tempo
soulful tunes such as Lives And Loves,
You Make Me Believe and Never Never
Love, while the rootsy reggae of Hillside
Avenue, with prominent contributions
from Sly Dunbar and Robbie Shake-
speare are a welcome move in a different
musical direction.

LEGACY OF SOUND
Tour De Force - Ricochet/BMG ehr/d

PRODUCER: Bag
Swedish duo Bag and Snowman teamed
up with Meja Beckman, Nevada Cato and
renowned singer Lori Perry. Their previ-
ous album, from which the single Happy
was a major hit in Sweden, Germany, the
US and Canada, was aptly titled Holy
Groove. Legacy of Sound evolves for the
most around those grooves in uptempo
dance tracks such as Woman in Me. More
subdued are the acoustic guitar and
string instruments on If You Ever Turn
Around.

D'ANGELO

Brown Sugar- Cooltempo ehr/d

PRODUCER: D'Angelo
With seeming effortlessness D'Angelo
mixes hip hop, jazz, gospel and R&B on
this versatile album. His slow and
grinding grooves are laid down heavily --
there's no escaping them-but it's the
elaborate musical arrangement by
D'Angelo himself that steals the show.
The jazzy organ riff of Brown Sugar and
adventurous basslines seem a perfect
accompaniment for this sweaty tribute
to a lady from Philly. Like a present day
Otis Redding, his lyrics are a balancing
act between romantic love (Lady) and
religious experiences (Higher).

A Mature Eternal Shows The Power Of Women
by Sally Stratton

LONDON- Eternal's "Always & Forever"
was 1994's biggest selling debut album
by a British act in the UK where it
yielded six top 20 singles and has sold
well over a million copies. The follow-
up "Power Of A Woman" is released on
October 30 and EMI aims to make an
equally impressive impact inter-
nationally with this album.

President/CEO of EMI Records
(UK & Eire) Jean -Francois Cecillon
says he has backed the London -based
group from the start as a "personal
crusade". "They are potentially the
biggest female act EMI can break
worldwide," he says. "I think Europe is
wide open for them. The European
stations always supported Eternal.
They're going to jump on this record
and they're going to play it big time."

At presstime, the Power Of A
Woman single was a new entry in
Music & Media's EHR Chartbound
section with 23 reporting stations.
Although the majority of these come
from the UK, first mainland European
airplay is registered in Holland (most
pubcasters plus Radio 538), Italy
(major networks like Radio Deejay and
Rete 105) and Denmark.

Oliver Smallman of their record
label and management company First
Avenue agrees, "I think it's going to be
many times more successful than the
last one which sold nearly two million.
So we are looking for five or six million
worldwide sales from this one and
we've got some very good bases in
southeast Asia, Holland and Germany
and, of course, in the UK."

Smallman believes the strength of
this album lies first and foremost in
Easter Bennett's voice. "In all my
years in promotion, I've never worked
with a singer as great as Easter," he

says, "She's the next Whitney
Houston, she's amazing,"
adds Cecillon. Both men
agree that the new album
benefits from the trio's
greater maturity, tighter
production, the influence of
recording in the US and a
strong repertoire of songs
selected by First Avenue's
Denis Ingoldsby. "They're at
another level now," says
Smallman. "I don't think
there are many groups in the
world who could sing Power
Of A Woman live and I can
assure you it's something the
group have already done and
they do it very easily."

In Holland, where Always
& Forever is certified gold
(50.000 copies sold) EMI
Music Holland's head of
marketing and promotion
Bert 't Hoen predicts a
healthy fourth quarter for
Eternal. "It's a much more
mature album than the first
one. The band has really
grown. We have a very strong
first single and a very good
ballad to go to Christmas
with. So I'm pretty confident
that well do better on this
one than on the debut album.
I'm sure we'll take it a step
further." :That ballad, I Am
Blessed, will be the album's
second single, released on
November 20.

Until this summer Eternal was a
quartet, but just before they started
recording the second album, Louise
Nurding decided to leave for a solo
career. The split was amicable, Louise
remained with First Avenue and was
taken onto EMI's roster. Both acts now

have simultaneous songs released,
proving Eternal's audience has not
been divided (see page 10 for reviews of
both Louise and Eternal's new singles).

The changed line-up and a new
album have given Eternal the
opportunity to present a completely
fresh image to the media. Gone are the
street fashion clothes and hairstyles of
the first album and in their place is a
more sophisticated look which reflects
the development in their music. "I
think they've grown up," says
Smallman, "I don't think
they're making any conscious
external decisions here, this is
a case of 18 years olds
becoming 22 years old. It's
four years on from when we
originally recorded Always &
Forever and took the original
photos and they've had the
experiences of travelling
around the world twice. They
are certainly a more confident
group. They are absolutely in
the super -league of vocalists,"
he adds, preferring to Compare
them to En Vogue rather than
current chart favourites TLC.

Bert 't Hoen says he
believes Eternal's Dutch
audience is growing up with
the group. He has a database
of 6.000 fans who are mailed
with release news which reveals
young, predominantly female audience.
In the first phase of marketing this
album, he will continue to target these
existing fans. "We are doing a very
heavy radio campaign on [pubcaster]

a

Radio 3, and [commercial
EHR outlet] Radio 538. That
will run to the end of
November," he says. Over
Christmas, Eternal will be
part of EMI's TV advertising
campaign on the Dutch
public channels 2 and 3,
Veronica and RTL 4 and 5.
Another TV campaign is
likely to accompany Eternal's
spring tour when EMI Music
Holland will aim to broaden
its audience.

