He was also an editor of Boston Common-
wealth and the Springfield Republican, the first secretary of the State Board of !
Charities, founder of many philanthropic societies, and biographer of Concord's o
leading literary figures.

This collection contains mostly typescript originals and copies of Franklin
Benjamin Sanborn's correspondence, writinge, and miscellansous papers, 18,7-1915.
Included are two registers of Sanborn's school in Concord, 1859-1860, and a register)
for the Concord School of Philosophy, 1879-1882, The manuscript box consists of i
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corrsspondence with his wife Ariana Walker Samborn (1832-185L), and letters con-
cerning John Brown, "Bleeding Kansas," and Kansas politics; poetry written largely
by Sanborn to his wife; his addresses and lectures before various philanthropic .
societies, on topics like the Balkan War against Turkey in 1910; Sanborn's writings
on Greece, American poetry, and various literary figures.
