ED investigating some Canadian colleges,
Indian entities in human trafficking case

In an unprecedented move, two
departments of Delhi Government
have released public notices and

disowned the registration process started
by Chief Minister Atishi and former
Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal for two
schemes announced by the ruling Aam
Aadmi Party (AAP) in the National
Capital. The Delhi government’s Health
and Family Welfare department and
Women and Child Development
department on Wednesday issued public
notices disowning the existence of
schemes, Mahila Samman Yojana and
Sanjeevani Yojna and cautioned citizens
against falling for “misleading schemes”
launched by the AAP.
Meanwhile, Chief Minister Atishi has
stated that strict administrative action
will be taken against two officers who
released public notices to disown the
registration process started by her and
former chief minister Arvind Kejriwal
for two schemes.  The officers in
question are a joint director of the
Department of Woman and Child
Development and the special secretary of
the Health and Family Welfare
Department.
Atishi, addressing a press conference at
the AAP headquarters, strongly
condemned the notices, claiming that
the officers were under pressure from the
Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP). She insisted
that the public notices were false and
part of a larger conspiracy by the BJP to
undermine the AAP’s initiatives, which
had gained significant public support.
She added that the party would take legal
action, including a Delhi Police inquiry,
against the officers for issuing
misleading statements. During the press
conference, Atishi also shared an official
notification from the Cabinet that
approved the Rs 1,000 allowance for
women under the Mahila Samman

Yojana, reaffirming the legitimacy of the
scheme.
The fresh controversy will add another
dimension to the ongoing tussle between
the AAP and the bureaucracy, with
accusations flying between parties. The
move underlines the tenuous
relationship between the bureaucracy
and the elected Delhi Government after
an amendment to the Government of
National Capital Territory of Delhi
(GNCTD) Act, the services department
comes under the control of the
Lieutenant Governor. 
The latest flashpoint, which comes weeks
ahead of the Delhi Assembly polls,
sparked a slugfest between the AAP and
BJP leaders. The BJP has accused the
ruling party of duping people, since the
two schemes have not been approved yet.
The Department of Women and Child
Development (WCD), in a public notice
in newspapers, has said the
Mukhyamantri Mahila Samman Yojana
does not exist and has not been approved
by the Delhi government. It has urged

citizens to refrain from sharing personal
information with individuals or groups
claiming association with this “fake
scheme”, as it could result in identity
theft or financial fraud. “As, if and when
such a scheme is notified, the
Department of Women and Child
Development (WCD), GNCTD, will
launch a digital portal for eligible
individuals to submit their applications
online as per the approved guidelines.
The eligibility conditions and modalities
will be clearly notified by the department
as and when it happens.
It is emphasised that since no such
scheme exists, the question of physical
forms / applications for the registration
under this non-existent scheme does not
arise,” it said, adding that any individual
collecting forms or information in the
name of this scheme is “fraudulent and
without any authority”. The department
has warned that sharing personal
information in the public domain may
lead to people falling prey to cybercrime.

The ambitious first of its
kind interlinking of the

Ken-Betwa River as desired
by former Prime Minister late
Atal Bihari Vajpayee two
decades ago, finally kick
started with the foundation
stone laying by PM Narendra
Modi on Wednesday which
also marked the birth
anniversary of the political
stalwart Bharat Ratna
Vajpayee.
The Vajpayee government had
proposed river linking as a
solution for irrigation needs as
well as for dealing with floods.
Modi laid the foundation
stone of the Rs 44,600 crore
Ken-Betwa River Link Project
at Khajuraho in Madhya
Pradesh and said the river
linking will open new doors of
prosperity and happiness in
the Bundelkhand region.
Union Water Resources
Minister C R Patil and
Madhya Pradesh Chief
Minister Mohan Yadav
handed over two kalash
(urns) containing water from
Betwa and Ken rivers,
respectively, to Modi, who
poured it over a model of the
project to launch the river
linking work.
As per the initial estimation
of the project, nearly 44 lakh
people in 10 districts of
Madhya Pradesh and 21 lakh
in Uttar Pradesh will get
drinking water under the
project. Nearly 7.18 lakh
agricultural families in 2,000
villages will benefit from the
project, which will also
generate 103 MW of

hydropower and 27 MW of
solar energy, officials involved
in the project said
Addressing the event Modi
said that in the 21st century,
only the nations with
adequate and well-managed
water resources can advance.
“The major challenge of the
21st century is water security.
In the 21st century only those
countries who have adequate
water resources with proper
management will move
forward,” he said.
The PM also released a
commemorative stamp and a
coin in the memory of
Vajpayee. Modi also
performed `bhumi pujan’ or
ground-breaking ceremony
for the construction of 1,153

Atal Gram Sewa Sadans
costing Rs 437 crore at the
Khajuraho program.
Under the Ken Betwa project,
a 77-metre high and 2.13
kilometres long Daudhan
dam and two tunnels (upper
level 1.9 km and lower level
1.1 km) will be constructed
on the Ken river in the Panna
Tiger Reserve. The dam will
store 2,853 million cubic
metres of water, the chief
minister said.
The surplus Ken water will be
transferred to the Betwa river
through the 221-km-long link
canal from Daudhan dam,
providing irrigation and
drinking water facilities in
both the states, he said.

The Enforcement
Directorate (ED) on

Tuesday said it is investigating
the “involvement” of some
Canadian colleges and a few
Indian entities in a money
laundering case linked to the
trafficking of Indians into the
United States from the Canada
border.  The investigation is
linked to the death of a four-
member Indian family, hailing
from Dingucha village of
Gujarat. The four died of
extreme cold while trying to
illegally cross the Canada-US
border on January 19, 2022. 
The ED took cognisance of an
Ahmedabad Police FIR against
Bhavesh Ashokbhai Patel, who
emerged as the main accused
in the matter, and a few others,
to file a complaint under the
criminal sections of the
Prevention of Money
Laundering Act (PMLA). Patel
and others have “hatched a
well-planned conspiracy to
send people (Indians) to the
USA through Canada via
illegal channels thereby
committing the offence of
human trafficking,” it said. 
The agency had earlier found
that as part of the racket, the
accused “arranged” admission
for people, desirous to go to

the US illegally, in colleges and
universities based in Canada.
A Canadian student visa was
applied for such people and
once they reached that
country, instead of joining the
college, they “illegally” crossed
the US-Canada border and
never joined the Canadian
college, the agency said in a
statement.  “In view of this, the
fee received by colleges based
in Canada was remitted back
to the individuals’ account,”
said ED, adding that Indians
were “lured” into the racket
and charged between Rs 55
and Rs 60 lakh per person,
according to the ED. 
The agency said it undertook
fresh searches in this case on
December 10 and December
19 at eight locations in
Mumbai, Nagpur,
Gandhinagar and Vadodara. It
was found, the ED said, two

“entities”, one based in
Mumbai and the other in
Nagpur, entered into an
“agreement” for admission of
Indians in universities based
in foreign countries on a
commission basis. The agency
said the latest searches found
that about 25,000 students are
being referred by one entity
and more than 10,000 students
by the other to various colleges
based outside India every year. 
“Further, it is gathered that
there are around 1,700
agents/partners based in
Gujarat and around 3,500
agents/partners of other
entities all over India out of
which around 800 are active. It
is further revealed that around
112 colleges based in Canada
have entered into an
agreement with one entity and
more than 150 with another
entity. Their involvement in
the instant case is under
investigation,” the ED said. 
The agency suspects that out
of the total 262 such colleges in
Canada, a few, which are
geographically located near
the Canada-US border, are
involved in the trafficking of
Indian nationals. The ED said
it froze bank deposits worth Rs
19 lakh, some “incriminating”
documents and digital devices,
and seized two vehicles in
connection with its probe.

Divine intervention and a wagging tail
might have lifted India’s sagging

spirits in Brisbane but an out-of-form
skipper Rohit Sharma’s batting position
will be in focus against a dangerous
Australia bracing to deliver the knockout
punch in the ‘Boxing Day’ Test starting
here on Thursday. The Indian skipper was
the last to hit the nets on Christmas eve
and there is speculation doing rounds that
he could replace the team’s most assured
opener, KL Rahul, at the top of the order.
If that happens, Rahul will come in at No.
3 while Shubman Gill could either play in
the middle order or make way for a Dhruv
Jurel in the playing eleven. The series is
currently locked 1-1.  The Indian skipper
stopped batting in the middle order after
being elevated to the opening slot back in
2019. But he chose to come down in
Adelaide and Brisbane to accommodate

an in-form Rahul and first-Test centurion
Yashasvi Jaiswal.
The move was a spectacular failure and it
remains to be seen how the team adjusts
in case Rohit opens and Gill is either
dropped or bats at number five. Asked
about his batting position during the pre-

match press conference, he was borderline
irritated.
“Let’s not worry about that. I think who
bats where, we should be discussing that
within ourselves and I shouldn’t be
answering this question in every press
conference,” the skipper just about held
his composure.
Both captains feel that 1-1 after three
games is a fair reflection of the
competition between the sides but things
can quickly change at the MCG. The rain-
affected draw at the Gabba was like a
soothing balm for India after the Pink
Test debacle in Adelaide.
But now, India are back at one of their
favourite Australian venues where they
have remained undefeated in Tests since
the 2014 series. The last two (2018-19 and
2020-21) of the three Tests (other being
2014-15) resulted in Indian wins where
solid batting played its part.

An Azerbaijani airliner with
67 people onboard crashed

Wednesday in the Kazakhstani
city of Aktau, leaving at least 32
survivors, according to
officials. More than 30 people
are likely dead.
Kazakhstan’s Emergency
Ministry said in a Telegram
statement that those on board
included five crew. At least 29
have been hospitalised, the
ministry told Russia’s state
news agency RIA Novosti.
Russian news agency Interfax
quoted medical workers as
saying that four bodies have
been recovered and emergency
workers at the scene as saying
that both pilots, according to a
preliminary assessment, died
in the crash. The Embraer 190
aircraft made an emergency
landing three kilometres from
the city, Azerbaijan Airlines
said earlier.

In a shocking incident, a
man in his early 30s tried to

immolate himself on
Wednesday afternoon
opposite the high security
zone Sansad Bhavan
premises, the police recovered
a singed note from the victim,
identified as Jitendra. It hints
at Uttar Pradesh’s
government’s inaction in a
case relating to the Scheduled
Caste/Scheduled Tribe Act.
An official of the Delhi Fire
Service said that a call
regarding the incident near
the Railway Bhawan opposite
the  Sansad Bhavan was
received at around 3.35 pm on
Wednesday, and a fire tender
was pressed into service.
The security personnel
deployed near Sansad Bhavan
rushed the man identified as
Jitendra, a resident of Baghpat
in Uttar Pradesh, to the Ram
Manohar Lohia (RML)
Hospital. “He set himself on
fire at the roundabout near
Rail Bhawan. The local police
and railway police along with
some people immediately
extinguished the fire and the
person was sent to the
hospital,” an official statement
said.

