Delhi Govt depts disown AAP'S Mahila
Samman Yojana, Sanjeevani schemes

departments of Delhi Government

have released public notices and
disowned the registration process started
by Chief Minister Atishi and former
Chief Minister Arvind Kejriwal for two
schemes announced by the ruling Aam
Aadmi Party (AAP) in the National
Capital. The Delhi government’s Health
and Family Welfare department and
Women and Child Development
department on Wednesday issued public
notices disowning the existence of
schemes, Mahila Samman Yojana and
Sanjeevani Yojna and cautioned citizens
against falling for “misleading schemes”
launched by the AAP.
Meanwhile, Chief Minister Atishi has
stated that strict administrative action
will be taken against two officers who
released public notices to disown the
registration process started by her and
former chief minister Arvind Kejriwal
for two schemes. The officers in
question are a joint director of the
Department of Woman and Child

In an unprecedented move, two

Development and the special secretary of
the Health and Family Welfare
Department.

Atishi, addressing a press conference at
the AAP headquarters, strongly
condemned the notices, claiming that
the officers were under pressure from the
Bharatiya Janata Party (BJP). She insisted
that the public notices were false and
part of a larger conspiracy by the BJP to
undermine the AAP’s initiatives, which
had gained significant public support.
She added that the party would take legal
action, including a Delhi Police inquiry,
against the officers for issuing
misleading statements. During the press
conference, Atishi also shared an official
notification from the Cabinet that
approved the Rs 1,000 allowance for
women under the Mahila Samman
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Yojana, reaffirming the legitimacy of the
scheme.

The fresh controversy will add another
dimension to the ongoing tussle between
the AAP and the bureaucracy, with
accusations flying between parties. The
move  underlines the tenuous
relationship between the bureaucracy
and the elected Delhi Government after
an amendment to the Government of
National Capital Territory of Delhi
(GNCTD) Act, the services department
comes under the control of the
Lieutenant Governor.

The latest flashpoint, which comes weeks
ahead of the Delhi Assembly polls,
sparked a slugfest between the AAP and
BJP leaders. The BJP has accused the
ruling party of duping people, since the
two schemes have not been approved yet.
The Department of Women and Child
Development (WCD), in a public notice
in  newspapers, has said the
Mukhyamantri Mahila Samman Yojana
does not exist and has not been approved
by the Delhi government. It has urged

citizens to refrain from sharing personal
information with individuals or groups
claiming association with this “fake
scheme’, as it could result in identity
theft or financial fraud. “As, if and when
such a scheme is notified, the
Department of Women and Child
Development (WCD), GNCTD, will
launch a digital portal for eligible
individuals to submit their applications
online as per the approved guidelines.
The eligibility conditions and modalities
will be clearly notified by the department
as and when it happens.
It is emphasised that since no such
scheme exists, the question of physical
forms / applications for the registration
under this non-existent scheme does not
arise,” it said, adding that any individual
collecting forms or information in the
name of this scheme is “fraudulent and
without any authority”. The department
has warned that sharing personal
information in the public domain may
lead to people falling prey to cybercrime.

Vajpayee's Ken-Betwa interlinking
vision sees light on his centenary

The ambitious first of its
kind interlinking of the
Ken-Betwa River as desired
by former Prime Minister late
Atal Bihari Vajpayee two
decades ago, finally kick
started with the foundation
stone laying by PM Narendra
Modi on Wednesday which
also  marked the birth
anniversary of the political
stalwart ~ Bharat  Ratna
Vajpayee.

The Vajpayee government had
proposed river linking as a
solution for irrigation needs as
well as for dealing with floods.
Modi laid the foundation
stone of the Rs 44,600 crore
Ken-Betwa River Link Project
at Khajuraho in Madhya
Pradesh and said the river
linking will open new doors of
prosperity and happiness in
the Bundelkhand region.
Union  Water  Resources
Minister C R Patil and
Madhya  Pradesh  Chief
Minister =~ Mohan  Yadav
handed over two kalash
(urns) containing water from
Betwa and Ken rivers,
respectively, to Modi, who
poured it over a model of the
project to launch the river
linking work.

As per the initial estimation
of the project, nearly 44 lakh
people in 10 districts of
Madhya Pradesh and 21 lakh
in Uttar Pradesh will get
drinking water under the
project. Nearly 7.18 lakh
agricultural families in 2,000
villages will benefit from the
project, which will also
generate 103 MW  of

hydropower and 27 MW of
solar energy, officials involved
in the project said

Addressing the event Modi
said that in the 21st century,
only the nations with
adequate and well-managed
water resources can advance.
“The major challenge of the
21st century is water security.
In the 21st century only those
countries who have adequate
water resources with proper
management  will  move
forward,” he said.

The PM also released a
commemorative stamp and a
coin in the memory of
Vajpayee. Modi also
performed ‘bhumi pujan’ or
ground-breaking ceremony
for the construction of 1,153

Atal Gram Sewa Sadans
costing Rs 437 crore at the
Khajuraho program.
Under the Ken Betwa project,
a 77-metre high and 2.13
kilometres long Daudhan
dam and two tunnels (upper
level 1.9 km and lower level
1.1 km) will be constructed
on the Ken river in the Panna
Tiger Reserve. The dam will
store 2,853 million cubic
metres of water, the chief
minister said.
The surplus Ken water will be
transferred to the Betwa river
through the 221-km-long link
canal from Daudhan dam,
providing irrigation and
drinking water facilities in
both the states, he said.

Over 30 dead
in Azerhaijani
airliner crash

An Azerbaijani airliner with
67 people onboard crashed
Wednesday in the Kazakhstani
city of Aktau, leaving at least 32
survivors,  according  to
officials. More than 30 people
are likely dead.
Kazakhstan’s Emergency
Ministry said in a Telegram
statement that those on board
included five crew. At least 29
have been hospitalised, the
ministry told Russia’s state
news agency RIA Novosti.
Russian news agency Interfax
quoted medical workers as
saying that four bodies have
been recovered and emergency
workers at the scene as saying
that both pilots, according to a
preliminary assessment, died
in the crash. The Embraer 190
aircraft made an emergency
landing three kilometres from
the city, Azerbaijan Airlines
said earlier.

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ED investigating some Canadian colleges,
Indian entities in human trafficking case

he Enforcement
Directorate  (ED) on

Tuesday said it is investigating
the “involvement” of some
Canadian colleges and a few
Indian entities in a money
laundering case linked to the
trafficking of Indians into the
United States from the Canada
border. The investigation is
linked to the death of a four-
member Indian family, hailing
from Dingucha village of
Gujarat. The four died of
extreme cold while trying to
illegally cross the Canada-US
border on January 19, 2022.
The ED took cognisance of an
Ahmedabad Police FIR against
Bhavesh Ashokbhai Patel, who
emerged as the main accused
in the matter, and a few others,
to file a complaint under the
criminal  sections of the
Prevention of  Money
Laundering Act (PMLA). Patel
and others have “hatched a
well-planned conspiracy to
send people (Indians) to the
USA through Canada via
illegal  channels thereby
committing the offence of
human trafficking,” it said.
The agency had earlier found
that as part of the racket, the
accused “arranged” admission
for people, desirous to go to

the US illegally, in colleges and
universities based in Canada.
A Canadian student visa was
applied for such people and
once they reached that
country, instead of joining the
college, they “illegally” crossed
the US-Canada border and
never joined the Canadian
college, the agency said in a
statement. “In view of this, the
fee received by colleges based
in Canada was remitted back
to the individuals’ account,
said ED, adding that Indians
were “lured” into the racket
and charged between Rs 55
and Rs 60 lakh per person,
according to the ED.

The agency said it undertook
fresh searches in this case on
December 10 and December
19 at eight locations in
Mumbai, Nagpur,
Gandhinagar and Vadodara. It
was found, the ED said, two

Mumbai and the other in
Nagpur, entered into an
“agreement” for admission of
Indians in universities based
in foreign countries on a
commission basis. The agency
said the latest searches found
that about 25,000 students are
being referred by one entity
and more than 10,000 students
by the other to various colleges
based outside India every year.
“Further, it is gathered that
there are around 1,700
agents/partners based in
Gujarat and around 3,500
agents/partners of  other
entities all over India out of
which around 800 are active. It
is further revealed that around
112 colleges based in Canada
have entered into an
agreement with one entity and
more than 150 with another
entity. Their involvement in
the instant case is under
investigation,” the ED said.

The agency suspects that out
of the total 262 such colleges in
Canada, a few, which are
geographically located near
the Canada-US border, are
involved in the trafficking of
Indian nationals. The ED said
it froze bank deposits worth Rs
19 lakh, some “incriminating”
documents and digital devices,
and seized two vehicles in
connection with its probe.

In a shocking incident, a
man in his early 30s tried to
immolate himself  on
Wednesday afternoon
opposite the high security
zone Sansad Bhavan
premises, the police recovered
a singed note from the victim,
identified as Jitendra. It hints
at Uttar Pradesh’s
governments inaction in a
case relating to the Scheduled
Caste/Scheduled Tribe Act.
An official of the Delhi Fire
Service said that a «call
regarding the incident near
the Railway Bhawan opposite
the Sansad Bhavan was
received at around 3.35 pm on
Wednesday, and a fire tender
was pressed into service.
The  security personnel
deployed near Sansad Bhavan
rushed the man identified as
Jitendra, a resident of Baghpat
in Uttar Pradesh, to the Ram
Manohar Lohia (RML)
Hospital. “He set himself on
fire at the roundabout near
Rail Bhawan. The local police
and railway police along with
some people immediately
extinguished the fire and the
person was sent to the
hospital,” an official statement
said.

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Katra protests intensify after crackdown Controversy over ‘Darenge Toh

Shri Mata Vaishno Devi Sangarsh
Samiti Wednesday intensified its
ongoing agitation after local police
authorities launched a fresh crackdown
against the senior samiti members lead-
ing the protest during the three-day long
bandh call given against the 250 crore
ropeway project connecting Tarakote
Marg to Sanjhi Chhat, which leads to the
cave shrine nestled in the Trikuta Hills.

Their actions are aimed at disturbing the
situation in Katra, which is unacceptable,”
Kishore told reporters.

He accused the administration of avoid-
ing dialogue. "Instead of holding discus-

sions, they are aggravating the situation,”

he said. Last month, the Shri Mata
Vaishno Devi Shrine Board announced
plans to install the ropeway to facilitate
access to the temple for senior citizens,
children, and others who find it challeng-
ing to trek the 13-km-long path to the
cave shrine.

Bus falls into gorge, four dea

Four people, including a
woman and a child, died and
23 were injured after a roadways
bus fell into a 1,500 ft deep gorge
in Bhimtal's Saldi area on
Wednesday. The roadways bus
with 27 people on board, includ-
ing the driver and the conduc-
tor, was coming from
Pithoragarh, Kumaon
Commissioner Deepak Rawat
told reporters.

