Athletes
without classification will be initially classified during the competition and, based on this classification, will be assigned to the
higher by one start class.

Each NPC/SA must ensure that all the members of their delegation are appropriately insured, including coverage for travel,
liability and accidents. All delegation members must have appropriate accident and health insurance in order to race in
international ski competitions.
