Silicon, which first came into general use Curing World 

War I1 in the production of diodes, was chcsen to %ear the 

miniaturlzed messages for its ability to withstand the extreme 

temperatures of the Moon which range from 2 5 0  degrees to minus 

280 Fahrenheit. 

Because of its purity and stabil :?jr ,  silicon is used ex- 

tensively today in production of tiny integrated circuits by  a 

process that permits hundreds of devices to be formed a t  one 

time within the thin silicon disc. 

The same process used in making integrated circuits p r o -  

duced the message chip.

The resulting Image was transferred to glass which was 

used as a mask through which ultra-violet light was beamed on- 

to'a photo-sensitive film on the silicon disc. After a photo- 

development step, the disc was washed with hydroflouric acid 

which accomplished the flnal etching. 

The disc itself is fragile and wlll be transported by 

the astronauts in an aluminum capsule and will remain in the 

capsule on the lunar surface. 

The words on the disc, although not visible to the naked 

eye, will remain readable through a microscope.
