restaurant keepers; saloon keepers,

Supervisory.—Laundry foremen; laundry managers; hotel keepers and managers, 80 per cent.
Public Service.

Includes “publio service (not elsewhere classified),”” “laborers’’ and ‘‘semi-gkilled” in electrio light
and power plants.
Agriculture.

Employers and self-employed.—Includes dairy farmers, etc.; farm laborers (home farm); fishermen
and oystermen, 10 per cent; gardeners, etc., owners, lumber camps; apiarists; corn shellers, 20 per cent;
poultry raisers.

Supervisory.—Includes farm foremen; lumber foremen; managers, timber camps.
