Henry Dundas, one of His Mazjefty’s Principal Se-
cretaries of State.

E Have the Honor to inclofe to you an Extra& of a

Letter which I have this Morning received from
Governor Seton. It will give you full 1nformation
as to the prefent State of Affairs in that Ifland.

I alfo inclofe Brigadier-General Stewart’s Return
of the Killed and “Wounded in the late” A&tions at
St. Lucia, which was not received when my laft
Difpatches were clofed.
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ExivaZl of a Letter from Governor Seton to Sir Fobn
Vaughan, dated St. Fincent, Map 8, 1795.

THE Enemy having appeared Yefterday on the
Height abave Calliaqua, to the Number of Seven
or Eight Hundred, I requefted Captain Carpenter,
with His Majefty’s Ship Alarm, to move round to
Calliaqua Bay, which he immediately complied with.
They had feot Two infolting Meflages to Captain
Molefworth, who commanded the Party there, re-
quiring him to furrender at Difcretion. Being in-
formed that they had, within thefe few Days, been
confiderably reinforced from Guadaloupe, and fuf-
peéting, from their Number and apparent Confidence,
that fome Attempt would be made againft the Town
of Kingfton, I fent a Party, under Captain Hall of
the 46th Regiment, confitting of One Subaltern and
Thirty-three Rank and File of that Regiment, Forty
Militia, and Forty of the Corps of Rangers, with
Five of the Royal Artillery, and a Fourtzen.Pound
Field-Piece, to take Pofleflion of Dorfetthire Hill
Yefterday Forencon. About One o’Clock this
Morning they were attacked by a Buly of about
Three Hundred French and Charibs: Our Party
made a vigorous Refiftance, buz, owing to the Ene-
my’s great Superiority in Numbers, they were obliged
to retreat to the Poft on Sion Hill, leaving vhe Fle.d-
Piece fpiked. Knowing that the Town muit be in-
evitably deftroyed by the Enemy if they kept Pol-
fefion of that Hill, [ thought it nzxceilary to ufe
every Exertion to diflodge them, and concluding
that no Time was to be loit in attempting it, I im-
mediately detacked Sixty Rank and File of the 46th
Regine:ft, under the Command of Capiain Foriter,
Onz Hundred of the Corps of Rangers, and Forty
Militia, the Wkole under the Command of Lieu-
tenant-Colonel Seton of the Rangers, to attack the
Enemy at Day-Break. They had, with great Dex-
terity, found Means to clear the Field-Piece of the
Spike during the thort Time they had it in their
Poflefion, and had been joined by upwards of
One Huadred French and Charibs immediately
after Captain Hall’s Party retreated: Our Troops
aitacked them with great Spirit at the Time ap.
pointed ; and though they were unexpeftedly an-
noyed by feveral Difcharges of Grape Shot from
the Field-Piece, and, notwithitanding the Enemy
were in (uch Force, in lefs than Half an Hour, they
retook the Ficld Piece, and got complete Pofleflion of
the Hiil, the Enemy flying on all Sides, In the
Two Attacks there were T'hree Privates of the Royal
Artiillery wounded, Three Rank and File of the
46th Regiment killed, Nine Rank and File wounded ;
Captain Forfter and Enfign Lee flightly wounded ;
Three Privates of the Militia killed; Captain Rofs
and Twelve Rank and File wounded. Of the:
Enemy, Twenty-three Frenchmen and Nineteen|
Charibs were fourd dead on the Hill, and Two!
Freachman and Two Charibs taken Prifoners; but !
it is believed their Lofs in all was twice thar Nam-~
ber, as many of them were feen at fome Diftance:
carrying off in Hammocks after the Auack.
