Turf’ and that such United Benefice shall be
included in and form part of the Rural
Deanery of Tunstead but the Parishes of the
said Benefices shall continue distinet in all
respects, .

¢“3. That with the consent of the said John
Roper Keech (testified by his signing this

Scheme),” if upon the day of the date of the.
publication in the London Gazette of any’

Order of Your Majesty in Council affirming
this Scheme, the said TUnited "Benefice of
Irstead with Barton Turf and the said Bene-
fice of Smallburgh shall both be vacant then
the said unions shall forthwith take effect,

fice of Smallburgh may be sold under the pro-
visions of the Parsonages Measure, 1930, and
so much of the said net proceeds as shall not
be so applied shall be held by us for the benefit
of the United Benefice of Smallburgh with
Barton Turf.

¢« 5 That after the said unions have taken
effect the course and succession in which the
respective Patrons shall present or nominate
to .the United Benefice of Smallburgh with
Barton Turf from time to time as the same
shall become vacant shall be as follows, that is .

turns of presentation or nomination to be
made to the United Benefice of Smallburgh
with Barton Turf after the unions, the Patron
of the said United Benefice of Irstead with
Barton Turf shall have the first turn and the
Patron of the said Benefice of Smallburgh shall
have the second and third turns.

¢ . That upon the said unions taking effect
the endowments and property of the said
United Benefice of Irstead with Barton Turf
shall be divided as follows, that is to say, all
the endowments and property (other than the
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Parsonage House referred to in Clause 4 of
‘this Scheme) which belonged respectively to
the said two Benefices of Irstead and Barton
Turf prior to the union of such two Benefices
together in each case with any capital sums of
money, stocks, securities, and other property
being or representing the produce of any sale,
redemption, or other conversion of any of such
endowments and property shall be annexed
in each case to the United Benefice of which
the said two Benefices of Irstead and Barton
Turf will respectively form part when the
said unions take effect.

“ Whereas Commissioners appointed at our
request by the Right Reverend Arthur Foley,
Bishop of London, pursuant to the provisions
of the said Union of Benefices Measure, 1923,
to inquire into and report upon the union of
the said two Benefices of Marylebone, Saint
Andrew, and Marylebone, All Souls, duly made
their Report to the said Bishop of London and
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therein recommended the union of the said two
Benefices and the terms for effecting the union,
and the said Bishop of London signified in
writing his approval of the said Report:

““ And whereas we, the said Ecclesiastical
Commissioners for England, have prepared this
Scheme for the union of the said two Benefices,
which Scheme is based upon the terms recom-
mended in the said Report but with the assent
of the said Arthur Foley, Bishop of London,
embodies certain modifications thereof:

¢ And whereas both of the said Benefices of
Marylebone, Saint Andrew, and Marylebone,
All Souls, are now full, the Reverend Cyril
Baker Marshall being the present Incumbent of
the said Benefice of Marylebone, Saint
Andrew, and the Reverend Arthur Buxton
being the present Incumbent of the said Bene-
fice of Marylebone, All Souls:

““ And whereas the Advowson or perpetual
right of Patronage of and presentation to each
of the said two Benefices of Marylebone, Saint
Andrew, and Marylebone, All Souls, now be-
longs to one and the same Patron or Patrons:

‘“ Now, therefore, we, the said Ecclesiastical
Commissioners for England, with the consent
of the said Arthur Foley, Bishop of London
(in testimony whereof he has signed this
Scheme), do humbly recommend and propose
to Your Majesty as follows, that is to say:—

‘“1. That the said Benefice of Marylebone,
Saint Andrew, and the said Benefice of Maryle-
bone, All Souls, shall be permanently united
together and form one Benefice with cure of
souls under the style of ‘The Benefice of
Marylebone, All Souls’ (hereinafter referred
to as the United Benefice) and that the Parishes
of the said Benefices shall also be united into
one Parish for ecclesiastical purposes and for
such other purposes as in the said Measure
provided.

“2. That the Church of the Parish of
Marylebone, All Souls, shall be the Parish
Church of the United Parish and that the
Table of Fees for the said Parish of Maryle-
bone, All Souls, shall (until revised or altered
by proper authority) be the Table of Fees for
the United Parish.

“ 3. That with the coneent of the said Arthur
Buxton (testified by his signing this Scheme),
if upon the day when any Order of Your
Majesty in Council ratifying this Scheme shall .
be published in the London Gazette the said
Benefice of Marylebone, Saint Andrew, shall
be vacant, the union of the said two Benefices
shall take effect forthwith; and if the said
Benefice of Marylebone, Saint Andrew, shall
not then be vacant the said union shall take
efféct upon the next avoidance after that day

" of the said Benefice' of Marylebone, Saint

Andrew.
“ 4. That upon the union taking effect the
register books of baptisms, marriages and
burials and other the records and muniments
deposited in the Church of Saint Andrew,
Marylebone, shall be transferred to the Church
of All Souls, Marylebone, but the marriage
registers in duplicate current at the Church of
Saint Andrew, Marylebone, shall first be sent
by the Incumbent of the United Benefice o the
Registrar General to be closed officially.

