Her Majesty, in exercise of the powers conferred on Her by section 3 of the Naval and Marine Pay and Pensions Act 1865 (c. 73)
and of all other powers enabling Her in that behalf, is pleased, by and with the advice of Her Privy Council, to order, and it is
hereby ordered, as follows:

Citation
1. This Order may be cited as the Naval and Marine Pay and Pensions (Pay and Allowances) Order 1976.

Interpretation
2. The Interpretation Act 1889 (c. 63) shall apply for the interpretation of this Order as it applies for the interpretation

of an Act of Parliament:

General
3. The revised rates of pay and allowances set out in the Scnedules to this Order shall have effect from 1st April 1975 except

as may be specified otherwise in the said Schedules and shall be payable, subject to the regulations made by the Defence Council
or the Admiralty Board on their behalf, in respect of Officers, Ratings and Other Ranks of the Royal Navy and Royal Marines
and of members of the Naval and Marine Reserves while serving or training in Her Majesty's Ships or Establishments; the
said rates and allowances shall not apply to Officers appointed for time only or otherwise holding Naval rank for purposes of
status only or to personnel recruited abroad for local service. The rates in the Schedules shall be read as daily rates, unless
otherwise specified.

4. Education Grants may be awarded in. accordance .with. Schedule .1 to this Order.
5. Officers, Ratings and -Other Ranks of the Royal Naval Reserves and Royal Marines Reserves shall receive the rates of

pay shown in Schedules 4 and 5 to « this Order, except that the rates shown in Schedules 2 and 3 to this Order shall apply as
directed by the Admiralty Board when such persons fill complemented Active List appointments.

6. Increments of pay for Officers of the Royal Naval Reserve and the Royal Marines Reserve shall depend on mobilised
service at naval rates of pay in the confirmed or paid acting rank, or as may be provided by the Defence Council or the Admiralty
Board on their behalf. . . . ...... • *

7. Lieutenants of the Careers Service shall be paid according to years in. the rank at the rates shown. in sub-paragraph 5
of Schedule 2 to this Order.

8. Revised rates of allowances and Additional Pay shall be payable in accordance with Schedule 6 to this Order.
9. Northern Ireland Additional Pay may be awarded, to Officers, Ratings and Other Ranks of the Royal Navy and Royal

Marines in accordance with Schedule 7 to this Order. ' - '
10. A Family Maintenance grant may be made to the wives of Ratings and Other Ranks, Royal Marines during periods when

their husbands are in detention, subject to the conditions set out in Schedule 8 to this Order.
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11. An allowance may be paid to the dependants of any Officer, Rating or Other Rank, Royal Marines who is reported to
be missing, subject to the conditions set out in Schedule 9 to this Order.

12. All Officers, Ratings and Other Ranks of the Royal Navy and Royal Marines and members of the Naval and Marine
Reserves while serving or training in Her Majesty's Ships or Establishments shall be liable to pay charges for food and accom-
modation. Payment shall be effected by deductions from pay at such rates and subject to such conditions as are laid down from
time to time by the Defence Council or by the Admiralty Board on their behalf.

13. The relative Naval ranks of Chaplains of all denominations and of Officers of the Royal Marines for the purpose of the
payment of allowances shall be as set out in Schedule 10 to this Order.

Revocation
14. The Naval and Marine Pay and Pensions (Pay and Allowances) Order 1975 is hereby revoked with effect from the date

of this Order, without prejudice, however, to the validity of anything done thereunder.

Missing Personnel—Payment to Dependants

1. When a married Officer or Rating or Other Rank is reported missing and is not thought to be an absentee, an allowance
at the rate of four-sevenths of basic pay shall be payable to his wife or dependant children for a period of thirteen weeks.

2. If a court order or maintenance deduction is in operation an allowance at the rate of the court order or maintenance
deduction shall be payable for four weeks in respect of a former wife, or thirteen weeks in respect of a wife and/or children.
Where a dual liability exists, payment may be made in addition to a payment under the foregoing paragraph.

3. If at the end of the thirteen-week period the circumstances of the case are such that, in the event of death, a pension
would be payable, an allowance not exceeding the amount of the pension may be issued for such a period and subject to such
conditions as may be determined by the Admiralty Board.

4. When a man who has been reported missing is subsequently found to be alive any allowance which has been paid in
accordance with this Schedule shall be treated as an advance of pay and shall be recoverable when his pay account is adjusted.

5. In the event of a pension being awarded following confirmation or presumption of death, account shall be taken of any
payments made under this Schedule in respect of any period for which the pension is payable.

6. An allowance may also be paid to other dependants of married or single personnel reported missing in like circumstances,
depending on their relationship to the Officer or Rating or Other Rank, provided the Officer or Rating or Other Rank has con-
tributed regularly and materially to their support. In such cases the allowance shall equal the contribution being made by the
man subject to a maximum of three-sevenths of his pay (or one seventh if an allowance is payable in respect of a wife or child)
and it shall be payable for a period of four weeks.

7. The dependants who may be eligible to receive temporary allowances under the above conditions are as follows:
(a) A parent:
(&) (1) A foster parent, i.e. a person who has acted in the place of a parent to the Officer or Rating or Other Rank and has

wholly or mainly supported him during his minority for a period normally of not less than five years;
(2) A person who for such period as is mentioned at sub-paragraph (b) (1) above, was the spouse (not being a separated

spouse) of a person fulfilling the conditions set out in that sub-paragraph.
t.c) A grandparent, step-parent, grandchild, brother, sister, half-brother, half-sister, step-brother, step-sister.
(d) An " unmarried dependant living as a wife ", i.e., a person wholly or substantially maintained by the Officer or Rating

or Other Rank on a permanent domestic basis throughout the period beginning six months before the beginning of his service
and continuing up to the date on which he dies or is reported missing.

(e) A child, whether legitimate, legitimated, illegitimate, statutorily adopted, or a legitimate step-child. (A child who has
been statutorily adopted out of the family of the Officer or Rating or Other Rank is not eligible to be considered for the award
of a pension.)

I/) A foster-child, i.e., one who was brought up and wholly or mainly maintained as his child by the Officer or Rating or
Other Rank for not less than six months before the date on which he died or was reported missing.
