Fronted by former Unrest members Mark Robinson and
Bridget Cross, Air Miami is, in many ways, a continuation of

where Unrest was going during its last couple
of years, both bands toying with driving
guitars that collide into hyper melodles, and
incorporating some decorative synth tracks
and new wave references. But Me. Me. Me.,
Air Miami’s debut full-length, shows the new
band to be much more than that. Despite its
title, the album is less self-indulgent and more
overtly poppy than Unrest’s records were,
inviting the listener into its warm folds of
sound, which burst into two-minute rockers

(“l Hate Milk,” “World Cup Fever”) as easily as they float over
cool, lazy breezes (“Seabird”}—and that’s only the first three

songs. Gone are the 20-minute drones,
replaced here by a taut, 36-minute album that
packs a breadth of styles into one seamless
whole. There are still plenty of chugging
guitars, happily driving in circles like speeding
carousel horses, and lots of delightful
repetition, but they’re condensed into
shorter songs that'll sound great on the radio.
Robinson and Cross’s voices mingle
effortlessly on the Galaxie 500-ish “Special
Angel,” Cross shines on “Afterncon Train,”

“Dolphin Expressway” is an immediate single, and “Definitely
Beachy” is a perfect blend of an impetuous rhythm, sweet,

pretty guitar work and a chorus that goes “Everybody loves
me.”

Over the past few years, British group Pram has strung together
seemingly disparate elements on a thin but sturdy string,

releasing two albums and three EPs of
structurally wide-open, other-worldly music.
Whereas the titles of the group’s last two
albums, Helium and The Stars Are So
Big...suggested outer space travel, a notion
bolstered by the records’ spacious sounds,
Sargasso Sea hints at a more introspective,
deep sea diving trip, underscored by the
album’s recurrent burbling sounds, a
production that makes certain sounds seem
muted or far away, and vocalist Rosie’s

contemplative lyrics. Despite a richness in sounds and textures,
Sargasso Sea has a spare, open feel; it's almost as if the band took

a batch of fully orchestrated songs and put it
through a sieve, so that only certain elements
could come through. Pram glues the beads of
its songs—Rosie’s sweet, off-key voice,
tooting trumpets, smooth xylophones, tinkling
vibes, etc.—together with the thin glue of fluid
bass lines and lulling keyboard sequences. The
most surprising thing about the group’s
pastiche-like dreamscapes is how easily they
gel into memorable songs. After a few listens
through Sargasso Sea, certain songs poke their

melodic heads out of the album’s cloudy waters: the dark, sing-

songy structure of “Loose Threads,” the circus-like skip and
bouncy bass line of “Three Wild Georges,” the delightful
xylophone plinks and elastic rhythm of the instrumental “Crystal
Tips,” or the noodly, almost funky guitar sample and whizzing
tape sounds on “Crooked Tiles.” LYDIA ANDERSON

| Just Wasn’t Made Far These Times

Few artists have willingly or unwillingly carried the torch for
the tortured artist quite as long or as appropriately as Brian
Wilson. Beset by self-imposed personal pressure as the dri-
ving creative force behind the early
Beach Boys, followed by years of
drug abuse and emotional turmoil,
Wilson all but bowed out of the
music scene after the infamous
“Smile” sessions during the late
'60s, thereafter only sporadically
releasing solo material and collabo-
rative projects. The soundtrack for ! fust Wasn't Made For
These Times serves not only as an illuminating documentation
of Wilson's consummate compositional artistry, but also as
insight for the uninitiated into why he is hailed as a genius by
everyone from Paul McCartney to Thurston Moore. While all
but one of the classic tracks here have been re-recorded by
Don Was and Brian himself for inclusion into the bio-pic
(which was also directed by Was), the songs still communi-
cate, perhaps now in an even clearer light, how all the per-
sonal traumas and insecurities faced by Wilson over the years
surfaced in his music. The vocals on the fantastic “Love And
Mercy” sound more heartfelt than ever, while the song itself
provides a stunning example of Brian's ability to use unortho-
dox vocal and instrumental arranging for subtle texturing and
shading. / Just Wasn't Made For These Times is not merely the
companion to a film, it's an important stop in the annals of
popular music history.

ASH Trailer

Ailthough Ash is a very recent British phenomenon (the
band’s had several hits overseas, though it’s remained a
secret here), its full-length debut, Trailer, couldn’t be more
steeped in delightfully familiar American rock traditions. With
its back turned to any new wave of
anything, Ash’s Trailer is a crackling,
buzzing guitar pop record packed »
with enough hooks and melodies to
make some of the band’s Stateside
peers green with envy. Cleverly-
penned songs pop out of this intoxi-
cating morass of fuzzy guitars on [
each listen: the particularly notable “Jack Names The
Planets” kicks off in riff-fest overdrive until the chorus’ syrupy
harmonies sneak out to steal the limelight. The band’s other
secret ingredient is drummer Rick McMurray, whose furious-
ly kinetic playing is as clearly at the helm of the band’s work
as the coy songwriting of Tim Wheeler. For as clustered and
knotted as Ash’s guitars are throughout Trailer, the album’s
production is surprisingly open and airy (like seeing the band
live in their practice space), giving McMurray’s drum work
plenty of elbow room to drive the band’s songs to another
level. “Different Today” is fueled by his endless thrashing, and
“Obscure Thing"’s ever-present crash cymbal adds another
layer to the guitar fury and feedback. Packed with adolescent
voltage: "Season,” “Petrol,” "Intense Thing” and “Punk Boy.”

It's Morrissey’s world, we just suffer in it... With millions of
adoring fans showering the dolorous mega-star with chrysan-
themums (and perhaps as many people who can’t stomach
his idiosyncratic voice and histrionics for even a minute), it
would be easy for our reluctant

patented three-minute pop singles
of woe. Southpaw Grammar, his fifth
solo album (not counting two sin-
gles collections and the Smiths oeu-
vre) clocks in as usual on the misery
index, but finds the Moz taking §§ 4 §
some chances with a harder-edged sound and longer, extend-
ed song forms.

ROY MONTGOMERY Scenes from The South Island

Drunken Fish, 8600 W. Olympic Blvd., Los Angeles, CA 90035

Roy Montgomery was a mainstay of the New Zealand music
scene in the early "80s with his band the Pin Group (the first
group released by Flying Nun), then disappeared from music
for a decade until he re-emerged
with Dadamah and Dissolve.
Recently, he’s been catching up on
the time he missed, recording scads
of solo singles and a few albums.
Scenes From The South Island is an
album of solo instrumentals,
inspired by New Zealand landscapes
and recorded on a four-track on both American coasts with
only a $60 Teisco guitar. It’s also startlingly beautiful and mys-
terious—secret notes creep into the guitar’s overtones and
undertones, and sounds grow and decay like the slow rolling
of hills. The high point is “Downtown To Vesuvio,” a shallow,
rippling take on the chords of Link Wray's “Rumble,” stripped
down to their essentials and beyond, and clouded in near-
silence like an almost-faded memory. Only once does
Montgomery come out full force (the paper-shredding,
Spacemen 3-ish “Nor'Wester Head-on”), but most of Scenes’

best moments get their power from suggestion and implica-
tion. Also try “The Road To Diamond Harbour” and “Clear
Night, Port Hills,” though virtually anything here will sound
captivating in the middle of a radio set.

It's impressionistic,
certainly, but the kind of aural shapes that float, bob and flut-
ter across #1's expanse are unique to the genres of ambient,
dance or trip-hop, any of which could describe the record.
There are moments of ghostly beauty here: luxurious pas-
sages of looped melody, caressed and softened by vocal and
jazz samples; faintly-outlined experiments with percussion,
found sounds and icy silence; organic guitar textures bent,
refracted and oddly-tinged by alien digitizations. As much as
this type of free-form composition begs to be dismissed as
background sound or unapproachable experiments, Skylab’s
creation holds together as a finely detailed series of passages
that evoke as much haunting emotion as they do technologi-
cal wonder. While it's basically one long, shifting piece, the
album’s more active moments include “Seashell,” “Electric
Blue” and “Exotika.”

Pete Krebs, lead singer and guitarist for Seattle’s Hazel,
reveals his acoustic introspective side on his solo debut.
Krebs’ Brigadier is a very personal, quiet release; his
pleasant, flat vocals accentuate
these tales of his inner life. An
acoustic guitar, usually his only
accompaniment, acts as more
than just strumming behind his
vocals; the melodies he plays on it
can be basic and repetitive or spin
off into their own story. As with a
lot of solo artists, Krebs’ lyrics focus primarily on himself
and his emotions, but they describe typical situations in a
clever way, making them appealing to anyone who's been
in love, been depressed or had friends and relatives. One
of his catchiest songs, "Suction Cup Hearts,” also has one
of the best images of love’s vagaries: “Suction cup hearts
always fall down.” “Firepower” tells of looking at an ex-
lover’s belongings that no longer have the same emotion-
al pull now that she’s no longer there: “Everything’s gone
that made them perfect/And besides they’d only hurt
me.” With clear, honest lyrics such as these, Krebs’ clear,
honest voice and pretty acoustic guitar-playing, Brigadier
is one solo record which stands out from many of the
vanity releases that members of a band sometimes
indulge themselves with.

The type of sugary guitar-pop that Super Deluxe produces is
becoming somewhat of a rarity these days. The Seattle-
based quartet writes pop music in the most classic sense
imaginable, just shy of taking the
extreme route of revisionist-mas-
ters like Jellyfish.

THICK SHAKE Soft Spot

“Noise Pigs." That's how the Baltimore City Paper
: described Thick Shake and it
was right on the mark. So
much so that the band even
wrote a song with the chorus
“I'm a noise pig/So the city
: says™ (2 Steps/Hurl”). The
Maryland trio formed a few
years ago, and has since been
generating a buzz with its brand of unfiltered post-core.
The band’s debut long-player is wall-to-wall guitar squeals.
Antonini, the band's singer and guitarist, supplies most of
the record’s racket as he manhandles his guitar with
unrelenting fury. “Mooncalf,” for instance, is a three-and-a-
half-minute instrumental whose buzz saw guitars sound like
they might cut clean through your speakers. But the songs
are better when they include vocals, and Antonini's nasal
howl is well-suited to the frenetic guitar lines. Taking a hint
from noisy post-punk bands like Unwound, Thick Shake
buries Antonini's vocals in the mix; though his voice pops
up sporadically in many of these songs, his angry snarl is
very effective. One of the album’s best tracks is “Sugar
Wookie,” its bass-heavy beginning and dissonant guitar lines
sounding like a less developed Drive Like Jehu tune.
Occasionally, the band relies too heavily on distorted guitar
showmanship (some of its major key noodling can sound
too metal-y), but for the most part, Thick Shake's
willingness to take chances with its songs makes its debut
very promising.

CODE 4 Move In Time

There’s much to-do in the liners and lyrics of Move In Time
about this band’s use of Native American rhythms as a bed
for its songwriting, and that’s certainly the defining element
that lifts Code 4 above the pack just enough for us to take
notice. Drummer John Scully interprets these complicated,
rolling, instinctive sounds well, without relying too heavily
on his bass and toms in what could become imitative
instead of inspired. What's most noticeable, however, is in
the way the band’s sound is otherwise vaguely artificial,
making for a tentative, but remarkably successful melding
of both natural and totally artificial sounds (like manipulated
samples and effects-heavy riffs). Marrying those ideas is an
ambitious move, and Code 4 does it best on “Mia Sey,” a
traditional song interpreted into a bombastic, caterwauling
rock frenzy electrified by the flowing rhythms of the
percussion. Code 4's weakness lies in its tendency to
overplay the electronics on some tunes, forcing its organic
ideas into angular, almost dancey frameworks that undercut
the basic notions of what the band’s trying to do. With a
more relaxed, hands-on attitude about instrumentation and
slightly less compressed production, Code 4 could be onto
something. CHERYL BOTCHICK

Rare Surf Volumes | & 2: The South Bay Bonds

Kowabunga! These two volumes are exceptional picks for
those who crave the tube-riding euphoria of surf music, but
are a little tired of the usual overplayed hits like “Tequila”
and “Walk Don’t Run.” Some of these circa ‘64 recordings
by bands such as P & The Galaxies, the Vibrants, the
Revelairs and the Nocturnes even look beyond the fad of
surfing, hinting at trends to follow: the ringing guitars of PJ
& The Galaxies could be precursors to the Byrds and
Buffalo Springfield, while the riffs of the Journeymen or
Wheely McSidewalk & The Ball Bearings (!) hint at sounds
that would reappear—refried and acid-drenched—in the
late ‘60s Texas garage underground. But ask any surf
aficionado what they’re looking for in surf music, other
than that indescribable wave-riding, tube-shooting feeling
of euphoria, and they’ll tell you they're looking for tones,
sounds, and crazed Hawaiian war-god drum rolis. Both
volumes score big on all counts, and the hopeless obscurity
of most of the performers certainly didn't diminish their
enthusiasm in the studio. Liner notes are provided by
Dominic Priore, music historian and author of many works
on the California mindset (including an excellent book
about Brian Wilson and the Beach Boys) for an insightful
look at an amazing genre.

“I'm going to make a promise and I'm going to make a vow
that when | got something to say, sir, I'm gonna say it now.”
If there’s one thing we could always depend on, it was this

== promise from Phil Ochs.
Liberals, demagogues and
salesmen of all kinds regularly
felt the sting of his songs, and
poor people, political outcasts
and lost souls could always
depend on the soothing beauty
of his poetry. Perhaps nothing

brought both of these things to reality more readily than
Ochs in concert. My one and only experience with him was
at the tender age of 14 (| lucked out with a hip older
sister), when | was taken on a New York adventure to hear
someone who had inspired me to learn to play the guitar
and sing. Phil was a strange combination of warm and yet
apart. His songs spoke of things | knew | had to learn to
understand, and his sweet voice was such a contrast to the
whining drawl of Dylan or the incessant growl of late ‘60s
pop. Here was an angry young man who believed in beauty,
a thoughtful revolutionary. In Concert captures these
elements well. The album is a collection of music from
concerts in New York and Boston in 1965 and 1966. His
pre-song banter was hysterical and bitter. Before “Ringing
Of Revolution” he casts a movie in his mind: “John Wayne
plays Lyndon Johnson and Lyndon Johnson plays God. | play
Bobby Dylan.” Here in the heart of the monster that was
the Vietnam war he calls for a revolution of decency in rich
poetry rather than trivial diatribe. That was Ochs’ strong
card, his clarity of ideal that left him isolated by both the
didactic left and the fascist right, neither of which had much
time for poetry, art and decency in those days. In Concert
presents || songs, most of which were new to his
repertoire at the time, songs that were timely then and
strangely timeless now.

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DICK CURLESS Traveling Through

We used to think that the sawdust on the floor of our
favorite honky-tonk was scattered there to sop up the
blood from the numerous brawls and fights that broke out
every night: now, after hearing Traveling Through, Dick
Curless’ heartbreaking honky-tonk album and his final cur-
taln call, we're not so sure it might be put there to soak up
the tears of sorrow that trickle down like notes from a
well-toned pedal steel. Recorded just five months before
Curless passed away to cancer, it's hard not to be moved
by the timeless music presented here by the gaunt cowboy
with the trademark eye patch. “Tombstone Every Mile”
was his big hit, an early trucker anthem, but the music here
is even more timeless and unforgettable, on a par with
Hank, Sr., Buck Owens or Lefty Frizzell. It’s hard not to feel
your throat tighten up when he hits that lonesome falsetto
(check out the incredible ending to “Rattlesnakin’ Daddy,”
where he holds a high note for an impossibly long time—
just try to sing along!). The band includes Duke Levine,
Dennny Breaux (son of jazzman Lenny), and Morphine’s
Bilty Conway on drums. Traveling Through is full of poignan-
cy and sorrow that transcends the here and now, as time-
less a statement as music of any idiom can offer.

BOBBY PARKER Shine Me Up

In concert, Bobby Parker is one of those performers who
kinda makes you wonder if he's really all there—how could
any supposedly normal person carry on in such a way and
not be carted away? Shine Me Up is of those kinda slinky,
silky modern urban blues records—it captures his style of
soulful blues, but definitely sounds better in certain times
and moods than others. Sometimes the band shuffles along
behind Parker kinda aimlessly, but Parker’s tone is warm,
fuzzed-out and manic throughout, reminiscent of those
earty Hendrix records with Curtis Knight that found young
James Marshall in an flamboyantly over-the-top soul-blues
bag. In fact, if there’s one problem with Shine Me Up, it’s
that we keep waiting for Parker to really cut loose and fly,
but he just squeezes out a little tasty lick here or there to
tantalize the ears. Our own memory of seeing Parker in
performance is nigh unforgettable: screaming solos, wild
theatrics, full-on conch hairdo, rings on his fingers that
caught the spotlight and sent little sparks of light shooting all
over the room. Go see him live, stone crazy and flashy-fin-
gered, and check this album out.

VARIOUS ARTISTS Mississippi Burnin’ Blues Yolume 2
Mardi Gras, 3331 St. Charles Ave., New Orleans, LA 70115 504.895.0441
Big and beloved Sweet Miss Coffey has gone on to her own
career, but these three bluesmen show there's still plenty
of untapped talent out there in the clubs and nightspots
along the streets of Jackson, Mississippi. Like those on the
last volume in this series, these recordings may prickle the
quills of some who like it raw and rowdy, but if you actually
go to the clubs and neighborhoods where the blues are
played—joints where Christmas lights are up year-round
and Michelob is considered an import—chances are you'li
wind up hearing this kind of soul- and R&B-influenced blues
music. Check out Eddie Rasberry’s "Cold, Cold Winter
Night” and his humorous "Cold, Cold, Chicago,” where he
warns, “If you can’t make it in Chicago, you can’'t make it
nowhere else” (hmm, wonder if he’s talking about all the
second-rate blues being played in the clubs there?). On the
slow 'n’ mellow blues front, there’s “Big Daddy” Robert
Robinson, who lays in the pocket on "Just A Dream,” and
the fitting “I Don't Know, | Don’t Care.” Melvin
“Smokehouse” Moore is the most soulful crooner of the
lot, recalling Bobby Bland, Z.Z. Hill and the god of
soul/blues, Clarence Carter.

COMSAT ANGELS The Glomour

If nothing else, the Comsat Angels have proved they are
survivors, but fortunately there is much more to cele-
brate. For the first half of the '80s, the Sheffield four
smoldered beautifully with taut, intense rock introspec-
tion, though minus the commercial ignition of fellow rain-
coat-rockers like The Cure, the Bunnymen and U2,
before enduring archetypal middle-age torpor, band frac-
tures, et al, but three-quarters of the band seized the day
again with 1993’s My Mind’s Eye. Now comes The
Glamour, a better album than even a few Comsat fans
might have expected. The songwriting is resolutely fur-
row-browed but increasingly focused, while the music’s
lean, claustrophobic chimes pack a tougher, sometimes
even grungier punch, as if age has brought extra defiance
and determined grit; as Stephen Fellows’ wry, under-
emoting voice asserts on "'Oblivion,” “l don’t know where
1 am going/But | am going anyway.” “Web Of Sound,”
"Demon Lover,” “SS100X” and the lose-control finale
“Spaced” are other stirring examples of songs which are
capable of arena-sized performances but shimmer with
an admirably imploding tension rather than any flashy
brouhaha. Adulthood evidently need not be glamour-less.

While “ambient” electronic music has become trendy
lately, particularly in London and Europe, there’s been a
lesser known, but very active American electronic/ambi-
ent/experimental underground community since the
earty '80s. These artists are geographically dispersed, but
when very few record stores had a place for such music,
they were able to interact and get their music heard via
home-produced cassettes and independent albums sold
and swapped through the mail. Three excellent new CDs
from some of these veterans are similarly quiet and
amorphous, but markedly different in sound, and all
three stand out from the generic electronic diddling filling
the ambient bins. RANDY GREIF/DAN BURKE's
Fragment 56 (Complacency, PO. Box 1452, Palatine, IL
60078 fax: 708.437.3040), a first time collaboration, is
probably the quietest of the three, a bit of a surprise
from Burke, who has made some wonderfully loud and
abrasive noise with lllusion Of Safety. They mix dark elec-
tronic tones with rhythmic, albeit non-traditional sound-
making—dripping, buzzing, rattling, banging—to create
moods that are mysterious and beautiful and very
strange. LAND is a Seattle-based quartet of electronic
and acoustic musicians masterminded by Jeff Greinke,
whose otherworldly electronic landscapes have garnered
him more than a few comparisons to Brian Eno. The
acoustic instruments and vocals unexpectedly provide
some of the scarier and more sinister elements on the
album Land (Extreme (Australia), c/o Extreme U.S.A,,
1071 Main St., #2000, Cambria, CA 93428). Sorry for
another quickie comparison, but both the electronics and
Lesli Dalaba’s unusual trumpet playing bring to mind the
music of Jon Hassell. IF BWANA is the long-running
project of Al Margolis, an institution in the cassette
underground for his Sound Of Pig cassette label run out
of his Brooklyn basement, releasing his own music and
hundreds of other artists. On 33 Birds Went (Pogus, PO.
Box 150022, Van Brunt Sta., Brooklyn, NY 11215-0022),
the If, Bwana line-up is Brian Charles on reed instru-
ments, vocalist Ellen Christi doing things even weirder
than her (un)usual avant jazz, and Margolis on electron-
ics, tapes of birds, animal-like sounds, acoustic drones
and other surprises...PHILIP JECK, of the British group
Slant, plays turntables and tape-loops (and makes some
particularly inspired use of the usually banal Casio) on his
superb solo album, Loopholes (Touch (UK), c/o Dutch
East India, 150 W. 28th St., Ste. 501, New York, NY
10001). His loops and spinning records create musical
whirlpools from lush orchestral fragments, unnerving
marching band drum cadences and strange, unidentified
percussive sounds. These varied sounds tie together well
as an album through their similarities of ‘movement’ and
a very interesting wobbly character produced through
turntable speed manipulation and cheap reverb...Back in
the day when “industrial music” referred to abrasive
noise rather than dance music, Spain's ESPLENDOR
GEOMETRICO was notable for making challenging,
mechanical experimental music, some of which actually
snuck onto a few dance floors. Five of the group’s
records have surprisingly popped up this year on three
CDs on three different labels. “Industrial” was in fact a
very apt description for Esplendor Geometrico’s assem-
bly-line rhythms and textures that sound like vats of ooz-
ing muck. Add to that grade-B sci-fi electronics and
throw a heavy tape echo over everything. 1980-1982
(Staaltape, PO. Box 83296, Portland, OR 97283) contains
the first Esplendor Geometrico cassette and first album.
Sheikh Aljama (Apocalyptic Vision (Germany), c/o Com-
Four, 7 Dunham PL., Brooklyn, NY 11211 718.599.2205)
adds some Middle Eastern influences (pre-Muslimgauze)
to the group’s classic thump. There’s also a double CD of
two later albums, /983-1987 (Geometric), that we
haven’t managed to track down yet.

There are only a few debuts this week: Heartbeat’s Tribute To jockie Mittoo, a salute to one of reggae’s great figures, coming on board at #19, and Junior Reid &
increase in airplay.  The Bloods® RAS album, which comes on at #22. Then, in a surprising move, Shanachie’s Norwegian chanteuse Annbjorg Lien debuts her album at #24. This week's strongest movers are Rounder's polka-

holics Brave Combo (22-8) and Moroccan musician/human dervish Hassan Hakmoun, whose Music Of The World album rises 2411, a move not unlike one of the astounding leaps Hassan might take while

dancing during one of his legendary performances, (WORLD MUSIC REPORTERS PRINTED AFTER TOP 35 REPORTS)

The lavish box sets of Ellipsis Arts, formerly known as “The Relaxation
Company” (20 Lumber Road, Roslyn, NY 1576 516.621.2727),
certainly have a target market in mind; but while they're as much about
packaging as about music, when they have a good producer/compiler
behind a project, the results are superb. Ellipsis Arts’ latest concept,
Planet Soup (on three CDs, or if you're unfortunate enough to be a
reviewer, three cassettes), trots the globe in search of “lesser known”
artists ("excluding...Paul Simon, Peter Gabriel, David Byrne...”) who mix
traditional music with modern rock/pop/jazz/whatever, a large ball park
to work in. International music purists should turn the page right now,
but if you're game to try out Celtic salsa, Estonian blues, Tajikistan pop,
flamenco/raga/blues-rock melanges and various and sundry other
hodgepodges, Planet Soup might have some interesting flavors for you.

For the uninitiated, Astor Piazzolla’s nuevo tango, Aisha Kandisha's
Moroccan dub-hop, Virttina’s hyperactive Finnish chanting, Ketama
with Toumani Diabate, Jon Hassell meets Farafina, and Ray Lema vs.
Bulgarian female choir are some of the finer choices from among the
familiar names. For most “world music” radio DJs, especially the ones
who follow this column, a lot of this may be old hat. But there are
plenty of notable lesser-knowns—a few favorites: |im Bowie's raga
banjo, Turkanas, a self-admittedly failed attempt at “African acid jazz,”
accidentally resulting in a nice blend of jazz, Afro-beat, mbira, and vocal
moaning (plus guitar monster Nels Cline very inconspicuously playing
African-style rhythm guitar), Danish jazz guitarist Pierre Dorge and his
Polar Jungle Orchestra playing interesting new age-ish Scandinavian
chant weirdness, and Japanese Taiko drummer Eitetsu Hayashi leading a
wild jam with two of Youssou N'Dour’s drummers and jazz saxophonist
Akira Sakata. Some tracks are pretty tame for the concept (e.g.
Wolfestone’s Irish jigs with rock drums, and tepid synth-raga from
Mormon evangelist Chuck Jonkey), and some are even dreadful: Native
American flutist R. Carlos Nakai meets dentist-office lite-jazz piano and
Dissidenten’s disco-fied fake-ethnic version of Coltrane’s “A Love
Supreme.”

I'm ever distrustful of “fusions” and “drum machines,” and | must
confess a taste for the bizarre end of the soup spectrum, those insane
combinations that will leave radio listeners scratching their heads. I'm
pleased to report that Planet Soup serves up a few truly wacky
combinations and some amazing oddities (some previously unreleased):
Genghis Blues teams Tuvan throat singer Kongar-ol Ondar and blind
blues guitarist Paul Pena, pal of the Grateful Dead, composer of the
Steve Miller Band’s “Jet Airliner” and, believe it or not, an adept throat
singer himself, Mongolian Bolot Bairyshev groans overtones over lush
voices, lute, flute and demented Jews harp, and the cheesy Urb
Brothers are perhaps the Ink Spots of Estonia.

Yazoo-Shanachie (37 E. Clinton St., Newton, NJ 07860 201.579.7763)
has released the first two (we're already hoping for more) volumes of
The Secret Museum Of Mankind: Ethnic Music Classics 1925-1948,
digging up and dusting off rare ethnic [l

Africa, Java, the "Society Islands” (Tahiti),
Fiji, Vietnam and Tibet? As many of these musical traditions are more-
or-less extinct today, the series is an important archive as well as a
delightful listen. Let’s hope it’s possible today, to not only continue the
series, but to release discs of more specific ethnic groups/geographic
areas (as do Silex, Arhoolie, Radio France, Original Music, etc.). DAVID

Ali Hassan Kuban has been
dubbed the "Egyptian James
Brown," and would argue that
like |B, no matter how good his
records are, he's even better live
on a stage, where the fervent
rhythms of his band and the
searing timbre of his vocals can
work their magic. Nubian Magic
is a jubilant romp of percussion
and electric sounds, a synthesis
of traditional Egyptian styles
placed within, but not
subservient to, a more modern
dance/pop instrumental setting.
As is often the case with such
records where a “crossover” or
“hit" is attempted, the first song
on the disc is not the best: you
have to dig a little deeper to find
the hypnotic “Maria Maria" (in its
original mix), the peppy "Ana Ries
Kenalky" and the groove-laden
“Trembony.” Kuban's vocals soars
over the music, his odd-scaled
Arabic vocal tonality contrasting
with the rock-solid bass lines and
cyclic. hypnotic percussion
patterns. This recording also
marks the U.S, faunch of a new
world music imprint, Mercator
Records, and in another
interesting note, it's the first
recording we've ever seen to
bear the words in the fine print,
“No sampling or any other
means.  of  unauthorized
reproduction is allowed under
any circumstances.” It used to be
that bootlegging was the record
company's biggest concern, but
not so in today's sample-happy

But
that he quickly became, and
remains. A handful of albums and
reams of adulatory press later,
this handsome, well-spoken
young man has come out with his
first full-fledged live recording.
Because the true measure of a
jazz musician is his or her grasp
of the ever-present now, on-
stage, Spirit Of The Moment, cut
live at New York's Village
Vanguard, Mar. 21-26 1995, pro-
vides confirmation for the skepti-
cal bop faithful. Redman's quartet
(Peter Martin, piano; Chris
Thomas, bass; Brian Blade,
drums) is at once tight-knit and
expansive as it proceeds from
the leader's originals to such
standards as “Remember," "“Just
In Time,” “My One And Only
Love" and Sonny Rollins' “St.
Thomas." As this set documents
live performances, a number of
the tracks exceed |0 minutes. As
such, the Redman-penned
“Count Me Out" (7:08) and
“Slapstick” (5:51) are well-suited

to airplay.

Considering all the live
CDs Telarc has made at the Blue
Note (Oscar Peterson, and more
recently, Jon Hendricks and Al
Grey), the company might as
well open an office upstairs at the
club. Anyhow, this disc boasts
two-speaker, 3D surround sound
and, more importantly, the best
environment for the extroverted
bopster — a live audience.
Recorded over four days this past
March — one has to marvel at
how quickly Telarc gets its prod-
uct onto the market — Moady's
Party captures the leader (also

Who better to revive the Impulse! rubric as a new-music company than
pianist McCoy Tyner, some of whose best work was done for the label,
with John Coltrane and under his own name, in the '60s?

The dynamic Tyner is flanked here by his longtime sidekicks Avery Sharpe
on bass and Aaron Scott on drums. Michael Brecker (who did his own
date for Impulse!, Don't Try This At Home, in 1988) supplements the trio,
giving his most inventive and impassioned straight-ahead performance in
years, In addition to five Tyner originals penned upon his return from a fes-
tival in west Africa, Infinity offers a sinewy rendition of Monk's "l Mean

You™ and a spirited reworking of Trane’s "Impressions,” both spotlighting
the rejuvenated Brecker to fine effect. Tyner, a prolific recording artist, has
been consistently pleasing over the years. But the return of both Impulse!

and Brecker merits a double-bravo.

While we're on the subject of returns, check out B-3 organist Greg Hatza's
comeback, his first outing since his two dates for MCA 20 years ago. Hatza's
handiwork — not to mention footwork; he pumps the bass pedals, too — is
sure, rich and largely devoid of the schmaltz and Jimmy Smith-sired blues-
shuffle clichés that give barbeque a bad name. In Paul Bollenback, previously
heard with organist Joey DeFrancesco, the leader has a nimble-fingered
plectrist who contributes strongly to the music’s rhythmic as well as melod-
ic/harmonic thrust. Rounding out the group are drummer Gary Jenkins and
altoman Jim Snidero, whose gutsy, muscular lines make one forget the
absence of the more customary tenor sax. Appetizing cuts include “Juicy,”
“Bossa Nowhere,” the funky backbeat-driven "The Wizard” and the bluesy
"Midnight Freight” (four of the leader’s six originals).

Tenorist Redman is the most celebrated under-30 jazz star, but he's in good
company. The jazz renaissance that continues apace owes also to his con-
temporaries representing players on virtually every instrument. Among the
drummers, Bill Stewart stands out (as does Brian Blade from Redman’s
group), and now steps out as a leader. Having laid down fat, supple grooves
in bands led by Maceo Parker, John Scofield, Joe Lovano and Larry Goldings,
Stewart, 28, is more than ready to hang out his own shingle. Straight-ahead
jazz is the order of business on Snide Remorks as the leader’s snappy drum-
work spearheads nine of his own compositions performed by four kindred
spirits who pick their spots judiciously, thus keeping the ensemble sound
open, uncluttered and unpredictable. Tenor saxist Joe Lovano and trum-
peter/flugelhornist Eddie Henderson, who has re-emerged in recent years
as a commanding soloist, form a stellar front line, behind which Stewart,
bassist Larry Grenadier and pianist Bill Carrothers prudently mix meters and
moods. A cerebral quality imbues a number of these tracks, “Soul’s Harbor”
in particular, but there's swing aplenty. Check out the title tune, the angular
"7.8” (3:19) and the artfully cymbalistic "Crosstalk” (6:S1).

The
respectful “The Original Old
School” features Lovebug Starski,
the Furious Five, Cold Crush
Brothers and D) Hollywood in a
vintage mic check, while “It's
On" Is ready to take its place
next to the great party jams of all
time. Play also includes some of
Doug's Jamaican roots on
“Freaks" (featuring Little
Vicious), a safe sex anthem that
closes with Doug’s beat box
skills. Play falters when Fresh
forgets that he Is setting a better
example for the sexually
gratuitous new jacks and
unoriginal followers: “Freak It

Their follow-up, The B8liss
Album...?, was, in part, a response to their critics (most
notably on “Plastic”) and an uneven attempt to be harder.
They soon realized that appeasing critics was not a part of
their design, so they have taken two years off (an eternity in
hip-hop) to rethink their music. On the upcoming fesus
Wept album, Prince Be and J.C. have crossed the lines
between R&B, pop, psychedelia, rock and hip-hop, and sit
alone—unaffected by trends—on a cloud somewhere creat-
ing truly beautiful music. While we’re not pitching PM.
Dawn as “hip-hop” by today‘s standards, it remains, in theo-
ry, an integral part of the group’s sound collage. The first sin-
gle from fesus Wept, entitled “Downtown Venus” (Gee
Street, c/o Island, address above), may be one of the best
cuts the duo has ever created for pure pop enjoyment.
Sampling the chugging rhythm of Deep Purple’s “Hush,”
Prince Be sings over a mix of guitars, vocal layerings and per-

cussion. If it's agreed that hip-hop was built on musical
cross-breeding, then PM. is one of its most essential play-
ers...BACK TO THE REAL: It's hard to tell if he has extreme
nasal congestion or he’s higher than Cypress Hill, but
SCOTT LARK DA SENSEI's “Insight” (Contract, 129
Fayette St., Conshohocken, PA 19428 610.940.9533) is a
smoky, well-produced cut by Tony D that would rather lie
in low-lying, shady areas than soak up the spotlight like
the output from some of his contemporaries. When he's
not dropping deep, monotone raps (you can almost pic-
ture the snot running all over the mic), you can hear Scott
mumbling under his breath and collecting himself for
another set of rhymes.

Also check the B-side track,
"Tu-Shoom-Pang.”...Once a pint-sized group of hip-hop
hardheads, Da Youngsta’s grew up before the entire hip-hop
universe. Now calling themselves DA YOUNGSTA'S ILLY
FUNKSTAZ, they've released the single "I'll Make You
Famous” (Pop Art, PO. Box 15591, Philadelphia, PA 19131
215.878.5551), which will fit perfectly next to Nas, AZ or
Mobb Deep. While "I'll Make You Famous” can slug it out
with the best (the remix samples Al B. Sure’s “Night And
Day"”), the cut to check for here is on the B-side.

their strengths, and they know how to use them.
Sweet, dreamy, romantic and sanguine are all words
that describe this album, but it’s difficult to encapsu-
late this eclectic, divinely soulful work into a few gra-
tuitous sentences.

Butler and newcomer Greg Gall
on drums, Six Feet Under churns
out a frighteningly heavy mix of
crunchy, old-school metal riffage,
nightmarish growls straight from
the bowels of hell, hauntingly
melodic guitar solos, brain-bash-
ing rhythms and thick, doom-
filled melodies. Barnes' unmistakable vocal eruptions blast
through a dense bed of razor-sharp riffs on this collection of
hard-hitting tunes. Highlights include the brutal churn of
“Lycanthropy,” the noxious swirl of “Beneath A Black Sky,”
the ferocious rhythmic pummel of “Silent Violence,” the
reverberating blast of “Human Target” and the slow, grinding
shred of “Remains Of You.” Although Six Feet Under just
inked a multi-album deal with Metal Blade (despite original
plans of remaining a one-off side project), Barnes and West
haven't made any plans to leave Cannibal Corpse and
Obituary, respectively. In fact, Barnes has announced a tenta-
tive Halloween release date for Cannibal Corpse's next
blood-dripping masterpiece, so keep an eye out. Also, don't
miss Six Feet Under on the road with Broken Hope when
this delightfully devastating tour (beginning October 6 in
Atlanta) slams into a town near you.

Bursting with intricate, elaborate arrangements and soaring

with exalted vocal harmonies, this Portuguese black metal

outfit doesn't spew out the same, run-of-the-mill blinding
- blur of guttural, screaming white

noise that seems to go hand-in-

hand with most black death

metal bands. Moonspell's ele-

gantly evil, atmospheric instru-
mental passages swirl with mes-
merizing intensity around thick,
churning rhythms laced with
bone-chilling, gothic melodies and otherworldly howls. A
relatively young band, Moonspell formed in the fall of 1992,
released an EP and a 7” in 1993, and a mini-CD entitled
Under The Mooanspell last year. Produced by Waldemar

Sorychta (guitarist extraordinaire who gained international
notoriety with the German speed metal outfit Despair, has
produced albums for Tiamat and Samael, and currently
slams the strings for Grip Inc.), the band's debut full-length,
Wolfheart, takes death metal to a new level by weaving tra-
ditional Portuguese melodies into a rich tapestry of sound
rife with lush keyboard manipulations, dark emotion and
vocals that alternate between operatic swoons and fore-
boding growls. Teetering dangerously on a fine line
between gentle dreams and hellish nightmares, Moonspell's
multi-faceted musical soundscape stirs up images of serene
beauty, as well as ugly malevolence. Check out the eerie
whisper of “Trebraruna” (sung in the band’s native tongue),
the surging, rhythmic rumble of “Wolfshade (A Werewolf
Masquerade),” the somber, instrumental flow of *...Of
Dream And Drama,” the rough grind of “An Erotic
Alchemy” and the passionate burn of “Love Crimes.”

the music on the record. The practically self-explanatory “Fuck Up Beats”
is a down and dirty, filth-choked drag through gallons of distortion, feed-
back and caterwauling drum loops. Considering the nearly instant success
of this LP at commercial alternative radio, Exit Planet Dust could well be
instrumental in testing the often inflexible boundaries separating the two
genres.

SKYLAB #1

Astralwerks, ¢/o Caroline, address above

When last we heard from Skylab, its sole habitat was the Lattitude label in
the U.K. Now it's established an arrangement with Astraiwerks in the
U.S., resulting in the recent release of the splendid “Exotika” (12")
(reviewed here last week) and the #/ LP (originally released last year in
the U. K.). Skylab is made up of down-tempo groove prankster Matt
Ducasse, Japan’s Major Force and the now ubiquitous Howie B.
Fortunately, a term for the music this group makes has yet to be found,
though no doubt it will be lumped in with the current "trip-hop” move-
ment (which, of course, attempts to encapsulate such wide ranging artists
as D) Shadow, Tricky and Portishead). This isn't a record for the dance-
floor, or at least any dancefloor presently imagined, nor is it sterile head-
phone-only electronic doodling. “Exotika” is a slo-mo, treacherous barbit-
vate which makes you feel like you're receiving a down pillow through
hypodermic injection. “Seashell” is a gently corrosive piece with a beauti-
fully lethargic groove. This is an album that will stay with you long after
first listening. Along with the current Mo Wax and Pussyfoot material,
Skylab is effectively inventing a new genre of “dance” music.

Chicago’s D] SNEAK is a ubiquitous figure in the dance world now. He's
recorded for more labels than you've had hot dinners, and has done so in
a little under a year. The fact that he’s released two new EPs in the last
two weeks comes as no surprise to anyone. The Beautification Of House
EP is a four-to-the-floor, stone cold coliection of jack tracks. “Jacking™ was
the mid-'80s term for the acrobatic style of dancing which came about
with the birth of house, and its popularity is once again evident. "Jack’s
Back” proclaims the fact loudly, with its helicopter blade, rotating drum
attacks and hollow snare hits interspersed with samples from Farley
“Jackmaster” Funk’s epochal “Jack The Bass.” “Da Jacker” continues the
theme with its plate-shifting, cavernous percussion, while “Funkin’ With
Da Drums” is a potent, bass-less drum exercise (Circuit, c/o Cajual, 1229
N. North Branch, #218, Chicago, IL 60622 312.642.8008)...Sneak’s

rather plainly titled Recycled Loops EP belies the recored’s content. Any
producer can recycle old drum loops, it's more a question of what is done
with them. Here Sneak borrows some warm organ chords on “Til Dawn
Do Us Part,” from an obscure (to me at least) disco track, allowing them
to dart to and fro beneath the bass line. The real kicker here is undoubt-
edly “Funk Unit,” a thick, resonating electro sample track with a disfigur-
ing drum pattern that sounds like a unwanted power surge. Lethal stuff
(AV8, 2887 Rugby Road, Oceanside, NY 11572 516.594.0012).

JOEY BELTRAM has resurfaced on the Logic label with a minimalist sym-
phony entitled "Game Form,” which sees him in cahoots with Chicago
trackmakers Robert Armani and Mike Dearborn, whose names are well
known to the techno community. “Game Form” sees Beltram in classic
form with a pared down 909 drum track working overtime to the accom-
paniment of a gigantic rhythm and bouncing bass line. Armani’s mix is a lit-
tle sharper and harder, with a trademark distorted kick drum and some
flailing percussive work. Mike Dearborn applies his granite sensibilities to
the third mix, ensuring that there won’t be a still body in the house.
Apparently this is a taster for Beltram’s forthcoming full-length for the
German Tresor label which will no doubt find its way onto a domestic
label in the near future. This single will certainly keep you going for now
(Logic, 270 Lafayette St., Ste. 1402, New York, NY 10012 212.219.2040).

Delacy’s “Hideaway,” which appeared on Easy St. earlier this year, was
written and produced by the indefatigable Jersey track team Blaze. After
some licensing difficulties, the track has emerged once again with three
spanking new mixes by the Deep Dish crew and K-Klass. As you well
know, the Deep Dish folks are on fire right now, seemingly unable to
make a bad record. Their epic (11:51) reworking of this track only
cements their reputation, with its staccato keyboard freefalls and elusive
minor key melody set to the accompaniment of a mammoth rhythm. The
combination of Blaze's songwriting and Deep Dish’s production is a formi-
dable one. The K-Klass mix is brighter and a little more commercial

The ideologies of rock 'n' roll
were always somewhat disingenu-
ously divorced from those of
dance music. The fact that the
chasm between the two forms
has only grown wider has little to
do with their appeal and a lot to
do with the apartheld within the
music industry. At the risk of
sounding simplistic (and dramat-
ic), Exit Planet Dust is where the
two forms collide with the monu-
mental force of a supernova. This
album, concocted by two produc-
ers formerly known as the Dust
Brothers (until that moniker fell
to the wayside after a legal tangle
with the LA hip-hop production
outfit of the same name) is a
grimy, headlong plunge into rock’s
hidden debt to dance music. From
the duo’s first recordings, the
audience for the Chemical
Brothers was always one whose
roots in rock made it somewhat
hesitant to venture into the world
of dance music, which had been
systematically demonized since
the “disco sucks™ backlash of the
late '70s. Once that perilous step
had been taken, the audience for
Chemical Brothers realized that
nothing Is sacred in the collage
and cut-'n'-paste aesthetic work
these folks do. That fact is made
evident not only on this album but
on their wildly eclectic playlists
(they are both DJs, needless to
say), which include everything
from “Eleanor Rigby™ to LA. cut-
and-scratch technicians D) Battery
Brain and Vicious C., from the
new school West Coast electro-
hop of the Bassex crew to
Freestyle's plummeting “Don't
Stop The Rock.” This expansive
album includes the Brothers® first,
long-out-of-print vinyl outing,
“Song To The Siren,” a sprawling,
clockwork trance epic with an
incandescent, hollow bass line, as
well as more recent efforts from
the now deleted |4th Century Sky

JOHN GILMORE 1931-1995

Jazz great John Gilmore died of emphysema on August 20
at the age of 63. Gilmore was an accomplished tenor saxo-
phonist in bebop, swing and avant-garde settings; he
played with artists as diverse as Earl Hines, Art Blakey, Paul
Bley and Olatunji, but committed most of his life and cre-
ativity to the brotherhood of the Sun Ra Arkestra. Joining
Rain 1953, he was a devoted deputy throughout the
decades and led the Arkestra following Ra’s death in 1993.
Gilmore’s enormous talents were often overlooked
because of his subordinate role, but John Coltrane
acknowledged his frenzied, emotional sax style as a
tremendous influence. Gilmore can be heard on close to
two hundred Sun Ra recordings, on his own album on Blue
Note, and as a co-leader on records with Clifford Jordan,
Dizzy Reese, and Paul Bley/Paul Motian/Gary Peacock.

DWAYNE GOETTEL 1964-1995

Founding member of Skinny Puppy Dwayne Goettel died
on August 23 of an apparent heroin overdose at his par-
ents’ home in Edmonton, Canada. Goettel, along with
other band members Nivek Ogre and cEvin Key, had
recently completed work on a Skinny Puppy album to be
finished by long-time producer David Ogilvie for release
on American Recordings. Goettel had contributed to pro-
jects like Doubting Thomas, Hilt and the Tear Garden, but
had most recently finished work with Key for Download, a
recording collaboration set for release on Cleopatra
Records on October 3. The release date of the Skinny
Puppy album is now indefinite, with no plans for its release
by the end of '95.

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Eric Matthews is best known as the ‘other half’
of Cardinal, last year's duo which wowed crit-
ics with its lush harmonies. Matthews played
Robin to Richard Davies' (ex-Moles) Batman for
a single Cardinal album before embarking on a
solo career, which officially begins with of his
first album, It’s Heavy In Here on Sub Pop. All
of this is a little heady for a man who hasn't
been to a party or bought current records in the
last 10 years, a man who began his musical
career as an orchestra musician, a self-taught
composer and arranger who is now submerged
in this strange indie-rock world.

It wasn’t parental force that drove Eric
Matthews to the trumpet at the tender age of
10, but rather the soundtrack to the ‘70s’ most
popular film: Star Wars.

sections...and then Star Wars came out. John
Williams was writing so specifically and pre-
dominantly for trumpet. | fell in love with it. |
worked hard at it and excelled and decided
pretty promptly after that that | wanted to make
that my career,” states Matthews matter-of-
factly.

He took the most direct path towards a trum-
pet-playing career, applying to a music conser-
vatory rather than a
conventional college.
His stay at the conser-
vatory was short-lived,
however. Eric explains,
“| was gigging all over
town, making quite a lot
of money actually, but
at the same time | was
failing miserably out of
the conservatory acad-
emically. | loved playing
and it was expected
that | would go on and
be a great trumpeter
and | didn’t feel | need-
ed all of the acade-
mics.” Later, after a
move to Boston, he
tried once again to pick
up his trumpet studies,
this time with Thomas
Morrison, a principal in
the Boston Symphony.
But again, Eric changed
his mind. "I had recently
received a tape from my
brother and my dad that
they had just done.
They had just gotten
recording equipment for

the first time in the house and on the tape were
a few of each of their songs. | said, ‘Wait a
minute...this is so much more interesting than
me trying to play Mozart like every other trum-
pet player has tried to do for the last 300
years.’ | basically got off the train on the way to
my first lesson.”

Luckily, Matthews’ stay in Somerville,
Massachusetts, was not a bust, since it was
there that he met Richard Davies. Introduced
by friend and Sebadoh member, Bob Fay, their
desire to collaborate was immediate. "It was all
rather sudden. One day we didn’t know each
other, the next day we were like, ‘We've got to
do something.’” With the release of the
Cardinal record, Matthews was propelled into

an indie rock world he knew little about (and
still doesn’t), a world which has opened a
bushel of opportunities for him, even if he was
a bit skeptical at first. “There was some con-
cern on my part [about signing to Sub Pop]
because everyone thinks of Sup Pop as guitar-
and distortion-oriented music and | was going
to come out with, hopefully, some very pretty
music. | was wondering if perception was going
to be a problem. I'm sure that it's going to look
and sound strange to some people.”

It doesn’t seem all that strange, actually. In
addition to comparisons to Nick Drake and the
Beach Boys’ Pet Sounds, much of the initial
response to It's Heavy In Here has compared
Matthews’ work to that of labelmate Lou
Barlow. Matthews concedes that Barlow has
been an inspiration to him, though not neces-
sarily on a musical level. “Bob Fay played me a
tape of his [Barlow’s]. One of those ‘I've got
this friend’ situations, and it was the first time
anybody had played for me somebody that
they knew who had recorded a song that they
had written. | was fascinated by the fact that |
know a guy who knows a guy who sat down
and recorded his songs. Why didn’t | know that
this existed? | guess | was busy sitting in the
orchestra,” he says, a bit embarrassed by his
innocence.

Being an orchestra
member is hardly what
one would expect of
today’s indie-rock song-
writer, but then nothing
much about the way Eric Matthews writes is
what most would consider typical procedure. “|
write most of my songs on the piano and that
will be transcribed to either strings or guitar. A
large part of what | write is at the piano with
paper and pencil. If | had a computer | might try
and take a short cut, but at this point I'm really
in love and feel it's important that | develop as
fully as | can with paper and pencil, because
that’s how all the masters have proceeded.
There's no reason why | should try and deviate
from their pattern.” If the
masters are testimony
enough, well then, so be
it. But what about
today’s music? Does
Matthews have any
favorites on the cutting
edge? "I've got friends
who are constantly trying
to turn me onto these
great things and it all
simply sounds loud. |
feel like an eight year
old. It all sounds like
‘Boom...boom...boom...
boom... boom..." it's not
communicating anything
beautiful to me. | couldn’t
be any less in love with
the aesthetic of guitars
and guitar records.”
