Chrysalis is  unveiling new
albums from The Mighty Lemon
Drops, widely re| orfeg as the “fu-
ture of pop” and reputedly subject
of a cheque book war amang A&R
people, Billy Bragg and big guns
Billy Idol, Ultravox, Huey Lewis, Ga
West ond a yet-ta-be-canfirmed
sola record by Debbie Harry.
“Our first six months were quiet

because lats aof our arists were in
the studios,” says Chrysalis head of
press Berni Kilmartin, echoing
many other press afficers wha
have had ta juggle with postponed
releases thraughaut the summer.

The service, which is being laun-
ched by o Landan campany, Cab-
lecam Productians, has a program-
me farmat which alsa gives full
infarmation abaut the recard
lobels and catalogue numbers in-
volved, as well as the B-sides of the
records. Each pragramme will run
for half-an-hour befare being re-
peated ond feature about 25
records, played for approximately
one minute each.

Jeff Cane, director of MusiCall,
says: “It's an invaluable service for
the record-buying public, and i is
something that record shaps and

radia cannot pravide. Record com-
panies will be able to plug recards
to a specifically targeted audience
as and when required, and there is
the passibility of being able ta sell
records by mail-arder.”

Cane adds that there has been
"“a prefty goad respanse fram re-
card campanies, particularly the
smaller anes” but scepticism about
the service in some quarters.
“We're receiving about hcjf of the
new weekly releases but there is a
Catch 22 situation, in that some
companies are waiting to see haw
it goes before supplying product,
but we need the re{;oses ta get
MusiCall off the graund.”

The MusiCall service has several
other possibilities including sepa-
rate telephone numbers far specific
?'pes of music and the oppartunity
or listeners to listen ta an entire
album an the telephone.
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IN AN address to delegates ot
the RCA/Aricla soles confer-
ence, classicol product manager
Keith Shadwick embellished an the
theme of classics in terms of new
jozz praduct. He fald delegates
that RCA jazz releases include a
special limited edition in three-CD
box set form of Tommy Dorsey’s
greatest performances, a simir;r
set featuring Glenn Miller due in
November and various releases
during October and November
from the Savay cotalogue of re-
pertoire by Charlie Parker, Thelo-
nious Monk, Herbie Nichols, Art
Pepper and Erroll Gamer.

“As with clossics, however, jozz
cannot survive indefinitely as o
growth area an reissues alone,”
Shodwick pointed out. “RCA New
York is well aware of this, and has
launched a new recording initiative
under new jozz department head
Steve Backer.”

THE WAY they were: XTC on the
recent So It Goes 10-years-ofter
special on TV: all difficult rhythms
and hissing conviction. Naive,
perhaps, but one of the most
exciting clips in o badly ageing
bunch.

The way they are: XTC, older —
“well into old forldom”, probobly
wiser, still with Virgin, and about to
unveil what is possibly their greatest
album, the Todd Rundgren-

roduced Skylarking, o hummable,
Euggoble pot pourn of real tunes,
Sixties-flavoured pop.

“The more records we make the
further back we go,” muses Andy
Portidge (right), joint frontman,
vocalist and songwriter along with
Colin Moulding, but probob?y the
figure that most peaple regard as
the face and voice of XTC —
though, beware, his and Moulding’s
vaices are almost identical. “if we
keep going we'll be like Donny
Kaye!”

1964-65 is probably where the
spirit af Skylarking lies, reckons Par-
tndge, who likes to remember XTC’s
albums as colours: “Mummer’s straw
caloured, English Settlement’s grass

reen”. Skylarking, brmful of ebul-
ient pop must be the colour of
Smarties, brightly-coloured beans
raining down as they did in all those

ald innocent TV ads, long before

Stor Bars and Crunchie-sponsored
bands had yet to raise their day-glo
heads.

So, what was it like to work with
Rundgren, the wizard whose repu-
tation is aclually bigger than his
recent output — not counting the
HM barber shop melodies of Uto-
pia2 Partridge describes it as “two
Hitlers in one bunker”,

“It was difficult in a nutshell. It was
the first time we've been told to shut
up and be produced by Virgin. They
wont us to sell more records in the
US, so they thought Bigwig Amer-
icon Producer equals American
Sales. Being etemolly sorry for Vir-
gin is not being an easy group to
market, ) went along with it.”

The result is not s instantly recog-
nisably Rundgrenised as you might
expect; Super Girl — Porindge’s

Something else thot didn't fum out
exaclly as XTC envisaged was the
cover: onginally to be o Lady
Chatterley-esque  photogroph  of
flower-entwined hair that wos even-
tually deemed too naughty to risk
the wrath of, say, Smiths. Poriridge:
“It was tastefull It summed up a lot of
the sentiment on the album. We
agreed fo fake it round chains who
said they'd stock it, but wouldn't
display it, and if there was ony other
rumpus about it that they wouldn't
even stack it so we had to step dawn
for the sake of not committing
suicide.”

The new sleeve features an
apparently more acceptable paint-
ing of Grecion nudes scompering
about in o field. Pardridge wanted it
to be in a summer field to reflect the
murmurous  summer blur of the
Moulding single, Grass (pasture not
pot} oand Drowning In Summer's
Cauldron; and now, strangely, sche-
duling delays which held up the LP
all through the wash-out summer,
could mean that it's out in time for an
Indian summer in late September.

Meanwhile, after years of grind-
ing treks and ground-breaking tours,
the band that were once famed for
flying journalists to all corners of the
globe have declored a no-tours
policy. With hindsight, Parridge
feels that some of the touring might
have been misguided and that ﬂw
band would have done better to
keep o closer eye on what wos
happening on their own doorsteps.

New release and no tour — you
can suddenly see what he means
about hard to market. But if there
ever was an album fo bust through
people’s preconceptions ond into
the charts, this has ta be it.

It's got some old die-hard fans
divided, but there’s o whole new
audience out there who probably
wouldn't even recognise XTC from
So It Gaes, which could bode well
for Andy Parridge’s fast ambition:
“to be richer and less famous”, he
says, as he prepares to ga on his first
holidoy for eight years. If anyone

deserves a break, XTC do.

Redlistically, The Hit Parade
hove grown in stature over their
five singles. The songs and quali-
ty of production gets better and
better as they reoch bigger and
bigger audiences. But just how
far can they go2 "What? to ma-
jor lobels ... | don’t know, after
oll, the big companies will ol-
woys opt to sign the Sputniks of
this world rother than the Cole
Poders. | mean, Cole just
wouldn't have been flamboyant
enough.”

Born again
country

BOLD AS you like, they coll them-
selves The Stors Of Heaven ond tout
around press releases boasfing a
“cross between Johnny Cash and
The Velvet Underground”, Naturally
every right thinking individual should

naw be skipping off at some pace,
muttering darkly “enaugh, chaps, is
enough”. But wait, there’s mare .

The Stars Of Heaven have just
released Sacred Heart Hotel, thejr
debut mini thingy on Raugh Trade,
and guess what, it's a starmer. Fram
the first delicate chimes of the title
track to the more full blacded exer-
cises an the secand side it's a winner,
with its brevity only serving to tantal-
ise for further playings.

Hailing from Dublin, The Siars
have decided ta save us all from
what they wauld describe as “idiat
pap” and have donned the cow

ofe's hat and come out as country
Eoys. Bass player Peter O'Sullivan,
eschewing comparison with the
speed patter of his racing carres-
pondent nomesake, explains why
four sans of Ireland decided to take
up the mantle of country-rockers.

“The guitarist, Stan Erruaght and |
formed the band in March ’83 and
took six months to recruit the other
two members, Bemard Walsh an
drums and Stephen Ryan on vocals
and guitar. What we wanted fo do
was form a band with o country
idea behind it. It was something that
we were neither seeing or hearing
and seemed o good igeo."

Fair enough, but we're talking ab-
out Dublin here. On one hand
there’s on understondable desire to
emulate the admirable U2, but the
hand grips fightly to the belief that
something else must be done. Were
they deliberately going against the

rain, defiberately stiving for some-
thing o mile off the wall2

“Well, it didn't really seem that
rodical at the time, more of a naturol
idea. This wos the music we were
listening to ond what we felt like
doing. When we first played the
reaction was complete bemusement
to it all, it was a total culture shock. In
Irelond there still remains a strong
tradiion of country and westem
music, it's very cabaret bosed, more
Big Tom thon Hank Willioms.
Obviously what we're attempting to
do is completely different.”

Hotwire Records was the home of
their first recording, Clothes Of
Pride, which came to the attention of
Peel, hence the beginning of a pro-
cess thot hos seen another Peel ses-
sion and a Jonice long spat, all
encouraging stuff. Encouroging, but
London-based stuff.

“There’s been a better reaction in
London than Dublin”, admits O'Sulli-
van. “It's alright if you make it in
Dublin first and then elsewhere, but
if it's L'ondon first, this leads to great
suspicion.”

In support of the LP The Stars Of
Heaven ore currently touring. Wit-
nessed recently at o shamefully
empl? Dingwalls, it's fair to say the
band do toughen up their saund, but
with the essential smoothness and
clarity intact. Clearly this is o sound
that's growing all the time. Now,
what's all this nonsense about
Johnny Cosh meets The Velvet
Underground? “It's o nice catch
phrase more than an accurate
stofement. People like that sort of
thing.”

One company which is daing its
best to dispel fze atmasphere aof
mistrust is paster specialist Reflex
— which in its 18 manths of exist-
ence has built up a salid reputatian
by rigidly adhering ta iis licensing
palicy. Directar Tany Mathias ex-
plains: “We are trying ta change
the bad name of the industry. We
have poid aut a lat in rayalties —
samething in the region of 15 per
cent of turnaver — which means
less prafit in the shart-term, but we
feel it is ultimately warthwhile.

“Bands ond their representa-
tives are suspiciaus of the business.

Mathias says that the campany has
run up against prablems with gain-
ing licences; Mel Gibsan and
Richard Gere are twa examples af
persanalities wha refused ta en-
darse their image. As Reflex daes
nat handle nan-licensed praduct
this has slowed expansian. Saq, is
there a salutian?

“It would be a wanderful idea
far merchandisers ta unite in the
fight against piracy,” Mathias
asserts, “but realistically it seems
unlikely. Na personulifg rights cur-
rently exist sa it wauld be a case af
creating new laws. While it is in the
interest of the artists themselves ta
farce the issue thraugh they dan't
want ta get invalved in protracted
legal batiles.”

Reflex Marketing reparts that
1986 has been a befter year far
business than ‘85 — althaugh dur-
ing the last few manths there has
been a marked lull. A hatch patch
of new bands an the scene has nat
praved particularly lucrative with
the exception af a-ha, ond the
surfeit of magazines praviding pic-
tures and pasters far kids ta plaster
aver their bedroom walls hasn't
helped. Mathias pinpaints that UK
teens have less dispasable incame
ta spend an merchandise than their
American caunterparts.

Paul Bitmead of Undercaver, o
small creative unit praducing fow
runs of individually designed gar-
ments, claims that the industry’s
patential far diversificatian is ham-
pered by excessive cautian: “The
UK is mare canservative than the
US. Merchandising gimmicks are
seen as being childish aver here
whereas aver there they are just
cansidered fun. Alsa in the US
there is much stranger purchasing
pawer and greater brand layalty.”

Bitmead believes that the future
hinges an the maney ond the im-
partance which recard campanies
are prepared ta aftach ta mer-
chandising campaigns: “While they

Outer Limits, anather T-shirt spe-
cialist, has cansiderably extended
its harizans in respanse ta recent
buayant business. In the spring it
clinched twa exclusive deals; ane

with Winterland Califarnia far dis-
tribution aof T-shits in Europe
featuring big names such as
Madanna, a-ha, Wham! and Bruce
Springsteen and a similar ane with
Acme Tatal Merchandising. Other
praduct lines naw include BBC de-
signs, such as EastEnders, and o
cantract with Sky Channel.
"We've divided the campany
inta UK and internatianal sectians,”
says managing directar Jahn Mcl-
saac.

uy posters, which is why we don't
stock them.”

Two views, then, of record shop
merchandising. Virgin Retail has
obviously been in the field longer,
ond can see positive profits in T-
shirts and similar items, while Tow-
er, who is catering for a somewhat
different market, prefers to be
selective. Any record retailer cur-
rently not stocking allied merchan-
dise should recall what Gerard Tal-
bot relotes conceming o 10/15
per cent slice of his chain’s turnov-
er, while the more esoferic dealer
might heed Steve Smith's words
obout older record buyers.

Far the French to consider
putting sub-fitles on all non-French
videos and require thaot at least half
of all radic and TV music output
should be damestic praduct seems
shorsighted, to say the least. Down
the ages civilisations whose
cultures have withered and died
have been those that have
remained insular, trying to ignore
the changes going on around
them. If this stupid policy sticks, it
bodes ill for the French record
industry — for barriers tend to
operate in both directions. And
French record companies have
olready warned that it could have
the opposite effect to the one
intended, making English songs
more accessible to French youth.

The French are worried that one
language will dominate their
culture. But if the proud French
wauld odmit it, theyve always
waonted to see just one longuage
dominate world culture — that's
French. And Fronce has olways
been a territory unto itself, with a
very strong representation of
home-based praduct in the charts.

The sub-titles will supposedly
show up the banality of English
lyrics, but our friends acrass the
Channel have the same mix of
good, bad and indifferent lyrics as
is evident in British and Americon
popular music. What's more
significant — ond their government
minister Phillipe de Villiers should
toke note of this — is that American
and British songwriters have been
much more successful ot capturing
the mood and the imagination of
young people oll over the world.

Best of luck to them with same aof
the transtations — just the titles such

as Rage Hard ond Ain’t Nathin’
Gain’ On But The Rent will be
difficult enough. If we had tried to
do the same over the years with
French offerings, | suppose we
might not hove had too much
difficulty with the titles of such hits
as Jane Birkin ond Serge
Gainsbourg's Je ' Aime ..., Moi
Non Plus (I love you . .. but I'm o bit
non-plussed}, but how would we
have sub-tiled oll the moans of
ecstasy?

It is passible to feel sympathy for
French leaders that their linguistic
heritage is under threat but o more
construclive opproach would be to
encourage local folent to come up
with better songs in French that
have international appeal. Don't
try to close people’s minds to
music. Britisﬁ popular music hos
benefited greatly from digesting
the best thot music hos to offer
from araund the world, improving
on it and profitably re-exporting it.
There’s a lesson there for the
French to fearn and one that we
should never forget.