The sponsored tour will
also visit Germany, France
and the UK next February
and March, building on
audiences won during this
year's European tour with
Take That. "That doubled our
bases everywhere," says
Smallman, "and was very
influential in setting up this
album.

"By delaying the US
release of the album for six
months," he continues, "we're
making ourselves very
available for all of the
markets in Europe, and the
availability of the group for
promotion appears to have a
direct bearing on sales.
"Having the girls here is very
important," says 't Hoen. "On
the debut album, we got more
time with them than any
other country, which helped

us work the project from a promotional
point of view." On a trip to Holland this
month the group held interviews and
performed a showcase for retailers
where they received their gold discs
(see picture).

"They are so hard working," says
Cecillon, "when you decide to back
them up, you know they won't let you
down. They are very committed to this
album."

Cecillon has his own formula for the

success of Eternal: "When you have a
band like Eternal you shouldn't be
afraid to be mainstream," he insists,
"Don't think you'll over -expose the
band. John Major is over -exposed, but
not Eternal!"

A Decade Of Finnish Radio
Recovering from an economic slump of five years,
Finnish radio is showing itself to be a maturing
medium-with the staying power and guts needed
to carve out its niche in an increasingly competitive
radio landscape.

T
BE turning point in
Finland's commercial
radio history was
1983, when some
local newspapers

joined in an association to create pri-
vate radio stations. After two years of
intense political debate, the legal
framework was finally in place.

In 1985, the Finnish government
issued 19 licences on the FM band as
a trial run which was to last four
years. Licences were renewed in
1989 for five years, and again in
1994 for the same duration. Of the
initial 19 stations, 15 still exist.
Radio City was the second frequency
to start up and is the oldest operat-
ing commercial station.

As Finland prepared to join the
European Union, in 1994 radio
broadcasting underwent a process of
liberalisation, affecting joint trans-
missions, networking and simulcast.

Recession Hits
The economic slump of the past five
years could not have come at a worse
time for the industry, right at the end
of the trial period for licences. The
true potential of radio as the coun-
try's most important regional elec-

tronic medium
was already
apparent in 1990
however, with
sales reaching
Fmk215 million
(app. US$50 mil-
lion, see graph).

"The industry
was still very
young and did not

have time to secure a higher share of
the advertising money before reces-
sion hit us. Although on the increase
again, our sales were only Frak152
million in 1994," says managing
director of the Association of Finnish
Radio Broadcasters Tapani Ranki.

In 1994 commercial radio got 4%
of all the advertising money spent in
media. Growth for the first half of
1995 was 9.1%, with expected sales
for the whole year estimated at
Fmk165 million.

"In the short term, the growth
rate shows good potential and the
upturn should maintain itself in the
longer term, as long as circum-
stances remain favourable in such a
fast-moving industry," predicts
Ranki. He adds, "During these first
10 years, which could be compared
to a stage of infancy, the industry
has had ample practice and has
gained sufficient expertise to reach a
state of maturity."

The prospect of having a com-
mercial nationwide radio station in
Finland is certainly one of the most

exciting future developments in the
industry. A committee has been set
up by the Finnish government to
examine the potential of DAB (digi-
tal audio broadcasting). The Finnish
DAB Platform has been working on
experimental transmissions which
started in Helsinki in 1994. In coop-
eration with the European Space
Agency (ESA), Nokia is developing a
combined terrestrial/satellite DAB
receiver. A report is due at the
beginning of 1996.

In the mean time, the govern-
ment is weighing the pros and cons
of authorising the creation of a com-
mercial radio station on the sole AM
frequency available. The danger is
that the national TV company
Mainotelevisio (MTV) may secure a
monopoly on nationwide radio
advertising in addition to the con-
trol it already has over TV advertis-
ing revenue.

Ten Years Radio City
Radio City PD Eero Hyviinen feels
strongly about YLE's de facto monop-
oly on nationwide radio coverage.
"YLE's autocratic control over the
country's TV and radio broadcasting
scenes started shaking 10 years ago,"
he says. "One can only hope that
monopoly days are now numbered.
Financial factors will most probably
speed up the process."

Radio City (Rock) is the most
popular station in
the greater Helsin-
ki area, with a
weekly cume of
41%. "Radio City is
definitely a person-
ality -driven rock
station. It offers a
refined and broad
mix of songs from
the '60s to the '90s

with an alternative flavour, which
includes not only hits but also

album tracks," describes Hyviinen.
Radio City's revenues from

advertising have risen 10%, com-
pared to the same period in 1994,
and will exceed Fmk16 million this
year. Says Hyvonen, "Radio City
has been repeatedly accused of
being too commercial, probably
because we are often involved in
cross -promotion, but we have
always maintained that satisfying
our audience is our top priority. We
could not have succeeded for so long
if we did not have a strong personal -

Kiss FM's Right Blend
Established at the end of March this
year to reach four of Finland's
largest audiences-the greater
Helsinki area, Turku, Tampere and
Oulu, Kiss FM (EHR) works as a
network. It targets the 15-25 demo
and is owned by the Scandinavian
Broadcasting System (SBS; 33%),
Dikigoros (33%) and Radio City
(33%).

"Our rapid success shows that we
are indeed supplying our listeners
with the right blend of music," says
PD Markus "Mage" Vainio. "Fig-
ures released by research company
Gallup -Media show that we are the
most popular commercial station in
the 12-30 age group in most of these
cities."

Kiss is, in accor-
dance with its
licence, a music sta-
tion. "We are a hit
station," adds
Vainio. Although
new successful
releases get a fair
share of rotation,
the core of pro-
gramming consists

of classic hits. "Beatles songs, good
music from the '60s throughout the
'70s and '80s is timeless."

It is now clear that the radio
industry in Finland has attracted
new money, and that the biggest
beneficiary is Kiss FM, because of
its network configuration. The dif-
ference between Kiss and other
Finnish private stations is that it
does not sell time to local advertis-
ers. Kiss feels that because it is an
(almost) nationwide network, this
would be counter -productive.

Kiss FM PD
Mage Vainio

The future looks very bright for
the new station, both in terms of
sales and programming. In six
months, it has already exceeded
targets. It has estimated sales for
this year (on the basis of the first
nine months) at Fmk8-9 million,
and a growth rate of app. 50%
expected in 1996.

Pubcaster Radiomafia
YLE 2/Radiomafia (EHR/rock) start-
ed in 1990, as part of YLE's reaction
to the launch five years earlier of
the first commercial radio stations.
Radiomafia is a well -structured sta-
tion which aims at making exciting
programmes and developing radio
personalities, while daring to take
risks. "We respect our audience. It
is there to communicate with, not
just for testing and selling," says
music coordinator Jukka Haarma.

Defining the sta-
tion's style further,
he says "As a non-
commercial station
we don't consider
audience figures as
gospel, but as a
guide line. We must
remember that we

Radiomafia's are a national sta-
Jukka Haarma tion, where differ-
ent ways of talking and dialects
matter. We also have to avoid mak-
ing programmes only addressed to
the youth, even if we have been
called a 'youth -oriented station'-
youth is not a mass." These ground
rules, Haarma believes, are the key
to Radiomafia's success.

"On the question of formatting,"
he continues, "The first real music
stations have just arrived in Fin-
land, as has US know-how. This
translates into more stations, a
more aggressive rivalry, tighter
playlists, less talk, less 'localness,'
improved marketing and promo-
tion, better sounding radio in terms
of production, and more focused
advertising."

Research conducted last August
on the Helsinki market by Market-
ing Radar for Radio City shows
that 85% of the 15-24 demo audi-
ence tuned to Radiomafia on a
weekly basis, 63% did so in the 25-
34 age group and 57% in the 35-44
group.
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From Italy With Love
This autumn Italy presents a wide gamut of stars
from their treasure-trove of talented artists-from
young Gianluca Grignani's debut album to the
most recent offering of seasoned Paolo Conte. San
Remo star Laura Pausini has seen her album sell-
ing no less than 5 million units world -wide -1 mil-
lion in Spain alone, where she was recently feted in
royal style.

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Radio's Growing Pains
Since the pioneering efforts of Italy's first private
broadcasters 20 years ago, the country's radio
industry has evolved for the most part in an
atmosphere of complete deregulation.
A cautious optimism is growing.

A
LTHOUGH the initial
"free-for-all" which
included battles
between stations occu-
pying the same fre-

quency allowed the more adventur-
ous to buy up channels nationwide
and establish powerful networks,
operators in the business are still
waiting for a law which will specifi-
cally address the needs of the radio
industry.

"The existing Mammi Bill which
was passed in 1990, 14 years after
the first stations started operating,
was drawn up primarily for TV,
and ignored most of the needs of
the radio industry," says Mario
Volante, MD of national music -
only network Radio Italia Solo
Musica Habana.

"The 1990 Mammi law did at
least block what was called the
'Wild West' scenario where anyone
could start a station, often on fre-
quencies too close to established
stations-thereby causing interfer-
ence," says Volante, adding, "what
the industry wants is a clear law
stating exactly what can and can-
not be done. It is only under such
clear guidelines that operators can
be expected to invest the large
sums of money needed to expand
and develop the radio market."

One of the priorities of the pre-

sent caretaker government of
Prime Minister Lamberto Dini is
to pass new media legislation, how-
ever most observers believe that
only transitory measures will be
passed before new elections take
place next spring. "The govern-
ment has agreed to extend the
existing provisional licences until
the end of 1997, to allow time for a
comprehensive new law to be
passed. They have also agreed to
unblock the buying and selling of
existing stations, which will help to
reduce the clutter on the FM band
due to larger operators buying out
smaller ones," says Sergio Natuc-
ci, secretary of Italy's national pri-
vate networks association RNA,
who adds, "however, the measures
have to be passed by the Parlia-
ment and Senate, and since they
have been included as part of a
proposed controversial new law on
cable and satellite broadcasting,
we fear that these crucial tempo-
rary measures will take a long time
to get legislated. The government
hasn't even started considering
issues like DAB, which will make
FM redundant within 10 years.
The UK, France and Germany are
already carrying out experimental
DAB trials."

The relative stability since pro-
visional licences were issued two
years ago and the legal recognition
of the right of national networks to

state broadcaster RAI.

Mario Volante starts Italy's first

1987 - Rome regional Radio Dimen,
stone Suono begins network expansion,
and is now the number two national pri-

ape network.

Bergamo local Radio Tele Lombar-
dia starts buying up the 102.5 FM
channel, to create RTL 102.5 Hit
Radio, the first network with the sa
frequency nationwide and now the
third rated private network.

1990 - Fourteen years after the Con-
stitutional Court ruling allowing pri-
vate broadcasting, the Italian govern-
ment finally passes broadcast
legislation. The "1990 Mammi Bill,"
named after the Minister of Posts at
the time, freezes the existing number of
private radio stations at 4.000 and 15
national networks. Market forces
reduce the number of private stations
to the current level of 2.000 local an
regionals and 15 networks.

1993 - Three years after the Mam
Bill is passed, provisional three-year
licences are issued to all existing
broadcasters who conform with its
norms.

1994 - The official Audiradio ratings
show that private radio stations com-
bined take more than 50% of the and
ence share, beating pubcaster RAI for
the first time.

1995 - Italian broadcasters lobby
a new broadcast law, claiming that
Mammi Bill is out of date, and does
not deal with new technologies includ-
ing DAB, cable and satellite.

exist has allowed the market to
mature. Radio's stake in the adver-
tising pie is still only 3.5% but it is
growing consistently. There is now
a cautious confidence allowing the
investment needed to develop
diverse formats, which can be seen
in recently -established regional
rock outlets and talk radio syndica-
tion projects.

Eduardo Montefusco, MD of
Rome -based network Radio
Dimensione Suono says that he
is relatively happy with the way
the radio industry is evolving.

"The industry is in a much

clearer situation now than before
the 1990 Mammi Bill, which at
least put a stop to the chaos which
existed before. Twenty years ago
Radio Dimensione Suono started
as a small Rome -based local sta-
tion and now we and the other
national networks are well -estab-
lished and have the confidence to
make the necessary investment in
programming, promotions and
marketing to increase our audience
and advertising share. The right
for us to exist is now confirmed and
we can be confident about the
future."

101 Network's
20th Anniversary
Twenty years ago on March 10 1975, Radio Milano
International took to the air as a pirate radio
station broadcasting from a downtown tower block
with just 100W of power covering Milan and its
environs. "Not pirates, but pioneers," states
PD Gigio D'Ambrosio in an interview
with Music & Media's Mark Dezzani.

"We never regard-
ed ourselves as
pirates, but pio-
neers, certain of
our right to exist
but uncertain of
how to produce
radio. Apart from
the very formal
programmes,
RAI'S there were
no examples to
follow except
Radio Luxem-
bourg, which we
could hear at
night-even
Radio Monte
Carlo had a very
talk -oriented format. What we
introduced was the concept of con-
tinuous music-our slogan was sim-
ply 'Non -Stop Music'.
"One interesting phenomenon in
those early days, before private tele-
vision had really taken off and
matured, was that our peak listen-
ing hours were in the evenings.
State TV was very mundane with
just one film a week. Because what
we were doing was so new, we had a
vast audience in the evenings and
we placed our best presenters in
those time slots. Claudio Cecchetto,
who later started Radio Deejay
began his career with a night-time
slot on Radio Milano International,
as did TV star Gerry Scotti and
many other stars.
"Features such as listener dedica-
tions and phone-ins were completely
new to the Italian audience in those
days-we initiated the idea of estab-

lishing an immediate
rapport with the
audience through
phone-in participa-
tion.
"The private radio
scene was very much
motivated by disco
DJs and the emerg-
ing dance music
genre. Consequently
most of the early sta-
tions played a lot of
imported disco music
and directly con-
tributed to starting
Italy's successful
domestic dance
music industry.

International pop and dance, which
previously had received little air-
play in Italy, gained major exposure
for the first time.
"During most of the '80s 101 Net-
work adopted an all-American
music format based almost exclu-
sively on R&B. We eventually
dropped the all -black music format
in the late -'80s when the R&B scene
started splintering into specialist
dance genres, and there was not suf-
ficient mainstream material avail-
able to programme the station. We
then started mixing in Italian music
once again, still keeping an R&B
emphasis, and more recently we
have been developing a more dis-
tinct adult contemporary identity.
We have been and still are best
known for the relaxed style of our
presenters as opposed to the more
upfront style of many other net-
work's presenters."

For some 18 months homegrown Spanish pop / rock has
been mired in creative doldrums alleviated only by
chanting monks, middle-aged singer/ songwriters, and
curiosities such as the late orchestral conductor Her-
bert von Karajan. But since this spring, the genre has
taken a decisive turn for the better. Howell Llewellyn
reviews the scene.

IRST to resurface
was the erstwhile
Santiago Auseron,
leader of the defunct
Radio Futura, which

was Spain's most influential
pop/rock group of the '80s. Auseron
"did a Bowie" and re-emerged as
Juan Perro (John Dog) after spells
in Havana, and an intriguing album
that blended Spanish and Cuban
musical roots.

A week later in April, both Kiko
Veneno and Los Rodriguez
entered the charts. Veneno is a
revered veteran of southern Span-
ish pop/rock, and Los Rodriguez a
respected Madrid -based Spanish -
Argentine combo that also mixes
Spanish and Latin American ele-
ments.

The pop/rock gates were open
again. Spain's leading female rock
singer Luz Casal, now simply Luz,
gracefully breezed through, fol-
lowed by "new flamenco" pioneers
Ketama and "gypsy rock" inventor
Raimundo Amador.

The new winds even had a mor-
bid edge. The death of Antonio
Flores at the age of 33 on May 30,
had a stunning effect on the charts.
His fourth album, Cosas Mias, had
sold 50.000 units in 49 weeks when
he died. After his death it zoomed to
number 1, and by October had sold
510.000 units, says RCA.

Flores was better known as a
composer than a singer, having
written nearly all the songs on the
two albums of his sister Rosario,
Spain's flamenco -pop queen. His
death helped push Rosario's 1994
Siento back up the charts, and it
sold 255.000 units by. October. Iron-
ically, Antonio and Rosario were
Spain's only pop/rock artists in the
album charts during 1994.

Two chart stalwarts of the last
decade took over the helm after the
summer break. El Ultimo De La
Fila (Last In Line) threatened to
break all records when the new
album La RebeliOn De Los Hombres
Rana sold 228.000 in its first four
days of release. A month later, sales
are close to 400.000 and are expect-
ed to approach one million.

Last in line in the pop/rock
revival so far are Heroes Del
Silencio, who briefly nudged El
Ultimo De La Fila from top spot
when they released Avalancha on
September 18. By month's end,
sales were well in excess of 100.000.
Heroes are likely to be Spain's lead-
ing border -breakers this season as

bands still tend to prefer Latin
America to Europe, for linguistic
and historical reasons.

There are two interesting points
about this chart turnaround. Three
of the above named acts are enjoy-
ing their first commercial successes
after as many as 20 years of critical
acclaim. And the chart speaks for
itself-by October, nine of the top
11 albums were Spanish (if you
count Cuban Pablo Milanes' duo
with Victor Manuel), and of those

Luz Casal (Hispavox I EMI)

five can be termed pop/rock. A year
ago those figures were four and
none; before Perro broke through in
April, the figures were two and
none.

So which of the current wave of
bands that have given the chart a
more realistic look have the great-
est crossover potential in Europe? It
must be said that Spain's interest
in its neighbours is slight, and after
Heroes, crossover expectations are
mostly confined to Luz and El Ulti-
mo De La Fila.

Heroes Del Silencio
Label: EMI/Odeon
Album: Avalancha
Single: Iberia Sumergida
The band's single, Iberia Sumergi-
da, was at number 19 in Music &
Media's Border Breakers chart after
two weeks, the only Spanish act in
sight. Early sales were apparently
strong in territories as diverse as
Italy and Poland.

EMI says that Avalancha had
shipment figures of 200.000 in
Europe and Mexico alone. Already
big in European territories such as

Germany since their last album,
the 1993 El Espiritu Del Vino,
Heroes are booked for a busy sea-
son which started September 25
and ends December 20, with 12 of
the 54 concerts in Germany.

Luz
Label: EMI/Hispavox
Album: Como La Flor Prometida
Luz has been Spain's leading
female rocker for more than a
decade, although ironically she is
best known for a sublime bolero
called Pienso En Mi that she record-
ed for Pedro Almodovar's film
"High Heels, Low Heels." The
single came from her last
album, 1993's A Contra Luz,

Kiko Veneno (BMG Ariola)

which sold 500.000 units in Spain
and a million worldwide. The new
album, Como La Flor Prometida,
has sold 270.000 units in four
months and has just been released
in most European territories,
according to her manager Manolo
Sanchez.

On October 5 Luz became the
second act in the world, after The
Rolling Stones seven months earli-
er, to transmit a concert live on the
Internet from Madrid's Las Ventas
bullring, the world's biggest.

El Ultimo De La Fila
Label: Chrysalis-Perro Records
Album: La Rebelion De Los
Hombres Rana

Only semi -retired Madrid pop
trio Mecano has sold more records

than Barcelona's El Ultimo De La
Fila, who are currently in the mid-
dle of a 45 -concert tour which is
expected to draw at least 350.000
people. This includes close to 50.000
tickets sold in Madrid for four big
arena shows.

Carlos Sanmartin, Chrysalis
MD, says a major European tour is
being planned for early next year.
El Ultimo... has a firm fan base in
Italy, France and through Scandi-
navia.

El Ultimo... was Chrysalis' last
domestic signing, and it was no
surprise when Sanmartin said in

Los Rodriguez (East West)

August before La Rebelion's
release that "This will be without
doubt the first number one album
of the autumn, and the first by
Chrysalis Spain."

Quimi Portet, the band's com-
poser and guitarist, is a stern
Catalan with a low public profile.
Vocalist Manolo Garcia is from
Andalusian immigrant stock in the
far south, which explains the fla-
menco flavour of their music. Their
look is far from "rocker"-they
resemble university students or
trainee priests.

Ketama
Label: Mercury
Album: De Aki A Ketama
Brothers Antonio and Juan Car-
mona and cousin Josemi led the
"new flamenco" tendency in the
early '80s, although the first
attempts to merge pure flamenco
with pop/rock or jazz can be traced
further back.

From the beginning they have
enjoyed much critical acclaim, but
their latest album, De Aki A Keta-
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ma, is the first to sell. With sales
by October approaching 100.000,
PolyGram Iberica A&R head
Simone Bose comments that none
of the band's previous eight albums
sold more than 14.000 units. That
does not include several impressive
world music' collaborations with
artists such as Mali's Toumani
Diabate on the highly praised
Songhai album, and Portugal's
Rao Kyao.

Bose says that although De Aki
A Ketama (named after the Morro -

Also a "new flamenco" pioneer,
Amador formed the legendary Pata
Negra with his brother Rafael in
1980, and soon practiced a flamen-
co -rock fusion which became known
as "gypsy rock." By the mid -'70s,
Raimundo was showing an interest
which in its time was considered
sacrilegious among southern
Spain's gypsy community-he

adored the electric guitar, especially
that of Jimi Hendrix.

This year saw a dream come
true-BB King agreed to guest on
two song's on Raimundo's debut
solo album Gerundina, which has
sold nearly 40.000 units in four
months. MCA press officer Marta
Comyn says there are no plans as
yet for a European tour.

Antonio Flores (RCA)

Rosario
Label: Epic
Album: Siento
Still recovering from the deaths
of her mother Lola Flores,
matriarch of an artistic
dynasty, and brother Antonio
in the space of two weeks,
Rosario is throwing herself into
her work, wrapping up a 60-

concert tour of Spain that has
helped push sales of her second
album Siento to 255.000 units. In
November she starts a Latin Ameri-
can tour which will also include a
Miami concert, but no European
dates are planned.

After disbanding the influential
Radio Futura in 1990, ex-Sorbonne
philosophy student Santiago
Auseron travelled to Cuba,

75.000 units by October.

Kiko Veneno
Label: BMG Ariola
Album: Estes Muy Bien Eso Del
Carino

Many rock critics agree that one
of the seminal pop/rock albums
recorded in Spain was the 1977
Veneno, with Kiko at the helm and

aided by Raimundo Amador. But
Kiko had to wait until 1995 for his
first commercial success, Estes Muy
Bien Eso Del Caricio, which by Octo-
ber had sold 60.000 units.

BMG head of international
exploitation Laly Garcia explains
the success of Perro and Veneno
"because they are enormous artists
with great talent." Neither artist
has plans to tour Europe in the
near future.

AERC To Be Spain's NAB
Recently assuming the posi-
tion of chairman of Spain's
Association of Commercial
Radio (AERC), Raul Domin-
go intends to improve the
sector's credibility and
strengthen its image as a
powerful advertising medi-
um. Music & Media's Howell
Llewellyn spoke to him about
his goals.

Rani Domingo reluctantly concedes
that until now the Spanish Associa-
tion of Commercial Radio (AERC)
has probably had a low profile in the
country's radio sector, even
though some 80% of all
commercial stations-
about 800-belong to the
group.

But Domingo, who in
July was voted into a two-
year stint as AERC chair-
man, has every intention
of raising this profile. "I
want the AERC to become
the National Association of
Broadcasters (NAB) of
Spain," he insists.

"The AERC will not be a
forum of people talking for talking's
sake," says Domingo, who is head
of marketing at news/talk Onda
Cero Radio and EHR news/talk mix
Onda 10, both owned by Spain's
powerful blind people's association
ONCE. "We're holding regular
meetings to prepare campaigns
after the summer break at both
national and regional levels."

He continues, "There is the
question of illegal 'pirate' stations
on the one hand, and public sta-
tions on the other that operate with
double funding by obtaining public
cash from town halls and regional
governments, as well as advertis-
ing revenue at very low rates."

Domingo explains that the
AERC has repeatedly condemned
the double -funded public stations
in meetings with government
telecommunications authorities,
but with Spain's current political
situation in turmoil and early elec-
tions next March expected to topple
the 13 year -old socialist adminis-
tration, there has been little
response.

"The 500 or so municipal and
illegal stations do not have a great

audience, but they distort our work
and are a nuisance," he comments.
"The municipal stations, run and
subsidised by local and regional
governments, can afford to charge
very low advertising rates which
put AERC at a clear disadvantage.
And many illegal stations, who are
rarely bothered by the authorities,
open and close from day to day," he
adds.

The result of all this is that
nobody has an accurate idea of the
radio situation in Spain. "For this
reason, we are working with Fun-
desco, a government communica-
tions body, and the state -run Radio
Nacional de Espana (RNE), to
draw up a kind of 'radio map' of
Spain so that we can pinpoint

where every station is
and what it does."

Domingo expects this
first -ever "radio map" to
be finished by the end of
the year. "We need it
before we can start
defining and then tack-
ling the sector's prob-
lems seriously," he
stresses.

AERC's goal is to
increase Spain's radio
audience and the sec-
tor's advertising rev-

enue, and it hopes to start by giv-
ing special attention to improving
research and audience surveys.
"We are the current vice president
of the European Radio Association
(AER), and we hope to apply to
Spain lessons learned during this
experience," Domingo says. "I am
very aware that all aspects of the
sector can be improved."

The association holds regular
meetings with local and regional
authorities "to discuss all matters
that affect legal norms or freedom
of expression." It also negotiates
the rights contracts with the
SGAE, Spain's performing rights
society.

Organised by AERC on October
4, a recent demonstration of radio's
power to reach the public and a sig-
nal to potential advertisers, was a
minute of silence starting at 08:30.
AERC estimates some five million
people were tuned in at the time,
and hopes to get across the mes-
sage that "Radio is more than
news, more than sport and more
than music. Radio is the sound of
our lives." (See Music & Media,
October 21.)
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Berlin's New Jazz Station
In May Berlin became one of only four markets in
Europe to have a 24 -hour full service jazz station.
JazzRadio Berlin, for the moment on MW and
cable, joined Jazz FM I London, Eurojazz
Radio /Amsterdam, and Jazz Welle Plus /Munich
in attempting to capture the notoriously elusive
jazz audience (see Music & Media, April 22).

As recurrent programming prob-
lems at both Eurojazz and Jazz FM
demonstrate, even defining a proper
format is fraught with uncertain-
ties. Deciding what is and is not
acceptable from among the wide
range of styles and traditions of jazz
has proved a major stumbling block
to forging recognisable and viable
station identities. It's something
JazzRadio
Berlin has
been clear on
from the
start.

"We play
a lot of mod-
ern and pro-
gressive
jazz," says
station MD
Wilhelmina
Steyling.
"Berlin has
always been
known for its progressive jazz
scene-no other city in Europe is
exactly like it." The station's for-
mat is closely honed to the city's
audience. "Our choice of music
would not work in every city," she
clarifies. "The audience, the scene
is there so you go with that. That's
your strength. They hate fusion,
and love hip -hop and acid jazz,"
she adds, "though we play plenty of
mainstream artists like Joe Hen-
derson, Joe Lovano or Horace
Silver. We love contrast, and we
like to show where the music is
headed." A look at their Top 10
playlist (see Jazz Station Reports)
confirms this-new albums by
Greg Osby and Ornette Cole-
man appear alongside entries for
John Coltrane and the Mingus
Big Band.

Presenters are given free reign
to play what they want within the
limits of the general format. Pre-
war styles like swing or Dixieland
are avoided. New releases are
emphasised. Programmes, a combi-
nation of live and taped, are
defined more by differences in tone
than by differences in content.
Mornings are more mainstream;
afternoons tend toward West Coast
cool; late afternoon can go to pro-
gressive; the dinner show includes
lots of contemporary vocalists like
Betty Carter or Kevin Maho-
gany; while the night time is
devoted to be -bop. Blues is also
often included in the mix. Inter-
views with musicians playing at

the station's sponsored concerts at
Berlin venues are also a feature.
Artists like Steve Coleman, Geri
Allen, Elvin Jones and David
Sanchez have all passed through
JazzRadio's studios. Though there
is a generous amount of jazz -ori-
ented talk, entertainment and not
education is the mandate.

The JazzRadio Berlin Top 10 is
compiled every two weeks from
presenters' own choice of new CDs.

Albums which
make the list
are given
heavy airplay
during the
fortnight
between
charts. The
chart is spon-
sored by
Munich -based
retail chain
World Of
Music's Berlin
stores, where

it is displayed. In exchange the
stores' own five best-selling jazz
CDs are included in the chart show
broadcast.

The advertising climate in
Berlin is increasingly competitive,
especially in the radio sector.
Though numbers don't yet add up,
Steyling says, "It's tough, but the
response has been better than
expected. And as the only jazz sta-
tion in town we have the market to
ourselves." A recent survey by
CitiBank found that a relatively
large number (13%) of the city's
population between the ages of 18
and 49 claimed to like jazz, an
encouraging sign given the sta-
tion's similar demographic.

But even with such a clear
vision of the station's direction,
start-up was not problem -free.
Explains Steyling, "We had a
major problem finding adequate
presenters. There's virtually no
tradition of jazz radio program-
ming. The combination of radio
experience with knowledge of jazz
is very rare. We're training people
in house now. If you want to cap-
ture a young audience you have to
have young presenters. Our audi-
ence is young for a jazz station,
approximately 22-40, so this is an
important factor."

Another problem was getting
product from the record companies.
Comments Steyling, "Jazz compa-
nies are all understaffed. The jazz
scene still has a lot to learn from
the pop scene."

But
the voice is an instrument capable
of lending words far more than
their mundane meanings, and in
these mostly trio settings Elling's
is as eloquent musically as lyrical-
ly, inviting us to enter fully into his
versions of songs like Wayne
Shorter's Delores' Dream or Her-
bie Hancock's Hurricane.

consecutive week, the top of the
Eurochart Hot 100 shows no
change.

At number 2 we find Shaggy
with Boombastic (Virgin) high-
lighted by the 10 stars of the
Sales Breaker Award. The sin-
gle-currently in use for a Levi's
commercial in cinema's across
Europe-charts in 14 national
countdowns with top 10 positions
in; Austria (no.5), Denmark (3),
Finland (2), Germany (2), Ireland
(1), Italy (4), Holland (4), Norway
(2), Sweden (2), Switzerland (4)
and the UK (6). Meanwhile, it is
in it's second week and still
climbing in the national charts
of; Belgium (no.15), France (56)
and Hungary (18). After Oh Car-
olina in 1993 (on chart for 31
weeks with a number 4 peak
position) and In The Summertime
earlier this year (peak 13), this is
Shaggy's third Eurochart hit. His
previous album Pure Pleasure
charted for only one week in
1993.

"This allows us to cater for
an audience of 25-50, which
complements our Kiss FM net-
work in the same cities (tar-
geting under 25s).

Radio Mega's new MD
Markku Niejitalo was appoint-
ed on October 16. He comes
from Radio Ankurri in Kemi.

SBS bought 72% of Radio
Mega's shares on September
28 and has 'since then
increased its stake to 82% by
acquiring additional shares
from small shareholders. The
remaining shares are owned
by local newspaper Liitto.

"We are very much a MOR
station with an audience in

the 20-50 demo," says Mega
programme director Maisa
Lehtonen. On a weekly aver-
age, Radio Mega, which offers
a balance of about 60% music
and 40% speech, reaches 70%
of the 150.000 Oulu popula-
tion.

According to Ryynanen,
SBS does not intend to change
Mega's programming in the
near future. Emphasis will be
on maintaining the local char-
acter of the four individual
stations.

Radio Mega will have its
first taste of local competition
next year with the arrival of a
second station-backed by
Finnish media group Amule-
hti.

World Radio Geneva
Prepares For Launch

GENEVA - English -language
station World Radio Geneva
(WRG) has announced plans to
go on air by April 1996, follow-
ing the success of its applica-
tion for a terrestrial licence
(Music & Media, October 21).

According to WRG
spokesperson Brandeis Hall
the station, which targets
Geneva's expatriate communi-
ty with English language news
and information, will have an
ACE format with a strong jazz
and world music flavour.

The station is currently

looking for appropriate studio
and broadcasting equipment
and will start hiring staff
before the end of the year. "We
try to avoid giving WRG a
strong US or UK flavour," says
Hall, who is looking for staff
from a wide range of back-
grounds and is negotiating co-
operation with the Interna-
tional Academy Of
Broadcasting (IAB) in Mon-
treux.

"We plan to offer internship
programmes to interested
academy students," says Hall.

It has also declared that
"Rire", the programme -feed
adapted from the "Rire et
Chansons" programme, does
not qualify for broadcast on
"B" category stations as
unidentified programming.

"B" category stations wanti-
ng to transmit national pro-
grammes face extensive
restrictions, and may only do
so if the programming is
unidentified.

But stations wishing to
broadcast the "Rire" pro-
gramme will also have to wait
for the next five -yearly licence
renewal to apply for a switch
to category C.

Following close examina-
tion of the "Rire" programme,
the CSA found the service too

heavily branded and declared
that it does not meet the crite-
rias defining a non -identified
bank of programmes. The CSA
adds that the programme Rire
is "almost identical" to the one
broadcast in Paris by Rire et
Chansons.

In the same period that
Star was granted permission
to switch cateogories, 19 "B"
category stations were denied
permission from subscribing to
the "Rire" programme.

EHR Top 40 commentary by Pieter Kops

uropean Hit Radio has literally jumped on
the new Queen single. Debuting as high
as number 8, Heaven For Everyone outdoes
last week's new entry by Ace Of Base at

number 9 by one notch, and claims this year's
highest new entry in the EHR Top 40-Ace Of Base,
in the meantime, hits the top 5 in Radio Active
form, mainly thanks to increasing airplay in
Germany, the UK and Italy. Simultaneously, Queen's
new offering attracts 41 first-time reports this week,
as yet the highest number of the year, pushing the 40
adds for Simply Red's Fairground six weeks ago
(September 16) into second place.

Heaven For Everyone is the taster for Made In
Heaven, Queen's 20th album (scheduled for release
in November), which sees the light almost four years
after Freddie Mercury's death. The album contains
the band's last work with him, recorded during the
last year of Mercury's life and finished after his
death-as was his explicit wish.

At this stage, Queen's new song has collected a
total EHR roster of 56 stations, spread out over 14
countries. Especially in GSA, Italy, Denmark, the
UK, Benelux, Portugal and Hungary, initial support

for "Heaven" produces
promising figures. On a
major market level, the
track is already top 10 in
the run -downs for GSA
and Italy (see Major
Market Airplay, page
39).

The second highest new
entry in the EHR Top 40
appears at number 21 and
is secured by Swedish duo
Roxette. The prolific pop -
rockers are regular guests
on both the EHR and
Border Breakers charts,
as in fact they are an
almost automatic add-on
for many program-

mers-in the Border Breakers chart, they already
queue up at number 2 this week, right behind fellow
countrymen Ace Of Base (see page 38). On the EHR
format alone, Roxette now relish their 14th hit since
the launch of the chart in December 1990. They have
hit the chart summit with two of their 1991
singles-Joyride (two weeks at number 1, though not
consecutive) and Fading Like A Flower (Everytime
You Leave) (two weeks in a row).

The ballad You Don't Understand Me was penned
by Roxette's Per Gessle with in -demand songwriter
Desmond Child, and produced by Clarence
Ofwerman. It is one of four new songs on Don't Bore
Us - Get To The Chorus! I Roxette's Greatest Hits.

With 23 first-time reports by its side (50% of its
total EHR roster), Roxette's new single qualifies as
second -most added of the week. It has already
penetrated 10 territories, registering the highest
ratios in Poland, Italy, Austria and Switzerland (57-
100%). In Poland, it already ranks among the top 5
playlisted songs (see Major Market Airplay again).

On The Road
Border Breakers commentary by Pieter Kops

Swedish signing Army Of Lovers enters the
Border Breakers chart at number 20 this
week with Give My Life, a sing-along-er in a
lighthearted latin mode, with tongue firmly held
in cheek throughout the number. Produced by
Anders Hansson, this release previews the
forthcoming album Les Greatest Hits and marks
the return of singer and keyboard player La
Camilla in the line-up of the group. The other
members of the extravagant Stockholm act
remain Jean-Pierre Barda (vocals, drums),
Dominika Peczynski (vocals, bass) and
Alexander Bard (vocals, guitars).

Give My Life is the group's first hit on Border
Breakers in two years -1993's / Am charted just
for one week, at number 24 only, in the first
issue of the Border Breakers run-down (October
30, 1993). But their biggest triumphs on
European radio date further back -1991's
Crucified and Obsession made it to the EHR
Top 40, with peaks at number 33 and 39,
respectively. At the sales end of the response
scale, it was also Crucified that did best, peak-
ing at number 14 in the Eurochart Hot 100
Singles. Other Eurochart hits included
Obsession (peaking at 29), 1992's Ride The
Bullet (40) and 1993's Isrealism (48). Army Of
Lovers' album Massive Luxury Overdose charted
for 20 consecutive weeks in the European Top
100 Albums (1992, peak 24).

To get back to the present, the new single is
strong in the northern countries, where it is
widely playlisted in home country Sweden, and
also receives crucial support in Finland, where
public national EHR outlet YLE 2/Radiomafia/
Helsinki has playlisted the song. It is outside
Scandinavia, however, that Give My Life scores
its "border breaker" points. The track has been
given a particularly encouraging radio following
in Poland, encompassing six stations, including
five new adds. It is also doing very well in
Austria, where both EHR giants 0 3/Vienna and
Radio CD International/Vienna have it in
rotation. A couple of key stations in Germany
(Radio Regenbogen/Mannheim), Holland
(Radio 2/Hilversum) and Belgium (BRTN
Radio Donna/Brussels) complete the list.

The charts on this page track the border -crossing movement of
product. The Border Breakers chart ranks the 25 most successful
Continental European records making airplay impact outside their
country of signing (airplay achieved in the original country is
excluded from the calculations).

The second chart, Channel Crossovers, registers the airplay
penetration of UK -signed artists in mainland Europe, while the
third Top 25, the Atlantic Crossover chart, ranks the most suc-
cessful Non -European artists according to airplay impact in

Europe.
All three charts are non -format specific. "Country Of Signing"

is not necessarily an indication of where the artist comes from
but, more significantly, where he/she is signed. An increasing
number of national artists are signed to "foreign" labels and M&M
wants to acknowledge the crossover impact of such deals.