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Farmer leader Jagjit Singh
Dallewal’s hunger strike, now

in its 30th consecutive day, has
captured the attention of the
nation, becoming a symbol of
steadfast determination and
resilience in the fight for farmers’
rights. Seventy-year-old Dallewal,
a prominent advocate for agri-
cultural reforms, is demanding a
legal guarantee for Minimum
Support Price (MSP) for crops.
His health has sharply declined
over the past month as he sur-
vives solely on water. Despite his
frailty, Dallewal has refused to
yield, asserting that the govern-
ment must act decisively or wit-
ness his ultimate sacrifice.

This relentless protest has
drawn a stream of political lead-
ers and activists to the Khanauri
border in Sangrur. Aam Aadmi
Party’s (AAP) Punjab unit pres-
ident and Cabinet Minister
Aman Arora, along with his
Cabinet colleagues Dr Balbir
Singh, Kuldeep Singh Dhaliwal,
Gurmeet Singh Khuddian,
Hardeep Singh Mundian,
Taranpreet Singh, Barinder
Goyal, and AAP state working
president and MLA Amansher
Singh Sherry Kalsi; besides
Congress MP from Amritsar
Gurjit Singh Aujla visiting
Dallewal to express solidarity and
press the BJP-led Central
Government to address the
farmers’ demands. Punjab
Police’s special Director General

of Police (Law and Order) Arpit
Shukla also met the farmer
leader.

However, amidst the grow-
ing support including that from
Uttar Pradesh’s Khap Panchayat,
cracks within the farmer unions
are becoming evident as major
coalitions, including the Sanyukt
Kisan Morcha (SKM), maintain
a cautious distance from the
movement. Adding to the
urgency, plans for a Punjab-
wide bandh on December 30 are
gaining momentum, with a piv-
otal meeting scheduled to final-
ize strategies.

In a dramatic and alarming
development, a medical team en
route to monitor Dallewal’s health
narrowly escaped serious injury
in a road accident on Wednesday.
The team, from Patiala’s Rajindra
Hospital, was involved in a head-
on collision near Jauramajra vil-
lage when a reckless Scorpio dri-
ver swerved into their lane to
overtake a bus. The crash result-
ed in only minor injuries, and the
injured are undergoing treat-
ment at Rajindra Hospital.

A dashboard camera of
another vehicle captured the
Scorpio driver’s dangerous
maneuver, overtaking a bus and
colliding with two oncoming
vehicles, including that of the
medical team.

Dallewal’s extended hunger
strike has taken a severe toll on
his body. His weight has plum-
meted, his immunity has weak-
ened, and doctors are increas-
ingly alarmed about the risk of

infections. To safeguard his
health, organizers have placed
him in a glass-enclosed stage to
minimize exposure. Despite these
measures, Dallewal’s determi-
nation remains unshaken. In a
strongly worded letter to Prime
Minister Narendra Modi, he
wrote, “Enact the MSP guaran-
tee law or prepare for my mar-
tyrdom.”

This plea has resonated with
political leaders across Punjab.
Congress MP Gurjit Singh Aujla,
after meeting Dallewal, lament-
ed the Central Government’s
indifference, saying, “The sacri-
fice of a leader like Dallewal can-
not be ignored. This is a call for
justice, not just for farmers but for
Punjab’s future.” Similarly, AAP’s
Aman Arora expressed his sup-
port and urged the government
to take immediate action to pre-
vent a tragedy.

As Dallewal’s protest garners
widespread grassroots support,
including endorsements from
Haryana and Uttar Pradesh’s
khap panchayats, divisions with-
in the farmer movement are
becoming more pronounced.
The SKM, a leading coalition of
farmer organizations, has
refrained from backing
Dallewal’s hunger strike, citing
strategic disagreements. Some
leaders within SKM view
Dallewal’s actions as an “inde-
pendent initiative” that risks
fragmenting the collective
strength of the movement.

The discord has historical
roots, with tensions dating back

to the 2020 farmer protests.
Critics within the SKM have
accused Dallewal’s faction of
sidelining others to consolidate
their base.
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Preparations for the
December 30 Punjab bandh are
proceeding with urgency. A cru-
cial meeting at the Khanauri bor-
der on Thursday will bring
together leaders from trade
unions, taxi associations, and reli-
gious and social groups to final-
ize strategies. Farmer leader
Sarwan Singh Pandher has
emphasized the importance of
the bandh, calling for wide-
spread participation from busi-
nesses, employees, and the gen-
eral public. Scheduled to last from
7 am to 4 pm, the bandh aims to
showcase the collective power
and resolve of Punjab’s farming
community.

However, the SKM’s reluc-
tance to endorse the bandh
reflected ongoing divisions with-
in the movement. This lack of
unity poses a significant challenge
as organizers strive to present a
united front.

Dallewal’s hunger strike has
become a defining moment in
the struggle for farmers’ rights,
symbolizing both the strength
and vulnerabilities of the move-
ment. His call for unity among
farmer unions is a poignant
reminder of the stakes involved.
With the December 30 bandh
approaching and the Supreme
Court set to hear a related case
on January 2, the coming days are
critical.
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To curb irregularities, Haryana
Chief Minister Nayab Singh

Saini on Wednesday said that the
State Government has initiated
several e-governance initiatives.
The government has introduced
the online issuance of No
Objection Certificates (NOCs)
from various departments,
boards, and corporations, which
are required during registration,
to curb irregularities in land
registration. Additionally, the
Web-Halris system has been
implemented statewide to ensure
transparency and accuracy in
land records, he said.

Addressing the State-level
Governance Day programme in
Gurugram on the occasion of the
birth anniversary of Bharat Ratna
awardee and former Prime
Minister Atal Bihari Vajpayee, the
Chief Minister said that in the
mining sector, the government
has ensured transparency
through the e-auction and e-
Ravana schemes. Furthermore,
the enactment of the 'Right to
Service' law holds public officers
accountable, mandating timely
service delivery and ensuring
swift action against those who fail
to meet deadlines, thus reinforc-
ing efficiency and responsiveness
in public service, he said.

In his speech, the Chief
Minister emphasized the impor-
tance of sensitivity and empathy
in government administration,
urging officers to view their
roles as an opportunity to uplift
society and ease the hardships of
the common people.

Saini urged the officers to
view each case with compassion,
stating that when someone
approaches their office with a
problem, they should not simply
see it as a piece of paper. Instead,
they should recognize it as a sym-
bol of the individual's pain and
hardship. “If we can understand
the story behind that paper, we
will have truly succeeded in our
efforts towards good governance.”

He said, “When our gov-
ernment assumed the responsi-
bility of public service in 2014, we
launched a campaign of gover-
nance reform, transitioning from
good governance (Sushasan) to
service (Sewa). The success of
such a campaign depends on
Niyat (intent), Nishtha (com-
mitment), and Niti (policy). For
good governance, there must be
a genuine intention to serve, and

the policies must be designed in
a way that leaves no room for cor-
ruption. On the strength of
Niyat, Nishtha, and Niti, our gov-
ernment is successfully realizing
the true essence of good gover-
nance, said Saini.

The Chief Minister said that
the state government has estab-
lished the foundation of an hon-
est and transparent administra-
tion, and the reforms introduced
by the government have yielded
positive results in terms of good
governance. He highlighted that
through the Parivar Pahchan
Patra (PPP) model, eligible indi-
viduals are now able to access the
benefits of government services
and schemes from the comfort of
their homes.

He said that it is the result of
good governance that overcom-
ing all the obstacles, our govern-
ment has given government jobs
to 1.71 lakh youth without
Kharchi Parchi. Today, educated
panchayats in the state are giving
new impetus to the development
of villages. Every village has
become Lal Dora free due to
good governance, he said.

Saini said, “There was a
time when fear, corruption,
nepotism, and regionalism were
prevalent in previous govern-
ments. However, our government
has systematically closed all
avenues of corruption. We have
taken decisive steps, such as
eliminating corruption in the
name of CLU, and also ensured
that government jobs are given
solely based on merit, imple-
menting online employee trans-
fers, stopping the misuse of
kerosene by providing free gas
cylinders to every poor house-
hold, and addressing fraud in

ration distribution, pensions,
stipends, and subsidies for the
underprivileged. These initia-
tives are all part of our commit-
ment to good governance.”
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In another event during the
Dhanyawad programme at Kosli
in Rewari, Saini inaugurated and
laid the foundation stones for six
major development projects
worth over Rs 23 crore. The pro-
jects include the inauguration of
four initiatives valued at Rs.
20.53 crore and the foundation of
two projects costing Rs. 2.51
crore.  The inaugurated projects
include a 33 KV substation in
Bohka, a road connecting
Dhawana to Mandola, a PHC in
Bohatwas Ahir, and a Senior
Secondary School building in
Lilodh. Besides this, foundation
stones were laid for the Gugod to
Tumbaheri road and the
Mussepur to Haluhera connect-
ing road.  The Chief Minister
announced that Dahina block
will get the status of sub-division
once the required criteria are met.

He further announced that
Sub health centers will be con-
structed in village Natheda and
Surkhpur, subject to availabili-
ty of panchayat land. Primary
health centers will be built in vil-
lage Gudiani and Ratnathal on
availability of land. Water works
(Jal ghar) will be constructed in
the village Motalkalan. He said
that a college will be construct-
ed in Jatusana soon, besides
this the Bhurthala Distributary
will be renovated. He
announced that the villages
Bhadangi and Nayagaon
Minor will be reconstructed.
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While Punjab Chief Minister
Bhagwant Mann is in

Australia to witness the Boxing
Day cricket match between
Australia and India, a high-level
delegation of Aam Aadmi Party
(AAP) leaders, led by Punjab unit
president and Cabinet Minister
Aman Arora, visited the
Khanauri border on Wednesday
to meet farmer leader Jagjit
Singh Dallewal, who is current-
ly on a hunger strike. The AAP
leaders expressed deep concern
for Dallewal's deteriorating health
and urged him to accept medical
treatment to ensure his survival.

The delegation, which
included Punjab Health Minister
Dr Balbir Singh, Agriculture
Minister Gurmeet Singh
Khuddian, and several other
senior AAP leaders, gathered at
the site of Dallewal’s protest,
where he has been fasting for over
a month in support of Punjab’s
farmers. Dallewal’s hunger strike
has attracted nationwide atten-
tion as he continues his fight for
the protection of farmer rights
and the resolution of long-stand-
ing issues between the farmers
and the Central Government.

Arora, addressing the media,
expressed solidarity with
Dallewal’s cause but urged him to
consider his health. “Jagjit Singh
Dallewal is the driving force
behind this movement, and his
fight is important for the future
of Punjab's farmers. However, we
have requested him to at least end
his hunger strike and take suste-
nance through medical treatment
to ensure his well-being,” Arora
said. He emphasized that the

AAP and the Punjab
Government stand firmly with
the farmers in their struggle for
justice and equitable treatment.

Arora also directed his crit-
icism towards the Central
Government, accusing it of
neglecting the farmers’ demands
and failing to deliver on promis-
es made during previous nego-
tiations. “The Modi Government
has consistently ignored the
pressing issues faced by farmers.
Dallewal’s health is deteriorating,
yet the Central Government
continues to turn a blind eye to
the plight of the farmers. This is
unacceptable,” Arora added.

In response to Dallewal’s
ongoing hunger strike, Health
Minister Dr Balbir Singh outlined
the proactive measures being
taken to support the farmer
leader’s health. “We have estab-
lished medical services at the
Khanauri Border and nearby
hospitals. My team visits the site
daily to monitor Dallewal’s health
and provide any necessary assis-
tance,” he said.

Dr Balbir also urged
Dallewal to accept medical treat-
ment as his physical condition
was rapidly deteriorating, with

signs of severe strain on his kid-
neys and liver. “We are ready to
offer treatment with his consent.
His health is our priority, and we
are committed to providing him
the care he needs to continue his
fight without putting his life at
risk,” said Dr Balbir.

The delegation assured the

farmers that the Punjab
Government would continue to
fight alongside them, pressuring
the Central Government to ful-
fill its promises. “This struggle is
not just for Dallewal; it is for the
future of all farmers in Punjab
and the nation. We will not
allow them to fight alone. The
Punjab Government stands unit-
ed with the farmers until justice
is served,” Arora said.

The leaders also assured
Dallewal that the government is
ready to take any steps necessary
to ensure his health is not com-
promised while he continues his
protest. “We are fully committed
to his cause, but his life must
come first. We urge him to
accept medical care so that his
health does not worsen any fur-
ther,” Arora concluded.

JD(U) was represented by
Union Minister Rajiv Ranjan,
also known as Lalan Singh,
while the Shiv Sena sent
Union MoS Prataprao
Ganpatrao Jadhav.
Union Home Minister Amit
Shah, Telugu Desam Party
(TDP) president and Andhra
Pradesh Chief  Minister
Chandrababu Naidu, Union
Civil Aviation Minister Ram
Mohan Naidu Kinjarapu, and
Union ministers from various
NDA constituents such as
Apna Dal  (S)  president
Anupriya Patel, and JD(S)
leader H D Kumaraswamy,
were present.
Bihar's Hindustani Awam
Morcha (S) leader Jitan Ram
Manjhi, also a minister in the
Modi government, Rashtriya
Lok Morcha (RLM) presi-
dent Upendra Kushwaha, a
Rajya Sabha MP, and Thushar

Vellappally, president of
Bharath Dharma Jana Sena,
were also present at the meet-
ing.

"Attended the NDA leaders'
meeting in New Delhi today.
Under the visionary leader-
ship of PM Narendra Modi,

India is achieving unprece-
dented milestones and has
positioned itself as a global
superpower," Nadda said in a

post on X after the meeting.
"The NDA government
remains steadfast in its pur-
suit of the vision of 'Viksit
Bharat@2047', ensuring a
brighter and more prosperous
future for all," he added.
During the discussions, Shah
reportedly reflected on recent
political developments, par-
ticularly lessons drawn from
the Winter  Session of
Parliament. He accused the
Congress of historically dis-
regarding Ambedkar’s legacy
while now attempting to
appropriate it for political
gain. 
He underscored the need for
the BJP and its allies to
respond robustly and in uni-
son to such manoeuvres.
Uttar Pradesh's NISHAD
Party chief Sanjay Nishad
said it was an “informal"
meeting of the NDA leaders
on the occasion of the birth
centenary of Vajpayee.  “Our
future strategy is to move for-

ward together. We have to
show unity in all the upcom-
ing elections...Everyone con-
gratulated (the BJP leaders)
in the meeting for the victo-
r y in Har yana and
Maharashtra assembly polls,”
he told reporters when asked
about the meeting.

Nishad said the meeting
also discussed coalit ion
strategy to ensure that “all
the work” done by Prime
Minister Modi reaches the
ground and “promises made
to people during elections”
are fulfilled.  The issue of
giving reservation to the
fishing community was also
raised at the meeting, he
said.
“I gave 30-37 page evidence

on the issue of giving reser-
vation to the fishing com-
munity since it was a poll
promise. They will call (us)
after a week and discuss it,”
Nishad said.  Asked if issue of
Shah's remarks on Ambedkar

came up at the meeting, the
NISHAD Party chief said,
"...We have come for people's
welfare. How to get success in
that, energy needs to be spent
on that."
"There is no need to respond
to their narrative and nega-
tive thoughts," he added in an
apparent reference to the
Congress and other opposi-
tion parties who are up in
arms against Shah over his
remarks.
Though there was no official
word on the agenda of the
meeting, sources said good
governance and political
issues were discussed.
The NDA meeting comes
amid the alliance's focus on
simultaneous elections, with
all constituents lending sup-
port to the proposal. 

A Joint  Committee  of
Parliament, constituted to
scrutinise two bills for simul-
taneous polls, is expected to
meet on January 8.

PM Modi, President Murmu join prayer ceremony to pay tributes to Vajpayee on birth centenary
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Amid a row over Waqf
land in Karnataka, offi-

cials from the state govern-
ment are scheduled to appear
before the parliamentary
panel examining the Waqf
Amendment Bi l l  on
Thursday.  The Joint
Committee on the Waqf
Amendment Bill, chaired by
BJP member Jagadambika Pal,
is scheduled to hear views
from representatives of the
governments of Karnataka,
Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan,
Uttar Pradesh, Odisha and
Delhi in sittings spread over
two days beginning Thursday.
Delhi's Food and Supply
Minister Imran Hussain is
also scheduled to address the
committee on Friday, fol-
lowed by the recording of evi-
dence by the representatives
of the Delhi government.
The deposition of officials
from the Congress-led
Karnataka government comes
in the wake of a row over
claims by BJP leaders that
over 1,500 acres of land
belonging to farmers in the
state were being taken over by

the Waqf board.
Pal had visited Karnataka and
interacted with the farmers
who had received notices
from the state government
regarding encroachment over
properties belonging to the
Waqf Board.

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Did you know that potato
plants naturally produce

chemicals called steroidal gly-
coalkaloids (SGAs), which are
found in high quantities in the
green parts of the potato peels
and in the sprouting areas?
While these compounds help
the plants protect themselves
from insects, these are harmful
in case consumed by humans.
Now, scientists have discovered
a way to remove these toxic
compounds from potatoes,
making them safer to eat and
easier to store. This break-
through could reduce food
waste and enhance crop farm-
ing in space and other extreme
environments.
"These compounds are critical
for plants to ward off insects,
but they make certain parts of
these crops inedible," said
Adam Jozwiak, a UCR molec-

ular biochemist who led the
study. "Now that we've uncov-
ered the biosynthetic pathway,
we can potentially create plants
that produce these compounds
only in the leaves while keep-
ing the edible parts safe."
Sunlight can induce the pro-
duction of SGAs in potato
tubers—the part of the potato
plant that is eaten—even after
they've been harvested. By
identifying a key genetic mech-
anism in SGA production, UC
Riverside researchers may be
able to reduce potatoes' toxic-

ity while preserving the plants'
natural defenses. Removing
SGAs from potatoes will also
make them easier to store and
transport in open air.
The research, published in
Science, focuses on a protein
called "GAME15," which plays
a key role in directing the
plant's production of SGAs.
This protein acts both as an
enzyme and a scaffold, orga-
nizing other enzymes into a
"conversion factory" that effi-
ciently produces SGAs while
preventing toxic compounds
from leaking into other parts of
plant cells, where they would
cause damage.
By engineering plants to con-
trol when and where SGAs are
produced—such as in the
leaves but not in the potatoes
themselves—the researchers
envision crops that can be
stored without the risk of tox-
icity from sunlight exposure.
"You could store the potatoes in

your kitchen and not worry
about exposure to the sun,
which makes them produce
more SGAs. Then, you could
eat them whenever you want,
reducing food waste," Jozwiak
said.
Additionally, the findings could
enable the use of other plant
parts, such as leaves, for food
in limited-space environments
like space missions or vertical
farming systems. "For space
farming, where every part of a
plant may need to be edible,
these findings are especially
promising," Jozwiak added.
"Our work demonstrates that
plants have evolved ingenious
ways to balance growth, repro-
duction, and defense," Jozwiak
said. This research involved sci-
entists from the Weizmann
Institute of Science in Israel, as
well as Kobe University, the
RIKEN Center for Sustainable
Resource Science, and Osaka
University in Japan.

nessed a different facet of my
father’s personality later in the
evening, as he gently
expressed his regret for the
outburst. I would remember
in times to come that there
was no shame in accepting if
I was wrong. I remember the
day I met the young girl who
became my wife and life part-
ner in the next few months. 
After the initial heady days,
we buckled up to the serious
business of making a life
together. 
We have been married for 40
years. These have not been
easy decades faced with the
harsh realities of life. We
never give up, whatever the
setbacks. We continue to
strive towards the common
goal of leading a happy and
contented life together. It is
easier to face challenges and
find solutions as a team.
Another nostalgic memory is

from a long-ago holiday to the
beach town of Puri. Our
guest house was a couple of
hundred meters from the
beach. Our daughters were
much younger. 
I was, and continue to be, a
protective father, worrying
about their safety. That one
day, I sat on the veranda,
fondly looking at the two chil-
dren playing with sand on the
beach. Their innocent efforts,
many of which were unsuc-
cessful, to mould a work of art
out of the slippery sand,
taught me not to give up. My
mother kept a copy of
Ramcharitmanas in her
prayer corner. I read some-
where that you could find a
solution to any problem in the
epic. 
All you had to do was open
any page, and the top line
would help you find ways to
tackle your most pressing

issue. I also tried it sometimes. 
I remember that a simple
reading of the lines was not
enough. What mattered was
the action plan that I arrived
at based on my interpretation,
and the determination with
which I pursued.
Fair play, guiding the team
members, impartiality, giving
undivided time to team mem-
bers however busy one might
be, empathy, working for the
team, pride in the perfor-
mance of the team members,
and out-of-box thinking,
were only a few of the invalu-
able lessons that my experi-
ences taught me. 
They have stood me in good
stead through the rough and
tumble of life. The words of
psychiatrist, Abraham
Twerski would resonate with
many, “Ruminating about the
past will get you nowhere.

Bangladesh has formally requested India to extradite former Prime Minister Sheikh
Hasina, who fled to India following her ouster on August 5, 2024. The request,
conveyed through a diplomatic “note verbale,” places India in a delicate posi-

tion, requiring a careful balancing of international law, bilateral relations, and region-
al stability. This article explores the background of the situation, the implications of
such an extradition, and the options available to India. Sheikh Hasina, a towering fig-
ure in Bangladeshi politics and leader of the Awami League, was ousted from power
after a student-led movement erupted into nationwide protests. Despite the govern-
ment meeting the protesters’ demands, unrest persisted, which Hasina claims was
orchestrated by Muhammad Yunus, Chief Adviser to Bangladesh’s interim govern-
ment. The protests culminated in her removal from power, prompting her to flee to
India. The diplomatic note issued by Bangladesh’s interim government reflects its inten-

tion to bring Sheikh Hasina back to face accountabil-
ity or to address the political turmoil she left behind. 
India and Bangladesh share a complex relationship
shaped by historical ties, mutual interests, and occa-
sional tensions. Extraditing Sheikh Hasina could be
seen as India’s support for the interim government,
potentially straining ties with the Awami League, one
of Bangladesh’s major political forces. The political
crisis in Bangladesh has already created ripples in
South Asia. Any decision by India regarding the extra-
dition could influence the region’s political dynam-
ics, including relations with other South Asian nations.
Sheikh Hasina’s safety and the fairness of any trial

are also suspect as she might face attrition upon her return. India would need to weigh
these concerns against its international obligations under extradition treaties and agree-
ments. How India handles this case may affect India’s stance as a regional power
and its commitment to democratic principles. India could provide asylum to Sheikh
Hasina, citing humanitarian grounds or concerns about the fairness of legal proceed-
ings in Bangladesh. This would align with India’s historical role as a refuge for polit-
ical exiles but might antagonise the interim Bangladeshi government. India could agree
to extradite Hasina with conditions ensuring her safety, fair trial, and adherence to inter-
national legal norms. Such a move might help India maintain its relations with both
the interim government and Hasina’s supporters. India can also delay the extradition
while engaging diplomatically with Bangladesh to seek a mutually acceptable solu-
tion. This would allow India to assess the evolving political situation and minimize
potential fallout. While India’s decision will undoubtedly influence India-Bangladesh
relations, its impact will also resonate across the region. India must weigh its options
carefully, prioritising both the immediate political implications and its long-term vision
for South Asian stability.

Bangladesh’s request to extradite Sheikh Hasina raises critical

questions about India’s role as a key player in South Asian politics

significantly reduce cam-
paign costs, alleviate the
strain on administrative
resources, and streamline
governance. This could ulti-
mately benefit the public by
reducing the frequency of
elections, a prospect that
should inspire optimism.
Elections in India are held at
different levels. The first is
panchayat, followed by the
district level, the state assem-
bly level, and finally, the
national level. They happen
at different times, and the
government wants to stream-
line the system. Interestingly,
the idea of simultaneous
polls is not new. 
Historically, it was a synchro-
nised poll from 1952 to 1967.
The premature dismissal of
various governments and
the consequential dissolution
of Assemblies led to staggard
polls. Prime Minister Indira
Gandhi dismissed many
Opposition-ruled state gov-
ernments. The most impor-
tant thing is that the BJP
needs the support of the
allies and friendly parties.
In the recent 2024 polls, the
BJP was 40 short of a major-
ity in the house and could
form the government only
with the help of JD (U) and
Telugu Desam. Most oppos-
ing parties reject simultane-
ous polls,  including
Congress, the Left parties,

the Trinamool Congress, and
regional and smaller par-
ties. Even in the BJP, 20 MPs
were absent while the bill
was introduced. The Kovind
panel also suggested having
the votes in two parts. 
The first will be for Lok
Sabha and Assembly votes,
and the second for local
groups.The bill faces signif-
icant constitutional, legal,
and political challenges. The
Kovind panel suggests
amending Articles 83 and
172 to allow simultaneous
elections. 
However, the BJP lacks the
two-thirds majority for this
amendment, and the
Constitution needs clarifica-
tion on concurrent polls.
The potential impact on the
federal structure of the coun-
try and the logistical chal-
lenges of conducting simul-
taneous elections for a billion
voters are crucial factors to
consider. Prime Minister
Modi’s main challenge is to
gather enough support in
Parliament. At the same
time, the government must
build political consensus and
persuade the Opposition to
agree.
The Opposition has rejected
simultaneous polls, fearing it
might benefit the BJP.  The
15 opposing parties hold
205 MPs, while Modi needs
362 votes to proceed.

A legal framework for simul-
taneous elections is essential
to address mid-term govern-
ment collapses and central
political manoeuvring. 
The one nation, one poll
approach reduces waste and
election frequency, so the
Opposition should consider
it carefully and present any
alternative proposals for
public discussion. The One
Nation One poll has been
one of the poll promises of
the BJP. Some core issues
have already been addressed,
such as the revocation of
Article 370 and the building
of the Ram temple in
Ayodhya. 
In his third term, Modi
wants to finish the unfin-
ished agenda. Modi presents
this legislation with a clear
strategy: Whether he suc-
ceeds or not, he benefits. If
the bill gets passed, it will be
an advantage for the BJP
government. If it fails, he can
claim that he tried to enact
reform but faced Opposition
obstruction. Despite poten-
tial delays, it’s important to
debate the bill, as election
spending ultimately comes
from taxpayers’ money.Now
that the bill has been sent to
a joint select committee, we
must wait for its report.

ONOP:  A bold reform

or a political gamble?

The introduction of a
controversial bill,
‘One Nation One
Poll,’ has created
more controversy

than acceptance. The BJP has
been talking about it but intro-
duced it, which has been sent to
the joint select committee of the
Parliament. Prime Minister
Narendra Modi is in a hurry to
fulfil the BJP’s unfinished agen-
da. He had already opened the
Ayodhya temple and got the
revocation of Article 370 of the
Constitution, which gave spe-
cial status to Jammu and
Kashmir. This long-awaited bill
aims to streamline the electoral
process for 28 states and eight
union territories, with an elec-
torate of nearly a billion voters.
The bill has triggered wide-
spread debate, significant inter-
est, and Opposition from var-
ious parties.
Though momentum is building
for simultaneous elections,
some questions need answers.
They include whether Modi has
the required two-thirds major-
ity to pass the bill in Parliament.
Is there a political consensus?
Will the Opposition come on
board? Is the timing of the bill
right? Most Opposition parties
reject the idea of simultaneous
polls.  They include the
Congress, the Left parties, the
Trinamool Congress, and
regional and smaller parties. 
They reject it mainly to settle
political scores and apprehen-
sion that they may benefit the
BJP. Former President Ram
Nath Kovind chaired a nine-
member committee recom-
mending simultaneous polls
last year, labelling it a ‘game
changer.’ Thirty-two parties
supported the concept, and 15
rejected it. The panel also
advised that the Centre form a
panel to oversee the imple-
mentation of this proposal.
Also, there should be a joint
electoral roll for all elections so
that voters will use the same list
for national, state, and local
polls.
Over the years, elections have
become a standard feature, but
the ‘One Nation, One Poll’ bill
has the potential to reshape our
election process. Proponents
of the bill argue that it could

he sad demise of legendary filmmaker and
stalwart of Indian cinema Shyam Benegal
at the age of 90 is an irreparable loss for

However, he placed a lofty note on the word
‘Indra’ instead of ‘shatru’ because of which the meaning of the word
changed from ‘slayer of indra’ to ‘the one who will be slain by indra’
and thus the son, Vrutra, so born to him was defeated by Indra, just
because of a pronunciation defect. To quote from Panini Shiksha, a
mantra devoid of the correct vowels (svar) and consonants (varna) is
faulty and does not convey its intended meaning. It is like a verbal thun-
derbolt that harms the one who is chanting, as had happened in the case
of erroneous pronunciation of the word, Indrashatru). The Vedic seers
had mastered this incredible science of sound in the form of mantras,
they were well aware of the high degree of specificity and precision that
is required to harness the power of sound.
Shiksha, one of the six vendangas, deals with the science of proper pro-
nunciation of words and laws of euphony. Volumes have been written
on Shiksha by Panini, Yadnyavalkya and Vasishtha. Shatpath Brahman
states that every alphabet of a word possesses some kind of strength
and explains the secret of every alphabet. Therefore it is important that
one partakes the vidya of mantras from a Guru. Reading from books
/internet or hearing on television/social media and starting self-practice
may have detrimental effects if the chant is not proper.

State budgets on the
brink: RBI sounds alarm

spending and that includes a
sharp rise in expenditure on sub-
sidies. Since 2018-19, subsidies
given by the states have grown 2.5
times to over Rs 470,000 crore
being the budget estimate for FY
2024-25), The RBI cites farm loan
waivers, free or subsidised ser-
vices like electricity, transport, gas
cylinders, and cash transfers to
farmers, youth and women as key
areas of incipient stress. It sug-
gests that states need to adopt
“next-generation” fiscal rules,
time-bound glide paths for fiscal
consolidation, and rein in subsi-
dies and freebies so that it does-
n’t crowd out more productive
expenditures. Such exhortations
have been made umpteen times
in the past not just by the RBI but
also by several committees set by
the government on ‘expenditure
reforms’ from time to time. 
Now, we have more jargon like
“next-generation” fiscal rules to
convey the same message with
greater intensity. 
The RBI posits these rules as
“combining the medium-term
fiscal sustainability objective with
short-term flexibility allowing
state governments more maneu-
verability in dealing with exoge-
nous economic shocks”. The
banking regulator goes on “these
will involve inter alia, the use of
data analytics, including machine
learning (ML) and artificial intel-
ligence (AI); improved data trans-
parency and disclosure practices;
and strengthening the institution
of State Finance Commissions to
deliver public services more effec-
tively and scale up social and
physical infrastructure,” Put sim-
ply, the RBI expects the State gov-
ernments to not just bring about
policy reforms and refinements to
better target welfare schemes –
focusing primarily on the poor

sections of the society but also to
galvanise the administrative
machinery and institutions to
deliver benefits efficiently and
prevent misuse/diversion by
making the best use of technol-
ogy interventions.
Do the States understand?
The answer is a categorical ‘no’.
Forget a finely crafted system
desired by the RBI and govern-
ment committees, most of the
states have put in place crude and
non-transparent subsidy regimes
call them freebies - a jargon for
“something given free of charge”
– all aimed at alluring voters and
winning elections. The political
parties have sought to cover
under ‘something’ literally every-
thing that touches the life of a
person. 
It includes free food, free health,
free education, free LPG cylinder,
free laptops, free transport, state
support for marriage, and pil-
grimage for the elderly; it’s an
unending list.
In the last couple of years, the
freebies promised by them have
become more brazen with parties
coming out with ‘cash transfers’
to the account of voters. Such
schemes mostly directed at
women have won elections for
the concerned parties in elections
held during 2023 and 2024 in
Madhya Pradesh (MP),
Rajasthan, Chhattisgarh,
Maharashtra, Jharkhand and
Haryana. The parties compete
with each other in offering more.
A common refrain is ‘Who will
promise more”? 
Look at this. In the budget for
2024-25, Delhi finance minister
Atishi announced the
Mukhyamantri Mahila Samman
Yojana (MMSY) under which, the
AAP government will give Rs
1000 per month to all the women

above the age of 18 in the nation-
al capital. Now, ex-Chief Minister
Arvind Kejriwal has increased the
amount to Rs 2100 per month. 
In response, the BJP has report-
edly promised a still higher cash
transfer of Rs 2500 per month.
Let us be clear. Unlike ‘normal’
budget expenses which are
planned and backed by well-
orchestrated efforts to garner
revenue, additional financial lia-
bilities imposed by the freebies
promised in the election mani-
festo affect the budgetary position
of the State in a totally ‘uncon-
trolled’ and ‘unplanned’ manner.
Moreover, these freebies don’t
have a sunset date meaning these
will continue to be given ‘eternal-
ly’ – no matter which party rules.
This is the surest invitation to fis-
cal catastrophe. Take the case of
Delhi. 
Already, without the MMSY, the
financial position of the Delhi
government has come to such a
pass that CM Atishi has recent-
ly forwarded a request to the
Centre seeking a loan of Rs
10,000 crore from the National
Small Savings Fund (NSSF). Now,
if AAP were to come to power yet
again, MMSY @Rs 2100 a month
would cost the exchequer an
additional Rs 17,000 crore per
annum.
Since 2018-19, state subsidies
have grown 2.5 times to over Rs
470,000 crore (2024-25), courtesy
freebies cult. This will increase
exponentially, destabilising State
budgets, and making a mockery
of the much-touted fiscal consol-
idation drive. The Supreme Court
has on several occasions observed
that ‘freebies are bad’. Will it force
parliamentarians to enact a law to
curb them?

According to a report on
‘State Finances: A Study of
Budgets of 2024-25’
released by the Reserve
Bank of India (RBI) on

December 19, 2024, the consolidated
gross fiscal deficit (GFD) of all State
governments was contained within 3
per cent of their gross domestic prod-
uct (GDP) during the financial years
(FY) 2022-23 and 2023-24. For 2024-
25, their GFD has been budgeted at 3.2
per cent of GDP. They have complied
with the stipulation under the Fiscal
Responsibility and Budget Management
(FRBM) Act, 2003 which requires
them to keep it within the 3 per cent
cap. But, the good news ends here.
The report reveals that the total out-
standing liabilities of States were 28.5
per cent of the GDP in March 2024.
Though lower than the peak of 31 per
cent reached as of March-end 2021, it
remained significantly above the pru-
dential debt-GDP ratio of 20 per cent
mandated for the states under the
Act. 
Another measure of how a State gov-
ernment is managing its budget is its
revenue expenditure (RE) about capi-
tal outlay (CO). While, the RE being on
items such as salaries, wages, pension
bills, subsidies etc essentially goes
towards non-asset creating spending,
CO results in the generation of capital
assets thereby providing a foundation
for income stream over some time.
Greater emphasis on the latter is con-
sidered fiscally prudent whereas more
of the former can lead to fiscal desta-
bilisation. The record of many states on
this crucial parameter is disconcerting.
For all states, the total expenditure
increased from around Rs 3428,000
crore in 2020-21 to Rs 5760,000 crore
during 2024-25 (budget estimate). As
regards RE, it increased from Rs
3018,000 crore in 2020-21 to Rs
4840,000 crore in 2024-25. The CO
increased from Rs 410,000 crore dur-
ing 2020-21 to Rs 920,000 crore dur-
ing 2024-25. These numbers yield a
ratio of RE to CO or RECO of 5.2
(4840,000/920,000). 
In several states, the RECO is much
higher than even this national average.
For instance, in Punjab, at 17.1 it is
more than three times followed by
Puducherry (14.1), Kerala (10.6) and
Delhi (10.3). There are some better-per-
forming states too such as Manipur
having the best ratio (2.4), followed by
Gujarat (2.9) and Sikkim and
Arunachal Pradesh (3.1). However,
the abnormally high RECO of other
states pushes up the national average.
How does it compare with the Centre?
The total expenditure of the Central
Government increased from Rs
3042,000 crore during 2020-21 to Rs
4820,000 crore during 2024-25. Of this,
the RE increased from Rs 2603,000
crore during 2020-21 to Rs 3709,000
crore during 2024-25. On the other
hand, its CO increased from Rs 439,000
crore during 2020-21 to Rs 1111,000
crore during 2024-25. So, RECO for the
Centre is  3.3 in 2024-25
(3709,000/1111000) against 5.2 for the
States. 
Barring a couple of good performers
like Gujarat which is doing even bet-
ter than the Centre, most of the states
have been reckless in their revenue

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Israel, Hamas accuse each other of complicating
ceasefire efforts as they inch closer to deal

Israel and Hamas accused each other
of complicating ceasefire efforts on

Wednesday, as the two sides inch clos-
er to a deal that could wind down the
14-month war in Gaza. The two sides
appear closer than they have been in
months to reaching an agreement that
would bring home dozens of hostages
being held in Gaza. However, talks have
come close before, only to collapse.
Although Israel and Hamas have
expressed optimism that progress was
being made toward a deal, sticking
points remain over the exchange of
hostages for Palestinian prisoners and
the withdrawal of Israeli troops from
Gaza, people involved in the talks say.
On Wednesday, Hamas accused Israel
of introducing new conditions related
to the withdrawal from Gaza, the pris-
oners and the return of displaced peo-
ple, which it said was delaying the deal.
Israel's government accused Hamas of

reneging on reneging on understand-
ings that have already been reached."
Still, both sides said discussions are
ongoing. Israel's negotiating team,
which includes members from its intel-
ligence agencies and the military,
returned from Qatar Tuesday evening
for internal consultations, following a
week of what it called "significant
negotiations".
During its October 7, 2023, attack on

southern Israel, Hamas and other
groups took about 250 people hostage
and brought them to Gaza. A previous
truce in November 2023 freed more
than 100 hostages, while others have
been rescued or their remains have been
recovered over the past year.
Israel says about 100 hostages remain

in Gaza - at least a third of whom it
believes were killed during the October
7 attack or died in captivity. Sporadic
talks have taken place for a year, but in
recent weeks there's been a renewed
push to reach a deal. President-elect

Donald Trump, who takes office next
month for his second term, has
demanded the immediate release of
Israeli hostages, saying on social media
that if they're not freed before he is
sworn in, there will be "HELL TO PAY".
Families of the hostages are becoming
increasingly angry, calling on the Israeli
government for a ceasefire before
Trump is sworn in.

After Israel's high-level negotiation
team returned from Doha this week,
hostage families called an emergency
press conference in Tel Aviv, pleading
for a ceasefire and a complete end to the
war. Shir Siegel, the daughter of Israeli-
American Keith Siegel, whose mother
was released after more than 50 days in
captivity, said every delay could endan-
ger their lives. 
"There are moments when every second
is fateful, and this is one of those
moments," she said.
The families are planning a special can-
dle lighting ceremony in Hostages

Square Wednesday, marking the first
night of Hanukkah. The agreement
would take effect in phases and include
a halt in fighting, an exchange of Israeli
hostages for Palestinian prisoners, and
a surge in aid to the besieged Gaza Strip,
according to Egyptian, Hamas and
American officials. The last phase
would include the release of any remain-
ing hostages, an end to the war and talks
on reconstruction.

Israel's bombardment and ground
invasion into Gaza have killed over
45,000 Palestinians in Gaza, more than
half of them women and children,
according to Gaza's Health Ministry,
which does not distinguish between
fighters and civilians in its count.
The offensive has caused widespread
destruction and displaced some 90 per
cent of Gaza's 2.3 million people, often
multiple times.
Hundreds of thousands are packed into
squalid tent camps along the coast as the
cold, wet winter sets in.

Pakistan's airstrikes on east-
ern Afghanistan killed 46

people, mostly women and
children, a Taliban govern-
ment official said on
Wednesday, raising fears of
further straining the relations
between the two neighbours.
Hamdullah Fitrat, the deputy
spokesman for the Afghan gov-
ernment, said those killed in
the strikes that targeted four
locations in Barmal, a district
in the province of Paktika,
were refugees, adding that six
others were also wounded.This
comes a day after Pakistani
security officials, speaking on
the condition of anonymity in
line with regulations, told The
Associated Press that Tuesday's
operation was to dismantle a
training facility and kill insur-
gents in Paktika in Afghanistan.
Earlier Wednesday,
Mohammad Khurasani, the
spokesman for the Pakistani
Taliban or Tehreek-e-Taliban
Pakistan, claimed in a state-
ment that 50 people, including
27 women and children, have
died in the strikes. He said they
were "unarmed refugees" who
fled to Afghanistan because of
Pakistan's offensive in the
northwest.
The TTP - a separate group but
also a close ally of the Afghan
Taliban - also shared photos,
alleging they were of children
killed during the Pakistani
operation.The strikes came
hours after Mohammad Sadiq,
Pakistan's special representative
for Afghanistan, travelled to
Kabul to discuss a range of
issues. Afghanistan's Foreign
Ministry in Kabul summoned
the Pakistani envoy and lodged
a strong protest over the strikes
by Pakistan's army. In a state-
ment, it said while a represen-
tative of the civilian govern-
ment of Pakistan was busy in
talks with the Afghan offi-
cials, the strikes were carried

out by the Pakistani army to
"create mistrust in the relations
between the two countries".
It said Kabul "will not accept
the violation of the country's
territory under any circum-
stances, and the country is
ready to defend its indepen-
dence and territory" and "such
irresponsible actions will def-
initely have consequences".
Meanwhile, residents in the
area told an AP reporter over
the phone that at least 13 peo-
ple were left dead, adding that
the death toll could be higher.
They also said the wounded
were transported to a local hos-
pital. Pakistan has not com-
mented on the latest strikes.
However, the Pakistani military
said Wednesday that security
forces killed 13 insurgents in an
intelligence-based operation in
South Waziristan, a district
located along eastern
Afghanistan's Paktika province.
Pakistan's Interior Minister
Mohsin Naqvi praised
"Pakistan's brave security force"
in a statement for thwarting
"the nefarious designs" of "ter-
rorists". He didn't mention the
Pakistani air strikes inside
Afghanistan. The Taliban

Defence Ministry denounced
the attacks on Tuesday and
promised retaliation. On
Wednesday, the situation along
the shared border seemed to be
business as usual. 
However, security analysts say
the TTP could launch retalia-
tory attacks in Pakistan.
Pakistan has seen innumerable
militant attacks in the past
two decades but there has been
an uptick in recent months.
The latest was this weekend
when at least 16 Pakistani sol-
diers were killed when the
TTP attacked a checkpoint in
the country's northwest.
Pakistani officials have accused
the Taliban of not doing
enough to combat militant
activity across the border, a
charge the Afghan Taliban gov-
ernment denies, saying it does
not allow anyone to carry out
attacks against any country.
North and South Waziristan
are former strongholds of
Pakistani Taliban, who have
fled to Afghanistan. Tensions
were at an all-high in March
when Pakistan said intelli-
gence-based strikes took place
in the border regions inside
Afghanistan.

The organiser of a Christmas fair in
southern Mexico was assassinated at

his city's holiday event, authorities said late
Tuesday. The governor of the southern
state of Guerrero said gunmen killed the
organiser of the annual Christmas and
New Year's fair in the state capital of
Chilpancingo. Gov. Evelyn Salgado called
the Christmas Eve killing of Martín
Ramírez Ruíz “an unacceptable act that will
not go unpunished”. 
Salgado wrote on her social media
accounts that state prosecutors were inves-
tigating the crime. There was no immedi-
ate information on the motive, but the
gangs gain much of their income extort-
ing money from local businesses and rou-
tinely kill those who refuse to pay. In a sep-
arate statement, state prosecutors said that
another person was killed along with
Ramírez Ruíz, and that a third person in
the crowd gathered outside a church was
wounded in the attack. The gunmen had
apparently waded into the crowd and
directly targeted Ramírez Ruíz. Ramírez

Ruíz was the head of the civic group that
for almost two centuries has organised an
arts, food and handicrafts fair that runs
from roughly Christmas to January 7. The
fair also honors the local patron saint, St.
Matthew. Two rival drug gangs, the Tlacos
and the Ardillos, are fighting for control
of the city of Chilpancingo, and violence
against officials and residents there has
reached grisly levels. In November, a for-
mer prosecutor and local police official was
arrested in connection with the grisly
decapitation of the city's mayor on October

6. Mayor Alejandro Arcos was killed just
a week after he took office as mayor of the
state capital. Officials had blamed the
killing on one of the gangs.The mayor's
body was found in a pickup truck, with his
severed head placed on the roof of the vehi-
cle, in an apparent message from the gang.
The same gang is thought to be responsi-
ble for killing 11 market vendors, includ-
ing four boys, in late October. The vendors,
members of an extended family, were
abducted as they travelled to sell their
wares. Their bodies were found dumped
in the bed of a pickup truck on an avenue
in Chilpancingo. Chilpancingo, a city of
about 300,000, is so completely dominat-
ed by gangs that in 2023, one of them
staged a demonstration of hundreds of
people, hijacked a government armoured
car, blocked a major highway and took
police hostage to win the release of arrest-
ed suspects. Violence in Guerrero reached
such unprecedented levels that earlier this
year, Roman Catholic bishops announced
they had helped arrange a truce in anoth-
er part of the state between two warring
drug cartels.

Serbia's striking university
students on Wednesday ral-

lied outside the chief prosecu-
tor's office to demand justice
over a concrete canopy collapse
that killed 15 people last month
in the country's north. 
More than 1,000 students sym-
bolically left letters on the
doorstep of the public prosecu-
tor's office, telling chief prose-
cutor Zagorka Dolovac that
"students expect you to fight for
law and justice, without polit-
ical abuse or corruption".
Dolovac's office later respond-
ed with a statement inviting a
student delegation to a meet-

ing. Serbia's universities have
been blockaded for weeks as
part of a wider movement
demanding accountability over
the November 1 tragedy in
Novi Sad when a huge concrete
construction at the railway sta-
tion crashed onto the people

below. any in Serbia blame the
collapse on widespread corrup-
tion and sloppy work on the
building renovation, one of a
number of questionable infra-
structure megaprojects involv-
ing Chinese state companies.
Prosecutors have arrested 13
people over the Novi Sad
tragedy, including a govern-
ment minister whose release
later fuelled public scepticism
about the honesty of the inves-
tigation. 
Striking students have received
wide support in Serbia from
their professors, farmers, actors
and others. Tens of thousands
joined a student-led protest in
Belgrade on Sunday that also

reflected wider discontent with
populist President Aleksandar
Vucic's rule. Protesting stu-
dents on Wednesday carried
banners featuring red hand-
prints - a protest symbol telling
the authorities they have "blood
on their hands."

In an apparent attempt to
defuse the student strikes, Vucic
has been advertising what he
describes as "favourable" loans
for young people to purchase
apartments. The increasingly
autocratic Serbian leader has
faced accusations of curbing
democratic freedoms despite
formally pursuing European
Union membership for the
Balkan nation.

Haiti's online media associ-
ation said two reporters

were killed and several others
were wounded in a gang attack
on Tuesday on the reopening of
Port-au-Prince's biggest public
hospital. Street gangs have
taken over an estimated 85% of
Haiti's capital, Port-au Prince,
and they forced the closure of
the General Hospital early this
year. Authorities had pledged to
reopen the facility Tuesday but
as journalists gathered to cover
the event, suspected gang mem-
bers opened fire in a vicious
Christmas Eve attack. 
Robest Dimanche, a spokesman
for the Online Media Collective,
identified the dead journalists as
Markenzy Nathoux and Jimmy
Jean. Dimanche said an unspec-
ified number of reporters had
also been wounded in the
attack, which he blamed on the
Viv Ansanm coalition of gangs.

Haiti's interim pres-
ident, Leslie Voltaire, said in an
address to the nation that jour-
nalists and police were among
the victims of the attack. He did
not specify how many casualties
there were, or give a breakdown
for the dead or wounded. "I
send my sympathies to the peo-
ple who were victims, the
national police and the journal-
ists," Voltaire said, pledging

"this crime is not going to go
unpunished." A video posted
online by the reporters trapped
inside the hospital showed what
appeared to be two lifeless bod-
ies of men on stretchers, their
clothes bloodied. One of the
men had a lanyard with a press
credential around his neck.
Radio Télé Métronome initial-
ly reported that seven journal-
ists and two police officers were
wounded. Police and officials
did not immediately respond to
calls for information on the
attack. Video posted online ear-
lier showed reporters inside
the building and at least three
lying on the floor, apparently
wounded. That video could
also not be immediately verified.
Johnson "Izo" André, consid-
ered Haiti's most powerful gang
leader and part of a gang known
as Viv Ansanm, which that has
taken control of much of Port-
au-Prince, posted a video on
social media claiming respon-
sibility for the attack.The video
said the gang coalition had not
authorized the hospital's
reopening. Haiti has seen jour-
nalists targeted before. In 2023,
two local journalists were killed
in the space of a couple of weeks
- radio reporter Dumesky
Kersaint was fatally shot in
mid-April that year, while jour-
nalist Ricot Jean was found
dead later that month.

Japanese Foreign Minister Takeshi
Iwaya met with top Chinese leaders

Wednesday during his visit to Beijing,
the first since the heads of the two
countries met at a summit in Peru last
month, in an effort to make positive
inroads in the bilateral relationship.
The two neighbours have had a tense
relationship in recent years. At the top
of Iwaya's agenda is China's ban on
Japanese seafood in response to the
release of treated radioactive waste-
water into the sea from the Fukushima
Daiichi nuclear power plant, as well
as China's increasingly assertive mil-
itary activity in the East and South
China Seas. 
Iwaya met with China's premier Li
Qiang Wednesday as well as Wang Yi,
his Chinese counterpart. "Currently
the China-Japan relations are at a crit-

ical period of improvement and devel-
opment," said Li, in his remarks.
"China is willing to work together with
Japan to move towards the important
direction proposed by the leaders of
the two countries."  "I want to build
a relationship where the people of
both countries feel that Japan-China

relations have developed and pro-
gressed in a positive direction," said
Iwaya, ahead of his meeting with
Wang. His trip comes just before US
President-elect Donald Trump is to
take office in January. Tokyo consid-
ers the Japan-US alliance the lynch-
pin of its diplomatic and security poli-

cies, a tone emphasised in the past
four years under US President Joe
Biden's direction, but it's unclear
how Trump will impact the alliance.
Japan has revamped its approach to
defense in response to Chinese actions
in recent years, boosting military
spending and shifting away from a
principle of self-defense.
Earlier this year, Japan protested when
a Chinese military plane flew into
Japan's airspace, while in the summer,
a Chinese survey ship sailed into
Japanese territorial waters. While
how US-China relations come out
under the Trump administration is
unclear, Japan is seeking stability in its
relationship with its neighbour and
hopes to develop ties in areas of mutu-
al interest, including the economy and
the elderly care industry. Iwaya told
reporters before his departure Tuesday
that he will also hold bilateral high-
level people and cultural exchange

talks, joined by the education minis-
ters from the two sides."The relation-
ship with China, our neighbouring
country, is one of Japan's most impor-
tant," Iwaya told reporters Tuesday. he
said. "The two countries share impor-
tant responsibilities for the peace
and prosperity of the region and the
international society." 
Iwaya, a security expert, is also expect-
ed to reiterate his concern about
Japanese nationals detained in alleged
spying allegations.Japan maintains
that the water discharged from the
Fukushima plant is treated and dilut-
ed to levels much safer than interna-
tional standards and adequately mon-
itored, but China calls the water con-
taminated. Both agreed in September
to work toward easing the seafood ban
by allowing China in multinational
sampling missions under the frame-
work of the International Atomic
Energy Agency (IAEA).

The Secretary-General
extends his heartfelt condolences to
Brigadier General Jha's family and to the
Government of India for their loss, the
statement added. Earlier, the Indian Army
while paying tributes to Brigadier Jha in
a post on X said,
"#GeneralUpendraDwivedi #COAS and
All Ranks of #IndianArmy expresses
deepest condolences on the untimely

demise of Brigadier Amitabh Jha due to
medical reasons. Indian Army stands firm
with the bereaved family in this hour of
grief." According to the UNDOF website,

He was an Infantry Officer & prior to

Spice tins honour role of
Indian soldiers in       

WW 2 Christmas truce

A UK historian has high-
lighted further evidence of
the widespread contribu-
tions made by Indian sol-
diers to the First World War
effort as part of the British
empire army with the dis-
covery of spice tins
that were used during
the Christmas truce
in 1914.
Professor Peter Doyle,
a military historian at
G o l d s m i t h s ,
University of London,
is quoted in 'The
Times' on Wednesday
to showcase how new
research has found that
these spice tins ended up in
the hands of German sol-
diers when the Western
Front fell silent as soldiers
walked across no man's land
to exchange handshakes,
gifts and a game of football
110 years ago. Doyle organ-
ised an exhibition about the
truce, including details
around these spice tins, at
the Great War Huts
Museum in Bury St
Edmunds, eastern England.
"The truce was not just a
case of 'Anglo-Saxon' to
'Saxon' fraternisation,"
Doyle is quoted as saying.
"Up until recently, people
didn't really believe or
expect Indian soldiers took
part in the truce, though
they may have been
observers," he said. The
spice tins were part of
morale boosting Christmas
gifts to soldiers in the war by
Princess Mary, the daughter
of Britain's King George V.
For British soldiers, her gift
was made up of a smoking
kit, which was deemed inap-
propriate as many mem-
bers of the Indian army
were non-smokers. Instead,
their tins were filled with
spice along with a picture of
Princess Mary in place of a
cigarette card for their UK
counterparts. Doyle, the
author of 'For Every Sailor
Afloat, Every Soldier at the
Front: Princess Mary's
Christmas Gift 1914', docu-
ments how Princess Mary
aged just 17 set out to send
a Christmas gift to all those
on active service. His book
is set against the backdrop of

an unofficial "Truce in No
Man's Land" during the war
and his research led him to
the discovery of one of the
spice tins - only the second
one known to still be in exis-
tence. He knew that the
39th Garhwal Rifles were at
Givenchy, France, during

the Christmas of 1914,
which led him to explore
whether the spice tins may
have become part of the
Christmas truce there, along
with the men who carried
them. He approached Robin
Schafer, a German historian,
who went into the archives
and found references in
German newspapers to men
receiving the spice tins as
gifts during the brief cessa-
tion of hostilities 110 years
ago. A soldier named
Wilhelm Althoff wrote:
"Some Indians gifted us figs
[and] a shiny metal box
with spices." Doyle and
Schafer hope that more of
these tins, which Doyle
describes as "unprepossess-
ing", may be found by peo-
ple in Germany and else-
where if they go looking.
They also hold out hope that
some photographs of the
event may exist, as picture-
taking was initially encour-
aged in German trenches to
boost morale. During the
First World War (1914-18)
India, which at that time
included Pakistan and
Bangladesh under British
colonial rule, sent the largest
share of Commonwealth
soldiers to the war effort at
over 1.4 million. Shrabani
Basu, historian-author of
'For King and Another
Country: Indian Soldiers
on the Western Front, 1914-
18' has also documented
their immense contribu-
tions to the war effort.
"Today there are descen-
dants of the soldiers living in
Britain who can be proud of
what their ancestors
achieved," she notes.

Tehran. Iran's government on
Tuesday said it had lifted a ban
on access to WhatsApp and
Google Play after more than
two years, the official IRNA
news agency reported.
The report said the country's
Supreme Council of Cyber
Space made the decision in a
meeting led by reformist
President Masoud Pezeshkian,
who has vowed to remove
restrictions on social media.
Iran's telecommunication min-
ister Sattar Heshemi in a post
on X called the decision a "first
step" in removing restrictions
and said "the path will contin-
ue" - indicating the possibility
of unblocking other services.
Many people reached by The
Associated Press across the
capital, Tehran, and other cities
said they had access to the ser-
vices on computers but not yet
on mobile phones. WhatsApp
has been the third most popu-
lar messaging platform in Iran
after Instagram.

The fate of President-elect
Donald Trump’s Cabinet is

still unclear after Republican
senators spent much of
December carefully dodging
questions about Robert F.
Kennedy Jr. ‘s views on vaccines,
accusations of sexual miscon-
duct against Pete Hegseth and
Tulsi Gabbard’s 2017 meeting
with then-President Bashar
Assad of Syria.
While some GOP senators have
indicated they are all-in for
Trump’s picks, others have with-
held support, for now, especial-
ly on some of his more contro-
versial nominees.
The dynamic is injecting uncer-
tainty into the process as
Republicans prepare to take
the Senate majority in January
with a four-seat margin and as
Trump aggressively challenges
them to confirm his Cabinet
immediately.
It’s not unusual for senators to
wait until after confirmation
hearings to publicly announce
a decision. But Republicans are
under more pressure than usual
as Trump and his allies make
clear that they will confront sen-
ators who don’t fall in line.
“You only have control of the
Senate because of Donald
Trump,” the president-elect’s
son, Donald Trump Jr., warned
during a media appearance this
month. “Without that, you’d be
relegated to insignificance.”
There has been one casualty of
the process so far - former Rep.
Matt Gaetz of Florida, who

withdrew from contention as
attorney general after senators
relayed private concerns. But
Trump has enthusiastically
stood by the rest, including
Kennedy for secretary of Health
and Human Services, Hegseth
for secretary of Defense and
Gabbard for director of nation-
al intelligence.
With hearings starting by mid-
January, before Trump is even
inaugurated, senators will soon
have to decide how closely they
will scrutinize the nominees and
whether they are willing to
vote against any of them.
Republicans will have a 53-47
majority, so Trump cannot lose
more than three votes on any
nomination if Democrats are
united in opposition.
The outcome of the confirma-
tion process, and the level of dis-
sent in the Senate, will likely set

the tone for Trump’s presiden-
cy and his relationship with
Congress, which was frequent-
ly tumultuous during his first
term. He often clashed with the
Senate, in particular, but has sig-
nalled he expects Republican
senators to be more compliant
this time around.
“It’s not about putting yeses on
the board, it’s about keeping nos
off the board,” said Oklahoma
Sen. Markwayne Mullin, one of
Trump’s top allies in the Senate,
who speaks with him frequent-
ly.
While most Senate Republicans
have scrambled to display as
much loyalty to Trump as pos-
sible, a handful have made clear
that they are willing to defend
the body’s “advise and con-
sent” role. Among the senators
to watch are moderate
Republicans Lisa Murkowski

of Alaska, Susan Collins of
Maine and incoming freshman
Sen. John Curtis of Utah.
“Anybody who wants to give me
heat for doing my job, bring it
on,” Curtis said Sunday on
ABC’s “This Week” when asked
about vetting Trump’s nomi-
nees. “This is my job. It’s my
constitutional responsibility.”
Still, even moderate senators
have shied away from directly
criticising Trump’s picks. And
not a single Republican has gone
on the record against a nominee.
Several of Trump’s picks are
expected to sail to confirmation,
perhaps even with some
Democratic votes. Sen. John
Fetterman, D-Pa., has indicat-
ed he will support Florida Sen.
Marco Rubio for secretary of
State and Rep. Elise Stefanik for
United Nations ambassador, as
have a few other Democrats.

For the more controversial
nominees, though, party unity
will be key.
One of Trump’s most embattled
picks is Hegseth, a Fox News
host and veteran who some see
as inexperienced and has pub-
licly questioned whether
women should serve in combat.
He has also faced allegations of
sexual assault and excessive
drinking that he has denied. But
it’s all given some senators
pause, despite Trump’s enthusi-
astic support.
Hegseth has faced particular
pressure from Iowa Sen. Joni
Ernst, herself a combat veteran
who has worked to address
sexual assault in the military.
She has met with Hegseth sev-
eral times, and has not yet said
she will support him. She will
have a chance to question him,
publicly and face-to-face, in a
Senate Armed Services
Committee confirmation hear-
ing that is scheduled for January
14. 
Though a hearing for Gabbard
has not yet been set, senators
will also be able to question her
publicly and in a classified set-
ting about her trip to Syria after
the US had severed diplomatic
relations.
Gabbard has defended the trip,
saying it’s important to open
dialogue, but critics hear echoes
of Russia-fuelled talking points
in her commentary. Assad fled
to Moscow earlier this month
after opposition forces overtook
Syria in a surprise attack, end-
ing his family’s five decades of
rule.

Fate of Trump’s Cabinet picks unclear as
Republicans prepare to take power in Senate AP n KYIV

Russia launched a massive
missile and drone barrage

targeting Ukraine’s energy
infrastructure on Wednesday,
striking a thermal power plant
and prompting Ukrainians to
take shelter in metro stations on
Christmas morning. 
The strikes on Ukrainian fuel
and energy sources included 78
air, ground, and sea-launched
missiles as well as 106 Shaheds
and other types of drones,
Ukraine’s air force said.
It claimed to have intercepted

59 missiles and 54 drones, with
52 more drones being jammed.
In Russia, meanwhile, one
woman died and three people
were wounded after falling
debris from a downed drone
sparked a fire in a shopping
mall in the city of Vladikavkaz.
The head of Russia’s republic of
North Ossetia-Alania, Gov.
Sergey Menyaylo, said security
footage showed that the explo-
sion took place outside the
Alania Mall Wednesday morn-
ing.   At least one person was
killed in Russia’s attack on
Ukraine’s Dnipro region, Vice
Prime Minister Oleksii Kuleba
said on Telegram, adding that
heating was disrupted for 155
residential buildings. He also
said 500,000 people in the
Kharkiv region were without
heat. Ukrainian Foreign
Minister Andrii Sybiha said
one Russian missile passed
Moldovan and Romanian air-
space. 
“Putin deliberately chose
Christmas for an attack. What
could be more inhumane?”
Zelenskyy said on X. “They
continue to fight for a blackout
in Ukraine.” 

Ukrainian Energy Minister
Herman Halushchenko said
Russia again “massively attacks
energy infrastructure.”
Ukraine’s air force said that
multiple missiles had been fired
at the Kharkiv, Dnipro and
Poltava regions in the east of the
country.  He said the power dis-
tributor took the necessary
measures to limit consumption. 
“As soon as the security situa-
tion allows, energy workers
will establish the damage
caused,” he said.  State energy
operator Ukrenergo applied
preemptive power outages
across the country due to a
“massive missile attack,” leading
to electricity going out in sev-
eral districts of the capital,
Kyiv. Ukraine’s biggest private
energy company, DTEK, said
Russia struck one of their ther-
mal power plants Wednesday
morning, making it the 13th
attack on Ukraine’s power grid
this year.
“Denying light and warmth to
millions of peace-loving people
as they celebrate Christmas is a
depraved and evil act that must
be answered,” Maxim

Timchenko, CEO of DTEK
wrote on his X account.
At least seven strikes targeted
Kharkiv, sparking fires across
the city, regional head Oleh
Syniehubov wrote on Telegram.
At least three people were
injured, local authorities said. 
“Kharkiv is under massive mis-
sile fire. A series of explosions
rang out in the city and there
are still ballistic missiles flying
in the direction of the city. Stay
in safe places,” Kharkiv Mayor
Ihor Terekhov said. 
Russia’s Ministry of Defence
said in its morning report
Wednesday that it had shot
down 59 Ukrainian drones
overnight, including over the
Belgorod, Voronezh, Kursk,
Bryansk and Tambov regions,
as well as over the Azov Sea.
It did not mention the incident
in North Ossetia-Alania. Four
people were also killed as a
result of Ukrainian shelling in
the town of Lgov in the Kursk
region, regional head Alexander
Khinshtein said. Three people
died after several residential
blocks and a beauty salon were
hit, he said.

ARussian court sentenced a
Dutch citizen to three years

in prison on Wednesday after he
was found guilty of punching a
police officer.
Harry Johannes van Wurden
was arrested and placed under
house arrest following an alter-
cation with a police officer in
central Moscow in October,
Russian news agency RIA
Novosti reported, citing police.
It said that van Wurden
punched the officer in the face
following a disagreement about
a knocked-down road sign.
Van Wurden was found guilty
of using violence against a gov-
ernment official by the capital’s
Khamovnichesky District
Court, Russia’s Interfax news
agency said. The charge carries
a maximum sentence of five
years in prison.
A number of foreign nationals
from the US and Western
Europe have been jailed in

high-profile cases in Russia in
recent years.
Some analysts have said that
Moscow may be using jailed
Westerners as bargaining chips
as tensions remain high over the
Kremlin’s military operation in
Ukraine. Those detained includ-
ed Wall Street Journal reporter
Evan Gershkovich, Michigan
corporate security executive
Paul Whelan and Radio Free
Europe/Radio Liberty journal-
ist Alsu Kurmasheva.
All three Americans, who were
freed as part of the largest pris-
oner exchange since the end of
the Cold War in August 2024,
vehemently denied the charges
brought against them, which
range from espionage to spread-
ing false information against the
Russian army.

Sanjeeb Wazed, son of
deposed Bangladesh prime

minister Sheikh Hasina, has
accused the Muhammad Yunus
led interim government of
“weaponising the judiciary” for
carrying out a “political witch
hunt” against the Awami League
leadership.
Wazed’s allegations, as a long
post on X, came two days after
the interim government on
Monday said it has sent a diplo-
matic note to New Delhi seek-
ing Hasina’s extradition from

India. Hasina, 77, has been liv-
ing in India since August 5
when she fled Bangladesh fol-
lowing a massive student-led
protest that toppled her Awami
League’s (AL) 16-year regime.
Bangladesh’s International
Crimes Tribunal (ICT) has
issued arrest warrants for
Hasina and several former
Cabinet ministers, advisers, and
military and civil officials for
“crimes against humanity and
genocide.”
“The judges and prosecutors
appointed by the unelected
Yunus led regime to conduct

farcical trial process through
International Crimes Tribunal
makes it a political witch hunt
that forsakes justice and marks
another ongoing onslaught to
persecute Awami League lead-
ership,” Wazed said in his post
on Tuesday. An IT entrepreneur,
Wazed is based in the US and
has been an ICT adviser in
Hasina’s government. “The kan-
garoo tribunal and subsequent
request for extradition comes
while hundreds of leaders and
activists are extrajudicially
killed, framing of outrageous
murder charges, illegal incarcer-

ation of thousands by law
enforcement and violent attacks
including looting vandalism
and arson going on with
impunity everyday fuelled by
denial of the regime,” he added.
On Monday, India confirmed
receiving the ‘note verbale’ or
diplomatic communication
from the Bangladesh high com-
mission in New Delhi but
refrained from commenting on
it. Under the provisions of the
India-Bangladesh extradition
treaty, extradition may be
refused if the offence is one of
a “political character.”

Finance Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman is schedule to
present the Budget for 2025-
26 in Parliament on February
1.
The Union government is
committed to pursuing the
glide path of fiscal
consolidation as announced
in the Budget for FY 2021-22
and to attain a level of fiscal
deficit lower than 4.5 per
cent of GDP by FY 2025-26,
according to finance
ministry statements on the
half yearly review of the
trends in receipts and
expenditure and deviation in
meeting the obligations of
the government under the
Fiscal Responsibility and
Budget Management Act,
2003.
The statements were tabled
in the Lok Sabha last week.
"The thrust will be on
improving the quality of
public spending, while at the
same time, strengthening the
social security net for the
poor and needy. This
approach would help further
strengthen the nation's
m a c r o - e c o n o m i c
fundamentals and ensure
overall financial stability," it
said.
According to the statements,
the Budget 2024-25 was
presented in the backdrop of
global uncertainties caused
by the wars in Europe and
the Middle East.
India's sound macro-
economic fundamentals have

cushioned the country from
the vagaries afflicting the
global economy.
"It has also helped the nation
pursue growth with fiscal
consolidation. As a result,
India retains its pride of
place as one of the fastest
growing economies in the
world. However, risks to
growth still remain," it said.
Total expenditure was
estimated at about Rs 48.21
lakh crore, of which,
expenditure on revenue
account and capital account
were estimated at about Rs
37.09 lakh crore and Rs 11.11
lakh crore, respectively, as
per the Budget Estimate (BE)
of 2024-25.
As against total expenditure
of Rs 48.21 lakh crore, the
expenditure in first half of
FY25 was Rs 21.11 lakh crore
or about 43.8 per cent of BE.
Taking into account the grant
for creation of capital assets,
the effective capital
expenditure (Capex) was
projected at Rs 15.02 lakh
crore.
Gross Tax Revenue (GTR)
was estimated at about Rs
38.40 lakh crore with an
implied tax-GDP ratio of
11.8 per cent.
Total non-debt receipt of the
Centre was estimated at
about Rs 32.07 lakh crore. It
comprised tax revenue (net
to Centre) of about Rs 25.83
lakh crore, non-tax revenue
of about Rs 5.46 lakh crore,
and miscellaneous capital
receipts of Rs 0.78 lakh crore.
With above estimates of
receipts and expenditure, the
fiscal deficit was pegged at
about Rs 16.13 lakh crore in
BE 2024-25 or 4.9 per cent of
GDP.
In H1 of FY25, the fiscal
deficit is estimated at Rs 4.75
lakh crore, or about 29.4 per
cent of BE.

Zimbabwe has been under a
F I F A - a p p o i n t e d
normalization committee
since July 2023 when soccer’s
governing body lifted the
southern African country’s
17-month international ban
caused by government
interference.
A new executive will be
elected in late January.
Former Zimbabwe
international Benjani still has
a chance, however, through an
appeals committee of the
federation.
Another prospective ZIFA
president barred by the ethics
committee is a controversial
but popular local cleric,
Walter Magaya.

The action will next resume
on December 27 with junior

The monkey was finally off
India’s back in a roller-

coaster 2024 when the
financial giants of international
cricket ended a 13-year wait for
a world title, lost a rare Test
series at home and dealt with
transition triggered by both
expected and unexpected
retirements by the stalwarts of
the game.
There was plenty of action over
the last 12 months that kept the
loyal Indian fan interested.
World Cup triumph; T20
farewell to Rohit and Kohli
The Indian cricket team and its
unparalleled fan base were
desperate for an ICC trophy
after repeatedly faltering in the
knock-out stages over the past
decade, most recently in the
ODI World Cup final at home
last year.
The trophy finally came home
after Rohit Sharma and Co.
Played a near perfect
tournament to become the T20
World Cup champions in the

USA and the Caribbean.
India’s clarity of thought
throughout the one-month
long event was remarkable and
with a little bit of luck on their
side, especially in the final at
Barbados, they were able to go
the distance.
On undercooked pitches in
New York, they were pace
heavy before unleashing their
trump card Kuldeep Yadav
from the Super 8 stage of the
tournament.
India picked as many as four
spinners in the squad but
played three in Ravindra
Jadeja, Axar Patel and Kuldeep.
With Jadeja not getting to do
much with both bat and ball,
Axar came of age in the
competition producing match-
winning performances with
both and ball.
The pace duo of Jasprit
Bumrah and Arshdeep Singh
also played their part to
perfection, collecting 15 and
17 wickets respectively.
In the batting department,
Rohit led from the front with a

fearless approach that
demoralised opposition
attacks. His approach was best
summed up in the Super 8
game against Australia where
he tore into the likes of
Mitchell Starc and Pat
Cummins to make all the
difference in the game.
His opening partner Kohli was
not able to make the
contributions that were
expected out of him but the
superstar came up with an
innings of immense substance
when it mattered the most --
his not-so-fluent 76 of 59 balls
kept India in the final after a
poor start.
The contributions from all-
rounder Hardik Pandya, future
captain Suryakumar Yadav and
Rishabh Pant, playing his first
international event following
his comeback from a life-
threatening car accident, were
also noteworthy.
A better script could not have
been written for the likes of
Rohit and Kohli, who got to say
goodbye to the T20 format

with the coveted trophy in
their hands. It was also a fitting
farewell for head coach Rahul
Dravid, whose tenure drew to a
close.
Change of guard in coahing;
Surya’s unexpected elevation
With Rohit calling it a day, it
was expected that Hardik will
lead the T20 side into the

transition phase, having
captained the side in the
former’s absence.
However, Dravid’s successor
Gautam Gambhir had a
different line of thinking as he
played a major hand in
elevating India’s best T20 batter
Suryakumar to the leadership
position ahead of the series in

Sri Lanka.
To be fair to Suryakumar, the
team has ticked all the boxes
since he took over, also
witnessing the rise of Tilak
Verma and rebirth of the likes
of Sanju Samson and Varun
Chakaravarthy.
All three were simply
sensational in India’s recent
T20 series in South Africa.
Alongside Samson, Abhishek
Sharma has also shown the
talent and resolve at the top of
the order and could serve India
for long.
India hit rock bottom against
Kiwis
While India moved on from
the mighty duo of Rohit and
Kohli in the shortest format
rather quickly, the same is
unlikely in the Test team.
The chatter around the future
of senior players in the Test
team has gained momentum
after India’s first whitewash at
home in a three-match series
and more recently, the sudden
retirement of premier off-
spinner R Ashwin.

India’s loss to New Zealand in
their own backyard was easily
one of the most embarrassing
outcomes for the team in Test
cricket over the past decade.
Having slayed ‘Bazball’ earlier
in the year against England,
India blanked Bangladesh and
were expected to hand out a
similar treatment to the
visiting Black Caps.
However, in a stunning turn of
events, the spirited Kiwis out-
batted and out-bowled Rohit
and Co. To script their biggest
series wins overseas.
The Indian batters’ weakness
against the turning ball was
exposed threadbare and the
duo of Ashwin and Jadeja, who
run through sides for fun at
home, were bettered by
Mitchell Santer and Ajaz Patel.
It was only after landing in
Australia, Ashwin made up his
mind on retirement but his
underwhelming outing against
New Zealand may have
contributed to his big decision.
With Ashwin gone and
Mohammed Shami not

available, a Test transition is
well underway Down Under.
The outcome of the remaining
two Tests will determine where
the Indian batting stands.
Jay Shah becomes youngest
ICC chairman
India is the engine of the global
game and its influence on the
sport increased further with
the elevation of Jay Shah as
ICC chairman, making him
the fifth from the country at
the helm of the governing body
after Jagmohan Dalmiya,
Sharad Pawar, N Srinivasan
and Shashank Manohar.
Shah took over in early
December and has already
made his presence felt by
ending the deadlock over the
hosting of the Champions
Trophy in Pakistan by ensuring
consensus for a reciprocal
hybrid model in which India
will not be required to travel
across the border for any ICC
event till 2028.
Likewise, Pakistan too will get
a neutral venue in case of an
event in India.

Former Chelsea player Oscar returns
to Brazil’s Sao Paulo from China
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Asian Games gold medallist
sprinter Hima Das, who

was exonerated for a
‘whereabouts’ failure by the
National Anti-Doping Agency
(NADA), was handed a
retrospective suspension by
the same body in an unusual
turn of events.
The 16-month suspension
period ran from July 22, 2023
to November 21, 2024 and the
athlete is now free to take part
in tournaments but what has
created a flutter is that the she
had been competing in events
as recently as in June this year.
NADA has recently
announced that she was
suspended by its anti-doping
panels for failing to provide her

whereabouts.
Known as the ‘Dhing Express’,
she was handed the suspension
under a case resolution
agreement as per the NADA
website. She is currently
training in
Thiruvananthapuram.
The timeline around her
suspension has created
confusion as the athlete has
been competing since April
this year, including

participating in the Indian
Grand Prix meet in Bengaluru
and the National Inter-State
meet in Panchkula in June
even as her suspension was till
November 21, 2024. 
The most intriguing thing is
that she ran four races in June. 
When PTI reached out to her
after her training session on
Wednesday, Hima declined to
comment on the issue. An
Athletics Federation of India
(AFI) source also confirmed
that her suspension got over in
November. A ‘case resolution
agreement’ is made between
the anti-doping agency and the
athlete when both parties
consent, and the athlete agrees
to accept the consequences
imposed without pursuing
further appeals.