Four deaths have been con-
firmed. The injured have been
brought in ambulances to
Sushila Tiwari Hospital in
Haldwani, he said. "The locals
were the first to learn about the
incident as is often the case. Even
I came to know about it from
locals," Rawat said. Most of the
injured are in the general ward
but some of them are also like-
ly to be shifted to the ICU, he
said. The vehicle plunged into
a 1,500 ft deep gorge, Bhowali
Circle Officer Sumit Pandey

said. The injured were first
rushed to the Community
Health Centre in Bhimtal from
where they were referred to
higher centres. Some of them are
in critical condition. Relief and
rescue operations were launched
with the help of locals, he said.
It was difficult for the fire
department and SDRF teams to
pull the bodies and the injured

Delhi Police's Crime Branch
arrested a total of 114 hard-
ened criminals in 2024, includ-
ing 40 parole jumpers, 40 want-
ed offenders in 2024. According
to police on Wednesday, the
other arrested criminals includ-
ed 18 interim bail jumpers, nine
proclaimed offenders, four car-
rying a reward on their head and
three non-bailable warrant
evaders. The Crime Branch is a
dedicated unit of Delhi Police
focused on apprehending hard-
ened criminals and solving dif-
ficult cases registered at police
stations. "A year of tireless effort,
the Crime Branch adopted a
multifaceted approach and tra-
ditional intelligence methods.
With the use of technical surveil-
lance, and informant networks,
various dedicated teams traced
and captured offenders who
had evaded arrest for years," said
Special Commissioner of Police
Devesh Chandra Srivastva.

According to initial
investigations, the man took
the extreme step due to a
dispute with some individuals
back home in Baghpat. A note
addressed to the National
Commission for Scheduled
castes (NCSC) recovered
from the victim, states that
some people harassed the
women of Jitendras family
and also hurled casteist slurs
at them. The note also
mentions that his family
members received death

threats, and that the police
were not registering any case
against the accused.

Police said Jitendra arrived in
Delhi on a train on
Wednesday morning. His half-
burnt backpack and some
other belongings were seized
from the spot. A police officer
said the man’s family members
have been contacted and
further investigations were on.
Jitendra has sustained 90 per
cent burn injuries with the
officials stating that the man
is reportedly in ‘very critical’
condition.

Kazakhstan’s ~ Emergency
Ministry initially said 25
people survived the crash,
later revising that number to
27, 28, and then 29 as the
search and rescue operation
continued at the site of the
crash, bringing the supposed
death toll down. The
Prosecutor General’s Office
in Azerbaijan later reported
that at least 32 people
survived the crash, adding
that the number wasn’t final.
The number of survivors
could mean that over 30
people may be dead.

The plane was originally
scheduled to travel from the
Azerbaijani capital of Baku to
the Russian city of Grozny in
the North Caucasus.
According to Azerbaijan
Airlines, 37 passengers were

Azerbaijani citizens. There

were also 16 Russian
nationals, six Kazakhstan
and  three  Kyrgyzstan

citizens, it said.

RIA Novosti quoted Russia’s
civil ~aviation authority,
Rosaviatsia, as saying that
preliminary  information
showed that the pilot had
chosen to divert to Aktau
after a bird strike on the
aircraft led to “an emergency
situation on board”.

Mobile  phone footage
circulating online appeared
to show the aircraft making a
steep descent before
smashing into the ground in
a fireball. Other footage
showed part of its fuselage
ripped away from the wings
and the rest of the aircraft,
lying upside down in the
grass. The footage
corresponded to the plane’s

colors and its registration
number.

Some of the videos posted on
social media showed
survivors dragging fellow
passengers away from the
wreckage of the plane. Flight-
tracking data from
FlightRadar24.Com showed
the aircraft making what
appeared to be a figure-right
once nearing the airport in
Aktau, its altitude moving up
and down substantially over
the last minutes of the flight
before impacting the ground.
FlightRadar24 separately said
in an online post that the
aircraft had faced “strong
GPS jamming” which “made
the aircraft transmit bad
ADS-B data”, referring to the
information that allows
flight-tracking websites to
follow planes in flight. Russia
has been blamed in the past

for jamming GPS
transmissions in the wider
region.

Embraer did not

immediately respond to a
request for comment early
Wednesday morning. In a
statement, Azerbaijan
Airlines said it would keep
members of the public
updated and changed its
social media banners to solid
black. Azerbaijan’s state news
agency, Azertac, said that an
official delegation consisting
of Azerbaijan’s emergency
situations  minister, the
country’s deputy general
prosecutor, and the vice
president of Azerbaijan
Airlines had been dispatched
to Aktau to conduct an “on-
site investigation”.

Azerbaijani President Ilham
Aliyev, who had been
traveling to St Petersburg,

returned to Azerbaijan on
hearing news of the crash,
the president’s press service
said. Aliyev was due to attend
an informal meeting of
leaders of the
Commonwealth of
Independent States, a bloc of
former Soviet countries
founded after the collapse of
the Soviet Union.

Aliyev expressed his
condolences to the families
of the victims in a statement
on social media. “It is with
deep sadness that I express
my condolences to the
families of the victims and
wish a speedy recovery to
those injured,” he wrote.
Russian President Vladimir
Putin spoke to Aliyev on the
phone and expressed his
condolences, Kremlin
spokesman Dmitry Peskov
told reporters.

In a public notice, the health
department has said that it
does not have “any such
supposed Sanjeevani scheme
in existence” It added that it
had not authorised anyone to
collect personal data from
elderly citizens and was not
providing any card. The
department said any
individual or political party
collecting such forms under
the name of this scheme is
“fraudulent and without any
authority”

“If a person/entity calls you

The department has said it
will not be responsible for
any liabilities or frauds
arising out of  such
“unscrupulous activities”.
Under the Mahila Samman
Yojana, modelled on
Maharashtra’s Ladli Behna
Yojana that helped the BJP
retain power in the state,
eligible women will receive a
monthly stipend of Rs 1,000.
Kejriwal has promised that
the amount will be increased
to Rs 2,100 if the AAP is re-
elected. The Sanjeevani
Yojana promises free
healthcare for Delhi residents
aged 60 and above. The

scheme will cover medical
expenses of senior citizens in
both Government and private

hospitals.
This comes after AAP
leaders, including Chief

Minister Atishi and party
convener Arvind Kejriwal,
visited several areas and
launched doorstep
registration for Sanjeevani
Yojana and Mahila Samman
Yojana. The AAP has also
come out with an Artificial
Intelligence ad with Arvind
Kejriwal in a Santa Claus
avatar.

Shortly after the notices,
Kejriwal launched a veiled
attack at the BJP, saying it was
rattled by the AAP’s
announcement of welfare
initiatives like the Mahila
Samman Yojana and the
Sanjeevani Yojana. “They
have planned to arrest Atishi
in the next few days in a
fabricated case. Before that,
raids will be conducted on
senior AAP leaders,” Kejriwal
tweeted.

In a post on X, Kejriwal also
claimed that AAP leaders
would be raided in a bid to
derail the AAP’s governance
agenda. BJP leaders were
quick to hit out at the party
over the newspaper ads, with
Manoj Tiwari cautioning
people to be careful as the
AAP could siphon off their
money.

“We are astonished. Arvind
Kejriwal is getting documents
signed by people at many
places, and the health
department is giving
advertisements that no such
proposal was passed, no
agreement happened. Atishi
is the Chief Minister, she
should answer,” Tiwari said.
Delhi BJP president Virendra
Sachdeva accused Kejriwal of
committing

“digital fraud” by promoting a
non-existent scheme. “There
is an AAP Government in
Delhi, and their own
department is issuing a
warning to the public that no
such scheme exists. Arvind
Kejriwal is cheating the
people of Delhi. This is Atishi
Vs Arvind Kejriwal,”
Sachdeva said.

According to AAP sources,
1.5 lakh people have been
registered for the Sanjeevani
scheme so far and 13 lakh
women for Mahila Samman
Yojana. A team of 3,000 AAP
workers are carrying out the
doorstep registrations with a
target of 5 lakh registrations
daily, the sources said.

Scientists develop scan tat unravels secrs of lung function

team of scientists has
developed a new method
of scanning lungs that is able
to show the effects of
treatment on lung function in
real time, enabling them to see

the functioning  of
transplanted lungs.
The scan method enabled

the team, led by researchers at
Newcastle University in the
UK, to see how air moves in
and out of the lungs as people
take a breath in patients with
asthma, chronic obstructive
pulmonary disease (COPD),
and patients who have
received a lung transplant.
“We hope this new type of
scan might allow us to see
changes in the transplant
lungs earlier and before signs
of damage are present in the
usual blowing tests. This
would allow any treatment to
be started earlier and help
protect the transplanted lungs
from further damage,” said
Professor Andrew Fisher,

Professor of Respiratory
Transplant Medicine at
Newcastle Hospitals NHS
Foundation Trust and
Newcastle University, UK.

In the study published in
Radiology and JHLT Open,
the team explained how they
use a special gas, called
perfluoropropane, that can
be seen on an MRI scanner.

The gas can be safely
breathed in and out by
patients, and then scans taken
to look at where in the lungs
the gas has reached.

“Our scans show where
there is patchy ventilation in
patients with lung disease, and
show us which parts of the
lung improve with treatment;’
said project lead, Professor
Pete Thelwall at Newcastle
University. The new scanning
technique allows the team to
quantify the degree of
improvement in ventilation
when patients have a
treatment, in this case a
widely used inhaler, the
bronchodilator, salbutamol.

This shows that the imaging
methods could be valuable in
clinical trials of new
treatments of lung disease.
There is potential for this

scan method to be used in the
clinical management of lung
transplant recipients and
other lung diseases in the

future, said researchers.

Potato plants naturally produce SGAS,
which are harmtul if humans consume them
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Did you know that potato
plants naturally produce
chemicals called steroidal gly-
coalkaloids (SGAs), which are
found in high quantities in the
green parts of the potato peels
and in the sprouting areas?
While these compounds help
the plants protect themselves
from insects, these are harmful
in case consumed by humans.
Now, scientists have discovered
a way to remove these toxic
compounds from potatoes,
making them safer to eat and
easier to store. This break-
through could reduce food
waste and enhance crop farm-
ing in space and other extreme
environments.

"These compounds are critical
for plants to ward off insects,
but they make certain parts of
these crops inedible," said
Adam Jozwiak, a UCR molec-

..

ular biochemist who led the
study. "Now that we've uncov-
ered the biosynthetic pathway,
we can potentially create plants
that produce these compounds
only in the leaves while keep-
ing the edible parts safe."

Sunlight can induce the pro-
duction of SGAs in potato
tubers—the part of the potato
plant that is eaten—even after
they've been harvested. By
identifying a key genetic mech-
anism in SGA production, UC
Riverside researchers may be
able to reduce potatoes' toxic-

ity while preserving the plants'
natural defenses. Removing
SGAs from potatoes will also
make them easier to store and
transport in open air.

The research, published in
Science, focuses on a protein
called "GAME15," which plays
a key role in directing the
plant's production of SGAs.
This protein acts both as an
enzyme and a scaffold, orga-
nizing other enzymes into a
"conversion factory" that effi-
ciently produces SGAs while
preventing toxic compounds
from leaking into other parts of
plant cells, where they would
cause damage.

By engineering plants to con-
trol when and where SGAs are
produced—such as in the
leaves but not in the potatoes
themselves—the researchers
envision crops that can be
stored without the risk of tox-
icity from sunlight exposure.
"You could store the potatoes in

your kitchen and not worry
about exposure to the sun,
which makes them produce
more SGAs. Then, you could
eat them whenever you want,
reducing food waste," Jozwiak
said.

Additionally, the findings could
enable the use of other plant
parts, such as leaves, for food
in limited-space environments
like space missions or vertical
farming systems. "For space
farming, where every part of a
plant may need to be edible,
these findings are especially
promising," Jozwiak added.
"Our work demonstrates that
plants have evolved ingenious
ways to balance growth, repro-
duction, and defense," Jozwiak
said. This research involved sci-
entists from the Weizmann
Institute of Science in Israel, as
well as Kobe University, the
RIKEN Center for Sustainable
Resource Science, and Osaka
University in Japan.

fied front to neutralise the
Opposition’s attacks effec-
tively. Notably absent from
the meeting were Bihar Chief

Minister Nitish Kumar and
Maharashtra Deputy Chief
Minister Eknath Shinde. The
JD(U) was represented by
Union Minister Rajiv Ranjan,
also known as Lalan Singh,
while the Shiv Sena sent
Union MoS Prataprao
Ganpatrao Jadhav.

Union Home Minister Amit
Shah, Telugu Desam Party
(TDP) president and Andhra
Pradesh Chief Minister
Chandrababu Naidu, Union
Civil Aviation Minister Ram
Mohan Naidu Kinjarapu, and
Union ministers from various
NDA constituents such as
Apna Dal (S) president
Anupriya Patel, and JD(S)
leader H D Kumaraswamy,
were present.

Bihar's Hindustani Awam
Morcha (S) leader Jitan Ram
Manjhi, also a minister in the
Modi government, Rashtriya
Lok Morcha (RLM) presi-
dent Upendra Kushwaha, a
Rajya Sabha MP, and Thushar

Vellappally, president of
Bharath Dharma Jana Sena,
were also present at the meet-
ing.

"Attended the NDA leaders'
meeting in New Delhi today.
Under the visionary leader-
ship of PM Narendra Modi,

India is achieving unprece-
dented milestones and has
positioned itself as a global
superpower," Nadda said in a

post on X after the meeting.
"The NDA government
remains steadfast in its pur-
suit of the vision of 'Viksit
Bharat@2047', ensuring a
brighter and more prosperous
future for all," he added.
During the discussions, Shah
reportedly reflected on recent
political developments, par-
ticularly lessons drawn from
the Winter Session of
Parliament. He accused the
Congress of historically dis-
regarding Ambedkar’s legacy
while now attempting to
appropriate it for political
gain.
He underscored the need for
the BJP and its allies to
respond robustly and in uni-
son to such manoeuvres.
Uttar Pradesh's NISHAD
Party chief Sanjay Nishad
said it was an “informal"
meeting of the NDA leaders
on the occasion of the birth
centenary of Vajpayee. “Our
future strategy is to move for-

ward together. We have to
show unity in all the upcom-
ing elections...Everyone con-
gratulated (the BJP leaders)
in the meeting for the victo-
ry in Haryana and
Maharashtra assembly polls,”
he told reporters when asked
about the meeting.

Nishad said the meeting
also discussed coalition
strategy to ensure that “all
the work” done by Prime
Minister Modi reaches the
ground and “promises made
to people during elections”
are fulfilled. The issue of
giving reservation to the
tishing community was also
raised at the meeting, he
said.

“I gave 30-37 page evidence
on the issue of giving reser-
vation to the fishing com-
munity since it was a poll
promise.

came up at the meeting, the
NISHAD Party chief said,

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Suspense yrips as unidentified vehicle rams
amhulance carrying suspected terrorists’ hodies

Suspense looms large over a
mysterious accident late
Tuesday night on the Rampur
bypass, where an unidentified
vehicle rammed into an
ambulance transporting the
bodies of three suspected ter-
rorists of the ‘Khalistan
Zindabad Force’ The terror-
ists had been killed in a dra-
matic encounter in Pilibhit
just days earlier.

The collision occurred as the
ambulance was en route to
Punjab with the bodies of the
suspected militants, who
were allegedly involved in a
grenade attack on a police
post in Gurdaspur. While no
injuries were reported, the
ambulance sustained
significant damage, forcing
the authorities to transfer the
bodies to another vehicle.
Rampur Superintendent of
Police Vidyasagar Mishra
described the incident as
“highly unusual” and said
the circumstances are being
closely investigated. “As soon
as we received information

about the accident, our
teams rushed to the site. The
damaged ambulance was
removed, and the bodies
were safely shifted to another
vehicle,” Mishra stated.

The police remain perplexed
about the motive behind the
collision, with no clear leads
on the identity of the vehicle
or its driver. Officers on the
case have not ruled out the
possibility of sabotage.

“We cannot ignore any angle,

including deliberate
interference by elements
seeking to disrupt the
transportation process.
Given the high-profile

nature of the deceased, the
possibility of a planned
attempt to tamper with
evidence or create chaos
cannot be dismissed,” said a
senior police officer on
condition of anonymity.

The Punjab Police, which
had collaborated with Uttar

Pradesh Police in
neutralizing the suspected

terrorists  in  Pilibhit’s
Puranpur, is now
coordinating on the
investigation  into  this

incident. Sources suggest the
possibility of local
sympathizers of the
‘Khalistan Zindabad Force’
being involved, though no
concrete evidence has yet
emerged.

The three militants killed in
the encounter had been
wanted for orchestrating the
grenade attack in Gurdaspur,
which left the security
establishment on high alert.
Their deaths had been seen
as a major breakthrough, but
this accident has cast a
shadow of doubt over what
should have been a
straightforward process.
Witnesses have reportedly
provided conflicting
accounts of the collision,
further  deepening  the
mystery.

“It happened so suddenly.
The vehicle came out of
nowhere and hit the
ambulance before speeding

away.
It didn't seem like an
accident,” said one

eyewitness who was near the
scene. Both Rampur Police
and Punjab Police have
launched separate inquiries,
but the lack of CCTV
footage on the bypass and
the absence of a vehicle
registration number are
hampering progress.

“This incident raises more

questions than answers,’
admitted a senior
investigator. “Was it a
coincidence, or was it a

calculated move to unsettle
the ongoing case? The
answers will determine
whether we are dealing with
aroad accident or something
far more sinister.”

As the investigation unfolds,
the police are tightening

security around the
transportation of high-
profile  detainees  and
evidence. Meanwhile, the

incident has left locals and
officials on edge, with fears
that the shadow of Khalistani
extremism could once again
be looming in the region.
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Snowfall closes 226 roads in
Himachal Pradesh, disrupts power
supply amid freezing temperatures

total of 226 roads, including

three national highways,
were closed in Himachal
Pradesh following snowfall in
several districts, officials said on
Wednesday.
People shivered under piercing
cold wave conditions as
minimum temperatures
dropped by a few notches in
Jot, which received 10 cm of
snow in the past 24 hours,
followed by Khadrala (5 cm),
Pooh (2 ¢m), Sangla (1.2 cm)
and Keylong (1 c¢m). Tabo in
the Lahaul and Spiti district
was the coldest place in
Himachal Pradesh, recording a
night temperature of minus
10.6 degrees Celsius. A total of
226 roads, including three
national highways including
Attari and Leh, Sanj to Aut in
Kullu district, Khab Sangam in
Kinnaur district, and
Gramphoo in Lahaul and Spiti
district were closed for traffic,
officials said.
According to the state
emergency operation center, a
maximum of 123 roads were
closed in Shimla district, 36 in
Lahaul and Spiti and 25 in
Kullu.  Additionally, 173

transformers were disrupted,
affecting power supply across
the state. The hopes of locals
and tourists to experience a
white Christmas in the Queen
of Hills, Shimla, were dashed
as the city was greeted by
bright sunshine on Wednesday
morning. Bhuntar received 9.7
mm of rain, Rampur 9.4 mm,
Shimla 8.4 mm, Bajaura 8 mm,
Seobagh 7.2 mm, Manali 7
mm, Gohar 6 mm, Mandi 5.4
mm, and Jubbarhatti 3.8 mm,
the Met office reported.

The Met office has predicted
rain and snow at isolated
places in some parts of the
state, particularly in Shimla,
from Friday evening to Sunday

afternoon, with precipitation
expected to peak on Saturday.
An intense cold wave persisted
in Mandi, Manali, Chamba,
Una, Hamirpur, and
Sundernagar, while dense and
moderate fog was observed in
Sundernagar and Mandi,
respectively, the Met office
said.

The weather office has issued
an ‘orange warning for severe
cold in Bilaspur, Una,
Hamirpur, and Mandi on
Wednesday and a ‘yellow’
warning for dense fog over
parts of the Bhakra Dam
reservoir area and the Balh
Valley in Mandi on Thursday
and Sunday.

UP to soon unveil new five-year export policy: UP

Tsunami survivor Sowmya finds new joy 20 years later,
becomes mother after overcoming unimaginable loss

he ineffaceable scars of

the tragic loss of their
close blood relations still haunt
the survivors 20 years after the
Tsunami struck on the fateful
morning of December 26,
2004.
Sowmya, one of the
survivors, who was rescued
in Nagapattinam district that
bore the brunt of the giant
tidal wave killing 6,065
people, has become a mother
of a girl child now. Like
several  other  children
orphaned by the Tsunami,
she accepted the harsh reality
and showed resilience to
overcome the crisis and live.
She was four years old when

the Tsunami hit the coast,
massively destroying
property and lives. Sowmya
later became the
goddaughter of IAS official
Dr J Radhakrishnan and
completed her BA in
Economics.

Radhakrishnan solemnised
her marriage with K Subash,
a technician, in 2022. In
October this vyear, she
became a mother of a girl
child.

“It is heartwarming to see
our goddaughter grow up
and become a mother. Our
family felt blessed,”
Radhakrishnan, currently
Additional Chief Secretary,
Cooperative ~ Department
said.

He was joined by his wife
Krithika and son Dr R
Arvind and Nagapattinam
district collector P Akash, in
showering blessings and gifts
on Sowmya at her foster
home in the district.

Meena, rescued as a toddler,
and Sowmya were among the
40 child survivors who grew
up in the Annai Sathya
Government Children’s
Home.

They came together and
celebrated their reunion on
December 22, ahead of the
20th anniversary of the
Tsunami.

Secunity agencies hunt
for local helpers of

ollowing the encounter of

three Khalistan Zindabad
Force (KZF) terrorists in
Pilibhit, security agencies are
intensifying their search for
their local helpers in the Terai
region.
Three suspected Khalistani
terrorists allegedly involved in
the grenade attack in
Gurdaspur were killed in an
encounter with police in
Pilibhit early Monday, with
Punjab’s Director General of
Police Gaurav Yadav terming
it as a major breakthrough
against a Pakistan-sponsored
terror module.
Bareilly Range IG Rakesh
Singh said the police and
intelligence agencies are on

high alert following the
threats. “Investigations are
underway, and  security
measures have been
intensified in the border
areas.

“Action will be taken against
anyone who is found to have
helped the terror elements,’
he said.

The success in Pilibhit comes
after three blasts which took
place in different districts of
Punjab this month.

The  gunfight  between
members of the KZF and a
joint team of Uttar Pradesh
Police and Punjab Police took
place in Puranpur area of
Pilibhit after three module
members opened fire at the
police party.

Following the encounter, a
police case was filed here on
Tuesday after a video turned
up on X showing a person
making threats to spread
terror during the Maha
Kumbh in Prayagraj, an
officer said.

Survey report on Sambhal’'s Jama Masjid-Harihar
Mandir dispute likely to be submitted in January

he Court Commissioner,

Ramesh Singh Raghayv, is
expected to submit the survey
report concerning the claim
that Sambhal’s Jama Masjid
was originally the Harihar
Mandir. The report will like-
ly be filed in a sealed envelope
in the first week of January
2025, according to sources.
The survey report, which is
said to be nearly complete, is
expected to be submitted on
either January 2 or 3. The
matter came to light after a
lawsuit was filed on
November 19, 2024, in the
court of Civil Judge (Senior
Division), Sambhal, by Kaila
Devi  Temple’s Mahant
Rishiraj  Giri, advocate
Harishankar Jain, and six

other petitioners. The suit
claimed that the Shahi Jama
Masjid was originally the
Harihar Mandir.

On the same day, advocate
Ramesh Singh Raghav was

appointed as the Court
Commissioner and directed
to conduct a survey of the
site under heavy security and
in the presence of senior
district officials. On

November 24, when the
Court Commissioner
attempted to conduct a
second survey under the
protection of the District

Magistrate and
Superintendent of Police,
violent clashes erupted,

resulting in the deaths of five
individuals and injuries to
several police personnel.
Following the incident, the
report, initially due on
November 29, was delayed,
and a 10-day extension was
granted by the court.

The submission was further
postponed to December 9
due to the Court
Commissioner citing health
issues and requesting
additional time to finalize the
report.

This led to objections from
the Jama Masjid’s legal

counsel, Shakeel Warsi, who
opposed  the  repeated
extensions.

Court Commissioner Raghav
stated that with the court
scheduled to reopen on
January 1, the survey report
is nearly ready and will be
submitted in a sealed
envelope by January 2 or 3,
2025.

“The report is almost
complete. Once the court
resumes after its week-long
recess, we plan to submit it
promptly,” said Raghav.

The case, which has already
seen significant tension and
loss of life, is being closely
monitored for its potential to
further escalate communal
sensitivities in the region.
Authorities are maintaining
heightened security as the
legal process unfolds.

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Extradition dilemma

Bangladesh’s request to extradite Sheikh Hasina raises critical

questions about India’s role as a key player in South Asian politics

Hasina, who fled to India following her ouster on August 5, 2024. The request,

B angladesh has formally requested India to extradite former Prime Minister Sheikh

conveyed through a diplomatic “note verbale,” places India in a delicate posi-
tion, requiring a careful balancing of international law, bilateral relations, and region-
al stability. This article explores the background of the situation, the implications of
such an extradition, and the options available to India. Sheikh Hasina, a towering fig-
ure in Bangladeshi politics and leader of the Awami League, was ousted from power
after a student-led movement erupted into nationwide protests. Despite the govern-
ment meeting the protesters’ demands, unrest persisted, which Hasina claims was
orchestrated by Muhammad Yunus, Chief Adviser to Bangladesh’s interim govern-
ment. The protests culminated in her removal from power, prompting her to flee to
India. The diplomatic note issued by Bangladesh’s interim government reflects its inten-

tion to bring Sheikh Hasina back to face accountabil-
ity or to address the political turmoil she left behind.
India and Bangladesh share a complex relationship
shaped by historical ties, mutual interests, and occa-
sional tensions. Extraditing Sheikh Hasina could be
seen as India’s support for the interim government,
potentially straining ties with the Awami League, one
of Bangladesh’s major political forces. The political
crisis in Bangladesh has already created ripples in
South Asia. Any decision by India regarding the extra-
dition could influence the region’s political dynam-
ics, including relations with other South Asian nations.
Sheikh Hasina’s safety and the fairness of any trial

are also suspect as she might face attrition upon her return. India would need to weigh
these concerns against its international obligations under extradition treaties and agree-
ments. How India handles this case may affect India’s stance as a regional power
and its commitment to democratic principles. India could provide asylum to Sheikh
Hasina, citing humanitarian grounds or concerns about the fairness of legal proceed-
ings in Bangladesh. This would align with India’s historical role as a refuge for polit-
ical exiles but might antagonise the interim Bangladeshi government. India could agree
to extradite Hasina with conditions ensuring her safety, fair trial, and adherence to inter-
national legal norms. Such a move might help India maintain its relations with both
the interim government and Hasina’s supporters. India can also delay the exiradition
while engaging diplomatically with Bangladesh to seek a mutually acceptable solu-
tion. This would allow India to assess the evolving political situation and minimize
potential fallout. While India’s decision will undoubtedly influence India-Bangladesh
relations, its impact will also resonate across the region. India must weigh its options
carefully, prioritising both the immediate political implications and its long-term vision

for South Asian stability.

As Prime Minister Narendra Modi pushes forward with his vision of ‘One Nation,
One Poll’ the nation waits to see whether this proposal will unite or divide

he introduction of a
controversial bill,
‘One Nation One
Poll, has created
more controversy
than acceptance. The BJP has
been talking about it but intro-
duced it, which has been sent to
the joint select committee of the
Parliament. Prime Minister
Narendra Modi is in a hurry to
fulfil the BJP’s unfinished agen-
da. He had already opened the
Ayodhya temple and got the
revocation of Article 370 of the
Constitution, which gave spe-
cial status to Jammu and
Kashmir. This long-awaited bill
aims to streamline the electoral
process for 28 states and eight
union territories, with an elec-
torate of nearly a billion voters.
The bill has triggered wide-
spread debate, significant inter-
est, and Opposition from var-
ious parties.
Though momentum is building
for simultaneous elections,
some questions need answers.
They include whether Modi has
the required two-thirds major-
ity to pass the bill in Parliament.
Is therea political consensus?
Will the Opposition come on
board? Is the timing of the bill
right? Most Opposition parties
reject the idea of simultaneous
polls. They include the
Congress, the Left parties, the
Trinamool Congress, and
regional and smaller parties.
They reject it mainly to settle
political scores and apprehen-
sion that they may benefit the
BJP. Former President Ram
Nath Kovind chaired a nine-
member committee recom-
mending simultaneous polls
last year, labelling it a ‘game
changer’ Thirty-two parties
supported the concept, and 15
rejected it. The panel also
advised that the Centre form a
panel to oversee the imple-
mentation of this proposal.
Also, there should be a joint
electoral roll for all elections so
that voters will use the same list
for national, state, and local
polls.
Over the years, elections have
become a standard feature, but
the ‘One Nation, One Poll’ bill
has the potential to reshape our
election process. Proponents
of the bill argue that it could

significantly reduce cam-
paign costs, alleviate the
strain on administrative
resources, and streamline
governance. This could ulti-
mately benefit the public by
reducing the frequency of
elections, a prospect that
should inspire optimism.
Elections in India are held at
different levels. The first is
panchayat, followed by the
district level, the state assem-
bly level, and finally, the
national level. They happen
at different times, and the
government wants to stream-
line the system. Interestingly,
the idea of simultaneous
polls is not new.
Historically, it was a synchro-
nised poll from 1952 to 1967.
The premature dismissal of
various governments and
the consequential dissolution
of Assemblies led to staggard
polls. Prime Minister Indira
Gandhi dismissed man
Opposition-ruled state gov-
ernments. The most impor-
tant thing is that the BJP
needs the support of the
allies and friendly parties.
In the recent 2024 polls, the
BJP was 40 short of a major-
ity in the house and could
form the government only
with the help of JD (U) and
Telugu Desam. Most oppos-
ing parties reject simultane-
ous polls, including
Congress, the Left parties,

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the Trinamool Congress, and
regional and smaller par-
ties. Even in the BJP, 20 MPs
were absent while the bill
was introduced. The Kovind
panel also suggested having
the votes in two parts.

The first will be for Lok
Sabha and Assembly votes,
and the second for local
groups.The bill faces signif-
icant constitutional, legal,
and political challenges. The
Kovind panel suggests
amending Articles 83 and
172 to allow simultaneous
elections.

However, the BJP lacks the
two-thirds majority for this
amendment, and the
Constitution needs clarifica-
tion on concurrent polls.
The potential impact on the
federal structure of the coun-
try and the logistical chal-
lenges of conducting simul-
taneous elections for a billion
voters are crucial factors to
consider. Prime Minister
Modi’s main challenge is to
gather enough support in
Parliament. At the same
time, the government must
build political consensus and
persuade the Opposition to
agree.

The Opposition has rejected
simultaneous polls, fearing it
might benefit the BJP. The
15 opposing parties hold
205 MPs, while Modi needs
362 votes to proceed.

The Vedic seers
had mastered this incredible science of sound in the form of mantras,
they were well aware of the high degree of specificity and precision that
is required to harness the power of sound.
Shiksha, one of the six vendangas, deals with the science of proper pro-
nunciation of words and laws of euphony. Volumes have been written
on Shiksha by Panini, Yadnyavalkya and Vasishtha.

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State budgets on the
brink: RBI sounds alarm =%

With outstanding debts exceeding the prudential threshold, the RBI urges states to
adopt “next-generation” fiscal rules to ensure sustainable financial management

b

ccording to a report on
‘State Finances: A Study of
Budgets of 2024-25
released by the Reserve
Bank of India (RBI) on
December 19, 2024, the consolidated
gross fiscal deficit (GFD) of all State
governments was contained within 3
per cent of their gross domestic prod-
uct (GDP) during the financial years
(FY) 2022-23 and 2023-24. For 2024-
25, their GFD has been budgeted at 3.2
per cent of GDP. They have complied
with the stipulation under the Fiscal
Responsibility and Budget Management
(FRBM) Act, 2003 which requires
them to keep it within the 3 per cent
cap. But, the good news ends here.
The report reveals that the total out-
standing liabilities of States were 28.5
per cent of the GDP in March 2024.
Though lower than the peak of 31 per
cent reached as of March-end 2021, it
remained significantly above the pru-
dential debt-GDP ratio of 20 per cent
mandated for the states under the
Act.
Another measure of how a State gov-
ernment is managing its budget is its
revenue expenditure (RE) about capi-
tal outlay (CO). While, the RE being on
items such as salaries, wages, pension
bills, subsidies etc essentially goes
towards non-asset creating spending, :
CO results in the generation of capital :
assets thereby providing a foundation :
for income stream over some time. :
Greater emphasis on the latter is con- :
sidered fiscally prudent whereas more :
of the former can lead to fiscal desta- :
bilisation. The record of many states on
this crucial parameter is disconcerting. :
For all states, the total expenditure :
increased from around Rs 3428,000 :
crore in 2020-21 to Rs 5760,000 crore :
during 2024-25 (budget estimate). As
regards RE, it increased from Rs :
3018,000 crore in 2020-21 to Rs :
4840,000 crore in 2024-25. The CO
increased from Rs 410,000 crore dur- :
ing 2020-21 to Rs 920,000 crore dur- :
ing 2024-25. These numbers yield a :
ratio of RE to CO or RECO of 5.2 :
(4840,000/920,000).
In several states, the RECO is much
higher than even this national average. :
For instance, in Punjab, at 17.1 it is :
more than three times followed by
Puducherry (14.1), Kerala (10.6) and :
Delhi (10.3). There are some better-per-
forming states too such as Manipur :
having the best ratio (2.4), followed by :
Gujarat (2.9) and Sikkim and :
Arunachal Pradesh (3.1). However, :
the abnormally high RECO of other :
states pushes up the national average. !
How does it compare with the Centre? :
The total expenditure of the Central :
Government increased from Rs :
3042,000 crore during 2020-21 to Rs
4820,000 crore during 2024-25. Of this,
the RE increased from Rs 2603,000 :
crore during 2020-21 to Rs 3709,000 :
crore during 2024-25. On the other :
hand, its CO increased from Rs 439,000 :
crore during 2020-21 to Rs 1111,000 :
crore during 2024-25. So, RECO for the :
Centre is 3.3 in 2024-25
(3709,000/1111000) against 5.2 for the :
States.
Barring a couple of good performers :
like Gujarat which is doing even bet- :

Such exhortations
have been made umpteen times
in the past not just by the RBI but
i also by several committees set by
the government on ‘expenditure
i reforms’ from time to time.
Now, we have more jargon like
“next-generation” fiscal rules to
convey the same message with
greater intensity.

The RBI posits these rules as
“combining the medium-term
fiscal sustainability objective with
short-term flexibility allowing
state governments more maneu-
verability in dealing with exoge-
nous economic shocks” The
banking regulator goes on “these
will involve inter alia, the use of
data analytics, including machine
learning (ML) and artificial intel-
ligence (AI); improved data trans-
i parency and disclosure practices;
: and strengthening the institution
: of State Finance Commissions to
i deliver public services more effec-
: tively and scale up social and
¢ physical infrastructure,” Put sim-
i ply, the RBI expects the State gov-
¢ ernments to not just bring about
¢ policy reforms and refinements to
i better target welfare schemes -
- focusing primarily on the poor

sections of the society but also to
galvanise the administrative
machinery and institutions to
deliver benefits efficiently and
prevent misuse/diversion by
making the best use of technol-
ogy interventions.

Do the States understand?

The answer is a categorical ‘no.
Forget a finely crafted system
desired by the RBI and govern-
ment committees, most of the
states have put in place crude and
non-transparent subsidy regimes
call them freebies - a jargon for
“something given free of charge”
- all aimed at alluring voters and
winning elections. The political
parties have sought to cover
under ‘something’ literally every-
thing that touches the life of a
person.

It includes free food, free health,
free education, free LPG cylinder,
free laptops, free transport, state
support for marriage, and pil-
grimage for the elderly; it’s an
unending list.

In the last couple of years, the
freebies promised by them have
become more brazen with parties
coming out with ‘cash transfers’
to the account of voters. Such
schemes mostly directed at
women have won elections for
the concerned parties in elections
held during 2023 and 2024 in
Madhya Pradesh (MP),
Rajasthan,  Chhattisgarh,
Maharashtra, Jharkhand and
Haryana. The parties compete
with each other in offering more.
A common refrain is ‘Who will
promise more”?

Look at this. In the budget for
2024-25, Delhi finance minister
Atishi announced the
Mukhyamantri Mahila Samman
Yojana (MMSY) under which, the
AAP government will give Rs
1000 per month to all the women

above the age of 18 in the nation-
al capital. Now, ex-Chief Minister
Arvind Kejriwal has increased the
amount to Rs 2100 per month.
In response, the BJP has report-
edly promised a still higher cash
transfer of Rs 2500 per month.
Let us be clear. Unlike ‘normal’
budget expenses which are
planned and backed by well-
orchestrated efforts to garner
revenue, additional financial lia-
bilities imposed by the freebies
promised in the election mani-
festo affect the budgetary position
of the State in a totally ‘uncon-
trolled’ and ‘unplanned’ manner.
Moreover, these freebies don’t
have a sunset date meaning these
will continue to be given ‘eternal-
ly’ - no matter which party rules.
This is the surest invitation to fis-
cal catastrophe. Take the case of
Delhi.
Already, without the MMSY, the
financial position of the Delhi
government has come to such a
pass that CM Atishi has recent-
ly forwarded a request to the
Centre seeking a loan of Rs
10,000 crore from the National
Small Savings Fund (NSSF). Now,
if AAP were to come to power yet
again, MMSY @Rs 2100 a month
would cost the exchequer an
additional Rs 17,000 crore per
annum.
Since 2018-19, state subsidies
have grown 2.5 times to over Rs
470,000 crore (2024-25), courtesy
freebies cult. This will increase
exponentially, destabilising State
budgets, and making a mockery
of the much-touted fiscal consol-
idation drive. The Supreme Court
has on several occasions observed
that ‘freebies are bad’ Will it force
parliamentarians to enact a law to
curb them?

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Israel, Hamas accuse each other of complicating
ceasefire efforts as they inch closer to deal

Israel and Hamas accused each other
of complicating ceasefire efforts on
Wednesday, as the two sides inch clos-
er to a deal that could wind down the
14-month war in Gaza. The two sides
appear closer than they have been in
months to reaching an agreement that
would bring home dozens of hostages
being held in Gaza. However, talks have
come close before, only to collapse.

Although Israel and Hamas have
expressed optimism that progress was
being made toward a deal, sticking
points remain over the exchange of
hostages for Palestinian prisoners and
the withdrawal of Israeli troops from
Gaza, people involved in the talks say.
On Wednesday, Hamas accused Israel
of introducing new conditions related
to the withdrawal from Gaza, the pris-
oners and the return of displaced peo-
ple, which it said was delaying the deal.
Israel's government accused Hamas of

reneging on reneging on understand-
ings that have already been reached.”

Still, both sides said discussions are
ongoing. Israel's negotiating team,
which includes members from its intel-
ligence agencies and the military,
returned from Qatar Tuesday evening
for internal consultations, following a
week of what it called "significant
negotiations".

During its October 7, 2023, attack on
southern Israel, Hamas and other
groups took about 250 people hostage
and brought them to Gaza. A previous
truce in November 2023 freed more
than 100 hostages, while others have
been rescued or their remains have been
recovered over the past year.

Israel says about 100 hostages remain
in Gaza - at least a third of whom it
believes were killed during the October
7 attack or died in captivity. Sporadic
talks have taken place for a year, but in
recent weeks there's been a renewed
push to reach a deal. President-elect

Donald Trump, who takes office next
month for his second term, has
demanded the immediate release of
Israeli hostages, saying on social media
that if they're not freed before he is
sworn in, there will be "HELL TO PAY".
Families of the hostages are becoming
increasingly angry, calling on the Israeli
government for a ceasefire before
Trump is sworn in.

After Israel's high-level negotiation
team returned from Doha this week,
hostage families called an emergency
press conference in Tel Aviv, pleading
for a ceasefire and a complete end to the
war. Shir Siegel, the daughter of Israeli-
American Keith Siegel, whose mother
was released after more than 50 days in
captivity, said every delay could endan-
ger their lives.

"There are moments when every second
is fateful, and this is one of those
moments," she said.

The families are planning a special can-
dle lighting ceremony in Hostages

Square Wednesday, marking the first
night of Hanukkah. The agreement
would take effect in phases and include
a halt in fighting, an exchange of Israeli
hostages for Palestinian prisoners, and
a surge in aid to the besieged Gaza Strip,
according to Egyptian, Hamas and
American officials. The last phase
would include the release of any remain-
ing hostages, an end to the war and talks
on reconstruction.

Israel's bombardment and ground
invasion into Gaza have killed over
45,000 Palestinians in Gaza, more than
half of them women and children,
according to Gaza's Health Ministry,
which does not distinguish between
fighters and civilians in its count.

The offensive has caused widespread
destruction and displaced some 90 per
cent of Gaza's 2.3 million people, often
multiple times.

Hundreds of thousands are packed into
squalid tent camps along the coast as the
cold, wet winter sets in.

Organiser of Christmas fair in southern
Mexico assassinated at his event

The organiser of a Christmas fair in
southern Mexico was assassinated at
his city's holiday event, authorities said late
Tuesday. The governor of the southern
state of Guerrero said gunmen killed the
organiser of the annual Christmas and
New Year's fair in the state capital of
Chilpancingo. Gov. Evelyn Salgado called
the Christmas Eve killing of Martin
Ramirez Ruiz “an unacceptable act that will
not go unpunished”.

Salgado wrote on her social media
accounts that state prosecutors were inves-
tigating the crime. There was no immedi-
ate information on the motive, but the
gangs gain much of their income extort-
ing money from local businesses and rou-
tinely kill those who refuse to pay. In a sep-
arate statement, state prosecutors said that
another person was killed along with
Ramirez Ruiz, and that a third person in
the crowd gathered outside a church was
wounded in the attack. The gunmen had
apparently waded into the crowd and
directly targeted Ramirez Ruiz. Ramirez

Ruiz was the head of the civic group that
for almost two centuries has organised an
arts, food and handicrafts fair that runs
from roughly Christmas to January 7. The
fair also honors the local patron saint, St.
Matthew. Two rival drug gangs, the Tlacos
and the Ardillos, are fighting for control
of the city of Chilpancingo, and violence
against officials and residents there has
reached grisly levels. In November, a for-
mer prosecutor and local police official was
arrested in connection with the grisly
decapitation of the city's mayor on October

6. Mayor Alejandro Arcos was killed just
a week after he took office as mayor of the
state capital. Officials had blamed the
killing on one of the gangs.The mayor's
body was found in a pickup truck, with his
severed head placed on the roof of the vehi-
cle, in an apparent message from the gang.
The same gang is thought to be responsi-
ble for killing 11 market vendors, includ-
ing four boys, in late October. The vendors,
members of an extended family, were
abducted as they travelled to sell their
wares. Their bodies were found dumped
in the bed of a pickup truck on an avenue
in Chilpancingo. Chilpancingo, a city of
about 300,000, is so completely dominat-
ed by gangs that in 2023, one of them
staged a demonstration of hundreds of
people, hijacked a government armoured
car, blocked a major highway and took
police hostage to win the release of arrest-
ed suspects. Violence in Guerrero reached
such unprecedented levels that earlier this
year, Roman Catholic bishops announced
they had helped arrange a truce in anoth-
er part of the state between two warring
drug cartels.

Iran restores access
to WhatsApp and
Google Play

Tehran. Iran's government on
Tuesday said it had lifted a ban
on access to WhatsApp and
Google Play after more than
two years, the official IRNA
news agency reported.

The report said the country's
Supreme Council of Cyber
Space made the decision in a
meeting led by reformist
President Masoud Pezeshkian,
who has vowed to remove
restrictions on social media.
Iran's telecommunication min-
ister Sattar Heshemi in a post
on X called the decision a "first
step” in removing restrictions
and said "the path will contin-
ue" - indicating the possibility
of unblocking other services.
Many people reached by The
Associated Press across the
capital, Tehran, and other cities
said they had access to the ser-
vices on computers but not yet
on mobile phones. WhatsApp
has been the third most popu-
lar messaging platform in Iran
after Instagram.
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Pakistani airstrikes killed
46 people 1n eastern

Pakistan‘s airstrikes on east-
ern Afghanistan killed 46
people, mostly women and
children, a Taliban govern-
ment official said on
Wednesday, raising fears of
further straining the relations
between the two neighbours.
Hamdullah Fitrat, the deputy
spokesman for the Afghan gov-
ernment, said those killed in
the strikes that targeted four
locations in Barmal, a district
in the province of Paktika,
were refugees, adding that six
others were also wounded. This
comes a day after Pakistani
security officials, speaking on
the condition of anonymity in
line with regulations, told The
Associated Press that Tuesday's
operation was to dismantle a
training facility and kill insur-
gents in Paktika in Afghanistan.
Earlier Wednesday,
Mohammad Khurasani, the
spokesman for the Pakistani
Taliban or Tehreek-e-Taliban
Pakistan, claimed in a state-
ment that 50 people, including
27 women and children, have
died in the strikes. He said they
were "unarmed refugees” who
fled to Afghanistan because of
Pakistan's offensive in the
northwest.

The TTP - a separate group but
also a close ally of the Afghan
Taliban - also shared photos,
alleging they were of children
killed during the Pakistani
operation.The strikes came
hours after Mohammad Sadiq,
Pakistan's special representative
for Afghanistan, travelled to
Kabul to discuss a range of
issues. Afghanistan's Foreign
Ministry in Kabul summoned
the Pakistani envoy and lodged
a strong protest over the strikes
by Pakistan's army. In a state-
ment, it said while a represen-
tative of the civilian govern-
ment of Pakistan was busy in
talks with the Afghan offi-
cials, the strikes were carried

Haiti's interim pres-
ident, Leslie Voltaire, said in an
address to the nation that jour-
nalists and police were among
the victims of the attack. He did
not specify how many casualties
there were, or give a breakdown
for the dead or wounded. "I
send my sympathies to the peo-
ple who were victims, the
national police and the journal-
ists," Voltaire said, pledging

"this crime is not going to go
unpunished." A video posted
online by the reporters trapped
inside the hospital showed what
appeared to be two lifeless bod-
ies of men on stretchers, their
clothes bloodied. One of the
men had a lanyard with a press
credential around his neck.
Radio Télé Métronome initial-
ly reported that seven journal-
ists and two police officers were
wounded. Police and officials
did not immediately respond to
calls for information on the
attack. Video posted online ear-
lier showed reporters inside
the building and at least three
lying on the floor, apparently
wounded. That video could
also not be immediately verified.
Johnson "Izo" André, consid-
ered Haiti's most powerful gang
leader and part of a gang known

"China is willing to work together with
Japan to move towards the important
direction proposed by the leaders of
the two countries." "I want to build
a relationship where the people of
both countries feel that Japan-China

relations have developed and pro-
gressed in a positive direction," said
Iwaya, ahead of his meeting with
Wang. His trip comes just before US
President-elect Donald Trump is to
take office in January. Tokyo consid-
ers the Japan-US alliance the lynch-
pin of its diplomatic and security poli-

cies, a tone emphasised in the past
four years under US President Joe
Biden's direction, but it's unclear
how Trump will impact the alliance.
Japan has revamped its approach to
defense in response to Chinese actions
in recent years, boosting military
spending and shifting away from a

principle of self-defense.

Earlier this year, Japan protested when
a Chinese military plane flew into
Japan's airspace, while in the summer,
a Chinese survey ship sailed into
Japanese territorial waters. While
how US-China relations come out
under the Trump administration is
unclear, Japan is seeking stability in its
relationship with its neighbour and
hopes to develop ties in areas of mutu-
al interest, including the economy and
the elderly care industry. Iwaya told
reporters before his departure Tuesday
that he will also hold bilateral high-
level people and cultural exchange

For British soldiers, her gift
was made up of a smoking
kit, which was deemed inap-
propriate as many mem-
bers of the Indian army
were non-smokers. Instead,
their tins were filled with
spice along with a picture of
Princess Mary in place of a
cigarette card for their UK
counterparts. Doyle, the
author of 'For Every Sailor
Afloat, Every Soldier at the
Front: Princess Mary's
Christmas Gift 1914, docu-
ments how Princess Mary
aged just 17 set out to send
a Christmas gift to all those
on active service. His book
is set against the backdrop of

the Christmas of 1914,
which led him to explore
whether the spice tins may
have become part of the
Christmas truce there, along
with the men who carried
them. He approached Robin
Schafer, a German historian,
who went into the archives
and found references in
German newspapers to men
receiving the spice tins as
gifts during the brief cessa-
tion of hostilities 110 years
ago. A soldier named
Wilhelm Althoff wrote:
"Some Indians gifted us figs
[and] a shiny metal box
with spices." Doyle and
Schafer hope that more of
these tins, which Doyle
describes as "unprepossess-
ing", may be found by peo-
ple in Germany and else-
where if they go looking.
They also hold out hope that
some photographs of the
event may exist, as picture-
taking was initially encour-
aged in German trenches to
boost morale. During the
First World War (1914-18)
India, which at that time
included Pakistan and
Bangladesh under British
colonial rule, sent the largest
share of Commonwealth
soldiers to the war effort at
over 1.4 million. Shrabani
Basu, historian-author of
'For King and Another
Country: Indian Soldiers
on the Western Front, 1914-
18" has also documented
their immense contribu-
tions to the war effort.

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Fate of Trump's Cahinet picks unclear as
Republicans prepare to take power in Senate

he fate of President-elect

Donald Trump’s Cabinet is
still unclear after Republican
senators spent much of
December carefully dodging
questions about Robert F.
Kennedy Jr. ‘s views on vaccines,
accusations of sexual miscon-
duct against Pete Hegseth and
Tulsi Gabbard’s 2017 meeting
with then-President Bashar
Assad of Syria.
While some GOP senators have
indicated they are all-in for
Trumpss picks, others have with-
held support, for now, especial-
ly on some of his more contro-
versial nominees.
The dynamic is injecting uncer-
tainty into the process as
Republicans prepare to take
the Senate majority in January
with a four-seat margin and as
Trump aggressively challenges
them to confirm his Cabinet
immediately.
It's not unusual for senators to
wait until after confirmation
hearings to publicly announce
a decision. But Republicans are
under more pressure than usual
as Trump and his allies make
clear that they will confront sen-
ators who don't fall in line.
“You only have control of the
Senate because of Donald
Trump,” the president-elect’s
son, Donald Trump Jr., warned
during a media appearance this
month. “Without that, youd be
relegated to insignificance”
There has been one casualty of
the process so far - former Rep.
Matt Gaetz of Florida, who

withdrew from contention as
attorney general after senators
relayed private concerns. But
Trump has enthusiastically
stood by the rest, including
Kennedy for secretary of Health
and Human Services, Hegseth
for secretary of Defense and
Gabbard for director of nation-
al intelligence.

With hearings starting by mid-
January, before Trump is even
inaugurated, senators will soon
have to decide how closely they
will scrutinize the nominees and
whether they are willing to
vote against any of them.
Republicans will have a 53-47
majority, so Trump cannot lose
more than three votes on any
nomination if Democrats are
united in opposition.

The outcome of the confirma-
tion process, and the level of dis-
sent in the Senate, will likely set

the tone for Trump’s presiden-
cy and his relationship with
Congress, which was frequent-
ly tumultuous during his first
term. He often clashed with the
Senate, in particular, but has sig-
nalled he expects Republican
senators to be more compliant
this time around.

“It’s not about putting yeses on
the board, it’s about keeping nos
off the board,” said Oklahoma
Sen. Markwayne Mullin, one of
Trump’s top allies in the Senate,
who speaks with him frequent-

While most Senate Republicans
have scrambled to display as
much loyalty to Trump as pos-
sible, a handful have made clear
that they are willing to defend
the bodys “advise and con-
sent” role. Among the senators
to watch are moderate
Republicans Lisa Murkowski

of Alaska, Susan Collins of
Maine and incoming freshman
Sen. John Curtis of Utah.
“Anybody who wants to give me
heat for doing my job, bring it
on, Curtis said Sunday on
ABC’s “This Week” when asked
about vetting Trump’s nomi-
nees. “This is my job. Its my
constitutional responsibility.
Still, even moderate senators
have shied away from directly
criticising Trump’s picks. And
not a single Republican has gone
on the record against a nominee.
Several of Trump’s picks are
expected to sail to confirmation,
perhaps even with some
Democratic votes. Sen. John
Fetterman, D-Pa., has indicat-
ed he will support Florida Sen.
Marco Rubio for secretary of
State and Rep. Elise Stefanik for
United Nations ambassador, as
have a few other Democrats.

For the more controversial
nominees, though, party unity
will be key.

One of Trump’s most embattled
picks is Hegseth, a Fox News
host and veteran who some see
as inexperienced and has pub-
licly questioned whether
women should serve in combat.
He has also faced allegations of
sexual assault and excessive
drinking that he has denied. But
it's all given some senators
pause, despite Trump’s enthusi-
astic support.

Hegseth has faced particular
pressure from Iowa Sen. Joni
Ernst, herself a combat veteran
who has worked to address
sexual assault in the military.
She has met with Hegseth sev-
eral times, and has not yet said
she will support him. She will
have a chance to question him,
publicly and face-to-face, in a
Senate Armed Services
Committee confirmation hear-
ing that is scheduled for January
14.

Though a hearing for Gabbard
has not yet been set, senators
will also be able to question her
publicly and in a classified set-
ting about her trip to Syria after
the US had severed diplomatic
relations.

Gabbard has defended the trip,
saying its important to open
dialogue, but critics hear echoes
of Russia-fuelled talking points
in her commentary. Assad fled
to Moscow earlier this month
after opposition forces overtook
Syria in a surprise attack, end-
ing his family’s five decades of
rule.

Rgfsia launched a massive
issile and drone barrage
targeting Ukraine’s energy
infrastructure on Wednesday,
striking a thermal power plant
and prompting Ukrainians to
take shelter in metro stations on
Christmas morning.

In Russia, meanwhile, one
woman died and three people
were wounded after falling
debris from a downed drone
sparked a fire in a shopping
mall in the city of Vladikavkaz.
The head of Russia’s republic of
North Ossetia-Alania, Gov.
Sergey Menyaylo, said security
footage showed that the explo-
sion took place outside the
Alania Mall Wednesday morn-
ing. At least one person was
killed in Russias attack on
Ukraine’s Dnipro region, Vice
Prime Minister Oleksii Kuleba
said on Telegram, adding that
heating was disrupted for 155
residential buildings. He also
said 500,000 people in the
Kharkiv region were without
heat. Ukrainian Foreign
Minister Andrii Sybiha said
one Russian missile passed
Moldovan and Romanian air-
space.

Russia targets Ukrainian energy
infrastructure on Christmas Day

Ukrainian Energy Minister
Herman Halushchenko said
Russia again “massively attacks

energy  infrastructure.”
Ukraine’s air force said that
multiple missiles had been fired
at the Kharkiv, Dnipro and
Poltava regions in the east of the
country. He said the power dis-
tributor took the necessary
measures to limit consumption.
“As soon as the security situa-
tion allows, energy workers
will establish the damage
caused,” he said. State energy
operator Ukrenergo applied
preemptive power outages
across the country due to a
“massive missile attack,” leading
to electricity going out in sev-
eral districts of the capital,
Kyiv. Ukraine’s biggest private
energy company, DTEK, said
Russia struck one of their ther-
mal power plants Wednesday
morning, making it the 13th
attack on Ukraine’s power grid
this year.

“Denying light and warmth to
millions of peace-loving people
as they celebrate Christmas is a
depraved and evil act that must
be answered,” Maxim

Timchenko, CEO of DTEK
wrote on his X account.

At least seven strikes targeted
Kharkiv, sparking fires across
the city, regional head Oleh
Syniehubov wrote on Telegram.
At least three people were
injured, local authorities said.
“Kharkiv is under massive mis-
sile fire. A series of explosions
rang out in the city and there
are still ballistic missiles flying
in the direction of the city. Stay
in safe places,” Kharkiv Mayor
Thor Terekhov said.

Russias Ministry of Defence
said in its morning report
Wednesday that it had shot
down 59 Ukrainian drones
overnight, including over the
Belgorod, Voronezh, Kursk,
Bryansk and Tambov regions,
as well as over the Azov Sea.
It did not mention the incident
in North Ossetia-Alania. Four
people were also killed as a
result of Ukrainian shelling in
the town of Lgov in the Kursk
region, regional head Alexander
Khinshtein said.

Hasina's son claims Yunus govt weaponising judiciary for ‘political witch hunt’

Sanjeeb Wazed, son of
deposed Bangladesh prime
minister Sheikh Hasina, has
accused the Muhammad Yunus
led interim government of
“weaponising the judiciary” for
carrying out a “political witch
hunt” against the Awami League
leadership.

Wazeds allegations, as a long
post on X, came two days after
the interim government on
Monday said it has sent a diplo-
matic note to New Delhi seek-
ing Hasina’s extradition from

India. Hasina, 77, has been liv-
ing in India since August 5
when she fled Bangladesh fol-
lowing a massive student-led
protest that toppled her Awami
League’s (AL) 16-year regime.
Bangladesh’s International
Crimes Tribunal (ICT) has
issued arrest warrants for
Hasina and several former
Cabinet ministers, advisers, and
military and civil officials for
“crimes against humanity and
genocide”

“The judges and prosecutors
appointed by the unelected
Yunus led regime to conduct

farcical trial process through
International Crimes Tribunal
makes it a political witch hunt
that forsakes justice and marks
another ongoing onslaught to
persecute Awami League lead-
ership,” Wazed said in his post
on Tuesday. AnIT entrepreneur,
Wazed is based in the US and
has been an ICT adviser in
Hasina’s government. “The kan-
garoo tribunal and subsequent
request for extradition comes
while hundreds of leaders and
activists are extrajudicially
killed, framing of outrageous
murder charges, illegal incarcer-

ation of thousands by law
enforcement and violent attacks
including looting vandalism
and arson going on with
impunity everyday fuelled by
denial of the regime,” he added.
On Monday, India confirmed
receiving the ‘note verbale’ or
diplomatic communication
from the Bangladesh high com-
mission in New Delhi but
refrained from commenting on
it. Under the provisions of the
India-Bangladesh extradition
treaty, extradition may be
refused if the offence is one of

Government committed to improve quality spending
in FY26: Finmin report amid legal tussle with SEBI

The government  will
continue its focus on
improving quality spending,
strengthening the social
security net and bring down
the fiscal deficit to 4.5 per
cent of the GDP in FY26, a
finance ministry document
said.

Finance Minister Nirmala
Sitharaman is schedule to
present the Budget for 2025-
26 in Parliament on February
1.

The Union government is
committed to pursuing the
glide path of fiscal
consolidation as announced
in the Budget for FY 2021-22
and to attain a level of fiscal
deficit lower than 4.5 per cent
of GDP by FY 2025-26,
according to finance ministry
statements on the half yearly
review of the trends in
receipts and expenditure and
deviation in meeting the

e

obligations of the government
under the Fiscal
Responsibility and Budget
Management Act, 2003.

The statements were tabled in
the Lok Sabha last week.

"The thrust will be on
improving the quality of
public spending, while at the
same time, strengthening the
social security net for the
poor and needy. This

approach would help further
strengthen  the nation's
macro-economic
fundamentals and ensure
overall financial stability," it
said.

According to the statements,
the Budget 2024-25 was
presented in the backdrop of
global uncertainties caused by
the wars in Europe and the
Middle East.

India's  sound  macro-
economic fundamentals have
cushioned the country from
the vagaries afflicting the
global economy.

"It has also helped the nation
pursue growth with fiscal
consolidation. As a result,
India retains its pride of place
as one of the fastest growing
economies in the world.
However, risks to growth still
remain," it said.

Total  expenditure  was
estimated at about Rs 48.21
lakh  crore, of which,
expenditure on revenue
account and capital account
were estimated at about Rs
37.09 lakh crore and Rs 11.11
lakh crore, respectively, as per
the Budget Estimate (BE) of
2024-25.

As against total expenditure
of Rs 4821 lakh crore, the
expenditure in first half of
FY25 was Rs 21.11 lakh crore
or about 43.8 per cent of BE.
Taking into account the grant

for creation of capital assets,
the effective capital
expenditure (Capex) was
projected at Rs 15.02 lakh
crore.

Gross Tax Revenue (GTR)
was estimated at about Rs
38.40 lakh crore with an
implied tax-GDP ratio of 11.8
per cent.

Total non-debt receipt of the
Centre was estimated at about
Rs 32.07 lakh crore. It
comprised tax revenue (net to
Centre) of about Rs 25.83
lakh crore, non-tax revenue of
about Rs 5.46 lakh crore, and
miscellaneous capital receipts
of Rs 0.78 lakh crore.

With above estimates of
receipts and expenditure, the
fiscal deficit was pegged at
about Rs 16.13 lakh crore in
BE 2024-25 or 4.9 per cent of
GDP.

In H1 of FY25, the fiscal
deficit is estimated at Rs 4.75
lakh crore, or about 29.4 per
cent of BE.

BPCL picks Andhra Pradesh for
India’s last greenﬂeld refinery project

tate-owned Bharat

Petroleum Corporation Ltd
(BPCL) has picked Andhra
Pradesh for setting up a new
oil refinery-cum-
petrochemical complex,
which may be the last
greenfield project in India
which has detailed a very
ambitious energy transition
plan to net zero emissions.
In a stock exchange filing,
BPCL said its board at a
meeting on Tuesday
"accorded its approval to
commence  pre  project
activities for setting up of a
greenfield refinery cum
petrochemical complex in east
coast at Andhra Pradesh at an
estimated cost of Rs 6,100
crore".
The pre-project activities
include initial studies, land
identification, and
acquisition, preparation of
detailed feasibility report,

environment impact
assessment, basic  design
engineering package, and
front-end engineering design,
it said.

While the firm did not reveal
the capacity or the timelines
for completing the project, the
refinery could be at least 9
million tonnes (180,000
barrels per day) capacity.
BPCL is India's third largest
oil refiner behind state-owned
Indian Oil Corporation (IOC)
and Reliance Industries Ltd. It
currently owns refineries at
Mumbai (12 million tonnes a
year capacity), Kochi in Kerala
(15.5 million tonnes) and Bina

in Madhya Pradesh (7.8
million tonnes). It had lost a
fourth oil refinery to Oil India
Ltd in  the  aborted
privatisation plan.

BPCL had to give up its
Numaligarh refinery in Assam
to Oil India Ltd when the
government was attempting to
privatise the company. The
transfer was to keep the
Numaligarh unit within the
public sector to honour the
Assam Accord. But BPCL
privatisation was aborted due
to lack of interest by bidders.
The planned unit in Andhra
Pradesh is being touted as
India’s last greenfield refinery
project. BPCL is part of a
consortium that is pursuing a
60 million tonnes a year
refinery-cum-petrochemical
complex on west coast in
Maharashtra ~ that  was
conceived six years back but is
yet to get off the drawing
board due to land acquisition
woes.

Government extends duty-

Cement industry looks for better growth in 2025

The Indian cement industry,
witnessing a consolidation
and  heightened  rivalry
between two corporate houses
snapping smaller players, pins
its hope on 2025 for an
improvement in sales
realisation, higher margins
and acceleration in demand,
expecting around 8 per cent
sales growth helped by an

increased government
spendings on big-ticket infra
projects.

Over 50 MTPA (million

tonnes per annum) capacity
are being acquired for USD 4.5
billion by two leading players -
Aditya Birla group firm
UltraTech  Cement  and
billionaire Gautam Adani-led
Ambuja Cements, besides
organic expansion of the
existing units as they have kept
their war chest ready prowling
for opportunities.

The industry faced challenges
on numerous fronts in 2024,
right from moderate capacity
utilisation to lower sales

o’

realisation, which impacted
the topline of several makers,
contraction of margins and
slower volume growth.
However, 2024 would also be
known for big-ticket
acquisitions by UltraTech and
Adani Cement to consolidate
their positions and achieve
their targeted growth ahead of
time.

Adani Cements, a lateral
entrant in the sector
completed the acquisition of
Saurashtra-based Sanghi
Industries, Penna Industries
and recently announced to

acquire CK Birla group firm
Orient Cement as part of its
inorganic growth strategy.

Besides, it has also snapped up
small players facilities as My
Home and its subsidiary ACC

has also acquired Asian
Concretes and Cements.
These  acquisitions  and
expansions helped Adani
Cement to cross a 100 MTPA
capacity with a pan-India
presence in 2024 within two
years of entry in the sector,
with 70 MTPA acquired
capacity from Swiss firm
Holcim.

The Adani group has plans in
the works to raise this to 140
MTPA by FY28, just a shade
below market leader
UltraTech's current capacity of
156.66 MTPA grey cement.
Aditya Birla group is also
firing on all cylinders to
maintain its lead, and has
plans for 200 MTPA capacity
by FY27. In 2024 it announced
acquisition of South-based
India Cements Ltd and is in
the process of acquiring
Kesoram Industries'’ Cement
Business.

According to Deloitte India
Partner Rakesh Surana, 2024
was a year of consolidation for
the cement industry, marked
by significant mergers and
acquisitions.

"This trend has highlighted a
structural shift in the sector,
with the largest companies
accounting for a substantial
share of the overall capacity.
Currently, the top five cement
producers collectively
command an estimated 60-65
per cent of the industry's
capacity,” he said.

NADA update on Hima Das
SuUSpeNsion creates confusion

Asian Games gold medallist
sprinter Hima Das, who
was  exonerated for a

retrospective suspension by
the same body in an unusual
turn of events.

The 16-month suspension
period ran from July 22, 2023
to November 21, 2024 and the
athlete is now free to take part
in tournaments but what has
created a flutter is that the she
had been competing in events

as recently as in June this year.
NADA has recently
announced that she was

suspended by its anti-doping
panels for failing to provide her

whereabouts.
Known as the ‘Dhing Express,
she was handed the suspension

under a case resolution
agreement as per the NADA
website. She is currently
training in
Thiruvananthapuram.

The timeline around her
suspension  has  created
confusion as the athlete has
been competing since April
this year, including

participating in the Indian
Grand Prix meet in Bengaluru
and the National Inter-State
meet in Panchkula in June
even as her suspension was till
November 21, 2024.

The most intriguing thing is
that she ran four races in June.
When PTI reached out to her
after her training session on
Wednesday, Hima declined to
comment on the issue. An
Athletics Federation of India
(AFI) source also confirmed
that her suspension got over in
November. A ‘case resolution
agreement’ is made between
the anti-doping agency and the
athlete when both parties
consent, and the athlete agrees
to accept the consequences
imposed without pursuing
further appeals.

Indian cricket in 2024: Painful trophy wait ends before rare loss at home triggers transition talk

he monkey was finally off

India’s back in a roller-
coaster 2024 when the
financial giants of international
cricket ended a 13-year wait for
a world title, lost a rare Test
series at home and dealt with
transition triggered by both
expected and unexpected
retirements by the stalwarts of
the game.
There was plenty of action over
the last 12 months that kept the
loyal Indian fan interested.
World Cup triumph; T20
farewell to Rohit and Kohli
The Indian cricket team and its
unparalleled fan base were
desperate for an ICC trophy
after repeatedly faltering in the
knock-out stages over the past
decade, most recently in the
ODI World Cup final at home
last year.
The trophy finally came home
after Rohit Sharma and Co.
Played a near perfect
tournament to become the T20
World Cup champions in the

USA and the Caribbean.
Indias clarity of thought
throughout the one-month
long event was remarkable and
with a little bit of luck on their
side, especially in the final at
Barbados, they were able to go
the distance.

On undercooked pitches in
New York, they were pace
heavy before unleashing their
trump card Kuldeep Yadav
from the Super 8 stage of the
tournament.

India picked as many as four
spinners in the squad but
played three in Ravindra
Jadeja, Axar Patel and Kuldeep.
With Jadeja not getting to do
much with both bat and ball,
Axar came of age in the
competition producing match-
winning performances with
both and ball.

The pace duo of Jasprit
Bumrah and Arshdeep Singh
also played their part to
perfection, collecting 15 and
17 wickets respectively.

In the batting department,
Rohit led from the front with a

fearless  approach  that
demoralised opposition
attacks. His approach was best
summed up in the Super 8
game against Australia where
he tore into the likes of
Mitchell ~Starc and Pat
Cummins to make all the
difference in the game.

His opening partner Kohli was
not able to make the
contributions ~ that  were
expected out of him but the
superstar came up with an
innings of immense substance
when it mattered the most --
his not-so-fluent 76 of 59 balls
kept India in the final after a
poor start.

The contributions from all-
rounder Hardik Pandya, future
captain Suryakumar Yadav and
Rishabh Pant, playing his first
international event following
his comeback from a life-
threatening car accident, were
also noteworthy.

A better script could not have
been written for the likes of
Rohit and Kohli, who got to say
goodbye to the T20 format

with the coveted trophy in
their hands. It was also a fitting
farewell for head coach Rahul
Dravid, whose tenure drew to a
close.

Change of guard in coahing;
Surya’s unexpected elevation
With Rohit calling it a day, it
was expected that Hardik will
lead the T20 side into the

transition  phase, having
captained the side in the
former’s absence.

However, Dravid’s successor
Gautam Gambhir had a
different line of thinking as he
played a major hand in
elevating India’s best T20 batter
Suryakumar to the leadership
position ahead of the series in

Sri Lanka.

To be fair to Suryakumar, the
team has ticked all the boxes
since he took over, also
witnessing the rise of Tilak
Verma and rebirth of the likes
of Sanju Samson and Varun
Chakaravarthy.

All  three were simply
sensational in India’s recent
T20 series in South Africa.
Alongside Samson, Abhishek
Sharma has also shown the
talent and resolve at the top of
the order and could serve India
for long.

India hit rock bottom against
Kiwis

While India moved on from
the mighty duo of Rohit and
Kohli in the shortest format
rather quickly, the same is
unlikely in the Test team.

The chatter around the future
of senior players in the Test
team has gained momentum
after India’s first whitewash at
home in a three-match series
and more recently, the sudden
retirement of premier off-
spinner R Ashwin.

India’s loss to New Zealand in
their own backyard was easily
one of the most embarrassing
outcomes for the team in Test
cricket over the past decade.
Having slayed ‘Bazball’ earlier
in the year against England,
India blanked Bangladesh and
were expected to hand out a
similar  treatment to the
visiting Black Caps.

However, in a stunning turn of
events, the spirited Kiwis out-
batted and out-bowled Rohit
and Co. To script their biggest
series wins overseas.

The Indian batters’ weakness
against the turning ball was
exposed threadbare and the
duo of Ashwin and Jadeja, who
run through sides for fun at
home, were bettered by
Mitchell Santer and Ajaz Patel.
It was only after landing in
Australia, Ashwin made up his
mind on retirement but his
underwhelming outing against
New Zealand may have
contributed to his big decision.
With Ashwin gone and
Mohammed  Shami  not

available, a Test transition is
well underway Down Under.
The outcome of the remaining
two Tests will determine where
the Indian batting stands.

Jay Shah becomes youngest
ICC chairman

India is the engine of the global
game and its influence on the
sport increased further with
the elevation of Jay Shah as
ICC chairman, making him
the fifth from the country at
the helm of the governing body
after Jagmohan Dalmiya,
Sharad Pawar, N Srinivasan
and Shashank Manohar.

Shah took over in early
December and has already
made his presence felt by
ending the deadlock over the
hosting of the Champions
Trophy in Pakistan by ensuring
consensus for a reciprocal
hybrid model in which India
will not be required to travel
across the border for any ICC
event till 2028.

Likewise, Pakistan too will get
a neutral venue in case of an
event in India.
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Visitors have exploited

When the skipper was asked
about his feelings during his
Test debut at 18, Cummins
spoke about an element of
naivety that can stop a kid
from overthinking about how
big a deal it is.
“I spent a bit of the time
wondering why or how I was
there, how it happened so
quick. T just remember being
really excited and I think its
similar to Sammy (Konstas)
this week.
“There’s a level of naivety that
you just want to go out and
play like you do when you're a
kid in the backyard)
Cummins said during the pre-
match press interaction.
“You just want to take the
game on, have fun and not
overthink. So that’s the
message to Sam. That’s
definitely how I felt as an 18-
year-old, I was just really

excited, Cummins fondly
recollected.
Cummins shared  with

Konstas, how he, as a teenager,
handled his debut back in
2011.

“I was saying this to Sam the
other day, I remember as an 18
year old I was thinking if I
didn’t have a great game it
wasn’t my fault, it was the
selector’s fault for picking me.
“I was like, well theyre the
idiots that picked an 18 year
old. Youre so young starting
out your career it’s just it’s
boxing day doesn't get any
better than this so just enjoy
the moment,” he laughed.

For Cummins, having 38-
year-old  opener Usman
Khawaja, who is exactly
double Konstas™ age is a boon
for the youngster as he will
have calming influence at the
other end even as youngsters
with uncluttered mind always
have an edge.

“There’s so much value in
having experience and you've
seen everything before. But
there’s almost just as many
positives in having that
freedom and naivety just to go
out and see the ball and hit the
ball”

Head coach Andrew
McDonald has already spoken
about Travis Head being fit
and the left-hander’s extended
net session was an indicator.

Naseem Shah and Babar Azam
return to the test fold after
missing the last two home tests
against England while selectors
have recalled seamer
Mohammad Abbas after three
years with the left-arm seam
option of Mir Hamza in the
squad.

Abbas took 90 wickets in 25
test matches from 2017 to 21
before he ran out of selectors’
favor despite his consistent
performances for Hampshire
in England and in domestic
first-class cricket.
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Head best batter in world, his performances against
Bumrah exemplify fearless approach: Chappell

Travis Head is the “best batter in the
world” whose performances against
Indian pace spearhead Jasprit Bumrah
in the Border-Gavaskar Trophy
exemplify his fearless approach and
“Australian way of batting”, feels
legendary cricketer Greg Chappell.
Head has dominated the batting chart
with 409 runs in the first three Tests
with two hundreds and a fifty, and
former Australia captain Chappell
believes his simplicity and aggression
are behind his success as a Test batter.
“Head’s performances against Jasprit
Bumrah in this series exemplify his
fearless approach. While most batsmen
struggle to  survive  Bumrah’s
unorthodox action, sharp pace, and
relentless accuracy, Head has treated
him like any other bowler, Chappell
wrote in Sydney Morning Herald.

“By playing with intent and looking to
score off Bumrah, Head has not only
nullified his threat but disrupted his
rhythm. His ability to dispatch short
deliveries with authority and drive
fuller ones with precision has been

remarkable, underscoring the strides he
has made,” he added.

Chappell said Head’s flourish in the
recent years across formats is due to an
uncluttered mindset.

“From a raw, unpredictable talent to
one of the most dominant male batters
in world cricket, Travis Head has
soared into his prime with an almost
ethereal elegance,” Chappell wrote.
“His story is not just about overcoming
challenges but about embracing a

simplicity of style that has become his
hallmark — one that allows his mind to
remain uncluttered and his game
devastatingly effective,” he added.
Chappell termed Head’s 152 against
England in the 2021-22 series as the
“turning point”.

“The turning point came during the
2021 Ashes. Head’s counterattacking
152 in Brisbane was a revelation.
Walking in at 5-195, he transformed the
game with a whirlwind innings, taking
the opposition bowlers apart and
shifting the momentum firmly in
Australia’s favour,” he wrote.

“That innings wasn’t just about runs, it
was a statement of intent, a declaration
that he would play his way”

Chappell believes Head is one of the
most feared batters in the world who
can dictate terms against the best
bowlers. “Since that series, Head has
gone from strength to strength,
evolving into one of the most feared
batsmen in the world.

“His numbers since 2022 underline his
dominance: 1800 runs at an average of
56.25, with six centuries at a strike rate
of 75.6.
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