5. That in the event of the services of the
organist or any of the Church servants of the
Church of Saint Andrew, Marylebone, being

dispensed with by reason of the union taking
effect, such organist or Church servants shall
out of any moneys to be received by us, the
said Ecclesiastical Commissioners, under the
provisions of Clause 8 of this Scheme receive
such reasonable compensation as having regard
to age, length of office and other circumstances
of the case shall seem to us and to the Bishop
of London equitable and proper. Provided
always that 1t shall be lawful for us, if we

‘6. That if within the period of six calendar
months immediately following the day of the
date of the publication in the London Gazette
of any Order of Your Majesty in Council
afirming this Scheme the said Cyril Baker
Marshall shall with the consent of. the said
Bishop of London retire from the said Benefice
of Marylebone, Saint Andrew, in order that the
said union may take immediate effect, then he
shall be entitled to receive from us, the said
Ecclesiastical Commissioners, by way of com-
pensation, an annual sum or pension of £300
to be provided as hereinafter mentioned which
annual sum or pension shall commence as from
the day upon which the said union shall take
effect and shall be payable by equal quarterly
payments in every year, the first quarterly
payment becoming due at the end of three
calendar months next after the day upon which
the said union shall take effect and the said
annual sum or pension shall be payable to the
said Cyril Baker Marshall during the remain-
der of his life provided always that the right
of the said Oyril Baker Marshall to the said
annual sum or pengion shall cease upon the
enrolment of any deed of relinquishment by
the said Cyril Baker Marshall under the Act
of the 33rd and 34th years of Her late Majesty
Queen Victoria, Chapter 91, or on or after the
day on which he is admitted to another Bene-
fice, or upon his conviction of any offence which
in the case of a clergyman holding preferment
would be an offence against the Ecclesiastical
Law, the punishment for which would be de-
privation or suspension.

“%7. That upon the said union taking effect
the Parsonage House at present belonging to
the said Benefice of Marylebone, All Souls, shall
become and be the house of residence for the
Incumbent of the United Benefice and so soon
a8 conveniently may be the Parsonage House
at present belonging to the said Benefice of
Marylebone, Saint Andrew, and the site and
appurtenances thereof and the grounds hereto-
fore usually occupied and enjoyed therewith
shall be sold and disposed of by us, the said
Ecclesiastical Commissioners at such time or
times and in such manner in all respects as to
us shall seem expedient and that the net pro-
ceeds of such sale shall be applied in the man-
ner recommended and proposed in Clause 8 of
this Scheme.

““8 (a) That so soon as conveniently may be
after the union has taken effect the Church of
Saint Andrew, Marylebone, shall be taken
down and the materials and site thereof,
together with any ground annexed thereto and
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necessary -for the use and enjoyment thereof
shall be sold and disposed of by us;. the said
Ecclesiastical Commissioners at such” time or
times and in such manner in all respects as to
us shall seem expedient subject to the con-
ditions and restrictions imposed by the said
Union of Benefices Measure, 1923. Provided
that in lieu of selling the materials of the said
Church we shall be at liberty to select so much
and such parts thereof as we shall think fit to
be used and applied in the erection of the new
Church hereinafter mentioned.

(b) That the net proceeds to arise from such
sale or sales, together with the net proceeds of
the sale recommended in clause 7 hereof of the
Parsonage House of Saint Andrew, Maryle-
bone, and with the net proceeds of the sale
recommended in Clause 10 hereof of the Lease-
hold properties therein referred to, after the
appropriation to the said Expenses Fund of
the Diocese of London of so much of such pro-
ceeds as may in our opinion be necessary to
defray the expenses attendant upon the sale or
sales, the taking down of the Church, the re-
moval of monuments (if any) and all other
expenses incidental to these matters shall be
applied by us, the said Ecclesiastical Commis-
sioners, as follows, that is to say, (1) in pay-
ment thereout of the compensation or com-

Diocesan Fund to us, the said Ecclesiastical
Commissioners, and () the leasehold property
known as the Church House adjoining the said
Church of Saint Andrew, Marylebone, and now
held by the Incumbent of the said Benefice of
Marylebone, Saint Andrew, and his successots

shall also be transferred to us, the said Eccle- |

siastical Commissioners, and both the said
leasehold properties shall be sold and the net
proceeds of such sales shall be added to the
fund arising from the proceeds of sale of the
Church site referred to in Clause 8 hereof and
be applied as recommended in that clause.

* Provided always that the provisions herein
contained relating to the sale and disposal of
the Church of Saint Andrew, Marylebone, shall
not take effect until the consents and approval
‘which by the said Union of Benefices Measure,
1923, are made requisite to the sale under the
powers conferred by that Measure of the site
of any Church shall be obtained to the sale and
disposal hereby proposed of the said Church
of Saint Andrew, Marylebone, and of the site
thereof together with any ground annexed or
belonging thereto.
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‘“ And provided further that nothing herein
contained shall prevent us from recommending
and proposing any other measures relating to
the matters aforesaid, or any of them, in
accordance with the provisions of the said
Measure, or of any other Measure of the
National Assembly of the Church of England,
or of any Act of Parliament.”

And whereas drafts of the said Scheme have
been duly published in accordance with the
provisions of the said Union of DBenefices
Measure, 1923, and Notices have been trans-
mitted to the persons or bodies entitled under
the same Measure to receive Notice requiring
any objections to such draft Scheme to. be
stated or transmitted in writing to the said
Ecclesiastical Commissioners within the time
prescribed in the Statutory Rules applicable
to proceedings under the said Unon of Bene-
fices Measure, 1923:

And whereas certain objections have been
so stated or transmitted to the said Eccle-
siastical Commissioners within the time pre-
scribed in the same Rules:

And whereas the said Ecclesiastical Commis-
sioners, after giving full consideration to such
objections, have deemed right to make no
alterations in such draft Scheme:

And whereas public notice of the certifica-
tion to His Majesty in Council of the said
Scheme and the consent thereto in writing of
the Bishop of London has been duly given in
the manner and within the time prescribed in
the Statutory Rules aforesaid:

And whereas an appeal against the said
Scheme was made to His Majesty in Council
by E. H. Holthouse, Esquire, and others, and
such appeal was referred to the Judicial Com-
mittee of the Privy Council by Order in Coun-
cil of the 12th day of February, 1931:
